Ex-Speak- er Crisp, who is a
candidate for Senator Gordon's scat, led the
Frco Silver forces, and Judgo Turner, whom
the Administration favors for the posit ion, made
astrongspecch against free silver, which closed
the debate. Both Crisp aud Turner made
speeches which thoirsupporters declare were
the best of their lives.

GEN. MILES REPORTS
Gen. Miles has sent to Congress with tho now

Army reorganization bill a report in which ho

advocates an immediate increase of tho artillery
branch of tho service, an addition of 4,000 mon
to tho Eegnlar Army and about GO additional
officers. Tho artillery requires, he shows-- moro
attention than any other department of tho
Government, and if Congress proposes making
largo appropriations for fortifications and coast
defense?, it will bo necessary to greatly aug-

ment tho artillery, which will bo charged with
their caro and operation. The three-battalio- n

system, which admits of modern tactical drills,
is urged, and a reduction in tho number or

First Lieutenants of artillery, who. Gen. Miles

Btatcs. aro responsible for tho stagnation that
has existed since tho war.

Gen. Miles, in discussing tbo needs of tho
Government from a standpoint of defenses,
both on sea and land, said it is perfectly well
known there is ahsolnto necessity for tho in-

crease of tho artillery branch for-th- o pnrposo of
manning, protecting aud caring for these valu-

able weapons of war.
Ab the Government, ho continued, has now

at great expense established mortar batteries
and high-pow- er guns at Fort Hancock, New
York Harbor, it is necessary that barracksbc
erected there for a suitable garrison, protecting
aud manning tho batteries now in position at
that point,

Jn addition to tho artillery school at Fort
Monroe, Gen. Miles urges that details bo made
from all tho artillory Tcgimcnts, especially
from among the subaltern ollicers, to he sta-

tioned at Fort Hancock, or tho adjacent forts
Hamilton, Wadsworth and Governor's Island
where they can go down every day to Fort

Hancock aud witness tho testing of the high-pow- er

guns aud mortars.
Concerning tho defenses of the conntry, Gen.

Miles shows that on tho lino of the Gulf of
Mexico and tho Atlantic Ocean tho important
cities of Galveston, New Orleans, Mobile, Sa-

vannah, Washington, Baltimore and Philadel-
phia aro entirely without modern guns. Tho
few guns that arc in position aro obsolete and
of littlo value, and it cannot he expected that
any ono of theso batteries could stop a single
first-clas-s baltJcshipTiiuch lessa fleet equipped
with tho modern appliances of warfare. From
an inspection of the old batteries on thoSouth-c- m

seaboard, tho General has concluded that
they aro worse than useless, and their removal
alono will rcqniroa large appropriation.

Gen. Miles docs not believe the safety of tho
country can depend on any ono branch of tho
military establishment alone, and is an mlvo-cat- o

of a formidable navy, as --well as a modern
standing army aud complete fysfem of coast
defenses.

CONTRACT FOR HEADSTONES.

How tlie Graves of Union Soldiers Aro
Marked.

Tho Quartermaster-Genera- l of tho Array has
contracted with William H. Gross, of Lee,
Mass.. for 10,000 headstones, to mark tho graves
of soldiers and saiiats. Tho headstones pro-

vided by tho Government nro by no means
pretentious Their average cost of lato years
has been about $2 apiece. Tho contract price
for tho coming year la $1.8.1 for each stone,
being tho lowest rate at which they have ever
been secured.

When annlication for these headstones is
made by tho friends of the dead veteran to tho
otliccrs of the military department in which
they reside, tho records are carefully examined
to make sure that the deceased is entitled to

the bciH'fit of the appropriation. Jn case tho
examination is satisfactory, thesiono is shipped
to tho railroaJ Elation or steamboat lauding
named by the applicant.

The expense of erecting the slono must be
guaranteed by tho persons who apply for it.
This, or course, only applies to men who have
been honorably discharged. Men who dio, be-

fore they have retired from the Army or Navy
are entitled to burial in a National Cemetery
at the Nation's expense, as honored servants
of the country.

