To Which the Woman's Relief Corps Has
Been Likened, by a Member of the Louis-
ville Press Whose Kith and Kin Were on
the Other Side in the Great Struggle for
‘National Union, but Who Wields a Fen
Tipped with Patriotic Fire—The Continu-
ous Story of Unflagging Work—A  Presi-
dent Who Rises Before Daybreak to At-
tend a Corps Meeting on Far Pacific
Hights,

HATE OFF, THEN.

Not from lack of appreciation of the beantiful
tribute paid by Miss Elvira Sydnor Miller, the
truthful * Tattler” of the Louisville Times,
but solely for lack of space following National
Convention and the busy holiday season, has
Tue NatioNalL Taisuse so Jong withheld
{from reproducing the tribute from her grace-
ful pen paid the Woman's Relief Corps in 13th
National Convention assembled in that city.

The tribute follows, and will be read with a
thrill of pride by every woman devoted to the
troe work of the Woman's Relief Corps, and by
every soldier who has had the opportunity te
familiarize bimsell with its important and
continaons work on behalf of the Grand
Army of the Republic and the principles it
proclaims. Miss Miller said :

Too much honor cannot be accorded the
Woman's Relief Corps, whose members are now
the goests of the city. The war leaves its
victims, and its path is marked by the wrecks
of ruined bomes and hearts, poverty, and sor-
row. Itis well to work when the battle rages,
and the madness of enthugiasm spurs one on to
great deeds; but bow dillferent when the lall
follows the storm, when all the feverand ex-
citement are over, and the Nation ean hardiy
be aroused from itsapathy to join in the work
of renovation.

Everybody is tired and despondent, filled
with the selfishness of sorrow which faneies its
grief is the only grief in the world—oh, there
is nothing like trying to inspire the people
with energy and unselfishness after the band
has ceased to play. This, however, is the work
marked out for themselves by the women of
the Relief Corps,

Like the angels of Buena Vista they watched

the battle from afar, marked the wounded and
the dyiug, and then, when the thunder of the
guns was silenced and the grim struggle over,
they went forth on the fieid, closing the eyes
of the slain and providing shelter for the
maimed and suffering,
Nay, more; as day followed day, and the
memory of the civil strifo grew dimmer with
the years, when to the little children of the
new geperation it was a mere fairy story told
around the firesides at twilight, they met to-
gether, sought ont the helpless and destitute
families of the old soldiers of the country, and
put bread in their mouths and a roof over their
heads,

Year after year they have continued their
good work. They have inspired others, even
the most lukewarm, with their own heavenly
zeal, and there is never a day that the welfare
of the unfortunate with a elaim upon the heart
and purse of the people does not receive their
attention.

These soldiers’ wives and children are debts

of honor owed by the Nation, and it is the

women of the Relief Corps who are paying
them off. Hats off, then, to these, and in some
brighter country may they find a receipt in
full registered to their eredit on the books of
the recording angel,

NATIONAL PRESIDENT EPEAKS.

Five hundred plates were laid for the ban.
quet of the 28th anniversary of Richard Borden
Post, Fall River, held in Music Hall, Nationul
and Department officers were among the huun-
dreds of guests.

Department Commander Thayer in his Camp-
fire spoech said that in Fall River, as elsewhere
in the State, he found the G.A.K. and W_IL.C,
working together not only as friends of the
soldiers and sailors, but doing mnch for the
eause of patriotism. He closed with Tiny Tim’s
benediction, *“ God bless youn, every one.”

Then National President Turner made one
of her characteristic speeches, closing with a
complimentary reference to Junior Vice Com-
wapder Deaue. After being received with
three cheers and a tiger and a Chantauqua
salute, she renewed the movement for the
woman's auxiliary, started in 1883 at Denver,
and which had grown to lurge proportions and
to great service as a helper of the Posts, *“We
had very little money the first year,” she said,
“but we established credit, and to this time
we have spent $1,300,000 for the comrades,
The money we have contributed came from
work. HRemember, that whenever you buy a
ticket for the Woman’s Relief Corps, whatever
you pay for it, that ticket goes to some oue in
need,”

She addressed the Sons of Veterans as no
more boys but meu—older men than many of
their fathers were when they went tothe war—
and bade them take up the responsibilities of
citizenship and go forward and show the world
that they are worthy of its confidence. The
Massachusetis BSous of Veterans contribute
enough money yearly to buy flugs for every
man who died in Audersonville Prison. This
placed them in good standing before the public,

After referring to the very plessant emotions
which were hers that night, shie said there was
still a touch of sadness in them; it came from
the thought that she had, she believed, come to
look for the last tirne upon the face of the
Juuior Viee Commander of this Department ;
“yor,” ghe added, it is with gladness in our
hearts that we look forward to sce him Senior
Vice Commander.”

The Woman’'s Heliel Corps had a prominent
part in the exercises of the evening, Hattie A,
Bray reciting with much euthusiasm.
