THE NORTH POLE.

Ciaim That It Has Been Discovered by a
Norwegian,

Feb, 12 a dispatch was received from Irkotsk,
Eastern Siberia. stating that Dr. Nansen had
discovered the North Pole, and was on his way
back with a photograph of it. This report was
generally discredited by arctic explorers in
Enrope and America, but more recent advices
tend to confirm it,

Dr. Fridtjof Nansen is a native of Norway,
and is 34 yearsold. Heentered the University
at Christiania in 1880, and two yearslater went
|5 & passenger on the sealing steamer Vikiug to
the east coast of Greenland, where the vessel
became ice bound in the pack for24 days. Upon
his return he was appointed Curator of the
museum at Bergen, and held that position un-
til 1888, when he became the leader of an ex-
pedition, consisting of six persons, to Green-
land. They crossed the sonthern part of that
country from the east coast of Godhaab, where
they wintered, and returned to Norway in
June, 1889,

From these expeditions Dr. Nansen conceived
an idea of undertaking one to the North Pole
by a new route and on a vessel specinlly con-
structed for the purpose. He lost no time,
and, June 24, 1893, the expedition sailed from
Christiania. The plan of its leader was to
make for the New Siberian islands, and thenece
sail directly north until the vessel should be
imbedded in the ice, and then drift along with

Proclamations—Reign of Blood and Ter-
ror Likely to Follow.

Gen. Weyler is now in command of the
Spanish forees in Cuba, and it seems that the
prediction that his policy wonld be one of blood
and terror will be fuifilled. He has issned
tnr@s proglamations. In the first he calls on
