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McKINLEY'S CALL
TO HONOR

Speags for Gold to the Survivors of
His 0ld Regiment

Maj. WeKinley recéived surviving comrades
of his oid regiment, the 23d Obio, at his home
jn Canton, Wedpesday of last week. From
seversl States the old boys came here to meet
sn Renuion, and to make a formal call on the

man who served wilth them.

The survivors formed in line and marched to
the McKinley residence. Capt. John 8. Eilen,
of Willonghby, made the address in bebalfl of
his comrades. Iu response to the address of
Capt. Ellen, Maj. McKinley said :

“1 was glad to note in theeloguent epeech of
my comrade, Capt. Ellen, that theold 23d Obio
gtunds in 1896, as it-stood in 1861, for the
conntry and for the conntry’s flag. [Greatap-
plause, and cries of * Mckinley, t00.”] Nobody
could have donbted that, knowing the metal
from wlhich this old regiment was made. My
comrades, you are just as lovsl to country now
as von were loyal to country then; and, as you
etood from ‘61 to 65 for the preservation of the
Government of the United States, you stand
to-day just as unitedly for the honor of the Gov-
ernment and the preservation of its credit and
enrrency. [Cheers.]

1 do not know what yon think about it, but
I believe it is & good deal better to open the
milis of the United States to the labor of l;m_mr-
jea than to open up the mintsof the United
States to the silver of the world. [Great cheer-
§ne and cries, *You are right’] Wasbhington
told us over and over again that there was
nothing so important to preserve as the Na-
tion's honor. He said that the most imporiant
source of strength waus the public credit, and
that the best method of preserving it wus to
wee it as sparingly as possible.

“No Government can get on witbout it pre-
gerves its homor., No Government is great
enough 1o get on without it. In the darkest
days of the Revolution Robert Morris, its finan-
cier, went to one of his friends in Philadelphis,
after he had involved himsell asa debtor for &
Jarge sum of money on account of the Govern-
ment, and said to him:

“4 1 must have $1,500,000 fer the Continental
army.” His friend said: * What seenrily can
thee give, Robert?’ He answered : ‘My name
end my bonor.' Quick came the reply: ‘Robert
thou shalt have it’ [applause], and from that
bour until now the country’s honor bas been
pur ancbor in every storm. Lincoln pledged
it when in time of war we issued paper money.
He said:

** Every dollar of that money shall be made
&s good as gold,” and it was left to Rutherford
3. Hayes, your old Colonel, as President of the
United States, to exeente that promise in the
retumption of specie paymentsin 1879, [Cheer-
ing snd applause.]

“When Robert Morris said that they had
mothing to give but their bonor, there were be-
hind bis word three millions of struggling pat-
riots. To-day behind the Natiou’s honor sre
soventy millions of freemen who mean to keep
this Government and its honor and integrity

and credit ungoestioned. [Great applause.]

“1 thauk you, comrades, for this call. Noth-
fng has given me grester pleasure; mothing
gives me greater pride fhan to bave been &

rivate soldier with you in the great civil war.
Applsuse.] It will give Mrs. McKinley and
mysell much pleasure, I assure you, to bave
you come into our home.”  [Applause snd
three cheers for McKinley.]

After the address the callers were introduced
to Mrs. McKinley. Then they went to the
Jswn and enjoyed cigars.

§s mot present to answer when his pame is
ealled, end every vear reminds us that death is
marching throogh our ranks,

“The survivors of the war pumber now less
than s million, and yel there were enroiled
£ 500,000 men who were willing to dedicate
their lives to the country. We sre now 35
years from the heginning of the war and 31 or
more from its close. The bitterness of the war
bss long since disappeared. The resentments
beave gone out of the bearts of the old soldiers
and the people who support them in that great
conflict on both sides.

“Incidents orcurred last year throunghont the
eountry—incidents of great significance—which
brought to every patriotic citizen special grati-
fication. I refer to the meeting of the Grand
Army of the Eepublic in the city of Louisville,.
Ky., where, with their bouudless and prodigal
bospitality, the citizens of that city of the South
invited you to their homes. You could not
have been more generously treated in any city
of the North than you were at Louisville.

“Then at Chickamauga, where the Govern-
ment of the United States has dedicated that
pacred Seld as g National park, the ex-Union
goldiere and ex-Confederate soldiers, who vears
before bad foughbt in deadly couflict, the one
spainst the other, met, and with fraternal feel-
inpgs marked the places where their respective

companies fonght and foll, and consecrated that |
bistoric battlefield as & memorial to the Union |
Aud then a few duys |

forever znd forevermore.
later, in the city o! Atlantg, the boys in blue
gnd the boys in gray met and talked over their
battles once more, all pledging their united
aif for the foture vuoion of the Government
of the United States and for upbolding the
bonor of the fiag,

#pirit, and patriotism has smoothed the asper-
ftice of partyism, while the preservation of
pational bonor coustitutes the great aim and

urpose of ail patriclic American citizens.

