As from 1861 to 1865 it
was your mission to suppress disorder and
disarm treason by force of arms, so to-day it
ie your proudest boast that you have at all
times upheld the best and truest type of
Americen citizenship in time of peace.

“Your deeds of valor upon the ficld of
earpage and your marvelloas fortitude in
enduring sufi-ring and privation were only
an index of your achievements as cilizens
of the grand Republic you saved from trea-
sonable 1ovce and monarchical intrigue.  De-
spite all efforts of opposition you have for
saere than 30 years been in a large degree

know your past and are willing to trust us
into hands that for four long years upheld
and preserved the emblem of our freedom.”

Capt. H. A. Castle was received with a
burst of applanse equaling that which had
greeted the Mayor's remarks Capt. Castle
iiad presented the claiws of St. Paal at the
Louisville Encampment, and made an im-
pression as an eloguent speaker upon that
occasion, & reputation which to-day’s effort
served only to increase.

“ The Empire State of the New Northwest
has prondly welcomed the Reunion of the
Grand Army of the Republic to the hospi-
tality of ber queenly capital. Minnesota the
golden, croaned with ber plenteous harvests,
aud beautiful St. Paul, throned on her en-
circling terraces, have greeted with fall pul-
sating cordiality 30,000 velerans of the
Uuion. The Chief Executives of the State

and city are here to formulate with due pre-
cision 1o you, the accredited representatives
of these veterans, that welcome which has
been informally, spontaneously, exultantly
bestowed upon them by the people them-
selves,

“To me has been assigned a lighter, sim-
pler task. When at Lonisviile one year ago
I voiced our city's modest claims on your |
attention, my pleadings fell on friendly ears. |
The competition for your favor was sharp,
and the temptation to overstale the case
would to many men have been irresistible,
I resisted—manfully, vigorously, successfal-
ly. 1 tried to tell you that St. Paul was
the senior segment of a twin metropolis,
placed at the geographical center and fertile
heartcore of the continent, nested among
the headsprings of ber three great river sys-
tems, easily dominating all the commercial
arteries of the hemisphere; cousequently all
roads lead hither, with wayside inns con-
venient and tolls at the minimam. I prom-
ised you fine weather, but that was surplus-
age: we never have any other kind. 1 tried
to picture our smooth streets, and when oar
rivals, with a ouriosity searching as crolon
oil, inquired about our hills, 1 defiautly pro-
claimed that the grades all dipped toward
the terminal.

“ Nothing isso dangerous to an invitation
speech a8 8 breechloading interrozation
point: but truth is mighty—youn marched
yesterday all the way down hill. I tried to
make you uvnderstand that you would be
coming among friends, and would be prop-
erly cared for. There, also, I was firmly in-
trenched among the eternal verities.

“Now I am charged with the superflnous
duty of poinling ont that all our pledges
have been fath:ully fuifilled. The draft
which I indorsed and you accepted, a draft
perhaps on youor credality, a draft assuredly
upon your kinduoess, your partiality, your
fraternity, may be canceled now. Twelve
shining monthshave run their speedy round,

|
dreamed of in their schoolboy days. They
have lived to see the sun of Appomattox
flood the planet with its warming, brighten-
ing beams. They have lived to know that
the war's immortal hero, touring round the
earth, commandibg homage from Kings and
Emperors to his majestic personality, pene-
trated no regions so remote that his fame
had not preceded him, visited no populations
too ignorant to comprehend the significance
of his victories. They have lived to read
that in mud hovels in the deepest heart of
Africa, in thatched huts on the banks of the
Ganges, in cabius Buried among Siberian
snows, portraita of Lincoln are found, ven-
erated by benighted millions as the saint of
a new dispensation.

“They have lived tosee the horizonstrewn
with wrecks of stricken dynasties—ecrowns
crumbling, thrones -trembling, the whole
filmy remainder of hoary despotism shrivel-
ing like a gossamer scroll. They have lived
to see the flag of the great Republic floating
resplendent in the zenith, as a token that

upon memory its wonted office, and recall
the radiance of their valor, the bravery of
their deeds, the glory of their triumphs.
Believe me, friends, the patriot is never
dead, the hero lives forever. Again I thank
you for this most sincere and cordial wel-
come that we have received at your hands.”

