The total number of appoint-
ments for the vear was 12,080, and the total
nuwmber of caces acted upon, 15,532. Upder
instructions (rom the Postmaster-General
141 fourth-class and 32 Presidentizl offices
have been consolidated with larger ones dur-
ing the past four years for the purpose of
giving the patrons of the smaller ofiices
better mail facilities. Of these 173 offices,
60 were in Illinoig, 28 in Maryland, 25 in
New York, and 12 in Massachusetts,

BRYAN IN WASHINGTON.

Willinm J. Bryan visited Washington.last
Saturday, spoke at Capitol Park to about 8,000
people, and had to stop on account of & suidden
violent rain and wind storm.,
his the Demoeratic and Populist elubs turned
out in larze mumbers with brass bands and
things, and yelled themsclves hoarse belore
their eloguens candidate had opened his mouth.

Bryan arrived in the alternooun, and was met
by part of a special cowmitice of local poii-
cians—J. F. Kelley, Tawrence Gardner, H. L.
' Biscoe, Col. Wm. Dicksoun, J. E. Wilinrd, and
James L. Norris. Quite a crowd was at the
depot, the curiosity to sce this man being great.

After dinner lie was conducted to. the puark,
where a grandstand was crowded with people
and mumerous others stood on the ground.
The park easily held all who attended. While
waiting for Bryan the bands pianyed, the big
Demiocrats spoke, and the Dresident, Col. J. G,
Berret, read a listef 30 or 40 Vice- Presidents of
the meeting.
