Abstract of the More Important Pro-
ceedings of Both Houses.

TCESDAY, JAN. 12,

fn the Senate, Mr. Hill (N. Y., D.) intro-
duoced a bill makisg the terms of postmasters
four years, He said that at present the terms
of postmasters were in & sort of hodge-podge
condition. Tbe bill includes fourth-class post-
masters, as well ag those who now _hold their
offices at the pleasure of the appointing power.
After discussion the bill was laid aside.

WEDNESDAY, JAN. 13,

In the Sensate, Secretary Olney was turned
down in his effort to have the vote on the ex-
tradition treaties between this country and the
Orange Free State and the Argentine Republic
reconsidered for the purpose of withdrawing
the Sepate's amendments. He was beaten at
every point. At the conclusion of a two hours’
session the Senate resolved to stand by its orig-
jual decision not to accept the treaties without
an swendment protecting American citizens,
The Secretary had requested in a long letter
that the Senate amendment should be with-
drawn, .

Almost the entire session to-day was given
to speeches by members of the Committee on
Foreign Relations, showing why there should
be no change in the custom which had, the
gpeakers said, worked well for over a handred
years. Speeches were made by Senators Mor-
gan, Davis, and others, and it was stated that
the committee stood as a unit in opposition to
the iumovation proposed by the Secretary of
State. At the conclusion of these speeches the
Senate decided, without division, to allow its
previous decision mnot to ratify the treaties
without amendment tostand, thus ignoring the
Secretary’s request, :

The Senate adopted the recommendation of
the Foreign Relstions Committee for the re-
moval of the injunction of secrecy from the
arbitration treaty.

Mr. Bacon (Ga., D.) made a speech in support
of the Mills resolution for the recognition of
Cuban independence.

In the House, a bill 1o make oleomargarine,
butterine, and otber imitation dairy products
gukject to the laws of the States into which they
arc transported was bitterly opposed by Mr.
Williams (Miss,, I).), on the ground that it would
establish & dangerous precedent, inasmuch as it
would place it in the power of any State to pro-
hibit entirely the sale of & wholesome product
by the exercise of its police powers,

Mr. Grout (Vi, R.), in charge of the bill, said
the purpose of the bill was simply to place it
in the power of the States to prevent the trans-
portation into and the sale therein of imitation
butters as genuine butter. He produced some
figures to show the great increase in the dis-
tribution of imitation butter up to the time of
the original package decision in 1893. The
Court then decided that the States could exer-
cise their police powers to govern the sale of
produets imported into them, but that decision
was made by s divided court, and, therefore,
gnbject to reversal. This bill was designed to
make that decision the permanent law of the
land.

The bill was undisposed of.

THURSDAY, JAK. 14,

In the Senate, Mr. Morgan (Ala,, D.) intro-
duced the ivilowing resolution:

Whereas it is alleged that certain bonds {ssued
by the Upited Sistes in sid of the Central Pacific
Railroad, and also the Union Pacific Railroad,
bave fallen due and remain unpaid, and that by
reason of the defauilt the property held and owned
by each of said companies at that time became the
property of the United Siates, and that said pro
erty of every description so bield and owned by said
companies &t the time of such default now right-
fuily belongs to the United States:

Resolved, That tbe Committee on the Judiciary
§s direcied to examine into and report whether
such sallegntion is true in fact and in law, and that
they report the nature and character of the right
and Ltle of the United States in and to said prop-
erty, and the descriptions of or classes of properiy
that have so inured to the United States under the
Jaew, and whether either of said railroad co ies
bas any lawful right or equity of redem of
said property.

The resolution was ordered to lie on the
table, Senator Morgan announcing that he de-
sired to address the Senate npoa it.

The bill for free homesteads on public lands
scguired from the Indians was taken up, with
& view to the final vote at 4 o'clock.

