The 30th National Encampment directed the
sappointment of a commiittee to investigate the

matter of bistories in use in the public schools |

of the country so far as they relate to the sub-
ject of the late war. Such commitlee was
named in General Orders, No. 2, and is giving
the subject careful and thorough consideration.

An extract from & letter of the Chairman of
the Committee to the Commander-in-Chiel,
dated Jan. 15, will be of interest to the Order:

“Drear Sir Axp Comrapne: I have juost re-

turned from the meeting of our Committee on |

School Histories, held in Cleveland, O, Jan.
13 and 14. 1 had, before the meeting, been in
eorrespondence with the Commanders of tl_le
several Departments in the Northern States, in
which I include West Virginia and Missouri, in
relation to the subjects to be considered at this
meeting, and the geveral interest manifested
in the work of the Committee was very grati-
fying. Through thiscorrespondence I was able
to lay before the Committee, information as to
the leading histories used in the public
schools of the several States, the manner in
which they were selected, and suggestions as
to the methods of securing proper action in
regard to the adoption of a better history of
the war period. 1 had, also, secured copies of
most of the leading school histories in use in
our public schools, and had examined many of
them before the meeting, making notes of the
points to be laid before the Committee; with
this material at hand we were able to go
directly to the consideration of the character
of the text books used for teaching the history
of the War of the Rebellion, its canses and re-
suits.

*The other members of the Committee had
given these subjects some iuvestigatior, and as
800N as onr session commenced we proceeded to
the exsmination, together, of the seversl
histories, which had been procured for that
purpose. After a careful examination, and the
exchange of wiews by the members of the
Committee, it was the onanimous opinion that
no history in nse as a text book, gives such
an sceonnt of the war period as entitles it to

the o ndation of the Committee; that no
onc - th 1 makes apy use of this important
periou .. .ur history and of its great events, to

tesch lessons of patriotism; that the child
without othier sonrces of information would be

entirely unable todetermine whether there was |
any difference in the patriotism of those who ‘

fought for the preservation of the ‘National
Unity,” and those who fought for the destruc-
tion of our Government; that there is in all of
them & general tendency to enlarge wpon and

exaggerate the soldierly qualities of the Con- |

federates nud to belittle the valor and achieve-
ments of those who fought upon the other side;
that some of those most extensively used are

60 unpatriotic in sentiment as to justifly the |

most severe condemnation.”

| This is a subject of wital interest to the
country we helped to save. A foll report will
be made by the Commitiee to the 31st Mational
Evcampment, and it is hoped that the Encamp-
ment will give this important subject the most
careful consideration.

Missourl Asks the Office of President of 15th
National Convention—Past National Presi-
dent Il1<-A Daughter of the Revolution.

NATIONAL RELIEF CORPS HOME.
Pluma L. Cowles, Secretary of the National
Relief Corps Home, writes that much solicitnde
is expressed by the Board of Management over
the illness of Past National President Annie
Wittenmyer, Chairman, at her home, Sanatoga,
Pa. Mrs, Wittenmyer spent a part of Decem-
ber in Washington in the interests of the
amendment to the Army Nurse Pension Bill,
providing for Regimental Nurses, of whom a
large number are in need, but are excluded by
the Jaw of 1892. She had also in charge several
private pension bills, among them that of
Mother Holliday, heroine of the battlefield of
Bull Ron, now in her 94th year.

Secretary Cowles reports the death at the
National Home Hospital, Feb. 2, of Miss
Jerusha Ward, sister of Elmer H. Ward, Co. G,
105th Ohio, who sleeps in Stone River Cemetery.
She was a woman of sterling Christian chnr-
acter, never missing the services of Memorial
Day, and sometimes walking a long distance to
lay flowers on the soldiers’ monument in mem-
ory of her brother,

MISSOURI'S NATIONAL CANDIDATE.

At 14th National Convention Missouri pre-
sented the name of Past Department President
Sarah J. Martin for the office of National Presi-
dent, but before the ballot the candidate with-
drew her name in favorof Agnes Hitt, who was
elected unauimously, Past Department Presi-
dent Ada Goss Briggs writes that Missouri will
again present Mrs, Martin's name before 15th
National Convention, and sets forth the claims
of Department and candidate as follows:

MASSACHUBETTS CONVENTION.

Department President Sara E. Cain, of Mas-
sachusetts, reports a larger number of voting
members aud visitors present at 18th annual
Convention, W.R.C,, held in Worcester, than
at any previous Convention. Committees [rom
Geo. H, Ward Corps met all delegations at the
trains.

Department President Helen A. Brigham
was & prompt and dignified officer, and all ses-
sions of the Department moved off satisfac-
torily. Department Juonior Vice-President
Angic A. Robinson extended welcome to Wor-
cesler.

The address of Department President Brig-
ham was able, opening with an encouraging
exposition of relief work, which is, as she says,
the cornerstone of the W.R.C. Every Corpsin
the State is reported as contributing some-
thing in aid of needy veterans aud their de-
pendents. Following is a summary of the re-
ports of expenditures for the year 1896-'97,

Expenditures for relief, $6,550.18; turned over
to Posts, $6,994.59; relief other than monay,
$2,922,90. Total expenditures for relief, $16,-
467.67. A number of Massachusetts women
entitled to admission to the National Relief
Corps Home Lave preferred to stay in their
own localities and receive Department aid,
which has been freely given. Tothese women
it has been a rav of apnshine which even
storms and trials could not banish.

