
rooslty lost in the Seventeenth Corp?,

on the 22d of July, and does not
embrace the losses in the Cavalry Divis-

ions of Garrard and McCook, which,

however, were small for July. In all
other respects the statement is absolutely
correct. I am satisfied,, however, that
Surgeon Foard could not have been in
possession of data sufficiently accurate
to enable him to report the losses in
jctual battle of men who never saw the

hospital. During the whole campaign
I had rendered to me tri-month- ly state-men- ts

of "effective strength," from
which I carefully eliminated the figures
not essential for my conduct, so that at
all times I knew the exact fighting
strength of each corps, division, and bri-

gade of the whole army, and also en-

deavored to bear in mind our losses bbth
on the several fields of battle and by
sickness, and well remember that I
always estimated that during the month
of July we had inflicted heavier loss on
the enemy than we had sustained our-- 1

selves, and the above Hgures prove it
conclusively. Before closing this chap-

ter I must record one or two minor
'events that occurred about this time that
2usy prove of interest.

On the 24th of July I received a dis-

patch from Inspector-Gener- al James A.
Hardie, then on duty at the War De-

partment in "Washington, to the effect

that Gens. Osterhaus and Alvan P.
Hovey
HAD UEEN APPOINTED MAJOR-GENERAL- S.

Both of these had begun the cam
paign with us in command of divisions,

but had gone to the rear the iormer
by reason of sickness, and the latter dis-gatisii-

ed

with Gen. Schofield and myself
about the composition of his division of
the Twenty-thir-d Corps. Both were es-

teemed as first-clas- s officers, who had
gamed special distinction in the Yicks-burc- r

campaign. But up to that time,
when the newspapers announced daily 1

promotions elsewhere, no prominent offi-

cers serving with me had been advanced
peg, and 1 felt hurt I answered Har-

die on the 25th in a dispatch which has
been made public, closing with this lan-

guage : K If the rear be the post of honor,
then we had better all change front on
"Washington." To my amazement, in a
few days I received from President Lin-

coln himself an answer, in which he
caught me fairly. I have not preserved
a copy of that dispatch, and suppose it
was burned up in the Chicago fire; but it
was characteristic of Mr. Lincoln, and
was dated the 26th or 27th day of July,
contained unequivocal expressions of re-

spect for those who were fighting hard
and unselfishly, offering us a full share
of the honors and rewards of the war,

. nd saying that, in the cases of Hovey
and Oiterhaus, he was influenced mainly
by the recommendations of Gens. Grant

' and Sherman.
On the 27th I replied direct, apolo-

gizing somewhat for nry message to Gen.
Hardie, saying that I did not suppose 1

such messages ever reached him person- -

ally, explaining that Crens. Grant's and
Sherman's recommendations for Hovey
.and., Osterhaus had been made when the
events of the Vicksburg campaign were
iresh --with us, and that my dispatch of

"the 25th to Gen. Hardie had reflected
cluefiythe feelings of the officers then
jpresent with me before Atlanta.

, 'The result of all this, however, was
good, for another dispatch from Gen.
Hardie, of the 28th, called on me to
nominate eight Colonels for promotion
as Bri'radier-General- s. I at once sent a
circular note to the army commanders
to nominate two Colonels from the Army

vof ihe,Ohio and three from each of the
others, and the result was that on the
29th ofJuly I telegraphed the names of
Col. Win. Gross, 36th Ind.; Col. Chas.
CHValcuit, 46th Ohio; CoL James W.
Hilcv, 104th Ohio; CoL L. P. Bradley,

t
.51st" HI.; Col. J.W. Sprague, 63d Ohio;
Col. Joseph A. Cooper, 6th East Tcnn.;

I Col. John T. Croxton, 4th y.; CoL
"Win. "W. Belknap, loth Iowa. These
were promptly appointed Brigadier-General- s,

were already in command of
brigades or divisions, and I doubt if
eight promotions were ever made fairer
or uerc more honestly earned daring the
whole war.

CHAPTER XIX.
CAirOEE OF ATLANTA AUGUST AND SEP-

TEMBER, 18G4.

The month of August opened hot and
ultry, but our position before Atlanta

was healthy, with ample supply of wood,
water, and provisions. The troops had
become habituated to the slowand steady
progress of the siege ; the skirmish-line- s

were held close up to the enemy, were
covered by rifle-trench- es or logs, and
Icept up a continuous clatter of musketry.
The main lines were held farther back,
adapted to the shape of the ground, with
xnuskei8 loaded and stacked for instant
use. The field-batteri- es were in select
positions, covered by handsome parapets,
and occasional shots from them gave life
and animation to th scene. The men
loitered about the trenches carelessly, or
bufcied themselves in constructing ingeni-
ous huts out of the abundant timber, and
.seemed as Enug, comfortable, and happy
as though, they were at home. ben.
Schofield was still on the extreme left,
Thomas in the center, and Howard on-th- e

right Two divisions of the Four-
teenth Corps (Baird's and Jeff C.

Davis's) were detached to the right rear,
and held in reserve.

