sight of for a single moment.

It is only by keeping Old Glory unbound,
unspotted, and pnfettered, displaying :t_s_l.'i
ved and white stripes symbolic of a Union
formed and its 45 stars symbolic of & Union
perpetusted, that it will draw uuto itself all
the lovaity aud love of every man, Woman and
cbild in all onr broad land.

No standard, however holy, ean be empioyed
in adverticing cause or candidate without los-
ing something of its hold on the popular beart,
To illustrate, take the case of a Y. M. C. A.
parade heid some years since in & Western
city. At the bead of the parade was a beauti-
ful banner with the werds “ Come to Jesus,’
while on the other side, as it was turned around
and around, one vead * Buy your shirts of
Jacob K. Rice,” mesning the President.

The Grand Army declaiation referred to
comes in the following resolution offered in the
Minnesoln Encampment, G.A.R., by Past De-
partment Communder John Dsy Smith and
ussuimously passed :

Peso'ved. Thal the Grand Army of thie Republic,
Deparisent of Mivnesown, deprecates and con-
demins 1he desecration of Lthe American fisg—the
S:ars snd Siripes—by political parlies printing
thereon poalitical moltoes, or stnmping on thesame
Jikenesses of candidates for office, or by otherwise
@isfipuring it, for political or other purposes.

This resolution was orderad sent to the Min-
nesota Senators and Representatives in the
Uwnited States Congress, asking them lo use
their endeavors to secure National protection
to Old Glory.

Aund now let us a1l take heart of hope, know-
ing we sre on the right track and in full sym-
pathy with the men who know how important
3t is 1o keep the flag for which they fought the
“ Banuer of Beauly aud Giory,” both now and
forever.

She was
called Tabitha, wihii¢h is an equivalent in
Aramean (or Syre-Chaldes) for Dorcas.

She, however, performed
manual work. If not by riches, yet by in-
dustry, she was able to help others rather than
in a condition of dependenco.

The disease from which Dorcas suffered is
not named. Nor are we told of its duration.
Joppa is not far from Lydda. Probably the
cure of Aneas had been reported at Joppa.
This fact may have led to the sending of a del-
egation (two men) to St. Peter. 1t may be the
| messengers went before Dorcas died, in hopes
St. Peter could cure her, It may not huve
been imagined he could raise one from the
dead.

A Profitable Branch of the Poultry
Industry.

[ This department will be conducted by an expert
on all matters pertaining to succesaful and praeli-
cal poultry and pigeon keeping. Communiecations
of merit will receive dus ntlention, and those found
availuble used as soon as possible.]

The dock has always been an adjunct to
poultry on the farm, but until recent years
duck raising has never been considered a prof-
itable enterprise al Notwithstanding
the increased production of ducks, the sup-
ply of this class of poultry is insufficient for
the demand. Duck eulturé is a compara-
tively new field for the poultryman; it is
one in which greater profit may be realized,
for the capital and labor required, than any
other branch of the poultry businesa.

Ducks are hardier and not subject to as
many ailments as chicks, hence are easier
cared for and comparatively free from dis-
ease. The duek, when confined in rums, 18
constantly on the move, keeping up an in-
cegsant exercise from morning till might.
This activity is advantageous to the bealth
of the fowl, and especially adapts it to con-
finement, Rain, snow, and cold weather
are detrimental to the chick, extra care
being necessary to keep it warm and dry;
but it is quite different with the duckling.
The heavy feathering protects it from the
cold, and enables it to thrive at the season
of the year whea profits are most remuner-
ative, and snow and rain are its deligt.
Ducks must be provided dry quarters at
night by placing straw or dry earth on the
floor of the duck honse, which should be re-
moved when it becomes damp from the drop-
pings and replaced with dry bedding. - Al-
though ducks are very hardy, there is noth-
ing which will introduce disease quicker
than damp bedding. It is imperative that
ducks have dry bedding, if the greatest suc-
cess is (o be attained. Cold feet with the
doek has the same effeet as a frozen comb
on the chick; it hinders and often entirely
stops egg production.

The supposition that ducks could only be
snceessfnlly bred where water was supplied
for bathing purposes is a mistaken idea, for
best resulfs have been obtained where ducks
have been kept in coufinement, with only
suflicient water for drinking purposes.
When confived the duck must be supplied
with an abundance of green and soft foods.

A duock house shouid be built on a loca-
tion having good drainage; it should be con-
structed plain, warm and convenient, and
made proof against rats, weasels, minks and
other destructive vermin,

The food of ducks should consist mainly
ol meat, vegetables and grasses, with a small
ration of grain during the middle of the
day. The wild duck obtains its food from
brooks, ponds and water fronts, and consists
chiefly of grasses, roots, flags, small fish and
various kinds of water insccts. This class
of food should be supplied the domesticated
duck in confinement in prefercnce to hard
grain diet, The duck has no crop; the
small doect or passage leads from its throat
direet to its gizzard.

During cold weather they should be fed
three times a day. The morning and even-
ing meals should be a mash of wheat bran
and cornmeal mixed with boiled (urnips,
potatoes or cabbage, and a small quantity of
ground meat. At noon eracked corn, wheat
and oats should be fed. Cabbage leaves and
tarnip tops thrown in the pens between
meals will be relished by them. Provide a
small patch of green rye when convenient.
Do not leave any food in the troughs to sour.
Feed only as much as the birds will eat up
clean.

An excellent food consists of a mash of
cooked turnips or potatoes, with one-third
cornmeal or wheat screenings added, to be
fed three times a day until the duecklings
are three weeks old. Fresh fish, grass, and
herbage is an agreeable diet for ducklings.
Skimmed or sonr milk may be mixed with
the mash, but should never be given as
drink. Ducklings should be kept in warm,
dry coops. The coops should be closed early
at night and opened late in the morning.
Until they are a month old the ducklings
should be allowed to remain only a short
time at intervals in the water, for too long
bathing produces cramps when young.
Cold dews and showers will stunt them at
this age, and, like young turkeys, they sel-
dom recover from the effects of the chill.
