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SALUTE THE FLAG.

Every Boy and Girl Should Be
Taught Patriotism.

Doings of the Kansas W.R.C. Convention.
Gen. Clarkson in Sympathy With the Work
of the Order—Flo Jamison Miller's Can-
didacy Booming—Busy Times for the
Order,

_+———

To show that the country was ripe for the
fmtroduction of patriotic teaching into the pub-
lie schoole, we need but refer to the fact that
while Col. George Balch, whose patriotic saiute
has been officially adopted by the Woman’s
Relief Corps, Auxiliary to the Grand Army of
the Republic, was formulsting a system and
msking & test of the same in the Children’s

Aid Society echools of New York City, &
teacher in San Fraucisco was teaching her
children to salute the flag in & littie private
school in that city. This teacher was Miss
Eliza D. Keith, who, over the signature of
“Di Vernon,” has contributed widely to the
publiic press on patriotic subjects.

Miss Keith began ber patriotic work by
hanging the flag over the door so that the
children would pass under its folds upon enter-
ing. She taught them to march to their own
music: to sing patriotic airs and National
anthews.

In 1891 she was s substitute teacher, her
duties taking her at least once 3 month into
every school in the city. Everywhere she
went she spoke on patriotic subjects, and had
the flag saluted. She first advocated the found-
ing of an Order of school children, to be known
as the Order of the American Flag.

September, 1891, Miss Keith took the plat-
form of the Pacific Cosst Woman’s Press Aseo-
giation to declare that patriotism must be
tsught in the schools; that the flag must be
saluted, and that the first duty of the public
school tencher was to make American patriols
of the children.

Through ber efforts, the San Francisco Board
of Education decided to observe Columbus
Day, 1592, and authorized the different schools
“to take up collections among the children to
purchase class-room flags for the daily salute.
The Balch salute having come to her atten-
tion was at this time substituted for the one
ghe had used, being, as she says, shorter and
more easily remembered by the children. This
salute is: * We give our heads and our hearts
to God and our eccuutlry; one couniry, one
langoage, one flag.”

In February, 1893, the San Francisco Board
of Education ordered that the last Friday of
each month be observed as Flag Day, with spe-
cial patriotic exercises. The other California
cities at once inaugurated-tbe movement, svd
for Cslifornia Miss Keith claims a foremost

lace in patriotic teacking, their movement
Elvmg originated within the State, as has been
indicated, :

Miss Keith is a member of the Committee on
Patriotic Teaching of the National Couneil of
Women, of which Kste B, Sherwood is Chair-
msu, and by request outlined the work in Cali-
fornia for the Bosion meeting of the Council.

HOW FLAG FRIDAY IE OBSERVED.

Flag Friday is observed in every schoel in
Ban Francisco County. Class rooms are deco-
rated and visitors 1nvited and patriotic exer-
cises carried out, which embrace declamations,
recitations, singing of National hymus aud an-
thems, and guotations from Awmerican authors.

The distinctive feature of the day is tbe in-
tense Americanism which is thus engendered.
In some of the schools the exercises on Flag
Friday are held in the school-yard at the cloge
of the noon hour, when the children are lined
up in military plan. On Flag Friday cach
child wears s patriotic decorstion. Most of
them wear tiny American flags, the most dis-
tinclive American decoration,

In many schools the salute is given every
day from theschool-yard; in others in the class-
roome. In Miss Keith's room at least 10 min-
utes ure given every morning to patriotic exer-
cises. She has a boye' school, snd the first line
is the Guard of Honor, privileged to stand in
front of the class, and each boy in turn bolds
the flag during the recitation or song in prog-
ress. Since the children iove to bold the flug,
they all try hard to win the honor. A disor-
derly child is sent to his seat and not permitted
to take part in the exercises, and is thus both
ponished aud disgraced.

Miss Keith, like many other educators, has
reached the conclusion that our public schools
shonid be under National control ; certainly to
the extent of placing & National text-book on
patriotisin and citigenship in every public
school in the land. She also believes that
every public-school teacher in the United
Btates should be required to take the oath of
allegiance to the National Government. Writ-
jng of Celifornia, Miss Keith says:

“We need no flag law in our State, as ail our
jostitutions of learning, public and private,
secular and religions, iy the flag on all possible
oceasious. The very children playing in the
streets march behind a flag and sing the songs
they have learned in the schools, Whenever
class photographs are taken, such as the school
exbibiis sent to Siate Centennial Expositions,
the class flag is prominent in the group. A for-
eiguer posing the children placed some of them
on the ground, with the flag used as a laprobe,
The children protested, and said *‘The flag
should slways be above our heads.’”

The California press bas done good service
in spreading patriotic sentiment by writing up
class exercises and reproducing class pictures
and fash-light pictures of children in the act
of saluting the flag.

The Boys' Brigade and the Catholic Cadets
of the League of the Crose march beneath the
flag and protect it from insuit. Last Spmmer
a detachment of the Boys’' Brigade, returning
from Encsmpment, passed a newspaper office
where Lhey saw a flag defaced by an advertise-
meut. The brigade was halted, and the youth-
ful Captain informed the proprietor that the
advertisement wwust come off, or the boys would
baul down the flag. At first the man refused,
but seeing that the boys were in earnest, he
ecomplied with the request,

Last Fourth of July the committes to en-
courage the presence of school children in the
parsde and to stimulate their interest offered
silk flags as prizes for the schools producing the
best flouts illustrative of some Revolutionary
seepe or incident. The pride of the winning
schools in their fags kuows no bobnds,

July 4, 1886, was the 50th anniversary of the
raiging of the American flag by Commodore
Bloat st Monterey, au act that was preliminary
to the acquisition of California by the Uunited
Btates. A feature of the celebration in charge
of the Native Dsuoghters of the Golden West
was the marching of the schiool children of
Monterey, dressed in red, white and blue, in
thie form of & gigantic American flag.

