Jo Tae NatroNalL TRIBUNE of May 27 &
Jetter was published emanating from the Me-
morial Committee, G.A.R., of New York City, in
reference to the public schools, It was in
obedience to the General Order of Commander-
in-Chief Clarkson on this important sabject,
and the Metropolis led the procession in carry-
jng out the good work, It willbe remembered
that seversl years ago the G.A.R. took up and
jndorsed the matter of military drill in the
schools. New York City at onceset to work es-
tablishing the American Guard, composed of the
bors in the public schools. An Advisory Coun-
cil was formed composed of the Committee of
the Board of Education on Military Drill, the
Principals of all male schools, and the Com-

manders of the 56 G.A.R. Posts in the City.

This body, of which Commissiover of Eda-
estion J. A. Goulden, at that time Com mander
of Hancock Post, and the originator of the
proposition in the Board .ol' Education and the
orgaunizer of the Council, was President for
two vears, met mounthly n‘:ﬂ hr_d 20003 :)eo;l
organized into companies, battalions, an gi-

futs, drilicd and disciplined. On Meworial
Bﬂ. 1805, 10,000 of these boys, known as the
Amwerican Guard, in 16 regiments, three bri-
gades and one division, with a fall com‘plet]nen_t
of officers, marched in the parade. Ex-Presi-
dent Harrison, who reviewed the parade on
that oceasion, paid s bigh tribute to thesoldier-
ly marching and manly bearing of the Eoung
soldiers, “ Ther march{l:ka Regulars,” was

“CORRECT SCHOOL HISTORIES.”

Important Recommendations of
mander Stahl, of New Jersey.

The annual Encampment of the New Jersey
Department opened in Atlantic City, June 9,
with a parade of the veterans,. Commander-
in-Chief Clarkson and Department Commander
Stahl reviewed the procession. The evening
was taken up with social enjoyments,

The real business of the Encampment begzan
Thorsday. Commander Stahl presided. The
annual report of Department Commander
Stahl touched a variety of suljects, leading off
with the practice in vogue at the Soldiers’
Home st Kearney, where deductions are made
from inmates’ pemsious. He desired the co-
operation of the Department in securing iegis-
lation to preveut the practice.

The Commander called attention to the “im-
portance of teaching the youung of our land a
correct history of our country, and more espe-
cially that part of it which relates to the war
for the Union.” He soggests the appointment
of committees by each Post to examine the his-
tories in use in the schools in their vicinity
and report to Headquarters, so that the matter
might be acted ou in unison.

Assistant Adjutant-General Sonthwick’s re-
port showed number of Posts Dee. 31, 1896, 113;
wembership, 6,728; gain by muster, transfer,
and reiustatement, 434; loss by death and
otherwise, 763; net loss, 309; amount relief
expended, $12,786.53.

Post 3, of Jersey City, introdnced this reso-
lution, which passed without a dissenting vote:
“That we petition the Legislature to enact
legisistion creating & board to have in charge
the Soldiers’ Home, to be appointed by the
Governor for a fixed term, to be selected from
the Department of New Jersey.”

Ewsuuel Sands, of Jersey City, was elected
Commander to succeed E. C.Stahl. For Senior
Viee Commander, 8. G. Hayter, of Bloomficld,
was elected; J.V, C, James Hogan Camp, of
Paterson; Chap., Rev., Charles E. Hill, Red
Bank ; Medieal Director, John Younglove,
Elizabeth, Members of the Council of Admin-
istration and Delegates to the National Ea-
campment were also chosen,

Spring Cemetery, near Somerset, Ky, Geo. R
M. Buckley, Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief
of the Sons of Veterans, delivered the prinei-
pal address. T. Z. Morrow, Commander of the
Kentucky Division, made an address that was
s credil to the Order he represents,

A St Louis comiande writes of Memorial Day
in that city: “The day itself was all that
could have been desired. Gen. Noble, the Grand
Marshal, and his staff had matters arranged
in a vory complete manner. The various Posts
were out in full uniform. The Sous of Veter-
an: also did themselves bonor in lining up.
The procession marched for some two miles
through the principal streets of thecity, The
crowds and G.A R, Posts then went to the bar-
racks by the way of river, steam cars, and elee-
tricears, Geo, Henry gavethe G.A.R. and pub-
lie tho pleasure of a cavalry drill and an escort
with a full colomn of troops to the Cemetery.
When the column reached the Cemetery, Com-
mander Alfred Proll delivered the address,
The veterans and friends scattered flowers and
planted flags at the 16,000 graves,”

