Convention.

Opening Session One or Exchange of Cor-

dial Greet ins Lively Contests Anions
Candidates for Offlco Saralt J. Martin
Clinscn National President Ssau E. At-

kins Senior Vice-Preside- nt.

The opening liour of the 13th National Con-

vention, W.R.C., was most intercsthiR. Tlio

doors were opened and there were many visit-

ors in attendance.
When National President Agnes Ilitt took

tip the gavel, a beautiful scene presented itself.

The hall is a semi-circl- e, with a gallery, and on

the platform a pipe oruan. On one side of the
platform, 6ct among clustering palms, wero two

beautiful school banners, gilt-trimm- ed and

fringed.
The banner in red bore the words, Teach

Patriotism in the Schools"; the other, in blue,
the word. "One Country, One Language, One
Flag." Flowers were on the several taoies auu
vases of flowers set along the footlights.

After the prayer by National Chaplain Alice

Picklcr, and sinking of the IMief Corps hymn,
"Bright O'er Our Country," the usual an-

nouncements were made, aud when the ofheers
. and Aids were all in their places a Delegation

from the Women's Citizens' Committee was
announced and escorted to the platform by

the Reception Committee.
These officers, headed by M. Linda de K.

Fulton, Chairman, were introduced, when .Mrs.

Fulton, in her welcome address, gave an inter-
pretation of the Grand Auny and Relief Coips

motto, "Fraternity, Charity, and Loyalty."
Mr. Fulton w:is iolh.wed by Mrs. Jewett,

Chairman of the Reception Committee and
wife of the Mavor, who extended to all the
freedom of the'eitv; also, by Mrs. Benjamin
Williams, Vice-Preside- nt of the Committee and
President of the Woman's Educational Union.

Mrs. Fulton presented a bouquet of Jacque-

minot roses to the National President, on be-

half of the Women's Citizens' Committee.
Mrs. Atkins, Chairmm of the CominiUeo on
Accommodations a.id member of the W.R.C.,
prispnteJ a buse hunch of roses from the two
Relief Corps of Buffalo, preceded bran eloquent
little ppeech. The vi-ito- rs retired to the tune
of "Matching. Through Georgia," while mem-

bers, standing, cave the flag salute, 'lhcu all
the National olliccr? were introduced.

Past National Presidents in attendance were
introduced in order of seniority of service.

.National Counselor Lizabeth A. Turner re-

ported 10 cases presented to her for her decision
by National President Agnes llitt, all pertain-
ing to the techical work of the Order.

National Inspector Julia G. Sine made a us

and tabulated report of the inspection
work of the Woman's Relief Corps in the several
Departments and in detached Corps. Jler prin-
cipal recommendation was that the sum allowed
the National President for the personal ex-

penses ol her office be increased from $200 to
1500, in cr!er that she may visit Departments
aud Corps to the West and South for the pur-
pose of imparting instructions, from which, be-

cause of their location, they have been largely
debarred.

National Instituting and Installing Officer
Sarah D. Wiuans, Toledo, O., gave the follow-
ing estimates, gleaned from consolidated re-

ports: Department Corps instituted, 139, with
a combined charter membership of 2,801; de-

tached Corps organized, 2; charter member-ahi- p,

3G; total number of Corp3 instituted,
141; total charter membership, 2.840.

Departments showing the greatest gains are
as follows: New York leads with 18Corpsand
340 charter members; Michigan, 14 Corps aud
282 charter members; Pennsylvania. 13 Corps
and 26G charter members; Ohio, 9 Corps and
205 charter members. Alaska now has a
Corps auxiliary to Wm. H. Seward Post.

National Senior Aid Melissa Caylor upon
ntering her office wrote h- -r Assistant Aids

urging them to a united recruiting service in
their respective jurisdictions on behalf of tho
W.R.C, and reported a ready response from
many.

From this report it was learned that the flag
K&lute had been introduced into the Reform
School, Whittier, Cal., and into the schools of
131 towns of New Hampshire, where also the
tag floats over every schoolhouse.

INTERESTING EEroUTS.

