1593, by tiie
iRto Assistant Secretary of the Interior, John
if. Reynolds. The present Administration has
allowed this decision toJtsmd to this date, and
until it is revoked there is no reason to expect
favorable action onxlaims mado under the act
of 1S95, to sccuro arrtars orre-rat'n- g.

J. J., Acslor. Cal W.hnn si pension claim
under the ceneral law is n jectcd for the absence
of record or medical evidence of the alleged
disabilities, Ok additional totimony to reopen
tho case must cres6arijCic that of comrades
or shipmates of pood rpjjute having personal
knowledge of the acts. The more testimony
of this character in such a case, the greater the
chances of success.

J. . XcecittZe. A". C A pension .attorney
has origin to borrow pension money of Jus
clients. It must, of course, ie a bona-fid- e

transaction, juid to avoid any possible question
ivith the Department on this point it would bo
tvcll for him lofrive ample security.

Mrs. L., New Tori: Ciiy. There has been no
law enacted increasing widows' pensions since
the act of March 19, 1SSG. The rate of widow's
pension under the act of Juuo27, 1S90, remains
unchanged.

W. 0. L., Indiana. In appealing a rejected
pension cie to the Secretary of the Interior
the case should be properly described, the facts
Stated, and the objections to the action of re-

jection fully preseuled, Tvith any other matter
of argument pertinent to tho case. "The rules
of the Department oo not require an attorney
to present the appeal. The Board of Pension
Appeals is now several months behind with its
work. The decision on tho appeal is apt to
bring out all material matter leading to tho re-

jection of the case.
G. H. C, Jackson, Midi. You are mistaken

In your understanding of the recent decision
of Assistant irecrdtary Davis in the matter of
tlaimants for invalid pension under the act of
June 27 1SU0. who are G3 years old. The rul-
ing Is that they shall in general be regarded as
entitled to at least the minimum rate of $G,

;but not necessarily to the maximum of 12.
Commissioner Evans has made no .ruling on
this subject.

L. S., Army and Xavg.A. bounty of $100

provides; "That in considering claims filed
tinder the pension laws, tho death of an en-

listed man or officer fchall be tonsidered a3
sufficiently proved if satisfactory evidence is
produced establishing the fact of the continued
&nd uncsplaincd'iibsence of such enlisted man
or officer from If!! lromeand family for a period
of seven years, during-whieh-period no intelli-
gence of his existence shall have been received.
And any pension granted tinder tins net shall
cease upon proof that such officer or enlisted
snau is fctill living." When tho War Depart-
ment rc'uses to accept evidence to controvert
tn official record, the only recourse is to Con-
gress, where a special act may sometimes be
obtained authorizing and directing .an amend-
ment of the official record.

IL T., San Diego, Cat It yon are dissatisfied
withxhc action of tho Pension Bureau in the
matter of yourrato of pension, you are privi-
leged to file an application for a rerating. If
adverse action is taken on the application Tor a
rerating you can then appeal to the lion. Sec-
retary of the Interior. The appeal will not be
entertained uules and until the claim for ro-
tating is considered and dispobcd of by tho
Tension Bureau. You ure at liberty to con-
tinue to file additional evidence in support of
2four new disability claim for pension, notwith-
standing .a portion of your claim may be await- -
log a decision from the Hou. Secretary of tho
.Interior.

of a eoldier, who are drawing pension, arrivet the age of 1G their respective bhares of the
iridow'B pension go to the children not yet 1G,

o that the child who last reaches that age
draws Xho full pension for the period of its pen-
sionable minority after the pension of the next
elder child has been terminated. In other
Trords, the last child will draw the widow's
tension, and $2 additional for itself during hi6
r her pensionable iniuortty.

When tho Pension
Bureau writes letters of inquiry to persons who
have testified in pension cases, such persons
should always promptly respond to said letters,
because failure on their part will retard tho
settlement of the cases. If somo of tho moro
important witnesses fail to make icply, it is
customary for the Pension Bureau to require
additional evidence to cover the points-sough- t

to be established by tho testimony of the wit-
nesses who thus failed lo reply to letters sent
them. It is not possible lo airy, with any de-

cree of accuracy, just how sonn a claim will be
settled alter tho completing proofs are filed.
It ought to bcsettlcd, however, within a reason-
able time.

