COASTED DOWN THE
GAPITOL STEPS.

A Bicyclist at Washington,
D. C., Successfully Performs
A Remarkable Feat,

. —

The other day a bicyclist at the National
Capital sccompiished a novel exploit. He
wagered with a friend that he wounld coast from
the top to the bottom of the grand stairway of
the Capitol building, The stairway is over
fifty feet in height, and it is a pretty rocky
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road to travel on a Lieyele. Nevertheless, the
young man safely accompli hed the feat.

Death of Gen, Horn,

Gen, John Watts Horn, who eommanded the
Gth Md. during the greater part of its service,
dicd at his home in Prince George County, Md,,
Oct. 4. At the breaking out of the war GGen,
Horn epened the first recruiting offiee in Balti-
wmore. His first service was as Captain in the
Sib Md,, buv in Juoly, 1862, he resigned, He
asgisted in organizing the 6th Md., and in Sep-
tember, 1562, was given a eommission as Lieu-
tenant-Colonel.

The command left Baltimore Sept, 10, 1862,
going to Williamsport, where it joined the
Marylaud Brigade. In March, 1863, the regi-
ment became a part of the Third Brigade, See-
oad Division, Eighth Corps. At Winchester
the regimeut was hotly engaged, with heavy
loss in captured, At Mine Run 10 were killed
and 42 wounded, It was them in Keifer's Bri-
gade, Third Division, Third Corps, In March,
1864, the division was trausferred to the Sixth
Corps, and the regiment beeame part of the
Second Brigade, econimanded by Col. B. F.
Smith, Col, Howard resigned in May, 1863,
and Horn was made Colonel. The command
fought gallantly at Wilderness and Cold Har-
bor, and won 118 place among the fighting regi-
tuents, with a loss of eight ofticers and 120 men
killed or died of wounda.

Col. Horn was vrevetted DBrigadier-General
for gallant and meritorious service before Rich-
mond and in the Shenandoah Valley. He was
appointed Warden of the Maryland peniten-
tiary by Gov. Swann. He was a Past Com-

mauder of the Department of Maryland, G.A.B,

RENEWING OLD TIES.

Remﬁon of Veterans Who Stood
Shoulder to Shoulder in the
Dark Days.

Sixty survivors of the 73d I11. met in annual
Reunion at Springfield, Qepr. 23 and 20. Col.
James F. Jaques, who cntered the field with
his regiment in August, 1862, and continaed in
command daring all its distinguished service,
was present and delivered the annual address.
He received a royal weleome from the boys.
Many States were represented in the gather-
ing, one comrade being present from California,
New oflicers eleeted : Pres,, Samuel F. Ridge-
way; V.-P., (. H. Castle: Sce. and Treas., D,
F. Lawler, Green Valley, 1ll; Surg., G. O.
Pond; Chap., P. B. Huffman., This command
was one of the 300 fighting regiments,”
it served im Sheridan’s Division until the
Spring of 1864, when he was ordered East, It
lost 16 killed, 64 wounded and eight missing at
Stome River, and 13 killed, 57 wounded and 22
missing av Chickamauga, Daring the Atlanta
Campaign it was in Kimball's Brigade, Now-
ton's Division, Fourth Corps, participating in
all the battles of that command, and afterward
Joining in the pursuit of Hood.

More interest than usual was displayed this
year by the survivors of the 115th Iil, the
annnal meeting of the regimental association
at Springfield, Sept. 29, ealling cut over a hun-
dred who saw service with this command,
Capt. F. L. Hayes was elccted President; C, M,
Imboden, Treasuer; and J. S. Carter, Decatur,
Seeretary. Comrade I, I, C. Rloyee, who has
been engaged in collecting material for a regi-
mental history, made his report, which showed
satisfactory progress, and the work will be

ready for the press within two months. Re-
unien will be at Springfield next year, This

form a Finance Committee. Vice-Presidents
were elected from each company. This regi-
ment was organized at Binghamton, N, Y., in
September, and was assigned to the Third
Brigade, Second Division, Twellth Corps.

void and of mo effect, and any person who
shall pledge, or receive as a pledge, mortgage,
snle, ussignment, or transfer of any right, claim,
or interest in any pension, or pension certifi-
cate, which has been or may hereafter be
granted or issoed, or who shall held the same
as collateral security for any debt, or promise,
or upon any pretext of auch security, or prom-
ise, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon
conviction thereofl shall be fined in a som not
exceeding $100 and the costs of the prosecution;

J. AL, Sugar Branch, Ind.—A pension claim-
ant may not, as a rule, revoke the power of at-
torney given an ultorney to prosecute theclaim
before the Pension Burean. The claimant
may, however, appoint another sttorney, and
if the first attorney is in negleet under the
official rules of practice when the second power
of attorney is filed, the sceond attorney will
be recognized; or, if the first attorney oecomes
in neglect after the filing of the second power
of attorney, the new attorney will be reeog-
nized, provided he has preserved his right to
be reeognizad by filing 1uquiries in the ease at
intervals of not less than one year.

not to be very loug before he hears from his
claim. Bus, unfortunately, the disposition of
the Pension Bureau fer seven years past has
heen, or appeared to be, to slight elaims under
the general law because of the larger payments
involved.
