correctly per'orned and caa follow it without
referring to then rituals. _ .

More and wmore iue necessity of having
thorough inspection under the supervision of
competent officers has become apparent. Too
often appointments have been made becnuse
the appoiutee wasin aconvenient locality tothe
Corps to be inspected. or becauseof the personal
relations existing between the Depsriment In-
specior and these whom she desired te houor
by an appointment. _ _

The conduet of schools of inspection and dis-
trict exemplificationsof the ritusl have greatly
extended n knowledge of the work and enabled
Corps wembers to diseriminate between thfn |
which iz good and that which is inferior in
quaiity. Tle work of inspection shonld be a
gerious thing, and Corps members have begun
to insist upon superior exceilencein the oflicers
sent Lo serve im this line of oflicial duty.

Many times in the past Corps buve had good
reason to complain of the expense of inspection
since they did uot feel that they had value re-
ceived from the officers who might be appor-
tioned to their lot. In such a case the oflicers
have simply been eontent to sit in their sta-
tions and look on placidly while the Corps
went through the work of the ritual, being
either too timid or too ignorant to correct
errors or to point out a more excellent way. |
The books of the officers they bhave failed to ro
over, sud gross inaccaracics have been allowed
to go on from year to year, uucorrected snd
perbaps undetected. o

Throngh this it is hoped to bring many young |
recruits into the Corps, as the young girls are
particulariy snited to the duties of flag-bearers,

pew flag work., This was done under the I
sgapervision of Past National President Agnes
Hitt. The flags, mounted on ash siaffs, with
spear heands, were supplied by Capt. Wallace
Foster, who is always ready to assist the
W.E.C. There was a laree attendance of mem-
bers to see the uew work, and they were cn-
thusisstic over its inspiring effects,

No Inspector should be content with simply
watching the work of the Corps. If possible,
sghe should be a ready speaker, full of energy
and enthusiasm, bringing the word of inspira-
tion and the example of cheerful service in the
line of duty. She should be able to give the
flag-salute and conduct a guestion-box, which
should always be a feature of cvery inspection.

The Schivol of Iuspection, or Districtexempli-
fication, of the ritual should be in the nature
of a normal school, and 4 sort of civil-service
examination, so thut those who are called upon
to do duty as Inspectors may be the very best
that can be chosen,

A public meeting in connection with the In-
spector’s visit is alwavs of benefit, when the
veterans of the Post can be present, and a pro-
gram earried out which will be an object-lcsson
in patriotic teaching, and an opportunity to
the public to become more iu sympathy with
both the Grand Army and the Womau's Belief
Corps.

In short, a Corps inspection can be made an
oocasion of the highest importance, and no op-
portunity should be lost by & Department in
stimuiating the Inspectors to a higher sense of
the duties and privileges of their office, or in
urging Corps to muke a field day of the In-
gpector’s visit. Every inspection shounld set s
Corps many steps forward in the advance
march of Fraternity, Charity, and Loyalty.

There is an old proverb which says: “Start
the web and God will supply the thread”; or,
to use the language of modern science, plage the
germ under favorable conditions and evolution

When a distinguished Union veteran carried
a blue banner to the National Encampment of
Uwnion soldiers, inscribed * Teach Patriotism
in the Public Sehoels,” he, also, was provounced
& crank, and stroug, stalwart heroes who had
faced death in a hundred forms smiled at what |
seciuad to them & mild form of fauaticism, and
refused him a place in the parades. That
craik, also, lias exchanged places with the
crusader, and he with his banncrs is weleomed
on great public platforms and groeted by the
pizudis of brave men aud devoted wormen.

When s youug wechavic in New York City
founded the George Junior Repnblie, and from
the slams of New York City tovk the tattered
apd neglected boys aud girls and piaced them
on u farm, to govern themselves, he, also, be- '
camwe & bopeless crank ; but apain the cramk \
bas clhiznged plaees with the crusader, and the |
guccess of Lig plan has excited the attention of
cur greatest edocuitors and most sdvapced
social econvmists,  Hisecheme for making sell-
Eupporting, intciligent citizgens is universally
commented, and is being suceessfully imitated. |

Tue lvunder of the Patrictie !-t'kﬂue in New 1'
York City has long been termed = erank by
many : but again the erenk has become the
crosader, and his plan for orpanizing the
Behool City has been fuvorably considered by

the Board of Education of Greater New York,
and hws received the spproval of practical
educalors,

The “chool City is an outgrowth of the move-
mwent Lo tesch patriotism in the s¢hool, throngh
flag symbolism and special primers. The plan
§& 1o be mtroduced iuto as many schoolsin New
York City as may be postible —priwary, gram-
mar, snd bigh schoels—and have the children |
organize themselves into a complete City Goy- l
ernment.  As exch sehool numbers from twelve
to ilteen bundred pupils there will be ample
malerial for & representative City Government,
allowing for from 125 to 200 office holders, sleet-
ive mud appointive, and beads of departments
snd fheir asmistants,

The eative modus operandi of the City Gov-
ernment will be placed before the children.
The several City Departments will hoid their
meetings aud consider the sffairs envrusted to
them, elections will take place wonthly.
When the ideao! Mouicipul Govermment shali
bave been inculested, State and National Goy-
ernwenls will be introduced into the higher
Erades,

The intent of all this is to teach the children
sell-government, throngh which they wiil be-
come wore familinr with the practical things
A life and grow more self-reliant, more obsery-

i
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ant and more quick to apply, practically, the |

troths thuat are presented to them in the ab-
slract,

Each sciicol will be modeled upon the char-
ter of Greater New York, with an elected
Mayor aud President of the Conucil. Each cluss
will constituie an Assembly District and it wiil
eleel the members of the Municipal Couneil.
The classes will be grouped inte Boroughs of
five. There will be a Health Department, a
Police Department, a Strect-Cleaping Depart-
ment, and others,  Esch department will have
practical duties to perform. For instance, the
bircet-Cleaning Department will see that the
school rooms and hulls ave kept clean and that
there is woditter in or around the desks.

