J. P. G., South Trenton, N. Y.— It is not
true that the Government has been pay-
ing pension attorneys for solie ting and
presenting pension claims, or paying them
any fees whatsoever. The fees are paid
out of the clamant’'s pension money
through the Governipent pension-paying
szents, afier the elaims are allowed.

W. Il. L.—A pension claimant is privi-
leced 1o seek a special act of Congress
while continuing to prosecute his claim
before the Pension Bureau after its rejec-
tion.
Congress to which the bill for special act is
referred, all the papers in the Pension
Bureau relating to the case will be sent to
the Commitice for examination and con-
sideration. The attorney in the case be-
fore the Pension Bureau cannot interfere
with the presenting of the bill for special
act.

N. P. B., Newark, I1l.—It is held that a
child is not pensionable under the aet of
June 27, 1880, unless the soldier was mar-
ried to the mother before the date of the
act.

B. M. H.—There is no general law allow- |

ing the restoration of a widow's pension,
when she again becomes a widow. If the
second husband was a soldier. she is at
liberty to present and prosecute any new
claim for pension she may have on ac
count of the second hushband’'s service.

8. M.—The widow of a soldier may apply
alter remarriage, under the general pen
sion law, ard obtain pension for the
period from date of the soldier's death
until her remarriage. She can draw pen-
sion beyond the date of remarriage only by
committing periury and with the aid of
perjured witnesses. A divorce from the
second husband would not alier the situ-
ation unless her remarriage was illeral,
and is judicially declured null and wveid
from the beginning.

Ep1tor NATIONAL TrIBUNE: It wasin
June. 1864, at Cold Harbor, Va. The
weather was hot; the Johnnies’ temper and
bullets were hot: our coflee and thin bean
sonp were hot; and there was no cold harbor
there.

ILee's men “loafed,” vigilantly and defi-
antly, in their strong intrenchments.  Grant’s
men lolled and perspired in the Union breast-
works.

On
the 17th the **179th’s first charge” oc- |
curred, in ¢ nneetion with our Second Brigale
of the First Division. This charge was de-
scribed by me in Tie NATroNal TRIBUNE,
and fuller and very interestine details were
given by Comrade Clarence Wilson, of the 2d
Pa. (Prov. ), soon alterwards.

That bloody field was ever after at the
rear of our second line of intrenchiments. |
Nearer tothe rear line was a smaller field with
a much-prized spring of water in a small
hollow. To reach it the Ninth Corps bhoyvs
were obliged to pass over a strip of Lizh
ground within easy reach of the rebel sharp-
shocters’ deadly bullets. Muany  comrudes
risked their lives there to {ill their canteens
with the conling beverave, and several there
found it a spring of death instead of li e,

Amazing risks were duaily talken by ounr
men in exposing themselves outside of the
works.  They were eonstuntly under five, and
the daily losesin the divisiion must have
avernged 20, while but few wore Lit “ below
the belt.”

There was no hetter division in the Army
of the Potomue than iutrepid Gen. ** Bob”
Potter's Second Division, atter the remnpant
of the much-shattered First Divigion was

TRAINING IN CITIZENEHIP.

In any great popular movement there
must be first the sentiment and after that
the provision of a struclure wherein this
sentiment can be utihzed. Sentiment s
like the honey which the busy bees go
gathering from flower to tlower; but there
must be a comb in which to deposit the
honey, that its uses may not be lost,

The Woman's Relief Corps have long
been bringing home the honey, and now
they are only too glad that practical edu-
cators are to take it and store it for the
uses of the children of the land.

Dr. D. A. Hinsdale, a member of the
National Educational Association, for
many vears connected with the high
schools and colleges of Ohio, and now
Professor of Science and the Art of Teach-
ing in the University of Michigan, has
taken up the “Teaching of Civies” in a
very practical way. He holds that the
science of Government is not only a very
necessary study in the education of Amen
can citizens, but a really a necessary part of
mental discipline, It accords with the
American genius, being ¢minently practi-
cal.

Government, he says, is one of the
greatest «f human aris as well as one of
the greatest of human necessities, and a
study of civies is as necessary for the non-
voter as for the voter, particularly as the
non-voter may some day be the voter, by
removing from' one State to another. In
three States women are, under prescribea
qualifications, voters the same as men.
In other States they vote on special ques-
tions, as the election of school ofiicers,
while in all States they contribute to the
carrying on of the Government and to the
creating of publie opinion, !

It should be one of the chiefl duties of
education to ecreate enlightened public
opinion. As Washington expressed it,
“In proportion as the structure of a
Government gives foree to public opinion
it is essential that public opinion should
As women compose a
majority f the teachers in the publie
schools, it is of the utmost importance that
they, as well as their compeers among
men, should be educated in the structure

| and operation of the Government of which

they form part.

No writer has written more intelligently
upon training for citizensh:p than Dr.
Hinsdale. He holds that Gocernment and
history are closely afliliated, history find-
ing its most prominent topic in Govern-
ment, whiles Government is unintelligible
without history. Commenius, the Slavie
educational reformer, was right when he
contended that every kind of education has
its berinning in the school inthe mother’s
lap, which embraces the first six years of
a child’s life

Trainine in eitizenship becins when the
child begins to have commerce wrth his
fellows who are older. When the child
goes to school the teacher takes the place
of the parent and the edueation of the
school rein‘orces the edueation of the
home. The ideas imparted in the home of
authority, obedience, law, are en‘orced.
He begins to take lessons in Civil Govern-
ment, the Chureh, public meetings, socie-

| ties of various kinds; all teaching lessons

of order and discipline.

This is unconscious tuition. To suppose
that the ehild’s political edueation begins
when he first reads the Constitution of
the United States is like supposing that
his moral education begins when he first
follows the preacher’s sermons.

FEdueation in eitizenship should not
stop with unconscious tuition. The sub-
ject of Government should be taken up
reflectively and taught as a study, under
the direction of competent teachers. John
Quincy Adams was right when he said of
this Government : “It is a complicated nia-
chiney it is an anomaly in the history of
the world: it is that which distinguishes
us from all other nations, ancient and
modern.”

It is not to be wondered at that this
complicated machine often runs away with
those who would operate it, so limited has
been the study given to its several fune-
tions. Lven the courts of our land are
at variance in their interpretations of the
power and scope of the several depart-
ments of Government,

“Nothing is more deceptive,” said Daniel
Websier, “or more dangerous than the
pretense of a desire to simplify Govern-
ment.  The simplest Governments are
despotisms; the next simplest, limited
monarchies: but all republies, all Govern-
ments of law, must impose numerous limi-
tations and gualifieations of authority and
give many posilive, many qualitied rights.

An instance is given ¢f a bay who
when asked “What 1s the Constitution of
the United States)” said, “The back part
of the history that nobody reads.” It was
a dead letter Lo him.

To teach eivies intelligently the teacher
must stimulate the pupil to study politi
cal facts as they exist about him. He
should be enenuraged to read the news-
papers.  Instruction should never consist
of mrre definitions and politieal Tacts.
The study should develop patriotism and
the civie spirit, which is love of eountry
and a disposition to insist upon the rights
and perform the duties thiat spring out of
the citizen's relation to civil soeiety and
the siate. As Dr. Franeis Lieber express
ed ii, “No right without its

inz, and such as the liitle children of the
primary grades, who have learned the flae
salu'e and an elementary knowledee of
their duties and oblizations as American
citizens, should reeeive from Lheir instrue
tors when they shall pass o the hirher
grades. Thus will the honeveomb of faet
