The Senale iool\ up the Pension appro-
priation hill Jan. 21,

Mr. Gallinger (N. IL) secured the adop-
tion of an amendment providing that here
after no pension sBA he paid upon power
of attorney from pensioners residing in
foreign countries.

Mr. Perkins (Cal)), in charege of the bill,
made a general statement regarding the
hill, saying it had been framed upon esti-
mates submitied by the Seeretary of the
Interior, the officer of the Government
charged with that duty.

Mr. Gallinger, Chairman of the Pensions
Committee, remarkea that he had been
sharply criticised because of the attitude
he had assuimed as to certain phases of
the pension quesiton, but he was satisfied
to rest upon his record. He was, he said,
in favor of the payvment of a pension o
every man or woman honestly entitled to a
pension,

The TPension appropriation hill was
called up the next day and an amendinent
proposed by Mr. Allen (Neb., Pop.). pro
viding that the lowest pension paid hy the
Government be S8 a month was ruled oul
of order. Mr. Allen then offered an amend
ment to the bill inereasing the amounl
appropriated from S140,000,000 to STS, 000 000,

Mr. Allen  had introduced  his  first
amendment the day before. As (o the
