We hitched .in again at 3 p. hi., and after
pushing thiough some deephh sand, we
halted for the night only 24 miles from San
Antonio. No corn or water, but plenty of
grass: onr food, also, was now entirely ex-

pended. Mr. Waid truggled up, making a
desperate effort to keep up with us. and this
rivalry between Sargent and him was of great
service.

This was onr last night of camping out,
and I felt almost sorry lor it, for 1 have en-

joyed the journey, in spite of the hardships.
The countrv through which I hae nas-e- d

wonld be most fertile and productive (at least
the last ISO miles) were it not for the great
irregularity of the Sometimes there
is hardly any rain fur two and three years to-

gether.
April 24 (Friday). We made a start at

4:15 a. m., and with the assistance of Mc-

Carthy, we managed to lose our way; but at
6:15 loud cheer from the box proclaimed
that Mr. Sargent had come in sight of Grey's
ranch.

After buying some eggs and Indian corn
there, we crossed the deep "bed of the river
San Aniouio. Its banks are very steep and
picturesque.

We halted immediately beyond to allow
the mule;, to feed for an hour. A woman was
murdered at a ran-- h clo-- e by some time ago,
and live bad characters were put to death at
San Antonio by the vigilance committee on
suspicion.

We crowed the Selado River and nooned it
in its nei''hlHih od.

Mr. Sargent and the Judge finished the
gin ; and the former, being rather drunk,
entertained us with a detailed description of
his treatment of a refractory negro girL, which,
bj his own accou.it, mut have been very
severe. McCarthy was much disgusted at
the story. However happy and well off the
slaves may be as a general rale, yet there
must be many instances (like that of Mr.
Sargent) ol and cruelty. Mr.
Sargent is a iXuitht rner by birth, and is with-
out any of the kind feeling which is nearly
always felt "by Southerners for negroes. j

Daniel Webster was undoubtedly a man
of unusually bright intellect. His opinions
on important subjects were oficii sought
af ter.and when expressed were indisputable
and unanswerable. In fact, he was a man
whose mental character was an admirable
harmony of all bis faculties.

No better monument could ho erect to
bis name than the living and perpetual
memory of his own great thoughts and
dee, s; but I cannot swerve from the idea
that to a degree the great honor conferred
upon him was largely misplaced.

His signal ability is not doubted, but I
believe he was a man ahead of the times,
and that his accomplishments were made
so not bj' his greatness, but by the inferi-
ority of his combatants. A careful perusal
of his lif' speeches and arguments in their
day counted little short of marvelous fail
to show wherein wc have not his parallel
by the score to-da- y.

In those primitive clays the advantages
possessed were very few, and men of
meager ability gained positions of honor
that are above the reach of far better edu-
cated men of to-da- y. Webster's father
never went to a school day, but became
a judge of the court.

This could not beat this period. AVebstcr
himself was an example of what we see
to-da- y. Men .acquiring position of fame
and honor by sheer luck, as it were? while
men of acknowledged superior ability are
less fortunate M. Warner Hargrove.

Webster is to most of us something of a
National idol, and we cannot agree with
Mr. Hargrove that it was either chance or
the inferiority of his contemporaries that
threw Webster's words into such a blaze
of fame, but was rather the great light
that is about tho words of a man of deep
thoughts, luminous ideas and graco of
language. He4 had that gift that is well
Jiich divine that. of eloquence.

Ifp. it. w;m who nlaccd in our crown of
prosperity an even-shinin- g jewel the ideal j

of our present federal Cjovcrnment, in
which each State, mindful always of her
own prosperity, id' j'jCt strongly bound to
the Nation, its peace! and prosperity.

Before Webster .thought out and pro-
claimed the National ideal there was only
a whirl and chaos of ideas as to "States
rights'' and the dutaes of Slates to the
Nation. lie proclaimed the plan w.hich
was afterwards to4bompheld by the sword.
' To-da- y we realize ;how perfect was the
plan, how well-balanc- ed, how admirably
adapted to secure .prace and harmony
and to Webster wc owe this National ideal.
