In the Senate on Feb. 22 Mr. Hawley, of
Connecticut, Chairman of the Military Af-
fairs Committee, called up the bill reported
from his Committee authorizing the organi-
ir.:u ion of two additional regiments of artil-
ery.

Mr. Bate, of Tennessee, obiected to the
bill because it tended to an increase of the
Army, to which he said he was unalterably
opposed.

In the Senate on Feb. 23 the Cuban
question came uppermost on the presen-
tation by Mr. Allen of a resolution for the
appoiniment of five Senators to make an
inquiry info the condition of affairs in
Cuba, with a view to bringing the war to
an end.

Immediate consideration was obiceted to,
and the resolution went over. Then the
Diplomatic and Consular appropriation bill
was taken up and Mr. Allen indicated his
desire to offer as an amendment the reso-
lution recognizing the bellizerency of the
Cuban insurgenis, which was unfavorably
reported a few days ago by the Commitiee
on Foreign Helations. Hedenied that there
was any intention or desire to coerce the
House. The assertion that such was the
purpose, he asserted, was a mere subter-
fuge.

The truth was, he said, that Congress
was merely finding some excuse under
which it could continue business and es
cape censure. His desire was 1o find
whether Congress enuld in any way he in-
dueced, cajoled or kicked into pulting the
country in a dignified attitude on the
Cuban question, “And wvet,"” said Mr. Al
len, “lest we, the Senate, a body of 89
men, offend the House of Hepresentatives,
consisting of 357 men, a 'point ol order is
to be made against this amendment, and
it will go the way of very much valuable
legislation.”

Mr. Allen said that if the Ttepublican
party could suffer to see Cubans exter
minated by starvation, in plain violation of
its platform and of the Christian senti
ment of the country, the Hepublican Sena
tors ought to be willing to face the ques
Lion on & yea and nay vote.

Mr. Morgan, of Alabama. said the Sen-
nte had twice passed the Cuban belliger

ency resolution substantinlly as it was
now offercd, but both times it had been
done openly and frankly. “We have no

right,” said he, “to make a declaration of
war against Spain under cover, and that
is precisely what this resolution would
mean.”’

“The awful econdition of affairs,” said
Mr. Morgan, “makes our position in the
Cuban matter extremely delicate. Inter-
vention now of the kind proposed a vear
ago means war. It could mean nothing
else.
Government in the present eritieal condi
tion of aflairs would almost certainly be
regarded byiSpain as a casus belli.

“If, however, any Senator bhelieves in a
declaration of war and will draw up such

a declaration, with sufficient and proper
grounds upon which to base it, I will vole
for it. However, I do not believe that any
Senator has in mind a declaration of war.

“I have always believed and believe now
that the war in Cuba could not be termi-
nated without involvineg the United States
in hostilities, 1 believe that the matter
will eventually be submitted to the arbitra-
ment of the sword., The whole world recog-
nizes Spain’s inability to conquer the
Cubans, and sooner or later we shall be
come, in my opinion, involved in the armed
controversy.”

Mr. Thurston, of Nebraska, said: “1 be-
lieve now that we are drifting into a war
with Spain. Spain has not been ahle to
quell the rebellion, and the possibility of
peace is growing more and more remote.,
The time is coming—God knows how soon
it will be here—when action in accordance
with the President's message must be
taken, when we shall either have to back
down from our position or intervene in the
Cuban affair with the probability of war, |
hope that the inguiry now proceeding in
Havana will develop nothing that may in
volve us in hostilities, but while that in
quiry is proceeding we in the Senate should
maintain a most circumspect attitude and
be ealm and quiet.”

Mr. Hoar, of Massachusetts, diseussed
the situation from the standpoint of an
mternational lawver, maintaining that the
recognition of belligerency in ordinary cir
cumstances was not a4 cause of war.  Mr.
Hoar held, however, that before taking any
action of that kind the United States
ought to have a clear and unquestioned
statement of the facts in the case. He
believed, too, that action of any kind in
the Cuban matier should onlv be taken
with the concurrence of the Senate, House
of Hrepresentatives and the Executive of
the country.

Mr. Hale made the point of order arainst
the amendment that it was general legis
lation and had, under the rules, no place
in the bill. The Viee President sustained
the point, and Mr. Allen took an appeal
from the ruling.

