the Maine disaster is as momentous a

Just what, those (hidings are no one out-sid- o

of the Board knows. The officers
composing it have acted with the greatest

(judgment and discretion, and succeeded
most admirably in keeping their own

' counsel.
Quito extraordinary precautions have

been taken about the transmission of thef report to Washington. Jt was promptly
decided that it would not do to transmit it
by telegraph, as even the complicated and
ingenious Cipher of the Navy Department

'might not be proof against Jiic .intelligence
and ingenuity of the Spanish arcnts. and
those of American newspapers. It was
decided finally that it should le scaled up
with his seai by the .dmiral commanding
the North Atlantic Si;uad'.on. and en-
trusted to an officer who should be re-
quired to deliver it directly into the hands
of the President. It was further decided
that no information should be given as to
when he should leave with it. or what
steamer or other route he should take.

Finally it was decided that he must be
accompanied by a picked escort of trusty,
resolute men, who will wear citizen's
clothes, and bear no arms openly, but be
equipped with heavy revolvers. They will
mingle with the ordinary passengers, and
attract as little notice as possible, but they
will not relax their vigilance for a minute.
They will go on duty by reliefs, and the
officer and his precious package will be
constantly under very alert eyes.

days.
Preparations are under way for placing

in position the new coast defense guns
purchased in England last week. The
guns are o2 in number and are of the latest
rapid-fir-e pattern.

bought from the Vicker Works in England,
and th? remaining 20 pieces were pur-
chased from the Armstrongs. The new
pieces are fully mounted, and are pro-
vided with about :S00 rounds of ammuni-
tion, enough to last stationary trims a
time even in war.

Tupy, with
two sister craft, beinii built at the Arm-
strong works at Elswick, F.ng'and, where the
Amazonas and her counterpart were con-
structed, and not at Kiel, Germany, as pre-
viously stated. Much gratifi ation is felt
by the naval administration over the, pros-
pect of securing the Tt-p- y and others of her
class, for torpedo-boa- t duntroyers are needod
badly.

A number of torpedo-boat- s have been
added to the effective force of the Ameri-
can navy, but not one destroyer has been
built or contracted for. Spain is fairly
well supplied w.th these? boats, which are

Spanish flotilla now held at the Canaries
includes some of these destroyers. They
are more feared by naval officers than battle-
ships and armored cruisers, and every
energy is being . shown to get. some of
them ready-mad-e abroad to offset the Span-
ish contingent.

The condition of Admiral Sicard's health
has given the Navy Department a great
deal of concern, and it Is probable that he
will be detached from the command of the
North Atlantic squadron :l hostilities should
occur very soon, it is believed that he is
not ph'ysirally able to manage a big fleet in
an engagement. It has been practically
decided that Capt. William S. Sampson, of
the battleship Iowa, the President of the
Maine Court of Inquiry, will relieve Admiral
Sicard if the health of the latter does not
improve.

The Navy
Department has fhundthat the armor firms
are capable of qufclc deliveries of this tyfe
of armor, and earf-i- n art emergency deliver
to the Government 20W3tons y 72 hour: .
For ships of tho St.Xouis type 50 tors
would be required(b) girdle their sides, and
vessels of the El SoC type about half as
much. To place this armor on each vessel
would require notT over 10 days, in which
time the guns cohld Be mounted and the
vessels fitted out inc other respects for
service. With thi's'slight belt of armor the
vessels of the StJ Louis class would be in
a sense armored cruisers, and probably the
first merchant vcs.yjds so protected. The
additional weight of CO tons is notcvpected
fo affect their steaming qualities a quarter
of a knot. The armor can be removed as
readily as put on. The first vessels im-
pressed will be so armored.

