“Last night, April 30, the batteries at
the entrance to the port announced the
arrival of the enemy’'s squadron, forcing a
passage under the obscurity of night. At
daybreak the enemy took up positions,
opening with a strong fire against Fort
Cavite and the arsenal.

“ Our fleet engaged the enemy in a brilli-
ant combat, protected by the Cavite and
Manile forts. They obliged the encmy,
witih heavy loss, to manuver repeatedly.
At 9 o'clock the American squadron took
refuge behind the fereign merchant ship-
ping, on the east side of the bay.

“Our fleet, considering the enemy's su-

riority, naturally suffered a severe lass.

‘he Maria Christing is on fire, and another
ship, belleved to the Don Juan de
Austria, was blown up. :

“There was considerable loss of life.

Capt. Cadarzo, commanding the Maria

Christina, is among the killed. T cannot
now give further details.

Midnight.—An official telegram received
at a late hour from the Governor-General of
the Philippines says: “Admiral Monteio
has trensferred his flag to the cruiser [sla
de Cuba from the cruiser Reina Maria
Christina. The Reina Maria Christina was
complietely burned, as was also the
cruiser Castilla, the other ships having to
retire from the combat, and some being
sunk fo avoid their falling into the hands
of the enemy."”

As all this news came from Spanish
gources it was taken to mean that our
victory had beenoverwhelmingly complete,
and Washington went into a transport of
joy. Everybody, from the President down
to the smallest newsboy, was exultant and
bappy.

Direct ecommunication with Manila
ceased, and all news came from round-
about ways. It will take three days for
Admiral Dewey to send a boat to Hong-
Kong. The Gevernor of the Straits Settle-
ments telegraphed the British Home Office
that after two hours’ fichting the Ameri-
cans had completely annihilated the Span-
ish fleet. It was thought one American
vessel was disabled.

Telegrams from Paris say that 400 Span-
iards were killed.

A dispatch to Lendon said that Commo-
dore Dewey requésted the British Consul,
E. H. Rawson-Walker, to convey a mes-
sage to the Spanish Governor-General
demanding the surrender of all the tor-
pedoes and guns at Manila, and the
possession of the cable oilices, saying
that unless these terms were complied
with he would proceed to bombard the
city. The first of the cable messages
ends with the statement that the Span-
ish officials were conferring with the
Diritish Consul and the telegraph com-
pany’s agent, and that, pending a de-
cision being arrived at, the cables were
not permitted to handle messages.

The second cable dispatch reccived by
the Colonial Office anneunced that the
Spanish Gevernor-General had refused to
surrender the torpedoes, guns, and cable
offices, and that he had prevented the
agent of the telegraph company from con-
ferring with Commodore Dewey.

A Madr.d dispatch to London said that it
was believed in Madrid that the Govern-
ment has already cabled Capt.-Gen.
Augusti autherity to comply with the de-
mand, no other course being open. Grave
events may follow public knowledge of this
compliance.

The people of Madrid, who have been
made to belicve that Manila had been
sufliciently armed for the contliet, were so
excited that it was necessary to put the
city under martial lnw, and call out the
troops.

THE VOLUNTEERS.

Frompt Response to the Call-Thousands
Now In Camp.

Mustering in the volunteer army and get-
ting it in efficient shape for service in the
ficld will be elaberate and diflicult. There
are so many details and so many ques-
tiens to be disposed of constantly ansing
that deubtless it will be somewhat longer
than was anticipated when the finalities
areall completed. State officials have sent
a large number of telegrams to the War
Department, indicating more or less dis-
satisfactien with the terms of the call
and ignorance as to its full scope and
meaning.

Some of the State organizations wish to
be advised in advance of where they are
to be sent, and are opposed to any separa-
tion of State commands.

The War Department has received re-
quests from wvarious quarters to amend
or modify certain of the regulations. It is
probable that few, if any, of these requests
can be granted. The call upon the States
was drawn up after the most eareful and
conscientious consideration. It was the
result of the labor of skilliul and experi-
enced military autherities, men who must
be better acquainted with all matters per-
taining thereto than even the most eminent
of State militia officers,

Extensive Freparations Going on for Active
Service.

The Government has broken the back-
bone of the Missouri “Mule Trust” by re-
fusing to accept the bids recently sent in
for furnishing these animals for the army,
The big dealers in mules in St. Louis and
Kansas City formed a combination when
the demand for the animals became so
brisk and advanced the nrice about 325 a
head.

Notes of ths War,

The neulrality decree issued by Portugal
forbids the equipment of privateers in
Portuguese waters, or the entry of priva-
teers into Portuguese walters. It permits
belligerents to make a short stay at Portu-
guese ports. It defines legitimate trade as
regards belligerents and forbids trading in
goods which may be considered contra-
band of war.

The Postmaster-General has issued an
order prohibiting the dispatch to Spain and
her colonies of mail originating in the
United States during continuance of hog-
tilities.

The Atlantic Powder C(Co.’s works
Morris County, N. J., were destroyed by
explosion last week and six men wers
killed and four others seriously injured,
A similar explosion wrecked a large pow-
der works at Santa Cruz, Cal., killing 12
men. There were rumors at both places
that the explosions were caused by agents
of Spain.
