Troops had been moving water-war- d,

in a somewhat leisurely manner, for two
days, and two brigades on transports from
Mobile were in the harbor, when persons
on the watch for news noticed that the
regular Western Union operator in the
office at the hotel had been supplanted
by ji military one, and that Gen. Miles
and Gen. Shaffer were both in the office.

Of course, something was thought to be
"brewing," but most of us went to bed at
the usual hour. But sleep had scarcely
reached us before we were roused by some
wakeful ones with the information that a

train was to be sent to Port Tampa
at 2:20 a. m., all who
wished to accompany the expedition must
be ready to go on board at daybreak. My
blankets had been rolled, valise and
trunk packed, and my tent sent to Co. II,
lOth Inf.; with which I expected to travol,

r

and it took but few to get into my
clothes, get my baggage down to the

room, trunk checked and stored to
await further orders, and valise and roll of
bedding checked for Port Tampa. In the
night it would have been useless to hunt
for the 10th Inf., so I attached myself to
Gen. Miles party, and sat down to wait
the three hours which intervened between
the present 2:M a. in.

But 2:30, and 3 30, and 4:30 passed, and
no train appeared. Meanwhile one had
the pleasure of seeing on the bulletin
board a synopsis of the news so carefully
concealed from lis earlier in the evening,
which had been in some way procured Jit
Washington and wired back to a cor-
respondent with us here.

At length, at 4 55, our "special" pulled
out, but within half a mile was blockde
by a train on which the 16lh Inf. was
loading. The single track to Port Tampa
groaned under the pressure of trains, and
some brigade commanders marched their
commands down, through the deep sand,
to save time.

Owing to lack of transportation some
regiments left their tents standing, the
recruits being left behind because they
were recruits.

But the wharf (or pier, or mole, as you
may choose to call it) was a scene of dire
confusion. No one seemed to know on
which ship his command was to go, and
regiments waited long before it could be
ascertained. The movement disclosed
two things: the necessity of more thorough
organization of the depart- -
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ment, and the folly of expecting a single-trac- k
road, equipped for a single track

concerning which much has been said,

:and of which but little has been said
which is complimentry. J refer to the
"Cowboy Regiment," or, as generally called,
"Roosevelt's Rough Riders. "

In common with scores of others, I have
noticed this command, have seen it in
camp and elsewhere, and have for it only
words of and I am not
boasting when I say that 36 years of serv-
ice should enable me to judge.

In company with a foreign correspond-
ent I visited their camp. With its men in
shelter tents and its officers under tent-fiie- s,

with no surplus baggage, and its
well-appoint- ed pack-trai- n of 250 mules,
the men in brown canvas, clothing that of
the ofiicers trimmed wi'h the vellow of the
cavalry, it looked like business.

I have not heard of a serious breach of
discipline in it since it came here, though
slight ones, for which extra fatigue or con-
finement to camp limits were imposed,
have occurred. Six hundred of these were
selected for the expedition, and were
marched over to the Tampa Bay Hotel
grounds, and paid, after night, that they
might be ready to go. And despite what
has been said of the helplessness of the
cowboy on foot, they were to go without
their horses, because there was not trans-
portation for them.

Its personnel has been largely com-
mented upon. It has in its ranks as
privates young men .of fortune and educa-
tion. T saw one taking care of two horses
near the picket line, whose language and
bearing would have stamped him the
gentleman anywhere, and was told that
one company from Arizona represented a
capital of millions of dollars.

It has been said that they would not be
amenable to discipline. Tmust sav that
I saw less of the
style of behavior toward officers than I
have seen in some volunteer regiments.

Tampa, Fla., Juno 5.

Since my letter of last week wo have
done nothing in particular except wait.
Although waiting is not a particularly
interesting occupation, it tries and
steadies the discipline of a command.
The troops here have not been under any
anxious strain, however, for they seem
to think that when the right time comes
we will go, and that ill the meantime we
will get along as best wo can. Nothing
ever seems to worry our boys, and their
cheerfulness and steadiness under all
circumstances is a great criterion for the
future.

