PASSAGE OF THE SPLUGEN—MAC-
DONALD TAKES FIFTEEN THOUSAND
MEN OVER THE MOUNTAINS IN MID-
WINTER—PERILS OF THE ALPS.

| The present pass over this mountain is
' a very different thing from the one which
Macdonald and his 15,000 men traversed,
| There is now a carringeway across cut in
16 zig-zags along the breast of the mount-
amm, But the road he was compelled to go
| was a mere bridlepath going through the
{ gorge of the Cardinel.
To understand some of the difficulties

{ that beset him and his army, imagine |

| gloomy defile leading up to the hight of
[ 6,500 feet above the level of the sea, while
lht‘*. raging of an Alpine storm and the
rapid sweep of avalanches across it add
tenfold horror to the wintry ‘scene.  First
comes the deep, dark defile called the Via
Mala made by the Rhine, here a mere
rivulet, and overhung by mountains oiten
3,000 feet high.

Along the precipices that stoop over this

rock—now hugging the mounfain wall
like a mere thread, and now shooting in a

' single arch over the gorge that sinks 200 open itagain, as

feet below, Strangely silent snowpeaks
pierce the heavens in every direction, |
while from the slender bridees that spring |
from preecipice 1o precipice over the tur-
bulent stream the roar of the vexed waters |
can scarcely be heard. I

After leaving this defile the road passes lr
through the valley of Schams, then wind-
ing up the pine-covered clifis of La Hatlla,
strikes on to the bare face of the mount-
ain—going sometimes at an angle of 45
degrees—and finally reaches the naked
summit, standing bleak and cold in the!
winiry heavens. This was the Splugen |
pass Maedonald was commanded to lead
his army of 15,000 men over in Midwinter. |

It was on the 20th of November he com
meneed his  preparations. A Gonstant
suceession of snow-storms had filled up
the entire path, so that a single man on
foot would not have though! of making
the attewpt. But when Macdon®ld had
made up his mind to do a thing, that was
the end of all tmpossiotlities. The cannon

lcarrying 30 dragoons and their horses
[along with it in its wild plunge. The
| black forms of steeds and their riders
| were seen for one moment suspended in
| mid-heavens, and in the next disap-
| peared among the ice and crags below.
| The head of the eolumn immediately
pushed on and reached the hospice 1n
safety, while the rear, separated from it
by the avalanche, and struck dumb by
| this sudden apparition crossing their path
|with such lightninglike velocity, and
|ln-:|rim: to such a fearful death their
| brave comrades, refused to proceed, and
turned back to the village of Splugen.

The post of danger was
given them at their own request. They
presented a strange sight amid  those
Alpine solitudes., Those oxen, with their
horns  just  peering above (e
totled slowly on, pushing their unwieldy

bodies through the drifts, while the sol-

diers, up o their arm-pits, siruggied be- |

{hind. No! a dram or bugle nole cheered
Lihe solitude or awoke the echoes of those
siient peaks.

ing storm, and concealed pitfalls, wgre not
enough to complete this scene of terror.,
Avalanches fell in rapicl succession irom
the top of the Splugen. Secaling the
breast of the mountain with a single leap,
they came with a crash on the shivering
column, bearing it away to the destruc-
tion that waited beneath., The exireme
density of the atmosphere, filled as it was
with snow, imparted infinite terror tothese
mysterious messengers of death, as they
came down the mountain declivity., A
low, rumbling sound would be heard
amid the pauses of the storm: and as the
next shrick of the blast swept by, a rush
ing as of a counterblast smote the ear,
and before the thought had time to chinnge
a rolling, leaping, broken mass of snow
buirst through the thick atmosphers, and
the next moment rnshed with the sound
of thunder, far, far below, bearing aw a
whole company of soldicrs to e,
dark resting place. Onedrummer, ¢
over the precipice, fell unhurt to the bot
tom of the gulf, and crawling out from the
mass of the snow which had broken his
fall, began to beat his drum for relief
Deep down, amid the erushed forms of
his comrades, the poor fellow stood

Y
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had so often summoned his companions
to arms, The mufiled sound ecame ring
ing up the face of the precipice, the most
touching appeal that could be made to a
soldier's ~ heart. But no hand
reach him ~there, and the rapid
grew fainter and fainter, till they ceased
altogether, and the poor drummer lay
down to die. He had beaten his last
reveille, and his companions passed
mournfully on, leaving the Alpine storm
to sing his dirge.

On the evening of the 6th of December,
the greater part of the army had passed
the mounthins, and the van had pushed
on as far as Lake Como. From the Z6th
of November to the 6th of December, or
nearly two weecks, had Macdonald been
engaged in this perilous pass. Nearly
200 men had perished in the undertaking,
and as many more mules and horses,

And never can one in imaginafion see
that long, straggling line, winding itself
like a huge anaconda over the lofly snow
peak of the Splugen, with the indomitable
Macdonald, feeling his way in front, cov
ered with snow, while ever and anon
huge avalanches sweep by him, and ihe
blinding storm covers his men and the
path from his sight, and hear his stern,
calm, elear voice, directing the way, with-
oul feelings of supreme wonder,

There i1s nothing like it in modern
history, unless it be Suwarrow's passace
of the Glarus in the midst of a superior
enemy. Bonaparte's passage over the St
Bernard—so world-renowned—was mere
child's play compared to it. That pass
was made in pleasant weather, with noth-
ing but the ruggedness of the ascent to
obstruet the progress. Suwarrow, on the
contrary, led his mighty army over the
Pracel, breast-deep in snow, with the
enemy on every side of him, mowing
down his ranks without resistance,

Macdonald had no enemy to contend
with but nature—but it was nature alive
and wild. The path by which he con-
ducied his army over the Splugen was
nearly as bad in Summer as the St
Bernard the time Napoleon ecrossed it
But in Midwinfer to make a path, and
lead an army of 15.070 men throuch hurri-
canes and avalanehes, where the foot of
the chamois scarce dared to trend, was an
underiaking from which even Bonaparte
himself would have shrunk.

But Macdonald’'s difficulties did not
end with Lthe passace of the Splugen. To
fulfill the orders of Napoleon, to penetrate
into the valley of the Adige, he had no
sooner arrived at Lake Como, than he be-
gan the ascent of the Col Apriga, which
#lso was no sooner aschieved than the
bleak peak of Mount Tonal arose before
him. A mere sheep-path led over this
steep mountain, and the army was com-
pelled to toil up it in single file through
the deep snow. And when he arrived at
the summit, which was a small fiat
about 50 rods aeross, he found the Aus-
trians there, prepared todispute the pass-
agre with him,

This narow flat lay between (wo
| enormous glaciers that no human foot
| could scale, and across it the enemy had
[ built three intrenchments, forming a triple
[iing, and composed chicfly of huee blocks
of ice, eut into regular shapes, and fitted
to each other, Bechind these walls of ice,
the Austrians lay wailing the approach of
the exhausted Frenceh., The grenadiers
clambering up the slippery path formed
fin column and advanced with firm step
on the strong intrenchments. A sheet of
| fire ran along their sides, strewing the
rocks with the dead.

Pressing on, however, they carried the
external palisades, but the fire here be-
coming so destructive, they were com-
| pelled o retredat, and brought word to
I AMacdonald that the nirenchments could
not be foreced. Eicht days after, however,
he ordered a fresh column, under Van-
