SPECIAL EXAMINATIONS.

Mr. Davi Hulet that IU-pnr- Bo Examined
15jr Atturiiuy.s or Cluliiiants.

The Assistant Secretary has disap-
proved the construction placed upon Or-
der No. 174 by the Commisbioner of Pen-
sions. This order held in substance that
no examination of papers relating to
claims for pension or bounty land by at-
torneys, counsel or agents should extend
to reports from the War Department, con-
fidential communications, certificates of
Examining Surgeons, or reports of Special
Examiners relating to criminal charges
and investigations.

Tho order as above received the ap-
proval of the Department, but without
authority and without either the knowl-
edge or approval of the Department the
Commissioner extended the scope of the
order so as to include all reports of Special
Examiners.

The Commissioner being called on for a
statement, contended that these reports
were, after reaching his Bureau, confi-
dential communications which could prop-
erly be withheld.

For obvious reasons no objection can be
made to the withholding of criminal re-
ports, but neither caution, reason nor ex-
pediency seem to warrant or demand the
wirhh dding of other reports.

When, under the Commissioner's con-
struction, a claim was being examined by
the attorney these reports were taken out
and retained in the files until the exami-
nation was completed.

To this the attorneys objected, contend-
ing that the proper management and pros-cuti- on

of a claim was impossible without
the facts, and unless the whole record
were available for information.

It was pointed out that the allowance of
thousands of cases on appeal where the
rejection of the Bureau was based upon
evidence obtained on special examination,
demonstrated the fact that concealment
of this part of the record was antagonistic
to the interests of claimants.

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- Anita N. McGke.
Dr. Anita Newcomb McGee, who, with

her title of Assistant Sureeon, has a right
to wear a Second Lieutenant's uniform, is
the wife of Prof. W. J. McGee, head of the
Bureau of Ethnology, in Washington,
daughter of Prof. Simon Newcomb, and is
a mother. She is well-kno- wn in her pro-
fession in Washington, and is tho first
woman to hold a commission in the pres-
ent service. She is now in New York.

It was recommended by tho Commis-
sioner of Pensions, in his report upon this
issue, that no change or modification be
made in this order unless it be to still fur-
ther restrict the privilege of personal ex-
amination, by attorneys, of papors in pen-
sion claims.

To this Mr. Davis most vigorously dis-
sents. He points out to the Commissioner
the fact that the rules in force from 1S33 to
1 870 and to which referenco was made
by the Commissioner were enacted un-
der conditions which do not now exist,
there beine then no special examinations
as now. The evidence obtained was cx-par- te,

and often of a confidential nature.
Mr. Davis asserts that a proper con-

struction of the Commissioner's order hascontinually received the recognition andsupport of his predecessors as well as tlie
sanction and approval of tho Department.

But it is manifest that this order has
been of late misconstrued, since it is m,-id-e

to exclude from inspection all reports of
Special Examiners, while the order em-
braces alone those reports which relate
alone to criminal charges and investiga-
tions.

Tho prime object of special examina-
tion is to obtain tho material facts for or
against the parties at interest by a full
and impartial investigation which shall a
be devoid of either bias or prejudice.

The Special Examiner is neither at-
torney for the claimant nor the Govern-
ment. Hi" mission is to give the claim- -
nt every opportunity to supply the evi-

dence necessary to complete 4iis claim.
The claimant is entitled to be present, to
be represented by an attorney, and to

cross-exami- ne witnesses if he desires.
Ho has an absolute right to hear every

word of testimony, whether favorable or
unfavorable. It is a right which can
neither be denied nor abridged.

But ordinarily it is impossible for tho
claimant to be present. He must waive
this right as tho examination proceeds
from place to phace, nor can ho well se-cu- ro

an attorney to follow tho investiga-
tion.

Therefore, in a largo majority of the (3

cases rejection follows tho testimony thus
procured. Tho claimant has not seen
this testimony. He does not know the
nature of the evidence that leads to the
rejection of his claim. How, then, Mr.

