D, was conferred vpon him by
the Northwestera University. and by Bowadon Co leg:in 1535, aud hy Harvard in 1890,
He was appointed Chief’ Justiee April 30, 1555 confirmed Juoly 20, 1585, and took the oath
of office Oct. 8 of the same year.

E. R. G., Graysville, Tenn.—A three-
yvears volunteer enlisted in August, 1861,
and promoted to grade of commissioned
officer before two  years' service under
such enlistment, is not entitled to the
$100 original bounty. (Claims for the ad
ditional bounty of $100 under the act of
July 28 1866, must have been filed before
July 1, 1880, Ordinarily an officer dis
charged from the service is entitled to
travel pay to place where he entered the
service. The allowanece is one day’s pay
and rations for every 20 miles by themost
direet traveled route.

J.. Brooklyn, N. Y.—The reason why
disahility from age is not considered in
determining the rate of pension under the
general law is because pension under lli;t'
general law is for disability of service
origin, and disability from age cannot
properly be attributed to the service. The
question of title to a higher rating ¢an be
determined by the filing of a formal claim
for increase, setting out the reasons why
a higher rating is believed (o be due.

G. W. G.. Gower., Mo.—A substifute
would be entitled to the discharge-certifi-
cate, as well as to all pay, pension, or
other benefits arising from his service,
even though he served under, and the dis
charge certificate was issued in, the name
of the man for whom he substituted.
