a halt. None came. Said the General
wilh an oath:

A favorite lino for the old copy books was
"Time is money." Just now a very little
of it means somo hundreds of thousands
doll trs to certain importers in New York
and elsewhere. The Treasury Department
has held that the Dingley act wont into
effect at midnight of July 23, 1897. The
General Board ot Appraisers, at its meet-
ing in October of that year, decided that
the law became operative only when Presi-
dent McKinley completed the legislative
act by affixing his signature, which was
at 4:00 p. m., July 24, or 10 hours and six
minutes later than the Treasury dato, and
the United States Circuit Court has
affirmed the decision of the Goneral Ap-

praisers, so that the Treasury wid have to
repay all the increased duties exa ted be-

tween 12 p. m., July 23. and 4:06 p. m..
July 24.

I met Gen. H. V. Boynton on the street,
and inquired of him as to the condition in
which the great encampment had left
Chickamauga Park.
