Cotnraclo Xlobart Reminded of Experiences
ly Dr. Cannon's Story.

Dr. Cannon has received-severa- l letters
from'bo in blue i dative to events touched
tJpaitHis narrative. "We make an abstract

Comrade E. L. Ilobart, Co. D,
23th til'., Denver, Colo., as follows:

"Xrhm delighted with your 'Inside of
Kebeldom' story. "Why? Because you are
the first writer who has ever considered Fort
Hciraan worth mentioning. "Well, it was
entirely-fittin- that, if the 27th Ala. would
not stay; there and enjoy your home fixings,
your place should be Liken by tbe 28th 11L

"Some time in the early morning of Feb.
5, 18C2, the 28th 111., of which I bad the
honor to be a "boy member, disembarked,
with the 11th Ind. and 8th Mo., from ihe old
steamer Chancellor, on which we- - had come
from Paducah, and in light marching order
started for Fort lleiman. "We came to a
Swollen stream, and strinnins to the waist
and placing our acconternients on the muzzles
Of; our guns, waded through, and on tbe run
went into Fort lleiman like a house afire.

" The first place we struck was yonr camp,

with fires all burning and pots, etc. , on for
cookiiig. I3nt3'OU state you left at midnight,
Feb. o so rpresumel- - the cooking .was being
done by those not able to go out with you,
and possibly they were expecting-yo- u back.
"We didn't ask them. In fact, tbey did not
give us the chance.

"It has always been our idea that to us
belonged the credit of capturing camps and
Fort Heiman 'in troo military style,' but
you have removed the delusion. Anyway,
we made ourselves at home. I will pay you
this compliment you lelt some mighty good
grub, and you reveal the secret o it?it came
from home. There were 200 or 300 bushels
of speckled black-and-re- d beans, however,
which the Commissary forcot to take along,
and. our own Commissary undertook to make
us eat them. They were not in it with the
old army bean.
' Later we camped near an old log barn up

river from youfcamp, on the bluff overlook
ing the river. I was much, interested in the
account of picket duty. It was not my first,
for we had been in service since August, '61,
and were all "Winter just above Columbus, at
Fort Holt, and often 'visited' back and
forth willi your garrison there, and many,
many a time when on" yidefc in those Ken-
tucky woods I thought of home andgot just
as sleepy, but was 'in the presence of the
enemy.

''But speaking of Fort Heiman, I had a
little picket experience there that is worth
telling about. You remember bow the back
water covered the river bottom ? "We were
destitute of any camp equipage, and the
weather, as you state, was the worst kind,
so with a few of my messmates we concluded
to go-dow- and, if possible, make our way to
our steamer lying moored to the river bank,
and. of course, it was riecessarv to build a
raft, for the 300 or 400 feet of back water
kept us away fio:n the f landing.'

""We accomplished our design, and arriv-
ing on baud the old Chancellor, and finding
our blankets, etc., and also finding .that it
was nice and warm in the cabin on the
steamer, we just settled down for one gond
night's sleep. It happened lo be the wrong
night, for some time during it the iong- -
roll sounded and the, troops were ordered
into line to repel an imaginary foe. The tell-

tale roll-ca- ll raised the question of our
whereabouts, and when the next morning we
hove to and went straggling into camp with
our outfit we were immediately taken before
the commanding officer. After listening to
our story lie inflicted a sentence of five days'
extra picket-guar- d.

"Talk about suffering, I doubt if ever the
much-talkcd-abo- ut 'soon won' heroes of a
later date suffered as much. It was the only
punishment I received during my nearly five
years' service. I imagine I stood guard near
tbe scene of your hair-raisin- g experience. I
stood picket where? Why, like the fellow
who in telling about being born on Cape Col
said he was born all along the shore, I do not
think there was an inch of ground within
the confines of Fort Heiman that I did not
stand picket on.

"On the. 13th of Febrnary our Colonel,
with GO men. had a scrap with Col. Miller,
and our history says put to flight his 300
cavalry, capturing one prisoner. I do know
that a detachment of about 30 of us went
out on the run to reinforce our GO, meeting
them coming in from Big Bethel.

"Aside from this little affair there was
nothing much to mar our peace while we
staid there, which was until March G, just
one month before the battle of Shiloh, when
we marched to Paris Landing, and, boarding
our steamer, moved on up the Tennessee
River.

"Many of tbe dear boys that went with
us up the beautiful blue never returned.
"We lost very heavily at Shiloh. The flower
of my company, seven of the best, fell on
the first day. i was struck with a spent ball
and 'knocked ont,' remaining in a dazed
and nearly paralyzed condition until late that
night. Groping my way to the field, I found
it impossible to find my command. I went
right to work, and many a poor, dying fellow
was fed, and 'we drank from the same can-
teen.' I, like yourself, was young, being
at the time of the battle of Shiloh just 17
years of age. Was born At ril 15, 1845.