Bids for theso head-tone- s are allied forcvory
two years, iu lots of about 10,000. This nnm-he- r

is by no means an indication of the exact
mortality, inasmuch as many men who dio
after having been honorably discharged from
tho service nro buried without any application
having been made for tho erection of the
National headstone.

At the Chicago Fair, and at other convoca-

tions, it- - has becu proved that tho strongest-minde- d

women, though familiar-wit- h plat-

forms and deep in tho "dismal scicuco" of
political economy, when it conies to disputing,
were no moro philosophical thau tbo simplest
housewife. Tears and hystona camo just as

naturally to thorn ns if tho wbolo world wagged

by impulso only; yet a public meeting in
which feeling aud tears superseded reason ami

arguraont would in tjo ovent inspire cither con-fiden- co

or respect. Women may cease to bo

women, hut they can never learn to bo mon,
and feminino softness and graco can novor do

tho work of tho virilo virtues of men. Very
fortunately, this class of discontcntotl women
havo not yet been ablo to endangor existing
conditions by combinations analogons to trades
unions; nor is it likely thoy over will, becnuso

it is doubtful if women, under any circum-
stances, could combino at all. Certain quali-
ties aro necessary for combination, and theso
qualities aro represented in women by their
oppositcs.

Considering discontented women of nil kinds
individually, it is evident that thoy must bo

dull women. They see only tho dull sido of
things, and naturally fall into a monotonous
way of expressing themselves. Thoy have,
also, the habit of complaining, a habit which
quickens only tbo lower intellect. Whcro is
there a moro discontented crcaturo than a good
watch-dog- ? JIo is forever looking for somo
infringement of his right?, and an approaching
stop or a distant bark drives him into a fury of
protest. Discontented women are always ego-

tists; they view cvorythiug in regard to them-

selves, and havo, therefore, tho defectivo sym-

pathies that belong to low organizations. They
ncvor win confidence, for their discontent
breeds distrust and doubt, and, however clever
they may naturally be, an obstrusivc self, with
its train of likings and dislikings, obscures
their judgment, aud thoy tako false view3 of
peoplo and things. For tim reason, it is al-

most a hopeless effort to show thorn how littlo
peoplo generally caro about thoir grievances;
for they havo thought about themselves so
long and so much that they cannot coticeivo of
any other subject interesting tho rest of tho
world.

Tho defi-

nite standard of wages, and tho clear, explicit
definition of duties will do much good, and the
training school ought to bo a good featuro.
Tho troublo with it i?, that tho girls may ltuU

it profitable to bo trained at tho expense of tho

league, and then on consideration of a little
raiso in wages to go to tho houso of somo out-sid- er

who is pledged to no standard of wages,

and who knows that a well-traine- d servant is

a jewel. One great point that is so often over-

looked in theso plans for solving this distress-

ing problem, is tho sorvant girl's liberty her
personal freedom. Few employes in any labor

havo less real liberty than tho average sorvant
girl. If sho could work a certain number of

hours a day or night, then he free to work or

study or play for horself, as a bricklayer, car-pout-

mason, clerk, stroet-cleane- r, or oven
street-ca- r driver can, she might bo more satis-

fied with housowork. If sho livo in tho houso

of hor employer, then sho is limited in tho
ovenings that alio can go out, and that sho,can
havo friends como to see her. Ilcr morals, her
lcligion, her frocks, hor flirtations aro all criti-

cised nud invaded by her mistross. Sho

really has no individual life. Again, bar
methods of working, no roaster how sensiblo
thoy may suom to hor, must always bo set aside,
nnd her mistress's adopted. It Is difficult for
an intelligent woman to do hor work, nnd
keep at peace in domestic sorvico. Servant
girls frequently abuso whatover privileges have
been extended to them, and thoy frequently
nro ignorant of daintiness or appropriateness,
and must bo taught tho wnys of tho household,
hut mistrossos are not entirely blameless in tho
troubJc3. When a cook or uurso or maid is
treated as fairly and in as husincs3-Iik- o a
manner as tho' avorago merchant treats his
clerks or tho contractor his workmen, tho
problem will bo partly solved it will probably
not bo ontlroly straightened out until humanity
is evolved to groator nobility aud intolligeuco,
and ovolutiou ia but slow work.