Itis not, my fellow-comrades,
whet we say of you, as Lincoln put it at Gettys-
burg, it is what you do thut lives. What
we want todo now, is 1o take care of the future.
You eannot upbraid yourselves for any lack of
wiriotism in the past, The foture §s in our
cecping, and lel ws see to it that the Govern-
meul which was preserved through your valor
and ‘sucrifice and the millions of your com-
rades ehail be preserved forever. [Tremendous
applause. | Preserved, pot only to the present,
but o those who are to come beresfter.

His tribute moves me
deeply. 1 kunow something of the services of
the oid 104th Ohio in war, and I know some-
thing of yoor services as citizons in peace, for
I believethat thisentireregiment eame from the
Uonrties which for years constituted the con-
grissionsl distriet which through your partiality
ality | bad the honor so long to represent.

BRYAN SKETCHED.

A Porirait of the Candidate by a Lawyer
Who Examined Him for the Bar,

[New York Sun.] ”

To the Editor of The Sun.
SiRr: I was interested in learning theopinion
of & friend, who is a resident of Lincoln, Neb,,
and a leding member of the local bar, as to
Mr. Bryan's quulifications, ete. 1 am just in
receipt of it, and it runs as lollows: Ww.

“Yes, I know Billy Bryan well. I had the
honor of being on the commirttee of the bar
which examined him for admission to practice
in Lincoln in 1885, His wife was also exam-
ined at the same time, and she nnquestionably
passed by s very considerable wargin the bet-
ter of the two.

“Now, if yon want to know the straight
truth of our friend Billy Bryan, it is that he is
a very good looking and surpassingly genial
gentleman. He las & ‘sweet Irish tongue,’
and he seldom or never says unplea-ant things,
and is peculiarly fortunate in his ability to
‘rub the fur the right way.” He is, politically,
a demagog and a trimmer, but socially, morally,
and intellectualiy, so far as he kuows, be is an
ppright, elean man.

“As & laswrer he has practically done no busi-
ness and has not ranked in even the fourth
class. What little he has done has been re-
marked upon as very weak and defective. As
a business man he has had no experience. He
came to Lincoln in 1885, 1 think late 1 the
year. In 1839 or 15890 he received the nomina-
tion to Cougress, the district being, normally,
from 1.200 to 1.600 Republican. The Republi-
can momwinee was potoriously unfit and was a
very unfortunate selection. DBrysan was un-
doubtediy more surprised at his election than
any one else. He ran again in 1592 and was
elected by 155 majority, caused by local dis-
aflection,

* From the day he was eleeted to Congress he
mounted tihe silver hobby horse, talked inces-
gantly and most of the time well; carried his
‘cuts’ with him for all the newspapers when be
traveled. When his term expired he did not
dare ron again, but announced his desire to go
to the Senate und expected to get there on the
joint Democratic sud Popalist vote. It so
happened tuat they lacked a cousiderable num-
ber of votes, and Dryan was, as Senator In-
g:tl['s very tritely said, s ‘statesman out of &
job.

““He then went on the Omaha Herald as
editor. He scored no great success as editor,
and most of the time has been making silver
speeches in the South and West, and became
persouaily known aud thereby got his nomina-
tion. He is the Patrick Henry of the eilver
cause. His oratory is not impromptu or the
corruscations of a briliiant genius, but, like the
bedbug, * it gets there just the same.” Socially
and morally he is all right. Politieally 1 am
*fornist’ him first, last aud all the time. Ora-
torically be is a skyrocket. Mentally he is the
stick of the rocket only.

“ He is a pleasant fellow, and I wish bim as
well as I could any other citizen of my home
city holding the same political views,

SOLDIERS AND ILLITERACY.

Some Interesting Statistics of the Educa-
tional Development of Fighting Men,
| New York Sun.]

Military men, and especially military men of
a higher rank than common soldiers and snb-
alierns, do not agree very much better on dis-
poted points than dociors or lawyers. One
point of serious difference between soldiers
arises over the guestion whether, as a rule, well-
educated soldiers make better fickters thun
those who are either 1liiterate or have only the
rudiments of education, Recently some offi-
cial figures bave been published by the Waur
Department in St. Petersburg showing that
more than 75 per ceut. of the lRussian conseripts
are illiterate. Out of 250.000 men drafted into
the army each year 200,000 are unable to read
or write, Onentering the armuy theyare taught
to do both. Hence the Runssisn War Minister
claims for,the conscriptive system the credit of
being an adjonct to rediwentary publicinstruc-
tion.