Commander H. M. Nevius, of New Jersey,
spoke briefly in eulogy of Gen. Lawler, and
announced that Matt H. Ellis, Past Judge-
Advocate-General, of New York, would
make s formal presentation, Sturdy Tom
Lawler was called to the front of the stage,
and Comrade Ellis in a neat little speech
presented him with a magnificent watch
and chain. The watch is a repeater of the
latest design, and handsomely jeweled and
appropriately inscribed, while the chain is &
long-neck chain with a beautiful charm.

Gen. Lawler was visibly affected by the
beautiful testimonial, and the affecting way
in which the presentation was made. Re-
covering himself, he gave the Eacampment
his thanks in a way that left no doubt that
they came straight from the fulness of his
manly heart.

“I value this gift,” he eaid, not so much
for its intrinsic valae, bnt because it comes
from this great organization. To be a pri-
vate in tke Grand Army is a privilege and
the greatest honor that can come Lo any
man of this great Nation of ours. How
much greater the honor of having been
placed «t its head.”

Past Commander-in-Chief Palmer, of New
York, moved that inasmuch as the Mayor
and city officials of Buffalo, who were in the
city with an invitation for the Encampment
of 1897, were anxious to return home as soon
as possible to resume their ofliciul duties,
they mow be accorded the opportunity of
presenting their invitation. The motion
prevailed, and Anselm Smith was recognized
to present Buffalo’s invitation, which he did
in a short but eloquent speech.

When he had concluded, and half the del-
egates were on their feet shouting for Bul-
falo, Gen. Alger moved that Buaffalo be
selected for the place of meeting of the next
Encampment. However, Comrade Carr, ol
Colorado, prevented such precipitate action
by requesting that Denver be privileged to
present her invitation at 2 o'clock. This
suggestion prevailed and & recess was laken
to that hour.

Upon reassembling Comrade Vaughn was
heard in behalf of Denver, extending the in-
vitation of the city and State and of other
cities and commercial bodies thronghout the
State. When be bad concluded, Gen. Alger
renewed his motion for Buflalo. Mr.Vaugha
moved thesnbstitution of the name of Denver.
This motion was then lost by an overwhelm-
ing vote, and before Gen. Alger's motion
could be put Mr. Vaughn moved that Buf-
falo be made the unanimous choice of the
Encampment, and the motion prevailed with
a hurrah.

The remainder of the afternoon was given
over to the consideration of reports from
various committees. Many of the commit-
tees to whom had heen referred the reports
of the officers, reported in favor of adopting
the recommendations contained in the re-
ports, Mrs. Lizabeth Turner, President of
the Woman’s Relief Corps, presented a re-
port showing in detail the sums expended
in the various Departments by her organiza-
tion in relief work.

The Ladies of the G.A.R. made a verbal
report. The diffi:rences that have existed
between these two organizations ever since
the latter was organized were made the sub-
ject of a special report, signed by Jobn G.
B. Adams, A. G. Weissert, Thomas G.
Lawler, and Matt H. Ellis, membess of the
committee appointed at Louisville. The
report details the formation of the two or-
ganizations, and relers to the consiant
trouble arising in the various Departments
over the existence of rival organizations,
and coocludes by an unqualified indorse-
ment of the Woman’s Reiief Corps, in the
following terms: “ While we do not desire
to compel, we strongly urge that all should
come under the banuer of the Woman's Re-
liet Corps, and that the Grand Army of the
Republic and their faithful aoxiliary move
forward in their great charitable work for
the relief of our suffering comrades and
those dependent upon them.” The En-
campment adopted the report.

The Committee on Pensions then sub-
mitted its report, as follows:

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON PENSIONS.

We report with sorrow that the condition
of unessin:gs and unrest with respeet (o
pensions and thé condition of the peasioner
that Las obtained for the last three years still
mensurably continues,

The Grand Army of the Republic in its
Eneampment beld at Indianapolis in 1803
voiced in no uncertain langnage its senti-
ments and those of the great majority of the
people in regard to the bigh-lianded treat-
ment wiich the Nalion's heroes were receiv-
inyg at the hands of the servants of that peo-
ple, temporarily intrusted with the adminis-
tration of public affiirs, and that expression
struck o responsive cord that left no doubt
as to what the people desired.