After considerable debate the final vote on
the biil and amendments was taken. The
committee smendments extending the bill to
all lands acquired from Indians, and slso obli-
gating the United States to pay the Indisus all
soms of money released by the change from ex-
jeting law, were agreed 0.  The smendment of
Mr. Allison Iimiting the bill to lands acquired
prior to the passage of this act was also sgreed
to. The bill as amended was then passed—
yeas 35, nays 11, :

Mr. Morgan (Als., D.) moved to take up the
Nicaragua Canal bill, the purposg being to get
this measare in the favorable parliamentary
statusof vufinished business. The vote on Mr.
Morgan’s motion, which was indirectiy a test
on the canal bill, was—yeas 33, nays 6; less
than s quornm.

Mr. Morgan was about to ask for & call of the
Benate, but yielded to My, Hill's motion to

sdjourn.

In the House, a resolution was adopted, on
motion of Mr, Fitzgerald (Mass,, D.), calling on
the Secretary of the Navy for an estimate of
the amount of money which would be required
to place the frigate Constitution, now lying at
the Portsmouth Navy-yard, insuch s seaworthy
condition ss would enable her to make the trip
from Portemounth to Washington. Mr. Fitz-
gerald said the objeet in bringing her to Wash-
ington was to preserve and use her as a Naval
museum, _

Among the pension bills passed was one
granting s pension of §50 per month to Martha
Costis Carter, widow of the late Admiral 8. P,
Carter,

The House then resumed consideration of
the Grout bill to make oleomargarine and other
imitation dairy produocts subject to the laws of
the Siate or Territory into which they are
transported. Mr. Grout, in charge of the bill,
offered &n amendment providing that “ noth-
jug in the act ghall be construed to permit sny
Btate to forbid the manufacture or sale of oleo-
margarine in such & manner as will advise the
customer of its real character,

During the debate oun the bill Mr. Henderson
(Towa, R.) said: * The opposition to this bill
comes from the capitalized inetitutions in Chi-
cago and Kansas City. Itcomes from men like
Armour and Swift, who are destroying the great
cattle intercsts of my State and otber States
by keeping down the price of beeves and keep-
ing up the price of beefsteak.”

Mr. Grout’s amendment was adopted and
then the bill was passed.

POLITICAL NOTES.

The Republican members of the New York
Legislature held a caucus Jan. 14, at which
Thomas C. Platt recsived 142 votes for Sena-
tor, to seven for Joseph H. Choate. The
choice was made unanimouns. The Democratic
minority will nominate D, B. Hill, though
several will net vote for him. Mr. Platt has
been in politics since 1872, and for the last 14
years he has been the undisputed head of the
Republican party in New York. He was a
Senator in 1881, when he and Conkling J{
signed on acconnt of a quarrel with Garfi

o is President of the United States Express
Company, snd is 64 years old.

The cancus of the Missouri Legislators re-
sulted in the victory of the Kerens faction,
who nominated R. C. Kerens for the empty
honor of the Senatorial nomination.

There is a sharp fight in the Idaho Legisla-
ture over the Senatorship. Clagett bhas 31
votes, but cannot be elected without the aid
of seven Mormon Demotrats who are now
fighting him. Dubois has 26 votes, and hopes
for election, though the Mormon Church is
fighting him. -

Senator Mitchell has 46 votes in the Oregon
Legisiature, or jost enough to elect, His
friends claim that he will bave more.

Alderman Madden has withdrawn from the
Illinois Senatorial contest, and will throw
his strength to Wm. E. Mason, who now thinks
he has a good chance of election.

The Republican caucus of the New Hamp-
shire Legislature bas unanimously renomi-
nated Senator Gallinger.

Senator Jones has no opposition to his re-
election as Senator from Arkansas,

The declination of Cornelins N. Bliss makes
Gens, Horace Porter and Anson G. McCook
Cabinet possibilities.

Senator Teller has no opposition for re-
election,

Senator Sherman has definitely accepted the
portfolio of Secretary of State, and it is believed
other places have been filled thus:

Secretary of War—Gen. R. A. Alger, of Mich-
igan,

Secretary of the Interior—Jos. McKenna, of
California.