Department finances are in good condition,
the balance in the general fund exceeding that
of any previous year. Economy and good
management characterized the conduct of
affairs, Upwurds of 31,000 was expended by
the Corps of Muassachusells last year in aid of
the Soldiers’ Home at Chelsen, and special con-
tributions, in addition to the usual per-capita
tax, have been forwarded the Home, especially
at the holiday season,

The Department committees, G.A.R. and
W.R.C., have succeeded in securing a revision
of Montgomery’s History of the United States,
The Department President made a strong plea
on behalf of coutributions for the improve-
ment of the Aundersonville Prison property.

The first evening the W.R.C., attended s
grand Campfire under the auspices of Post 10,
the success of which was as great as the scale
on which it was planned.

VETERANS AND SONS.

Letter From Comrade De Steese, 30th Wis,,
Who is Now a Member of Stanton Camp.

EpiTor NATIONAL TRIBUNE: I cannot
afford to have your paper out of reach of
the boys. It is heiping us right along, and
gives the members much information on things
that have been a stumbling-block to them, that
we would have an up-hill pull withont it.
George 1). Stanton Camp i3 prospering and
daily coming in closer contact with the mem-
bers of the Post. It is an advantage to both or-
ganizations. While the old vets are not ready
to let the Sons into full fellowship at prsssnt,
they would feel lonesome withozt the boys
around,

I represented this Division at Louisville last
year, and my record on the proposed afliliation
with the G.A.R., is printed in the Proceedings of
the Commandery-in-Chief. As an old soldier,
perhaps I am a little jealons of the Sons when
they propose to step into our shoes, and I do
think that they at present do not or eannot
realize the feelings of an old soldier when it is
proposed to piace the Sons of Veterans in full
charge of the old flag.

They have never heard the order * Close on
the colors,” when men were falling under the
leaden rain of death, or the last appeal of the
Color-Sergeant to his comrades, beforo he
closed his eyes for the last time on this earth,
to save the flag. There is a different light in
the old soldier's eye at the sight of Old Glory.
I do not wish it to be understood that the Sons
of Veteraus lack courage or would not enlist
and fight for home, flag and country as hard as
the old soldiersdid, should oceasion ever require.
I lack the exact words to describe the differ-
ence, perhaps, without giving offense, which I
am very much averse to doing, as the boys aro
onr legitimate successors, and, whether they
realize it or not, our only hope. They must
sometime bury the last old soldier, keep green
the memory of the departed grandest army,
and preserve onr archives.

Then, let me describe the difference thus:
The Sons lack only the thrilling, magical toach
of shoulder to shoulder through their trials and
adversities, which inspire confidence in their
fathers as comrades, while showing dependence
on each other in the camp or battle.

I am in favor of longer terms for officers in
Camps and Divisions, although Camps may, as
mine has done, elect for three consecutive yoars.
Many do not, and one-half year is lost by the
officers in learning their duties, while the other
half is, perhaps, wasted in electioneering.

Lhope the bill making us a military reserve
of the United States will pass. A little help,
even, from the States would fill the ranks. At
present we lose members to the National Guard
almost as soon as they learn the muzzle of the
gun from the bott.

I was in one of the 11th-hour regiments. If
almost constant fightiog from start to finish of
the 18 months the regiment served did not
make us veterans, nothing ever will. The
30th day of July, 1864, at Mine Fort, in frent of
Petersburg, nearly wiped ont the Third Divis-
ion of the Ninth Corps, and the First Brigade,
First Division, of same corps, on picket at that
time, who charged as the fort was blown. My
regiment, the 30th Wis, was in this brigade.
We were under fire here from the first day of
July, and yon couldn’t show yonr hand in the
daytime without getting a ballet through it.

Why can’t we have a Reunion of the young-
est soldiers at Buffalo? Someone start the ball
rolling. We can have a headquarters, compare
notes, and perhaps tell how the old fellows got
behind stumps while we boysstood in the open,
because we didn’t know any better.—W. DE

liams Have Been a Success,

Eprror Nationar Trisuse: Seeing an
account in your issne of Mareh 4 that Senior
Vice Commander Walter R. Williams joined
Charles F. Gordon Camp, 10, in Janoary, 1891,
I thought it best to correct same. He was a
charter member of that Camp when it organ-
izsed, Jannary, 1889, and was elected Second
Lientenant. In 1500 he was eleeted First
Lieutenant, and in 1891 Captain.

We
are armed with Springfield breech-loading
rifles and gniformed with the United States
Regular Army fatigue uniforms, the Camp
owning the whole outfit excepting the trounsers;
these the boys have to provide.

The three commissioned officers of the Camp
are the threeofficers of the company, and thosa
members who show the most interest in the
welfare of the Camp are appointed to fill the
non-commissioned offices, the positions in the
Camp being about the same as in the company.
The extra Sergeant in the company fills vacan-
cies meeting nights in the Sergeant’s ranks,
and theextra Corporal is Chavlain of the Camp.