I thus awaited the effect of the cav-
alry movement against the railroad about
Jonesboro', and had heard from Gen.
Garrard that Stoneman had cone on to
Macon. During that day (Aug. 1) Col.
iirownlow, ol a lennessee cavalry regi-
ment, came into Marietta from Gen. Mc-
Cook, and reported that McCook's whole
division had been
OVERWHELMED, 2FEATD, AND CAPTURED

. at Ncwnan. Of course, I was dis--.
turbed by this wild report, though I dis

f 4 credited it, but made all possible prepa-
ration to strengthen our guards along

signature of

the Tailroad to the rear, on the" theory
that the force of cavalry which had
defeated McCook would at once be on
the railroad about Marietta. At the
same time Garrard was ordered to occupy
the trenches on our left, while Schofield's
whole army moved to the extreme right,
and extended the line toward East Point.
Thomas was also ordered still further to
thin out his lines, so as to set free the
other division (Johnson's) of the Four-
teenth Corp3 (Palmer's), which was
moved to the extreme right rear, and
held in reserve ready to make a bold
push from that flank to secure a footing
on the Macon Bailroad at or below East
Point.

These changes were effected during
the 2d and 3d days of August, when
Gen. McCook came in and reported the
actual results of his cavalry expedition.
He had crossed the Chattahoochee
River below Campbellton, by his pontoo-

n-bridge; had then marched rapidly
across to the Macon Railroad at Jove-joy'- s

Station, where he had reason to ex-

pect Gen. Stoneman; bat, not hearing
of him, he set to work, tore up two
miles of track, burned two trains of
cars, and cut away five miles of telegr-

aph-wire. He also found the wagon-trai- n

belonging to the rebel army in
Atlanta, burned 500 wagons, killed 800
mules, and captured 72 officers and 350
men. Finding his progress eastward,
toward McDonougb, barred by a su-

perior force, he turned back to JSewnan,
where he found himself completely sur-

rounded by infantry and cavalry. He
had to drop his prisoners and fight his
way out, losing about 600 meu in killed
and captured, and then returned with
the remainder to his position at Turner's
Perry,

THIS WAS HAD EN'OUGIT,

but not so bad as had been reported by
CoL Brownlow. Meantime, rumors
came that Gen. Stoneman was down
about Macon, on the east bank of the
Ocmulgee. On the 4th of August CoL

Adams got to Marietta with his small
brigade of 900 nien belonging to Stone-man- 's

cavalry, reporting, as usual, all
the rest lost, and this was partially con-

firmed by a report which came to me

all -- the way round by Gen. Grant's
Headquarters before Richmond. A few

days afterward Col. Caprou also got in,
with another small brigade perfectly de-

moralized, and confirmed the report that
Gen. Stoneman had covered the escape
of these two small brigades, himself
standing with a reserve of 700 men,
with which he surrendered to CoL Iver-so- n.

Thus another of my cavalry divis-

ions was badly damaged, and out of the
fragments we hastily reorganized three
small divisions unaer xrig.-vjren-s. uuir-rar-d,

McCook, and Kilpatrick.
Stoneman had not obeyed his orders to

attack the railroad first before going to
Macon and Andersonville,buthad crossed
the Ocmulgee River high up near Cov-

ington, and had gone down that river on
the east bank. He reached Clinton,?

the railroad leadmsr from Macon to-

Savannah at Griswold Station, Avhere

they found and destroyed 17 locomotives
and over a hundred cars ; then went on
and burned the bridge across the
Oconee, and reunited the division before
Macon. Stoneman shelled the town
across the river, but could not cross over
by the bridge, and returned to Clinton,
where he found his retreat obstructed,
as he supposed, by a superior force.
There he become bewildered, and sacri-

ficed himself for the safety of his com

mand. He occupied the attention of
his enemy by a small force of 700 men,
giving Cols. Adams and Capron leave,
with their brigades, to cut their way
back to me at Atlanta. The former
reached us entire, but the latter was
struck and scattered at some place
farther north, and came in by detach-
ments. Stoneman surrendered, and re-

mained a prisoner until he was ex-

changed some time after, late in Septem-

ber, at Kough and Heady.
I now become satisfied that cavalry

could not, or would not, make a suffici-

ent lodgment on the railroad telow
Atlanta, and that nothing would suffice
but for us to

IIEACfl IX WITH TIIE MAIN ABMT.

Therefore the most urgent efforts to that
end were made, and to Schofield, on the
right, was committed the charge of this
special object He had his own corp3
(the Twenty-third- ), composed of 11,075
infantry and 875 artillery, with McCook's
broken division of cavalry, 754 men and
horses. For this purpose I also placed
the Fourteenth Corps (Palmer) under
his orders. This corps numbered at the
time 17,288 infantry and 826 artillery;
but Gen. Palmer claimed to rank Gen.
Schofield in the date of his commission
as Major-Genera- l, and denied the latter's
right to exercise command over him.