THE YOUNG PATRIOT.

The American child must be trained in civie
pride, encoursged to improve bis serronndings,
to work in bis school garden, to want his own
city to have fine streets, parks, pleasure grounds,
imposing public buildings, wmuseums, art gal-
leries. He sbonld be enlightened as to bu-
manity's ueed for improved sanitary conditions
and every creature’s right to pure water, sun-
light and fresh air. For his euvcoursgement
aud exsmple must b2 bonored those Americans
who bave been public benefactors. As an ob-
Ject lesson, to impress upon our children the
duty that esch one owes to posterity, every
boy and girl shouid be evcouraged to plaut st
least oue tree & year.

in some sections of our country it may be
impossible to introduce the patriotic text books,
but even withont their valuoabie aid it is within
the power of any intelligent and patriotic
teacher Lo imbue thechildren nonder her charge
with respect for the principles of right Govern-
ment,

Without one word of political meaning she
way conduct an election secording to the best
political methods for the Captaios of a spelling-
mstch. Leading from the known to the un-
known, the teacher will bave doue much to

prepare the children 1o grow into the considera-
tiou of those larger National questions which
aflect our people and upon which depend the
future of our country,

To those engaged in this glorious work, 1
send greetinge sud congratulations, Be not
alraid of over-enthusissm, of efcess of zesl.
Children are impressed by externals, and the
dramatic presentation of an idea is worth a
thoussud repetitions of prosy precepis. America

Department
President Chase went before the Legislature
Iast Winter and secured aa additional fund for
repairs, The whole came before Convention
for final action and approval.

In voting to mceept the trust, Convention
provided for a Board of Managers for Home and
hospital, five in sall, to serve for the period of
five, four, three, two aud one years, and there-
after one year, to fill the annual vacaucy ; also,
for an ex-officio membership to embrace the
Department Commander, G.A.R.; Department
President, W.R.C,, and Division Commander, S.
of V. It was voted to call the property the
Motber Bickerdyke Home and Hospital, a de-
served tribute to the “Angel of the Banloﬁeid.-”
& name given by Gen. Logan to this heroie
woman,

the last quarter, and we are firmly of the be-
lief that our Order has reached the lowest
mark, and from now on we will recover our
lost ground and gain substantially. We
earnestly appeal to the individaal membership
to assist us in the work of recruiting and plac-
ing the Order in the best possible eondition.”

HONOR EﬂHEROES.

Gen. Clarkson's Call Upon Pa-
triots to Observe Memorial
Day—Visit to Buffalo.

Commander-in-Chief T. 8. Clarkson makes of
his General Orders, No. 6, an eloquent appeal
for a magnificent observance of Memorial Day.
He says:

“The Nation’s Sabbath Day—that day upon
which patriotic people gather together every-
where to do honor to their sacred dead —isagain
upon us. Let us, as is most fitting, anite in mak-
ing the solemn services of Memorial Day as im-
pressive as possible by appropriate exercises,
and by strewing beautiful flowers upon the
graves of our comrades, and so show to the
world that as citizens we appreciate their great
sacrifices for their country, and as comrades
we revers their memories; and to the rising
generation that he who dies for his country
dies mobly. In the words of the lamented
Logan: ‘If other eyes grow dull, and other
hands slack, and other hearts cold, in the solemn
trust, ours shall keep it as long as the light
and warmth of life remains to us.’

“Let us invite to onr assistance in this pa-
triotie work that noble band of workers, the
Woman’s Relief Corps, who have done so much
toward the success of our great organization,
and also the Sons of Veterans, who must soon
take up the work whieh the ravages of time
shall compel us to lay down,

“In the interest of patriotie instruction to
the children it is earnestly hoped that the
laudable work of talking to the children of the
Pablic Schools on the subjects and lessons of
Memorial Day by a Veteran, now so genersl
throughout the Order, will be observed this
year and hereafter in every Puablic School.

“Let every Post, in accordance with usual
custom, attend divine services in some church,
in a body, on the Sunday before Memorial Day.
The 30th of May falling this year on Sunday,
Memorial Day will be observed according to
the Rules and Regulations on the preceding
day, except in such States as by law or cnstom
observe the succeeding day.

“ Comrades, as we grow older let us be more
particular in the observance of this sacred day,
and let us discournge the holding of games and
frivolous amusements thereon by thoughtless
people in every possible way.

* By resolution, the 30th National Encamp-
ment recommended that the reading of Lin-
coln’s Gettysburg address be made a special
feature of Memorial Day exercises held uander
lthe’ auspices of the Grand Army of the Repub-

ie.” -

The Senatorial contest in Kentueky came t@
an end April 28 by the election of State Senator
Wm. J. Deboe, of Crittenden County, a straight
Republican, on the 112th ballot. He received
71 votes to 50 for Blackbaurn, 13 for Martin,
and 1 for Stone. The contest was close and
exciting to the very end, and the suspense was
maintained until the 68th vote was passed,
which insured hiselection. Ex-Senator Blacke
burn immediately opened his campaign for the
succession to Senator Lindsay, whose term ex-
pires in 1901.

The election of Deboe makes the membership
of the Senate 88, divided politically into 43
Republicans, 33 Democrats, and 12 Populiste
and Silver Republicans. With Senator Kyle
and the Vice-President the Republicans now