E. O, C. Ord Post, 100, City of Mexico, Mex.,
held Memaorial services at the graves of Ameri-
can soldiersin the beautiful American Cemetery,
just outside of the city., Besides members of
Ord Post many prominent people from the
American colony and vigitors in the city were
present. The beautiful aud impressive service
of the Grand Army of the Republic was read
by Commsnder W. J. Do Gress, The address
of the day was delivered by Gen. Powell Clay-
tou, United States Minister to Mexico. The
request of Gen. Clayton that he be sllowed to
place some wreaths on the monument erected
' to the memory of the Military College cadets
who fell at Chapultepec, in 1847, had been
granted by Presideut Iisz, and after the services
at the American Cemetery the party proceeded
to Chapultepee, whero they were met by Gen,
Villegas, of the Mexican army, and the graves
were decorated after suitable exercises,

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HER BOYS REMEMBER

Veterans Manifest Lively In-

terest in Mother Bicker-
dyke Day.

Claras Barton’s Effortas for Greece—Praise
for W.R.C.’s Patriotic Teaching—Progress
of the Order All Along the Line,

—_—.

Kansas is setting a noble example to the
country generally by ordaining that ono day
shall be set apart to celebrate the deeds of a
noble and heroic woman pstriot, as recently
noted. The day is July 19, and the woman
thus honored is the beloved Mother Bick-
erdyke, idol of the sick and wounded soldiers
of the Union army, and much interest is mani-
fested in the event outside of as well as in the
State.

Did ever anyone see in the heroic and placid
face of Mother Bickerdyke a resemblance to
George Washington? Mother Bickerdyke
was one of the Ohio Balls of the Virginialine,
and George Washington's mother was a Vir-
ginia Ball, the beautiful, golden-haired, high-
strung maiden from whom Washington received
his leading charaeteristics. ;

Who knows but that Mother Bickerdyke
may be able to prove herself one of the heirs to
the Ball fortune, waiting distribution in Phila-
delphia? Some of it is going to the Ohio Balls
if they can furnish the necessary proof.

What is to be called Mother Bickerdyke
Day is the 80th birthday of this grand woman,
she having been born near Mount Vernon, O,
Jaly 19, 1817, the daughter of Hiram and
Auna Ball, The latter was the daughter of a
soldier of the Revolution—one of the Rogers
family, among the Plymouth Rock Pilgrims.
Little Mary Ball's education was limited,
When quite young she was married, but in a
few years Mr. Bickerdyke died, leaving her
with helpless little ones to rear.

She became a nurse and when the war broke
out offered her services, carrying to her work
patriotic zeal and large expericuce. She was
early ideutified with the Sanitary Commission,
and when the supplies to the army were sent
from Galesburg to Cairo she went as a delegate.

After the battle of Belmont she was assigned
to a field hospital. At Fort Donelson she had
her first sight of a battle and was for the first
time under fire, an experience that was more
sud more frequent as the terrible years wore
on

Before there was a Christian and Sanitary
Commission to collect supplies and stimulato
National interest, Mother Bickerdyke went
from place to place in the North, addressing
audiences, superintending fairs and extending
her “cow and hen mission,” which furnished
hundreds of cows and thounsands of heuns, to
provide suitable food for the wounded soldiers.

She helped to establish the Adams Block Hos-
pital, Memphis, which accommodated 6,000 wen,
and was Matron of Gayoso Hospital, when 700
wounded men were brought in from Arkansas
Post. She took charge of a smallpox hospital
in Memphis and renovated it with her own
baunds, when nine men lay dead of the scourge,

WORKING AMIDST 8HOT AND SHELL.

Through the battles of Vicksburg, Loakout
Mounontain, Missionary Ridge and Chattanooga,
Mother Bickerdvke nursed friend and foe alike.
On the fields of Resaca, Kingston, New Hope
Chureh, Cassville, Alatoona, Dallas and Kene-
saw Mountain, she directed the nurses or gave
personal care to 13,000 wonnded men, " my
boys,"” as she calied them. When Sherman cut
off bis base of suppliesin the Atlanta campaign,
she went North and colleeted and forwarded
vast stores of supplies. She went with Sher-
man's army to the sea, and when his forces en-
tered Savannah, sailed for Wilmington, whers
she took eare of the Union men liberated from
Southern prisons, She performed like service
at Beaufort, Averyshoro and Bentonviile, and
at the request of Gen. Logan marched into
Alexandris with his army.