Flo Jamison Miller, Chairman of Commit-
tee on Patriotic Teaching, reported that the
Departments of California, Connecticut, Illi-
nois, Indiana, Iowa, Massachusetts, Michigan,
Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, New Hamp-
shire, New Jersey, Oregon, Ohio, Pennsylvania,
Potomac, Rhode Island, South Dakota, Ten-
nessee, Vermont, aud Wisconsin were encour-
aged by the increased use of the flag salute in
t- - epubhcschools. and of the introduction of the
Declaration of Independence Chart and Patri-
otic Primer into many.

In California the W.R.C. had had marked
access in establishing Citizens' Sunday, with

special sermons aud patriotic exercises in keep-
ing with the day. In Los Angelc3 the schools
observe 25 uratorial holidays, aud both teach-
ers and pupils are required to memonzo "Red,
White and Blue."

The prize patriotic contests inaugurated in
Iowa were specially commended. The Depart-
ment Commander of Michigan, G.A.R., had
commended W.R.C. work hT General Orders. In
Minnesota the State Board of Education cm-ploy- ed

a lecturer on patriotism, who spoke at
teachers' institutes.

In l'otomac there was a flag over each of tho
123 schools in the District, and the flag
was given weekly or monthly in half of lliem.
Oregon received special mention for interest
ing school Massachusetts,
Illinois, New York. Ohio. Connecticut, aud
Indiana have special mention.

A National instructor is recommended, and
s nuited work for tho revision of school his-
tories.

GREETINGS TO TAST PEESIDENTE.
On motion of Kato B. Sherwood, seconded

ky Lizabeth A. Turner, greetings were sent to
all Past National Presidents, and a Fpccial greet-
ing of love and alTvctiou to the first National
President.

Sherwood
was Secretary and Mrs. Turner Treasurer at
the organizing Convention, Denver, July, 1SS2,
when Mrs. Buikcr was elected National Presi-
dent.

Souvenir badges from the Citizens' Commit-
tee weie distributed ; tluso were blue satin,
with a pin bearing tho word ' Buffalo," from
whch was suspended a star, the center of which
was the monogram " W.R.C.," encircled by the
Words "dlst Isational Lncampment, G.A.R.

These were accompanied by the Convention
badge, WMLCL, of yellow satin, bearing a por-
trait of Gen. Lew Wallace aud the following
quotation from "Ben Ilur": "Perfect Uvea
ara the treasures of God." Gen. Wallace's
autograph was on the badge.

In the lifternoon, while tho reports were be-

ing acted upon, numerous Delegations beating
greetings and flowers were admitted, including
reprcsenti'tives from tho Army N rscs' Associa-
tion.

Scott, the famous negro itctuter of Mis-
souri. There weio four coloifl, red, white, blue,
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and yellow, and she likened the negro's fidelity
to the tins, purity of patriotism, tenacity in
loyalty and jealousy of a freeman's rights to
these.

The afternoon closed with memorial hour in
memory of Past National President Sarah C
Mink and National Senior Vice-Preside- nt

Mario Ilasenwinkle, led by tho National
officers and opening with tho singing of " Rock
of Aces." There wero tributes to Mrs. Mink
by Past National President Sherwood and Past
Department President Ellen M. Putnam, and
to Mrs. Hascuwiuklo by National S. V.-- P. Net-
tie M. Norton, her successor.

Mnj. Charles E. Mink, Col. Hasenwinklc,
tho Department Commander of New York,
G.A.R., ami other comrades occupied seats on
the platform. Following this, Delegates who
wero Daughters of the American Revolution
attended a fine reception given by tho Buffalo
Chapter, D.A.R.

There was no session of Convention Thurs-
day evening, hut a meeting was held outside
the hall to exemplify a flag ceremony designed
for tho use of Corps. Alter this Delegates at-
tended one or moro of numerous receptions or
Camp fires.

The second day of the Convention was do-vot-

to routine work, reception of distin-
guished quests and election of officers. A dele-
gation invited tho National Encampment,
embracing National Treasurer Isabeilo T.