enlistment became ' veteran volunteers." and
as such are entitled to a vctoran bounty of $100,

if they served the full teim for which they
or served two years, or wore dis-

charged before two years' service becauso of
the close of tho war, or becauso of wound or in-ju- iy

incurred in tho servico and lino of duty.
M. C. M.t Sunburg, Pa. A child of a soldier

who is now over 1G years of ngo cannot obtain
apeusion undertheactof June 27, 1590, but if it
can ha shown to the .satisfaction of tho Pension
Bureau that the soldier's death was duo to his
military service, a pension under tho general
law can be secured for tho child from tho date
of tho soldier's death to tho time the child
reached the age of 1G year?. If it can also bo
shown that The child, at the ago of 1G years,
was either insane, idiotic, or otherwise pernn-neutl- y

helpless, aud has remained in that con-

dition eversiuce, tho pension will be continued
to the child during the period of the disa-
bility.

M. K., Brunswick, Mo. Tho Tate of pension
for Arinj' Nurses is $12 per month. Appli-
cation for pension should bo made to the Com-

missioner of Pensions, who will furnish you
with proper instructions in the matter.

IT. M. C, Belle Vernon, Pa Tho records of
the War Department are not opened to the
examination and inspection of attorneys or
other persons. If yon want lo ascertain the
correct Eervice of a soldier you can probably
secure the same by addressing a loiter to tho
member of Congress from tho district In which
you reside, giving him all of the information
in your possession relating to tho soldier's
service, aud requesting him to ascertain from
the War Department the company and regi-
ment in winch the soldier served.

G. A. Jr.. Harrisville, IF-- III. Tho actof Con-
gress approvod ?.Iareh G, 189G, provides: "That
whenever a claim for pension under the act of
June 27, 1590, has been, or shall licreiiftcr be,
njectcd, suspended, or dismissed, and a new
application shall have been, or shall hereafter
be, filrd, and a pension has been, or shall here-
after be, allowed in such claim, such pension
shall dale trom the time of filing tho first ap-
plication, provided the evidence in the case
shall show a pensionable disability to have
existed, or to exist, at the time of filing such
first application, anything in any law or ruling
of the Department to the contrary notwith-
standing." If your pension was "not allowed
from the dato of the filing of your firat appli-
cation, you aro privileged to file an applica-
tion for a rerating, supported by such proofs
as you may wish to file.

T. M. B., Ovcrbrook, Ind. Tcr Hon. Henry
Clay Evans, of Tennessee, was appointed Com-
missioner of Pensions by President McKinley.
Many changes have also been made in tho Pen-
sion Bureau since March 4 last. You had
better subscribe for Thk National Tmjium:,
and thus learn what changes ire being made
fu the Pension Bureau fiom tune to time.

J?. B. II., Hamilton, 0. If" tho death of tho
soldier can be, sliouu to be due to his army
service, his legal widow will be entitled to a
pension irrespective of the dato of her marriage
lo him. If the death of the soldier cannot be
shovwi to badue to his army service his widow,
in order to be entitled to a pension, must havo
been married to him prior to Juno 27, 1590, and
she must also eIiow that bIic is without other
means of support than her daily labor.

T. C. C. Butler, Mo. After a claim is sub-
mitted to lho Board of Review for final action
it ought to be disposed of v.ithiu 30 days there-
after.

There i- - no fixod rate
of pension for a disability incurred in the
Regular Army nor in the volunteer service.

This is
ustmlly de'ot mined from ihe report of tho
Board of Examining Surgeons.

Dr. Talmage Finds a Sermon

in a Storm at Sea.

The- - Sermon Prepared lj-- liar. T. Dc"Witt
Talmago for tills Week is in tho Nature
of a Wesson from Christ's Onieliiig or tho
Storm at Sea. Tho Text is

Mark 4: 3(5. And there were also with him
other little ships, and1 there arose n great slorm
of wind. And the wind ceased and there was

a great calm.

Tiberias, Galilee, Genjaesaret, three nnmea
for the same lake. No other gem ever had

'
so beautiful a setting. It lay in a scene of
great "luxuriance: tho surrounding hills
high, terraced, sloped, proved, so many
hanging gardens of beauty; the wnler.s
rumbling down between rocks of gray and
red limestone, flashing from, the hills, and
bounding into the sea.

Prom the western shore a flotilla pushing
out. Christ is in the front of the boat.
His disciples are In a smaller boat.