In these schools girls will bave the same
rights and framchises as boys, ineiuding the
right to hold office. This isasitshould be. The
municipal autborities of our great cities are
ore sud more realiziog that if they want the
§trects cleausd, they must tarn to the women,
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PROF. ALONZO WILLIAMS,
Inspector-General of the Grand Army of the Republic.

Prof. Alonso Williams is 8 direet lineal de-
seendant of the founder of Rhode Island,
Roger Williams, and his family haslived in the
State since the arrival of its great ancestor, in
1636. The father of Comrade Williams died
when the latter was two years old, and the chil-
dren, in order to save the old homestead handed
down in the family, were forced to go to work
at an early age. The young man wasemplored
at a cotton factory near Scitnate, where he re-
mained onlil the breaking outof the war, when
he was assistant foreman of the weave shop,
having won promotion from a picker.

At the age of 18 he left the looms forever,
and entered Co, A, 3d R. 1. H. A, He saw four
yvears of hard service in infantry, heavy artil-
lery, navy,and when mustered out was Seeond
Lieutenant in a light battery. He participa-
ted in the sieges of Fort Pulaski and Charles.
ton, and many otlier inportant engagewments,
arvd in Sherman's march to the sea,

Prof. Williams laid the foundation of his
education while working in the factory, often
poring over his books all night until the beil
sounded bLim to anotber day’'s work. Three
months each yvear he had attended the school
at Scituate until 12 years old, When but I8
be had saved mouay cnough to enter the Prov-
idenee Conference Seminary at East Green-
wich, but his enlistment prevenied. A week
after leaving the army he was eunrolled in this
school, where he pursued preparatory studies

for entrance to Brown University. He grado-
ated from the latter institution within less
than five years after leaving the service, stand-
ing second in his class, whieh included many
men who havo made their mark in professional
and basiness life,

It had been Prof. Williams’s ambition from
borhood to become a lawyer, and on graduoat-
ing he entered a law office, but soon after was
recalled by his Alma Mater to give instroctions
in Greek and Latin., Five years he was Pro-
fessor of Greek, Latin and German at Friends’
School, Providence, He returned to Brown
University as Professor of Modern Languages.
He has since visited Europe many times, and
reccived instructions in the best universities,
Since 1892 he has occupied the chair of Ger-
manic Lavguages and Literature at Brown Uni-
versity.

Prof. Williams is a member of many educa-
tional, civic, polirieal and military societics.
He served as Register of the Sons of the
Ameriean Revolntion, President of the 3d R.
I. H. A. Association, and Rhode Island Histori-
cal Society. He has been prominently con-
nected with the National Guard of his State,
He joined the Grand Army in 1867, ss a
charter member of Prescott Post, 1, and is now
a member of Slocum Post, 10. He was Junior
Vice Commsanider of the Department in 1887,
Senior Vice Commander in 1888, and the fol-
lowiug yeur was cliosen Commander,

of Massachosetts, was Chairman of 8 committee
of Corps 5, Medford, which carried out a beanti-
ful memorial service in memory of Past Na-
tional President E. Florence Barker, * Life
has lost moch of its charm for me.” she writes,

Death of Gen. Minor T, Thomns.

Gen. Minor T. Thomas, a gallant soldier of
the late war, died at Minneapolis, Minn., re-
cently. Gen. Thomas was born at Conuers-
ville, Ind. His father, Judge Thomas, was a
member of the Minnesota Convention that
drafted the Coustitution of the State.

At the outbreak of the war Gen, Thomas
became Second Lieutenant of the Stillwater
Guard, later Co, B, 1st Minn, He was pro-
moted First Lieutenant, and his gallantry at
Bull Bun won a commission of Lieotenant-
Colonel of the 4th Minn, o regiment just
organized. The Winter of 1861, '62 was spent
on the Minnesota frontier fighting hostile In-
dians. Sixcompanies were ordered to 8t, Louis
in the Spring, aud later were joined by other
companies, the regiment taking the field under
Lieut.-Col. Thomas.

In August, 1863, the Sioux ontbresk threat-
ened the frontier settlers, and the 8th Minn.
was organized. The commission of Colonel
was given to Thomas. During the Winter of
186::!-'63 he won honor for himself and his
regiment by preventing an outbreak of the
Chippewa Iudians, After a year's service in
the Bad Lands of Dakota his regiment re-
turned to duty in the South, participating in
the fighting at Nashville and Murfreesboro.
In the Winter of 1864-'65 his commund was
transferred to North Carolina, where it partiei-
pated iu thie battles of Kingston and Goldsboro,
Col. Thomnas was brevetied Brigadier-Gencral,
After his retarn to civil life he engaged iu
civil engineering,