Mr. Bacon, of Georgia, speaking in sup-
port of the ruling of the Chair, said thal
one of the greatost causes ever tried before
the Nations of the world was now being
tried in Havana.

A PENSION ORDER.

It Affects Appeals in Cases of
Reduction or Termination of
Pensions—Some Recent De-
cisions,

——— e

Under a decision rendered by the Secre-
ary the Interior under the Cleveland
Administration, May 27, 1983, in the case
of Charies T. Bennett, the Commissioner of

the Bureau of Pensions for the purpose of l
taking from the files elaims that had been |
allowed under the act of June 27, 1890, for
4 re-cxamination: as a result of that re-
examination, under instructions then
given, pensioners were reduced or dropped
in at least 25,000 cases.

Upon a careful examination of the aection
then taken, Ass'stant Secretary of the In-
ter or Webster Davis has issued the fol-
lowing Order relating to appeals pending
belore the Department in such cases:

“PDepartment of the Interior,
“Washington, Feb, 26, 1508,
“Order:

“It is directed that the pending appeals
from the 2et on of reducing or terminating
of pensions granted under the second sec-
tion of Act of June 27, 1890, in accordance
with the decisions renedered NMay 27, 1593, in
the case of Charles T. Bennett (7 P. D, p.
1), shall be examined with great care.

“In eca<es where the evidence liled, or
the certificate of examinalion, indicates
that the pension originally allowed was
warranted vnder a just and impartial con-
struction of the law, they should be re-
furned to the Bureau of Pensions for a
special examination, or another medical
exanmination, or both, as may be deemed
rI!‘('l"‘w"-E:.'_'t'.

“It is held to be proper and iust that
such pensioners shall be granted a fair
hearing, and be allowed an opportunity to
show by competent proof that they were
disabled in the degree, and on aceount of
the causes alleged, at the date when the
pension was reduced or terminated.

“It will be understood that this action
disposes of the pending appeal in such
cases by reversing the action taken by the
Bureau of Pensions, and remanding the
case for further investigation, the reasons
therefor being fully set forth.

This Order will result in giving all sol-
diers affected by the Bennett decision a
chanes to be heard, which is what they

Assistant. Secretary of the Interior Web-
ster Davis rendere!l a decision of interest |
as bearing unon the pensionable status of |
widows nrder the aect of June 27, 1850, The |
claim is that of Mary, widow of Augustus |
H, Salisbury, Co. D, 4th Wis. The Assist- |
ant Secretary decides that :

“[It is shown from the evidence that the
claimant is possessed of a life interest in
a house and lot, situated in the c¢ity of
Minneanrols, Minn., worth {rom =6,000 to
$5.000, from which she derives an annual
income of $240, and a one-third undivided |
interest in alot in said city, worth from |
$1,500 to 32,060, and in 320 acres of land
in South Dakota, Lesides some stocks and
unco!lected accounts of uncertain amount
and value, and therefore she 1s not without
other mears of support than her daily
labor within the meaning of the provisions
of section 3, act of June 27, 1840, and 1s
not entitled to pension thereunder.”

Mr. Davis. in the elaim of Elizabeth B.,
widow of Oscar W. Phares, Co. I, dist Mo.,
which was a widow's claim under (the act
of June 27, 1520, says:

“Mhe evidlence shows that the claimant
is without other means of suppori than her
daily labor, notwithstanding that she owns

a house and lot worth #4000, and a half
interest in a house and lot worth S0,
from which she der.ves no revenue. The

evidence in this case shows that elaim-
ant is practically without support, as her
half in.erest in the properiy ¥ elds her
little or nothing, and where the re-ources
consist only of the home of the clamant,
and which, without her daily Iabor, would
fall far short of furni- hing a support, and
the rental value of which would be wholly
inadeguate for her supyort, she should not
he required o wholly cxhaust her resources
and deprive herseli of a sheltering roof in
her old ave before she is deemed suftici-
ently dependent. Her ¢laom should there-
fore be allowed.”

In a fee case the decision was made that
“attorneys are not bound by fee agree-
ments lhimited in their appheation to a
claim for increase on account of new dis-
abilitv, to prosecute a claim for straight
increase."

Events of General Interest in the National

TUESDAY, Feb. 22.—Representative Lewis,

warships, the sister vessels Kearsarge
and Kentucky, would take place at New-
port News, March 28.