The Navy Department recently sent to
Key West the largest consignment of
powder ever shipped in this country. In
all there were. 300,000 pounds of the powder,
contained in cases, each holding an amount
of powder equal to the amount carried by a
gun of the size it was intended for. The
cases were of polished copper, with brass
handles, and each case was so marked as
to show the size of gun for which the pow-
der was intended. The cases were put
aboard the train by gunners from the Navy-yar- d,

who also went South with it.
Charles R. Flint, the great South Ameri-

can merchant, has been in conference, and
it was through him that negotiations were
carried on for the purchase of the Brazilian
vessels. lie says:

" Both Chile .and the Argentine Republic
have the warmest friendship and admlra
tion for the PnUcd States and her institu-
tions. Neither country is anxious to sell
ships to this Government, basing this in-
disposition on the Ijelief that we have an
excellent navy of our own. They want
these vessels themselves. If the time
should come, however, when it was appar-
ent that the United States needed these
vessels they would gladly part with them
to us."

Cases Disposed of "by Assistant
Secretary Davis.

In the case of Isaac Goodwin, Co. I, 31th
Lid., the Assistant Secretary reversed the
decision of the Bureau. The soldier is
pensioned at S21 a month. He filed claim
for increase, .June 18, 1897, and requested
that he be granted a "home examination,"
as he was physically unable to appear be-

fore a Board of Surgeons. An order for a
home examination was accordingly is-

sued Sept. 13, 1897, and sent to a physician
in a Nebraska town, although he had
cetised to be a member of the Board at that
place Aug. 31, 1897; notwithstanding which
tact he made an examination and for-

warded his certificate dated Sept. 21. Other
evidence was filed. The claim in due
course was rejected. The claimant's at-
torney appealed, claiming that he had not
been accorded an impartial examination
by a duly-qualifi- ed and sworn Medical
Examiner, etc., as provided by law, and
that at the time a protest had been made,
on account of alleged prejudice on the
part of the physician. The Assistant Sec-
retary says that without entering into the
question as to whether the claimant is en-
titled to tin increase by reason of pen-
sioned causes or tiny pathological sequeho
thereof, which fact, however, can only be
determined after the claimant shall have
been examined by a properly authorized
Examining Surgeon or Board, there is
not room for doubt but what the order
for the medical examination held in conse-
quence of the claim for increase was is-

sued to a physician whose official con-
nection with the Bureau as an Examining
Sureeon had terminated: that the examina
tion was without warrant of law, and that
his certificate of the same should bo re-

garded as null and void. Neither can the
certificate be looked upon in the light of
that of a civil surgeon, as it is not sworn
to, nor was the order issued with that ob-

ject." The case is ordered reopened.
In the case of Mary, widow of James II.

Brady, Co. E, 0th Prov. En. Mo. Mil., claim-
ant's husband served as a substitute in
the organization mentioned, from the Fall
of 1803 until the day of his death, Jan. 25,
1801. This organization was accepted and
mustered into the service of the United
States in August, 1861. The claim was
rejected Jan. 10, 1880, on the ground that
the soldier was not in the service of the
United States at the date of his death, and
the 0th Prov. En. Mo. Mil. did not become
the 10th Mo. Caw, and in the United States
service, until August, 180 1. The claim was
reopened on report from the Auditor for the
War Department Thomas F. Jessup,
private (the man for whom Brady was sub-
stitute). Co. E, Gib Prov. En. Mo. Mil.,
ordered into active service June 15, 1853;
relieved from further duty with the com-
pany Feb. 2!), 1801; 2of) days' actual serv-
ice. The claim was again rejected on the
ground that it appeared from the War De-

partment records and evidence obtained on
special examination that claimant's hus-
band was never mustered into the service
of the United States. Appeal was taken,
the contention being that theWar Depart-
ment records and the evidence show that
the company in which Brady served re- - i

ceived pay back to November, 3ot,j.

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it appear that Brady joined the company
in the Fall of 180:5, taking the place of Jes-
sup, who hired him, but was not mustered
into the service, and that ho died Jan. 25,
18fl. All the members of the old organiza-
tion who joined the new one were mus-
tered back to date June 15, 18G3, and
those who did not entor tho new or-

ganization were relieved. "Hence," the
decision says, "it will be seen that al-

though claimant's husband may have
served as a substitute in tho Slate organi-
zation, his untimely death prevented his
being mustered into the United States
service, and thereby securing ti possible
pensionable status for his widow by rea-
son of his death."