I have remarked elsewhere that "vic-
tory, like charity, begins at home," and
that "discipline is the firm foundation
upon which the grand superstructure of
victory must rest." Hence my confidence
in our soldiers and their ability to meet
all requirements.

At this writing (he Fifth Corps, com-
manded by Gen. Shatter, has its Head-
quarters at Tampa, and the work of
organization has been progressing rapidly.
Each corps is composed of two divisions
and each division of three brigades; the
number of regiments in a brigade varies
from two to four.

Much work has recently been done in
organization and assignment of the
Medical Department, under direction of
Lieut.-Co- l. Pope, Chief Surgeon of the
Fifth Corps. Each regiment of infantry is

to have one Surgeon, one Acting Steward,
and one private of the hospital corps.
Each regiment of cavalry has two Sur-
geons, two Stewards and two privates.
There will be a Surgeon for every three
batteries of artillery, but each battery
will have one Acting Steward and one
hospital private.

A Chief Surgeon with the rank of Major
is assigned to each division, and he is to
di-e- ct tiic first aid to the wounded and
the establishment of the division hospital.
An ambulance train under command of a
medical officer, who is also a Quarter-
master, is assigned to each division.
Hospital companies of about 1G0 m?n each,
under command of a Surgeon, are being
organized for tho purpose of rendering first
aid to the wounded on the battlefield.
These will have the same organization asa company of infantry, and will be assigned
one to each division. The Medical De-
partment of the Regular Army is too
.small. It seems strange that we should
have but one Surgeon to a regiment, while
the olunteers have three.

For the past month the light artillery
has been brigaded under command of
Gen. Randolph. The brigad6 consisted of
two battalions of five batteries each-e- ach

battery having four guns. There isreason (o suppose, however, that thisorganization will be broken up and thatthe artillery will be equally distributedamong uie emicrent brigades and divisions
arimery is absolutely necessary to

an army nowadays, and the more the
better. That Germanv renofttivoc, fliic iQ

uviuent uy me lace sue is now increasing
her present quota of 20 batteries to eacharmy corps of :J0,000 men. Jn my opinion
field artillery will play a more importantpart in future battles than it ever has inthe past, and it is, therefore, unfortunatethat wc have, all fold, but 10 light batteriesnow ready for active service against theenemy.

When a soldier; i our camp is not at
worlr, he is generally asleep or lying down
on his bunk. Possibly this accounts for
their excellent behavior during this entire
campaign, for among the white troopc
there has never been tho slightest trouble
about discipline.

Quito a large number of recruits has
recently been added to the command, and
they are now going through the evolu-
tions of tho awkward squad. Their drill
is no joke, and they aro rapidly being
hammered into shape for "business." In
the infantry and cavalry regiments these
"rookies" are taught the school of tho
soldier," and in tho artillery they arc after-
wards initiated into tho mysteries of "sec-
tion drill' and "standing gun drill." It is
remarkable how quickly they learn this;
but, then, a perspiring Drill Sergeant cov-
ered with dust is a "fierce-lookin- g indi-
vidual, and what ho says is generally
remembered. There is no place like
camp, where recruits so rapidly learn 'tho
duties of a soldier and lose their "new"
appearance. They soon become accust-
omed to the life especially if they have
plenty to cat. A soldier's stomach is the
barometer of his feelings, and he seldom
has any complaints as to his food here.

Apropos of the volunteer officers around
Tampa, many of whom seem to us to bo
very young for their positions, I will tell a
story I heard somewhere out in Wyoming.
A young Lieutenant who had been re-
cently appointed from civil life was as-
signed to an infantry regiment in which
his father was then serving as a Major.
The young man was promptly made Ad-
jutant of his father's battalion, and every-
body in the post turned out to see him
conduct his first parade.

Now, it is the custom, as every soldier
knows, for the Adjutant, after forming the
battalion, to salute the commanding officer
and say, "Sir, tho parade is formed";
whereupon the latter returns the salute,
and answers, "Take your post, sir."