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Davis holds, can tho claimant's request
or that of his authorized attorney, to seo
this evidence, be Iawfullv or justly de-
nied?

Such denial has greatly increased tho
number of appeals filed, and the Assistant
Secretary concludes by holding tho
present practice of the Pension Bu-
reau in denying to claimants or their
authorized attorneys the right to examino
the evidence obtained by Special Ex-
aminers, except that relating to "criminal
charges and investigations," is unjust to
claimants and unwarranted by law.

All orders or instructions which have
the effect of denying the right in question
are, by the Assistant Secretary's direc-
tion, to be revoked.

EXAMINING SURGEONS' REPORTS.

Assistant Secretary IJavii Modifies Existing
Practices.

Assistant Secretary of the Interior Davis
has again ordered a change in Pension
Office practice. A fortnight ago he re-
versed the Commissioner regarding clfiim-an- ts

residing in foreign countries, direct-
ing that orders or instructions which, in
effect, suspend or prevent a prompt adju-
dication of claims filed by non-reside- nts

shall be revoked, and that in this re-
spect there shall be no distinction be-
tween claims filed by those who reside in
this country and thoso who reside in for-
eign countries.

Last week he modified the rule In force
in the Pension Bureau excluding from a
review of Examining Surgeons' reports all
persons save the claimant or his recog-
nized attorney. Mr. Davis has directed
that the representatives of recognized at-
torneys, who have written authority from
their employers, be granted the same
privilege of examining the certificates of
Examining Surgeons as is provided by law
for the attorneys in person.

The culmination of the various rules
and orders promulgated by the Commis-
sioner of Pensions, and relating to this
iuc, is found in his order of Oct- - 20,
1897, wherein he declares that "the cer-
tificates of Examining Surgeons may be
examined or inspected by the claimant
or his recognized attorney in person only,
after final adverse action is taken thereon
and within three months of the notice of
such action." And this only upon the
personal order of the Commissioner or
Deputy Commissioner of Pension.

It was uried by the Commissioner of
Pensions that every opportunity should
be afforded and every safeguard adopted
that would permit the Examining Sur-
geons to make an impartial report with-
out being affected by local conditions and
influences. The nature of these "local
conditions and influences" is apparent in
the complaints of some Examining Sur-
geons that a knowledge of their findings
was detrimental to their private business;
that is, that they were embarrassed in
their practice by the knowledge of a
claimant that tho Surgeon's report was
adverse.

Mr. Davis holds it was the evident in-
tention of the law-maki- ng power that the
claimant or his accredited attorney should
have personal knowledge of the findings of
the Examining Surgeons, and in denying
this privilege to the accredited represent-
ative of an attorney the spirit of the law
was violated and an injustice done the
claimant. For many attorneys have con-
fidential clerks in their employ who are
charged with the supervision of their pen
sion business.

It is but just, Mr. Davis holds, to accord
such confidential agent the same privilege
which the law gives to his superior when
this employe or agent appears with proper
authority from his employer. If this privi-
lege is abused the remedy is in the hands
of the Commissioner of Pensions.

Therefore, in future, an employe or agent
who appears with written iruthority from
his employer will be granted the same
privilego of examining the certificates of
Examining Surgeons as provided by law
for tho attorneys in person.

As much trouble and confusion has
arisen from the failure to submit for the ap-
proval of the Secretary of the Interior all
orders, rulings, and instructions issued in
the Bureau of Pensions, it was further
directed that all orders, rulings, or in-

structions affecting the rights of claim-
ants or their properly-accredite- d attorneys
shall be submitted to tho Secretary of the
Interior for his information and approval
prior to their promulgation.

A Demand Tor Justice.
Editor National Tribune: The war is

over, now let the Administration give the
old soldier justice by modifying the Civil
Service and allowing them a chance for
employment in the Government service.
The old soldiers are entitled to Govern-
ment positions, as they saved the Govern-
ment. There are thousands of old sol-
diers wanting Government positions that
could make honorable records, but this
law cuts them out. The President should
look at the injustice this law works against
his old comrades and govern himself ac-
cordingly.