" I shall look forward to all your letters in
The National Teibuxe. I like the real
thing. Thanking you on my own behalf for
the account of your interesting service, I will
subscribe myself

"One of your Friends of the enemy."

Up.f to midnight of Saturday Sunday,
Feb.1 4 and 5 hot a shot had been fired
on my front, .although there was sharp
work all tho earlier evening across the
Pasig. Not until 2:40 Sunday morning "did
tho insurgents open, fire on tho First Bri-
gade, F.irst Division: At that moment my
line extended from Blockhouse No. 12, on
tho cxlrenic right, along tho Concordia to
the Pasig River.

At Pandacan, across the'narrow stream,
for weeks past tho insurgents have been
allowed to throw- - up earthworks and pro-pa- re

for' defehso or attack. Our orders
J wero,t practically to .submit to anything
rutuw iimn oring on u. ngnt, aim mo
officers and men had been under sovero
tension because of the insults andaRgres- -

fsionsof tho Filipinos.
i no first Brigade ot uen. Anderson's

Division, consisted of the 1st Wash., 1st
Cal., and 1st Idaho regiments. Dyer's
fino battery of the 6th Art. and Haw

thorne's separate mountain battery joined
jusi auer tnc run oegan. it was ousiness
from the start.

The insurgents were in force directly in
frdnt of the Santa Ana bridge, and armed
with Mausers. The sky was clouded, but
tho Waning moon was powerful enough to
light the way. Col. Whalley, with two bat-
talions of his fine regiment, the 1st Wash.,
defended the position at Santa Ana bridge,
.vhilo Dyer's guns were being hurri- - d to
their-statio- n on his rigbt, and Hawthorne
came into action at the bridge itself.

In 10 minutis' fighting on the right of
the road Co. A, 1st Wash., had two men
killed and 15 wounded, their gallant Capt.
Otis losing much of his ear, but none of
his nerve. At 4 o'clock the fight was gen-
eral all along thedine.

At last the order to advance camo. Gen.
Anderson in person "directed the attack in
the' direction of San Pedro, while the bri
gade commander, with the Washington
and Idaho regiments,, made the dash on
Santa Ana. It was about 8 o'clock. The

L fields, toward San d?edro were open and
only lightly held, but to the left of the

Proad' to" Santa Ana--- the insurgents had
strong redoubts, earthworks, and Krupp
guns; They fought with obstinate courage
and no little skill, but their valor was of no
avail against the determined rush of the
Washingtons-und- . Idahos.
Gallant old Maj. McConvilIe,of the Idahos,

cot his last orders from tho lips of the
brigade commander as together they rude
across the- - bridge, and his death wound
was received leading his men into the
attack.

The fight was fierce in front of the left
wing. The insurgents held o.i to a redoubt
iii front ot P.'indacan until our line had
swept beyond tbe other flank. In the
dash upon this earthwork, Capt Fortman,
1st wash., leu two. companies across tne
stream, fording the Concordia, as almost
all the brigades had to, waist or breast deep.
One of McConville's companies attacked at
the same moment from the. right, and be-

tween them the insurgents were driven
into the Pasig, leaving 10 dead andmany
wounded.

Just beyond the redoubt and close to the
river, the insurgents had a strong earth-
work with two Krupp guns. These they
fought with skill and courage to the very
last, when the lines swept over them with
the bayonet. Meantime in the face of heavy
fire the right wing drove squarely into tho
village of Santa Ana, the insurgents hold-
ing on pluckily, and leaving many dead
and wounded among the nipa huts.

One' hour after the order to advance the
First Brigado had captured Santa, Ana
with tho guns, reserve animunition, and
sup lies of the insurgents. Another hour
and the extreme right had driven the
enemy through San Pedro, and by noon
the church and convent at Guadalupe,
four miles up the Pasig, were in our
possession'. There is nothinc else on.our
side of tho river worth the taking.

The losses were h ayy because we'had
to attack over fields that the enemy had
been allowed to fortify, but they are slight
in comparison with those of the insurgt nts.
One hundred and ten of tho latter were
buried this morrjing within 500 yards of
tho bridge, at which they made so stubborn
a stand.

Let no man say the Filipinos cannot
fight Tbey are brave and skil'ful. As for
the California,--'Idaho- , and- - Washington
regiments, and Dyer's and Hawthorne's
gunners, words are' inadequate. Charles
King. ..

Eloquent Words of a Son of a Veteran and
Senator-Elec- t.

The National Tribune has spoken of
Albert J. Beveridge, of Indiana, as a
typical son of a veteran and as an orator
of wonderful powers.