Russia bas slways ranked lowest among the
conntries of Europe in respect to the edocation
of its solaiers, and in the same category with
Russia, though a little sbove it, are the Dan-
vbian Stutes, Servia and Houmania. Above
Raussia, but below the other Enropean conutries
in which educational advantages are most gen-
ernlly diffused, are Italy, Hungary, Portugal,
Spain and Greece, forwing, 8o to speak, sn in-
termediate group. Of the Itaiian conscripts
who were called to participate in the war of
1866, betore the Venetian provinces secured
their independence or before the vuification of
Italy was estublished, only 36 per cent. were
able 1o read, and the standurd of education was
jower at that time among the soldiers than
among the general population of Italy, for 40
per ceut. of the men who married were able ut
that time to sign the marriage register,

In 1871, the vear following the establishment

43 per cent. In 1851 it was 52 per cent., in

Above these figares of percentage eome those
Europesu covutries where, as in the United
Brates, there is an educational test for admission
to the army. In Norway, Sweden and Den-
mark all soldiers—a full 100 per cent.—must
be able to read and write, In Germany the
percentlage is mearly as high, 99 per cent. In
Bwitzerland it is 95, and in Holland, France,
Eugland, and Scotland it is 90. In Belginm it
is B5.

Some military anthorities declare that sol-
diers familiar with rexding and writing and
inspired by the ambition which comes from
| eduention muke slert snd ambitious soldiers,
aud can Le depended upon for taking the initia-
tive where illiterate soldiers would not know,
or might not kwow, what to do. That's what
some of the military anthorities say, but there
are olhers, ciaiming to speak with similar
authority, who say that the observations of
Generals in moderu warfare prove the coutrary
of this proposition.

The first duty of a soldier, it is a well-estab-
lished proposition, is to comply with the rega-
lstions and conform to the discipline of the
service-——in other words, to obey orders. Lit-

Gov. Torney has called a special session of
the Tennessee Legisiature for Sept. 7 to in-
crease taxation, that the State may meet its
expenses. In January, 1894, there was over
$5.000,000 in the Treasury,and it was expected
that the assessed value of the property would be
increased. At that time State taxes were re-
duced about one-third. The assessed value of
the property showed a decrease, and the reve-
enue of 1895 was reduced over half a million.

The Queen’s speech at the proroguing of
Parliament last week contained mention of the
advance by British troops on Dongola, and also
referred to the present crisis in Crete.

A dispatch from Havana states that several
Americans who had taken part in the rebellion
have snrrendered to Gen. Weyler. They ex-
pressed disgust with the eonduct of the in-
gurgents. The men will be placed in charge of
Consul-General Lee, and will likely return to
the United States.

A strip of land from thres to eight miies
wide, embracing some of the richest placer
mines of Alaska, heretofore supposed to be in
Alaska, has been transferred to the Canadian
Governmment as a result of recent surveys.

The Dauntless, the fastest tug in Southern
waters, left Brunswick, Ga., last week, with 70
men and » large quantity of arms on board. It
is supposed the boat has gone to Cuba.

Carlos Govin. an American citizen, who left
his home in Key West, Fla., going to Cuba
with the Three Friends expedition as a re-
poster, was captured by the Spanish and exe-
cuted with a machete.

More Germans were naturalized in New York
this year than men of any other nationality,
The Irish came second, the Hungarians third,
the Russians fourth, and the Itulians seve th.
']ihe naturalization of Italiaus is on the de-
cline.

The London Daily News reports fighting
in the Provinee of Malerizi, just outside of
Heraklion.

prohibiting the sale or lease of competing lines
of railroads, and demunds the passage of a law
prohibiting railroad companies from giving and
public officials from redeiving free pusses. It
was unanimously adopted. Mnj.Wm. A. Gath-
rie was nominated for Governor, and Senator
Marion Butler put in nomination for Lieuten-
gut-Governor C. 0. H. Dockery, who had

| been defeated for the Republican pomination

for Governor by half a vote.. This precipitated
s fight, in which the awti:Butler faction bit-
terly denounced the Seuator for trying to put
a mongrel ticket in nomination and tarn the
State over to the Democrats, Dockery was
finaily nominated by a vole of 784 to 273.