At Lhe first session of Congress thereafter
it was lormally enacted that pensions there-
tofore or therealter to be grauted should be
deemed and held to be a vested rizht to the

withlie!d or suspended until ater a hearing
by the Commissioner of Pensions of all the
evidence upon not less than 30 days’ notice
containing the full and true statement of
any charges or allezations upon which the
granting of the pension was sought to be in
any mauner disturbed or modificd.

An honest, intelligent obedience to this
salutary provision of law would have re-
lieved the tension and restored to the pen-
sioners confidence in the justice that was
being meted out to them; but so far from
thit being the ca<e, the administration of
the Pefsion Burean has been cantinued as
thoagh the provision referred to was but
wiaste paper, and the feeling of uucertainty
and doubt has Leen but shightly, if to any
extent, allayed.

It is in vain that wise, just, and patriotie
laws be passed if they are to be administered
with *‘au evil eye and an unequal hand.” If
remedial laws are to be administered as
though they were penal statutes; if in their
administration fraud is to be presumed and
honesty tuken as the exception; the condi-
tioa of the beneficiary is identically the
same as though the laws were enacted upon
the same narrow and eontracted basis, and
neither gives to the surviving soldier or to
bis widow and orphau that m:asure which
is the just desert of him who * bore the bur-
den and heat of battle,” and whieh it is the
desire and intention of the American people
to have measured out to him,

Your committee met and consulted with
the Committes on Invalid Pensions of the
54th Congress in January last, and after
carefully eonsidering House Bill No. 5519,
which was drawn for the parpose and with
the intention of, so fur as possible, restrict-
ing the hosiile administration of the Pen-
sion Bureau, and of compelling a fair and
liberal construction and enforcement of the
laws of Congress on the subject of pensions,
we submit herewith an aopalysis of that
bill. With the exception of the first and
14th section, as o which your committee
did not feel at liberty to expresa an opinion,
whether of approval or disapproval, the bill
then pending met with our approbation, and
we urgzed its speedy passage.

The House of Representatives, more closely
in touch with the great body and great heart
of the people, and coming from more recent
contact with their constituents, promptly
passed the bill; but the Senate, notwith-
standing the efforts made by us in that di-
rection, have so fur not acted on the bill,
which is still pending, and in the absence of
such enactment an unsatisfactory condition
still obtains in the administration of the
Pension Bureaun.

Justice lung delayed becomes injastice;
the ivsolence of office and the law's deiay
mean suffering, aonxiety, and injustice to
those for whom every instinct of humanity,
every feeling of patriotism, every demand
for justice, ¢ry aloud for prompt relief.

We recommend that this Epneampment
speak clearly and distinctly, so that its
meaning may not be misunderstood by any
one, urging upon the Senate of the United
States the necessity for the prompt passage
of the bill in all its essential features, as
passed by the Honse, with such disposition
as to Sections 1 and 14 as shall to Congress,
acting in the interess of the whole people,
seemn best calculuted to inculcate a high
order of patriotism, aud most congisteat
with jusiice and fairness to those from
whom the Nation may huve received much.

The Nation that will not protect its pro-
tectors in their bouar of need does not de-
serve 1o be protected iu its hour of need.
Frugality, economy, ecarefulness are great
watchwords in the administration of public
affairs; but when frugality becomes penuri-
ousness, economy parsimony, and careful-
ness suspicion, especially when applied to
those who offered to the Nation their lives
without reservation or lLope of reward, the
picture is not caleulated 10 encourage in the
futnre high ideals of patriotism. Wise and
patriotic laws, patriotically administered,
are bat just and proper expressions of the
love nud gratitude of a patriotic people; bat

ly the same as unjust and niggardly
lation.
These men, who deserve well of their
country, bave all passed the meridian of
life; most of them are old and broken, and ‘
illy able to stand up and contend against an |
uniriendly spirit in the officers with whom

Jaws to administer, and no happy, united, |
prosperous peop's to maka provision for |
them. In no eraving spirit, or spirit of sell-
seeking, but standing upright face to lace
with the American people, and looking tuem
straight in the eye, we insist that to these
our brothers, now needy and deserving, not |
alone in the cold letter of the law, but in |
the warm, breathing spirit of costact ol
man with man, officer with pensioner, full
and ample jostice shall be done, and that
thus only ghall our Government deserve the
hearty contidence and love of all its citizens.