Secretary of Agriculture—Jas, H. Wilson,
of lowa.

Attorney-General—Nathan Goff, of West
Virginia,

Cornelins N, Bliss has declined the position
of Secretary of the Navy for private reasons,
He cannot afford to give np his enormouns pri-
vate business.

CAVALRY REMINISCENCES.

Some Things that Bob Up in the Memory
of an Old Rough Rider.

At the Reonion of the 11th N. Y. Cav.,, Com-
rade Hamlin, of Co. C, said:

Your calling on me at this particular time,
after 5o many good things have been said,
brings to my mind a few words that were
written before the organization of Scott’s
900: “Every man at the beginning doth set
forth good wine, and when men have well
drunk, then that which is worse,” Youn wiil
find it in 10th chapter, second wverse of the
Gospel according to St. John. Following the
custom in vogue so many years ago, and set
forth in holy writ, at the outset you have set
forth good wine, native and foreign, and now
that men are well drunk, with feast of reason
and flow of soul, they offer yon that which
is worse. Bat do not think for a moment that
because I was a cavalryman, and have quoted
Seripture, that I am going to give you a sermon
on the mount.

Unlike the gentlemen who have preceded
me, I am obliged to bring my thoughts to you
of paper. Were I a lawyer, or a doctor, or a
minister this would not be so. I thought onece
that 1 would take up the study of law, but my
better judgment took possession before it was
too Iate, and I went into the newspaper busi-
pese. That isall right, add write all the time,
and I getso in the habit of writing that I write
all my imprompto speeches, It is nice to have
a carefully-prepared speech on hand whenever
you are called upon for a few extempore re-
marks. Now, I hope youdidn’t expect me to
tell all I know about war, or even about all my
personal encounters with the Confederacy, on
this occssion. It would take too long, and
barvest is npon us, Since I made up my mind
to come 1,500 miles to attend this Reunion, the
old familiar faces of Co. C have been con-
tinually bobbing up before me. I have heard,
as it were, the bugle's plaintive notes ring out
on the early morning air:

*“1 can’t gel "em up, I ean't get "em up,

I can’t get "em up in the morning;

I can't get "em up, I can't getl "em up,

I can’t get "em up at all,”

I bave beard Serg’ts Ackerman, Smith, and
McDonald shount, * Torn out for rell-call!” 1
bave beard that roll called. I bave been rev-
elling in the music of the bugle. * Boots and
saddles!” What memories these words bring
up! You ean’t tell me anything about either
boots or saddles. I have been worn by both.
Comrades, those were close attachments we
formed for our saddles. McClellan saddles;
made of hard wood and upholsterad ‘with raw-
hide stretched tightly over its surface, Many
a time in my earlier soldier daya have I wished
that McClellan had thatesddle, Remembering
Pope's famous order, I now think I wounld have
given it to him for his Headgquarters. And the
boots. What would one of our 1896 boys think
of such fits. Altitudinounsly, they were not pro-
digious; but longitudinal, they got-sthere.
They were not troubled with fits; bat, like the
old Yankee suspenders, they wers large enough
for any man and small enough for any boy. It
doesn’t gall me as much to think of boots and
saddles after 30 years as it once did to wear
gither,

When I first enlisted the boys told me that
I wonld soon learn to love the saddle. It was
not so. As days lengthened into months a
kardness of feeling grew between me and that
saddle—a “callous” feeling, if you like, which
bas served me many a good turn and enabled
me to withstand the kick and cuffs that inevi-
tably come to him who rons a newspaper upon
a high moral plane,

Comrades, how many of us, as we assemble at
our Campfires or Reunions, ever send a thought
or a tear aller that “unwept, unhonored, and
unsung bero of the war,"” the cavalry horee,
His sufferingsand privations were as great, and
often greater, than his rider's; and, althongh
built for it, hedidn’t do half the kicking. How
msuy of you present remember my horee, “ Old
Jim"? He wasforalong time the fastest horse
in the regiment, and won msany a race on the
track at Camp Relief. Heo wasa “charger,” see-
ond only to Bostwich, our sutler. Jim was a
good horse, but rather toagh in the mouth. He
was always ready for the “stern” realities of
war, aud so was I, He could jump anytbhing
thut came before him, and ehould have belonged
to a bounty-jumper. He received a grooming
at least twice a week, and mine would average
that; that is, Capt. Dagwell or Ackerman
combed me down that often.