Gen. Palmer was a man of ability,
but was not enterprising. ' His three
divisions were compact and strong, well
commanded, admirable on the defensive,
but slow to move or to act on the offen-

sive. His corps (the Fourteenth) had
sustained up to that time fewer hard
knocks than any other corps in the
whole-- army, and I was anxious to give
it a chance. I always expected to have
a desperate fight to get xossession of the
Macon road, which was then the vital
objective of the campaign. Its posses-
sion by us would, in my judgment, result
in the capture or Atlanta, and give us
the fruits of victory, although the de--J

strtiction of Hood's army was the reaE
object to be desired. Yet Atlanta was
known as the " Gate City of the South,
was full of foundries, arsenals, and mach-

CONFEDERACY.

On the 4 tli of August I ordered Gen.
Schofield to make a bold attack on the
railroad anywhere about East Point,
aud ordered Gen. Palmer to report to

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him for duty. He at once denied Gen.
Schofield's right to command him, but
after examining the dates of their re-

spective commissions and hearing their
arguments I wrote to Gen. Palmer :

A tig. 4; 10:45 p. m.
From tbe statoments made by yourself and

Gen. Schofield to-da- y, my decision is that be
ranks yon as a Major-Gonora- l, being of the
same date of present commission, by reason of
Iris previous superior rank as Brigadier-Genera- l.

Tho movements of are so im-

portant that the orders of the superior on that
flank must be'regarded as military orders, and
not in the nature of I did hope
that there would be no necessity for my making
this decision, but it is better for all parties in-

terested that no question of rank should occur
in actual battle. The Sandtown Toad, and tho
railroad if possible, must be gained
if it costs half your command. I regard tho
loss of time this afternoon as equal to the loss
of 2,000 men.

I also communicated the substance of
this to Geu. Thomas, to whose army Pal-
mer's Corps belonged, who replied on
the 5th:

I ragret to hear that Palnmr has taken tho
course he has, and I know that he intends to
offer Ib resignation as soon as he can properly
do so. I recommend that his application be
granted.

And on the 5th I again wrote to Gen.
Palmer, nrguhrg the point with him,
advising him, as a friend,

NOT TO EESIGN AT THAT CRISIS,

lest his motives might be misconstrued,
and because it might damage his future
career in civil life; but, at the same
time, I felt it my duty to say to him
that the operations on that flank during
the 4th and 5th had not been satisfac-

tory, not imputing to him, however, any
want of energy or skill, but insisting
that "the events did not keep pace with
my desires." Gen. Schofield had xc-port- ed

to me that night:
I am compelled to acknowledge that I liavo

totally failed to make any aggressive move-
ment with tho Fourteenth Corp3. I have or-

dered Gen. Johnson's Division to Tcplace
Geu. Uascall's this evening, and I propose to
morrow to talco my own troop3 (Twenty-thir- d

Corps) to tho right, and try to recover what hns
been lost by two days' delay. Tho ibrco may
likely be too small.

I sanctioned the movement, and or-

dered two of Palmer's Divisions Da--,
vis's and Baird's to follow en echelon
in support of Schofield, and summoned
Geu. Palmer to meet me in person. He
came on the 6th to my Headquarters
and insisted on his resignation being ac-

cepted, for which formal act I referred
him to Gen. Thomas. He then rode to
Gen. Thomas's camp, where he made a
written resignation of his ofiicc as com-

mander of the Fourteen th Corps, and
was granted the usual leave of absence
to go to his home in Illinois, there to
await further orders. Geu. Thomas
recommended that the resignation be
accepted; that Johnson, the Senior
Division Commander of the Corps,
should be ordered back to Nashville as
Chief of Cavalry, and that Brig.-Ge- n.

Jefferson G. Davis, the next in order,
should be promoted Major-Genera- l, and
assigned to command the corps. These
changes had to be referred to the Presi
dent, m Washington, and were, m due

plain of the slowness or inactivity of that
splendid corps. It had been originally
formed by Gen, George H. Thomas, had

Wo keep hammering away
all the time, aud there is no peace, insido or
outside of Atlanta. To-da- y Gen. Schofield got
round, tho line which "was assaulted yesterday
by Gen. Iteilly'a Brigade, turned it and gainod
tho ground whore the assault had been made,
and got possession of all our dead and woutideJ.
lie continued to press on that Hank, and brought
on a noisy but not a bloody battle. IIo drovo
tho enemy behind his main breastworks, which
cover the railroad from Atlanta to Tast If'oitit,
and captured a good many of the skirmishers,
who are of his best troops, for tho militia hug
the breastworks close. I do notdcom it pru-
dent to extend any more to the Tight, but will
push forward daily by parallels, and mako
tho inside of Atlanta too hot to ho endured. I
have sent back to Chattanooga for two d

Parrotts, with which we can pick oot almost
any house in. town. I am too impatient for a
siege, and dou't know but this is as good b place
to fight it out on as farther inland. One thing
is certaie, whether wo get inside of Atlanta or
not, it will be used-u- p conimnuity when wo
aro done with it.

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to inspect. Up a hill, over a regulation
board sidewalk, onto a five-acr-e lot, in which
a " house with all the conveniences of a
Rood home" wns planted; it was a bright
May afternoon, and all signs of an early
Spring were ou the ground and in the trees.