At the final Grand Review in Washington
Mother Bickerdyke, mounted upon a saddle
ho:se, dressed in a calico dress and sanbonnet
(ber uniform throughout the war), accompanied
the troops, and no knightlier honors were cyer
showered vpon a lady in the old tournament
days than “her boys” showered upon her.
Her dress and bonnet were aftewards sold as
relics of the war for $100,

Many anecdotes are told of Mother Bicker-
dyke and her services in our army to illustrate
ber force of character and success in making
everything bend to the amelioration of the
needs of the sick and woanded; how she jeal-
ously guarded the delicacies gent by the de-
voled women of the North, lest they should
fiud their way to the Surgeon’s table ; how she
was ready to meet every emergency when the
regular medical stores were glow in coming up;
bow she discharged a drunken Suorgeon for
neglecting his trust, and how, when he appealed
to Gen, Sherman for a redress of his grievances,
he received the reply : * I can do nothing for
you; Mother Bickerdyke outranks me,”

Gen. Logan, through whose instrumentality
Mother Bickerdyke was granted a pension,
held ber in the highest honor, and at Portland,
Me., in 1885, in addressing an audience of 6,000
people, mostly Union soldiers, in attendance
upon the Nations! Encampment, G.A.R., he
said :

“0ld Mother Bickerdyke: I know her well.
I have seen her helping the wounded soldiers
from the battlefield when shot and shell were
raining around her. Why, gentlemen, the
bands of women are so connected with the
hand of the Divinity that man without them
would be a barbarian.”

It was at the first grand Campfire ever held
under the auspices of the Woman's Relief
Corps that Geu. Logan spoke these words and
beld up Mother Bickerdyke to the women of
the land as a type of all that was patriotic,
noble and pure in American womanhood,

CLARA BANTON AND THE RED CROSS,

The name of Clara Barton will ever carry a
thrill of emotion to the hearts of every lover of
humanity. She bhas been ealled the “'Angel of
the Battlefieid,”” and now Senator Thurston, of
Nebraska, who represented the Secrotary of
the Interior at the great mecting just held in
Washington in aid of the suffering Greeks,
gives her the new and beautiful mame of ** The
Queen of Humanity.”

The Washington meeting was the first of a
series to be held at the National Capital, with
the view of attrecting public attention to the
needs of the suffering Greeks, and to the de-
plorable fact that the American branch of the
Red Cross Society is the only one of the 40
great National associastions which Las no fund
at its eommand, provided either by the Gov-
ernment or by private subscription,

It will be remembered that Miss Barton, who
went to the relief of the suffering Armenians,
was obliged to return because of Iack of funds
with which to carry out her beneficent plaus,
For the same canse she has not been able to
make a prompt response to the several calls
that have been coming from the Greek womon
through their chief, Queen Olga. Now her ob-
ligations have become the more imperative,
from the fact that the International Red Cross
Society, from their Headquarters at Geneva,
have called upon all branch societies, including
the American branch, to forward help to the
Greek sufferers,

It would not be like Miss Barton to shrink
when daty calls, and in response to her per-
sonal appeals a considerable sum has been col-
lected in Washington, and all the ehurches are
making contributious, As fast as $50 have
been subscribed the sum is forwarded by tele-
graph, so that no one can say, in excuse of gifis
withheld, that the money will be so long in
reaching Greece that all want will be appeased,
or all the sick dead, or ail the wounded gone
to their doom.

Even should hostilities never be actively re-
sumed, there is more tham the Greek women
ean do to care propoerly for the work in baud,
And to Ameriea they are turning with all the
hope and faith of Christian hearts, believing
that America, of all countries, will be touched
with a recital of their wrongs. The Washing-
ton meetings being the combined efforts of
both Protestants and Catholics, show that their
hopes are not wholly in vain,

Miss Barton, both becanse of her nearness to
the soldiers of the Union and by reason of her
seryices to the Woman's Relief Corps, has nover
heretofore called in vain to this class of friends
and supporters, while to all classes of citizeus
slie has endeared herself by her services in
floods and fires, in fevers and pestilonce. The
present financial stress has greatly crippled
ber resources, but as “every mickle makes s
muckle,” as the canny Beoteh bhave it, it is en-
couraging that many little offerings are coming
in to her suppart.