Jesus, weary with much speaking to large
multitudes, is put into somnolence by the
rocking of the waves. ,

Aud they extemporized a pillpw rnado,
ouL of a fisherman's coat. , I,. think, no
sooner is Chritt xrst,iajte, and his head
touching the pillow, than he is sound
asleep. The breezes of the lake run their
fingers through tho locks of the worn
sleeper, and the boat rises aud falls like a
sleeping child on lho bosom of a sleeping
mother.

But the sailors say there is going to be a
change of weather. The large boat trembles
like a deer at bay trembling among the
clangor of the hounds; great patches of foam
are flung into the air; the sails of the ves-

sels loosen, and the sharp winds crack like
pistols; the smaller boats like petrels poise
on the cliff of the waves and then plunge.
The drenched Disciples rush into the back
part of the boat, aud lay hold of Christ, and
say unto him : "Master, carest thou not that
we perish ? "

That great personage lifts his head from
the pillow of the fisherman's coat, walks 10
the front of the vessel, and looks out into
the storm. lie ha3 one word for the t?ky,

nd another word for the waves. Xiooking
upward he cries, "Peace! " Looking down-
ward be tays, "Be sii.'l."

The waves fall flat on their faces, the foam
melts, the extinguished stars telight their
torches. The tempest falls dead, and Christ
staudswith his loot on the neck of the storm.
And while the sailors are bailing out. the
boats, and while they are tryiug to untangle
the cordage, the Disciples stand iu amaze-
ment, now looking into the calm sea, theil
into the calm sky, then into the calm of the
Savior's countenance, aud they cry out:

""What manner of man is tins, that even
the wiuds and the sea obey him ?"

The subject in the first place impresses me
with the fact that it is very important to
have Christ in ibeship; for all thoao boats
would have gone to the bottom of Genncs-ar-et

ifChri.it had not been present.
Oh, what a leon .for you .and. for me to

learn! Whatever voyage we undertake, into
whatever enterprise we start, let us always
have Christ in the ship. Many of you in these
days of revived commerce are starting out in
new financial enterprise?. I bid you good
cheer. Do all you cau do. D.) it on aa high
a plane as possible. You have no right
to be a stoker in the ship if you cm be
an Admiral of the Navy. You have no
right to be a Colonel of a regiment ii j'ou
cm coiumaud a brigade. All you con do
with utmost tension of body, mind, and
soul, you are bound to do: but oh! have
Christ in every enterprise. Christ in every
voyage, Christ ill every ship.

There are "men who ask God to help' them
at the start of great enterprises. He has been
with ihem in the past. But here is another
man who starts out in worldly enterprise,
and he depends upon the uncertainties of
this life. After awhile the storm comes,
and tosse3 off the masts of the ship ; he puts
out his life-boa- t; the sheriff and the auc-
tioneer try to help bim off; they can't help
him off; he must go down ; no Christ in the
ship.

You may seem to get along without the
religion of Christ while everything goes
smoothly, but alter awhile, when sorrow
hovers over the foul, when the waves of
trial dash clear over the hurricaue-dec- k, aud
the bowsprit is shivered, and the halliards
are swept into the sea, and the gangway is
crowded with piratical disasters oh, what
will you then do without Christ in the
ship? Young man, take God for your por-
tion, God ior your guide. God for your help;
then all is well ; all is well for time, all
shall be well forever. Blessed is that man
who puts in the Lord his trust. He shall
never be confounded.

But my sulgect also impresses me with
the fact that when people start to follow
ChriBt they must not expect smooth sailing.

St. James lost his head. St. Philip was
hung lo death on a pillar. St. Matthew had
his life dashed out with a Jialbert. St.
Mark was dragged to death through ihe
Btreets. St. James the Lets was beaten to
death with a fuller's clnb. St. Thomas wns
struck through with a spear. They did not
find following Christ smooth sailing. Oil,
how they were all tossed in the tempest!
John IIuss in the fire; Hu;h McHail in the
hour of martyrdom ; the Albigenses, the
"Waldenses, the Scotch Covenanters did
they find it smooth sailing?