The history of the war is about all written;
but while the broken, wavering ranks of the
veterans are slowly bot sorely closing up to-
ward the great unknown, the stories of the field,
the camp, the fight, and the charge lose nothing
of their interest, not to mention the improve-
ments and the additions wrought into them by
the play of vivid imaginationsall down thirough
these many years. ], living so many miles from
any of my comrades, who might bear witness
against me were they present, have perhaps
written more than my share of personal experi-
euce, daring deeds, and bair-breadth escapes,

BRIEF NEWS

—————

Daniel 8. Lamont, Secretary of War, has been
chosen a Director in the National Union Bank
of New York City. From his acceptance of the
office it would be inferred that Mr. Lamont ex-
pects to make New York his home after the
4th of March, and devote hisattention to busi-
ness pursuits,

Lord George Hamilton, Secretary of State for
the Indian Department, has given out a state-
ment regarding the famine sufferers in India.
He says that distriets with a population of 37,-
000,000 will be sufferers from famine until the
end of Mareh, and that it may continue in
some parts until the end of June. Inother dis-
tricts having 44,000,000 of population the dis-
tress may deepen with famine for a shorter or
longer period, while 6,000,000 people in the
native states may be vietims of famine. The
destiny of the famished population varies from
902 per square mile in Mozafferpore and Bengal,
to 122 per square mile in Bhalagat and the cen-
tral provinces. There were 1,200,000 people
on the relief work at the beginning of Janu-
ary, and this number will certainly reach 2,000,-
000 and may exceed 3,000,000, It is estimated
that the famine will cost the Indian treasury at
least £4,000,000 to £6,000,000,

Gov. Evans, in his message to the Sounth
Carolina Genoral Assembly, recommends the
maintenance of the dispensary law and of
State control of the police of Charleston, in
order to aid in enforcement of the dispensary
law there, where it is very unpopunlar. His
message contains statistics to prove that crime
and dronkenness have been decreased in this
State by the dispensary law,

At the annual meeting of the American Geo-
graphical Society, in New York City, last week,
Lieut. R. E. Peary, the Arctic explorer, was
presented with the first Cullum gold medal in
recognition of his services, In accepting the
medal Lieut. Perry made an address devoted
to North Pole research, He expressed the
opinion that the Pole is attainable, and that it
is only a qoestion of time and money when it
will be reached. He suggested the raising of a
fund of $50,000 to carry on the work of ex-
ploration continnonsly. The late Geu. Collum,
who left-$100,000 to the Society, provided that
part of the income of the fund sbould be ex-
pended in giving gold medals to persons achiev-
ing notable results in geographical research,

The London Daily News last week published
adispateh from Parisstating that a high Spanish
official had left Madrid for Washington, under
strict incognito, to act as a private negotiator,
with full instroctions from Senor Canovas, It
is stated that the object of the trip is to reach
a settlement with the United States based on
reforms in Cuba, The statement made by the
News has since been denied.

Two letters bearing postage stamps of the
Cuoban Republic were received by the New
York Junta last week, One bore the pos.mark
of Los Vilas, and the other that of the Cama-
guey postoffice. Each had the postage stamp of
the Cuban Republio affixed on the envelope.
The port from which these were sent bere.was,
of course, not made public. The Junta repre-
sentatives were much pleased at receiving the
communications, and say that Secretary Olney’s
contention that they have no regular postoflice
system is refuted by the arrival of the letters
and their prompt delivery by Uncle Sam’s
carriers,

Unnecessary severity is alleged to have ae-
companied the arrest of Gen. Carlos Roloff at
New York City last Thursday, when he was
taken intocusiody by the United States officers
armed with warrants sworn out by the Spanish
Consnl, charging him with violating the nesn-
trality laws. Gen. Roloff is the Cuban Re-
public’s Secretary of War, He was locked up
in the Ludlow street jail, and was not allowed
Lo communicate with his friends, and medicine
sent him was not delivered. Next day he was
released on bond.