It would seew to be the duty of our Govern-
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ment to mako adeqn:?e provision for a Red
Cross fund, so that onr'great country may be
ready to respond quickly to calls of this kind,
and M is to be hoped that the present emer-
gency may lead tosueh frovision. At thesume
time direct giving is whit enlarges the heart
and quickens the sympathies. Rev. Dr. Gil-
bert, who was one of the speakers at the Wash-
ington meeting, said he felieved God was pre-
paring the way for a united Christendom, by
the many calis before.ns for the exercise of
Chriastian charity, sinck “ gifts cause love and
bring natious together,”

PERSONAL REPORTH AT CONVENTIONS,

What we would like to see inangurated, in
connection with Depaftment and National
Conventions, wonld be u system of five-minute
talks by the organizations represented throngh
their Presidents, This would greatly enhance
the value of the consolidsted reports and bring
abouot a closer relationship between the Depart-
ments or Corps officers, as the ease might be.

This presentation should take place at the
opening of the Convention, immediately fol-
lowing the President’s address. The call of
States could be made in the National Conven-
tion, and as each State was ealled the President
could rise in her eeat, give her name and date
of orgunization of her Department, the num-
ber of Corps and members represented, amount
of money raised and expended and for what
purpose, and the special work to which her De-
partment is committed, whether it be Soldiers’
Hame, Relief Corps Home or work for the sol-
diers’ orphans. Brief attention could also be
given to patriotic teaching and to the growth
of patriotic sentiment in her State or com-
munity.

Theso talks shounld be strictly limited to
three, four or five minutes, not to exceed the
latter, Thus the double purpose would be
served of giving a State recognition from the
very opening of Convention, making all
familiar with its chief represeutative, and of
warming all hearts anew to the work of the
Order by having it presented from the personal
point of view with the sympathy and magnet-
ism that always goes with the special repre-
sentative of any cause,

For many years this has been a great need of
the Relief €orps Convention, The time could
not possibly be speunt more profitably, especially
as the reading of consolidated reports is now
very generally dispensed with, the delegates
having these in printed form before them.

Too much is taken for granted in our Con-
ventions in supposing the delegates to he in-
formed as to the work in sister organizations
akin to their own, but in which they have no
immediate interest,

Surely it would be a prond moment for the
President of New York to rise in National
Convention and relate the wouderfnl story of
the opening and furnishing of the New York
Reliel Corps Home; for California to say how
she got her big appropriation for the eurrent
year; for Ohio to tell the thousands of soldiers’
orphans to whom she gives Christmas presents
every year at the State Home; for Illinois and
Michigan, Jowa and Kansas, Colorado and
Minnesota, Massachusetts and Maine to tell of
their untiring efforts for their Homes, and so
on through all the long roll of States.

The moral stimulation would put every
woman on her mettle, and the sessions, instead
of being prolonged and made tiresome with de-
tail, would take on all the glow and glory of &
grand revival of Fraternity, Charity and
Loyalty.

RELIEF CORPS AND CITIZENS' CORPS.

Commander-in-Chief T, 8, Clarkson made a
plea for associate members of the G.A.R., in
which he used the Reiief Corps as an example
of the assistance and enconragement the Grand
Army might have throngh coming into closer
relationship with patriotic eitizens.

Illinois is Commander Clarkson’s native
State, and he urged the Encampment to send a
delegation to Buffulo, that wonld take the !
ipitiative to organize a Citizens' Corps of the |

life shall last with us and as loug as the G.A.R.
shall exist,

" But we need more assistance. Many men
who could not go to the war did all in their
power Lo assist Honest Qld Abe, the dearest and
best of all great men to as, and to aid usin put-
ting down the rebellion. Now these men ean
do for us at howe and in legislative Lalls what
we cannot do ourselves, Let us ask them to
organize into such a body as an auxiliary to
the G.A.R,

*I am as jealons of therights of those wear-
ing the bronze button as any living man, but
they do not ask to attend our meetings, nordo
the W.R.C. ask to attend. But they us men
will carry on the work in their way, the same
as the W.R.C, do in theirs. Comrades, we need
their help and we can bavs it if we ask it.”