Bat why go to hi-stor- when I can find all
around me a score of illnstrations of the
truth of this subject? That young man in
the stotc trying to serve God, while his em-
ployer scoffs at Christianity; the youug
men in the same store antagonistic to the
Christian religion, teasing him, tormenting
him about liis religion, trying to gel him
mad. They succeed in getting him. mad,
saying, "You're n pretty Christian.7' Does"
this young man fiud it smooth sailing when
he tries to follow Christ? Here is a Chris-
tian girl. Her father despises tho Christian
religion; her mother despises the Christian
religion ; her brothers and sisters scoff at tho
Christian religion; she can hardly find a
quiet place in which to say her prayers.
Did she find it smooth sailing when she
tried to follow Jcmih Christ? Oli.no; all
who would live the life of the Christian re-

ligion must suffer persecution; if you do
not find it in one way, you will get it in
another way.

The question was asked, ""Who are those
nearest the throne?" and the answer enmo
back: "These are they who came up out
of great tribulation;" "great flailhig," as
the original lias it; great Hailing, great
pouuding " and had their robes washed
and made white in the blood of Ihe Lumh."
Ob, do not be disheartened. Oh, child of
Godl take courage. Yon are in glorious
companionship. God will Bee you through
all these trials, and ho will deliver you.

My subject also impresses me with the
fact that good people sometimes get very
much frightened. In the tones of these
Disciples as they rushed into the bnck part
of the boat, I find they are frightened almost
to death. They say: "Master, carest thou
not that we perish?" They had no reason
to be frightened, for Christ wns in tho boat.
I suppose if we had been there we would
havebecu j'ust as much affrighted. Perhaps
more.

There are a great many good people who
get affrighted in our day about revivals.
They say, "Ohl this is a strong religious
gale. We are afraid the Church of God is,
going to upset, and there aro going to bo a
great many people brought into tho Church
who are KOjog to be of uo use to it." Aud
they are nffrichtod whenever thev sec a re- -

I vivAl taking hold of the churchao.

As though a ship Captain with 5,000 bush-
els of wheat for a cargo should say, some
day, coming upon degk "Throw overboard
all ihe cargo5'; aud tile sailors should say,
" Why, Captain, what do'you mean ? Throw
over all tho cargo? yf" Oh," says the Cap-

tain, " we have a pec of chaff that has got
into this 5,000 bnshdaof wheat, aud the
only way to get rid ofluie chaff is to throw
all the wheat ovcrboarp"

Now, that is a greatf deal wiser than tho
talk of a great manyjCWistians who want
to throw overboard ajKiho thousands and
tens of thousands of o'nls who have been
brought in throngbgreat awakenings.
Throw all overboard because there is n peck
of chaff, a quart of chaffa pint of chaff! I
say, let them stay until the last day; the
Lord will divide the cliaff from the wheat.

Oh, that these gales from heaven might
sweep through all our churches! Ob, for
such days as Ivichard tBnxter saw in Eng-
land and IJobert McCheyne saw in Dundee!
Oh, for.sueh days as Jonathan Hdwards saw
in Noithnmpton! I have often heard my
lather tell of the fact that in the early part
of this century a revival broke out in Somer-vill- e,

!N. J., and some people were very much
agitated about it.

TJiey said, "Oh, yon are going to brinn
too many people into the church at once;"
and they sent down to New Brunswick to
get John Livingston to stop the re rival.
Well, there was no better soul in all the
world than John Livingston. He went up;
he looked at the revival; they wanted him
tostopit. He stood in the pulpit on the
Sabbath, and looked over the solemn audi-
tory, and he said: ,

"This, brethren, is in reality the work of
God ; beware how you try to stop it.". And
he was an old raati, leaning heavily on his
staff a very old man. And ho lifted that
staff, and took hold of the small end of the
staff, and began to let it fall very slowly
through, between the finger and the thumb,
and he said:

Sho being exceedingly thirsty for all
sorts of knowledge, brings in enough specimens
to keep my amateur skill jumping to supply

ful ono must respect tho faith that's in them,
but it seems sort of ridiculous to hear a buxom
sister praying for strongth for hor weak hands,
when sho is renowned for hor ability to handlo
and chastise not only her 11 children, but their
father, too, when her tern per is up.

Tho scene was lit by tho moon and by great
torches of pino knot?, which furnished a pleas-

ant incense. Thero were many while folks there,
aud the services began with hymns and prayers
in much tho usual fashion. The choir woro
fashionablo hatst, thero was the over-ambitio-

tenor and other characteristics of tiie ordi-

nary church proceedings, but when tho minister

group of peoplo shouted and prayed aud sang