Luis Someilan, 3 naturalized American citi-
zen, after a trial before Magistrate Maye, in
Havaua, bas been sentenced to life imprison-
ment in chains., The prisoner isa native of
Caba, but became a citizen of the United States
many years ago. He was charged with rebel-
lion against the Spanish Government.

The Pall Mall Gazette states that the Spanish
Cabinet has decided to introdoce new reforms
in Coba, and on the King's fete day a royal
decrec will be issued,

Late news from Cuba tends to confirm the
story that Antonio Maceo was led into ambush
and sssassinated. The insurgents insist that they
saw Dr. Zertucha among the Spanishguerrilas,
and point to this to prove that he was betrayed
by his personal physician. The body was fast-
ened to the tail of a horse by the Spanish, but
after the first volley the insurgents rallied and
charged, obtaining posscssion of the body of
Maceo.

The Spanish gunboat Relampago was sunk
in the River Cauto Saturday by the explosion
of a torpedo placed in the river by the insur-
gents, At tho time the Relampago was accom-
panied by the gunboat Centinela, Both were
going to Fort Guamo. S8ix of the oflicers and
crew of the Relampago were killed ontright,
and many more were wounded by the inaar-
gents, who kept up a hot fire from the banks of
ihele:liver. Opne man on the Centinela was

illed.

Senator Butler has worked what he thinksis
a grapevine twist on Senator Pritehard, by
getting the Populist caucus to nominate Dr.
Cyrus B. Thempson for Senator. He expects
this to solidify the Populist vote and divide the
Republican, becanse Dr, Thompson was elected
Secretary of State, and if elected Senator his
office, salary of $4,500, will be at the disposal of
the Republican Governor.

Death of Minister Willis,

United States Minister of Hawail Albert
Sidney Willisdied at Waikiki, Hawaiian Island,
Jan, 6, of ppeumonia. News of his death was
brought to San Francisco last Friday by the
steamer Monowai. The faneral services took
gm at the Central Union Church, Jan. 7, Rev.

. P. Biernle, pastor of that church, and Rev.
J. M. Monroe, pastor of the Christian Church,
of which Mr. Willis was a member, conducting
them. The burial processiou was the most
imposing since that of Kalakaus. The body
will be brought to the United States.

In 1893 Mr, Willis received his appointment
as Minister to Hawaii. Ho arrived at the
island doring the most critical stage in ita his-
tory. Queen Lilivokalani had been deposed,
and anothor Government had taken the place
of the monarchy. The most intense interest
existed as to what course President Cleveland
would sdopt. Mr. Cleveland intrasted his
secret orders to Mr. Willis, snd they were to
the effect that the Queen should be reinstated
in the event of her granting immunity to all
political offenders. This she declined to do,
and the present Government has since been in
operation,

- Mr. Willis was born at Sheibyville, Ky. He
graduated from the Louisville High Behool,
After graduation he taught a school on the

wn road. While fllling this post he
stadied law and later matriculated at the
Louisville Law School, In 1866 he was gradu-
ated from the law school and began practice.

In the early seventies he was elected to the
office of County Atterney, which position he
held until his election to Congress in 1876. He
became a favorite lisutenant of John @. Car-
lisle, Mr, Carlisle then made Mr. Willis Chair-
man of the Rivers and Harbors Committee.
Mr. Willls ssrved five torms in Congress, In
| 2866 ho was suceceded by Asher G, Carath.

BroTHERS OF oUk NoBLE OrDER: The
Wheel of the Year has nearly completed
another revolution, and we are within finger-
tips of one of the charm days in the calendar
of our Order; viz, Lincoln, or Union Defend-
ers’, Day. Thisisagreat day, because it is the
anniversary of a great birth; a great day, be-
canse of what has come to us asa Nation and
people through that birth; a great day to all
Young Americans, because it holds' up before
them, in that character, a striking illustra-
tion of the possibilities of American manhood
in this land of freedom and equality. Abra-
ham Lincoln! His biography is written in
blood and tears; uncounted millions arise and
call him blessed; a redeemed and reunited Re-
public is his monument. History embalms
the name of Richard the lion-hearted; here,
too, our martyr finds royal sepulture as
Lincoln the tender-hearted. He was brave.
While assassins swarmed in Washington, he
went everywhere, without guard or arms. He
was magnanimous. He harbored no grudge,
nursed no grievance, was quick to forgive, and
was anxious for reconciliation. Hear him ap-
pealing to the South: “We are not enemies,
but friends. Though passion may have
strained, it must not break the bond of our
affection. The mystic chord of memory,
stretching from every patriot grave to every
heart and hearthstone, all over this broad
land, will yet swell the chorus of the Union,
when touched again, as it surely will be, by
the better angels of our nature.”

He was good and pure and incorruptible.
He was a patriot; he loved his eountry; he
poured out his soul unto death for it.

He was bhuman, and thus touched the chord
that makes the world akin,

**No Cesar he whom we lament?
A man without n precedent,
Beaot, it would sedin, to do
His work and perish, too.”

But the day is even nearer and dearer fo us
as Sons of Veterans, when wo pause and think
of the sacrifices of worthy sires, living and
dead, who were associated, in the dark days
gone by, with this brave, magnanimous, eom-
passionate, immortal man, In justice to these
brave men we shonld not overlook the fuct that,
without them, this man, whose history is
written, wliose praises are everywhere sung,
and to whom monuments have been reared,
could never have preserved the Union and
maintained our glorious American liberty.
They saved to us, and for us, this lovely
land, thess benign institutions; they are
onrs —ours to enjoy, ours to preserve,
ours to transmit.

They suffered for us
many days of weariness and pain, and shall
not we spend at least one or two of the 365 in
respect to their memory ?

It is
only doing unto others a3 we would that they
shounld do unto us, for there is an inherent de-
gire in every sounl to be remembered, What
more croel than to beforgotten by our friends
and eomrades; our names and deeds to find no
mention ? ]

EpiTor NATIONAL TRIBUNE: I wish to sec-
ond Brother Samuel H. Jacobson in his article
of a few weeks back, If possible, I wonld em-
phasize the plea for recoguition by the Grand
Army.

Not only does a “kind, indulgent father”
acknowledge his son and leave his property to
him, but he is very anxious that the son be
thoroughly fitted to carry on the work left in
his hands.

On the contrary,
he is anxious to recelve thim as a co-partner,
that he may obtain the benefit of the experi-
ence and training, so that when the duties fall
upon him he wiil not be in an awkward posi-
tion or feel himself incompetant.

Why is it the son is not‘nssigned the work in
the wareroom, and forbidden to enter the gen-
eral store until the tinde comes for him to take
full possession of all books, notes, ete.? It al-
ways makes us feel proud when our fathers re-
mind us of their hope and confidence in us;
that when they are gone we, their sons, shall
emulate their work and principles. We real-
ize that it is our sacred duty to carry on the
work ; yet, could we not more proficiently do
this if we were permitted to better acquaint
ourselves with these future responsibilities?
And are we not ‘nterested in common even
now? Do we not inculcate the same prineci-

plea? Are not our aims and objects, even now,
so closely allied that the death of one Order
wounld eripple the other?

If under the present conditions one is such a
stay to the other, wonld not each be made
stronger if all partitions were taken from
between them? Wonld not the meétings be
better attended and more enthusinstic?

Not only does the father leave to the son his
material property, but also leaves in him the
idiosyncracies peculiar to the family.
