Thirteen months or
longer seems not lo be an uncommon
delay in action in the Pension Bureau on
a claim for increase of pension after the
medical examination has been had. It is
to the interest of your attorney to have
your case settled as early as possible,
and probably he is doing all he reason-
ably can do. If he could do so without
incurring the possibility of being dis-
barred, probably he would advise you to
ask your Congressman or one of 3our
Senators to make inquiry at the Pension
Bureau with reference to the case. Such
an inquiry usually receives attention,
and is apt to hasten action on the case.

A. S. B., Bennington, O. It is the
present practice of the Pension Bureau
not to settle claims for increase on pen-
sioned disability until at least six months
shall have elapsed after a previous ad-
judication; but applications may he filed
and medical examination will he ordered
thereon in ordinary course of business.

There is no rule requiring you to wait a
year after medical examination before
your increase claim can be settled.

This amount with the S100 given for the
support of each member by the Federal
Government makes a generous sum for
the old soldiers.

cally and financially. The whole num-
ber of comrades, Dec. 31, 1808, was 6,800.
Cash in hand belonging lo Post funds,
S10.CC0; relief funds, SI 1,500; real estate
and collaterals, Sl.'5,000; furniture, etc.,
S0.C00; Or a grand total of over 543,000.

Lincoln Post, 1, and Geo. II. Thomas
Post, 2, of San Francisco, vie with each
other in keeping up membership, of which
each has about 400. Since Gen. Edward
S. Salomon, Past Department Commander,
has again taken the Commandcrship of
James A. Garfield Post, 31, it is rapidly
reaching the old position it once occu-
pied as third Post in the Department.

News and Gossip of "the Great Auxil-
iary.

Much praise is due frrs. Mary A. Sillo-wa- y

for the present prosperous condition
of the Minnesota Department. Last
March, when the Department was strug
gling under a debt of over 5300, sno as-
sumed the duties-- of Department Presi
dent. The consolidated reports of the
Secretary and Treasure show that during
the year the Department extended cash
relief lo the amount of $1,042.69; relief
other than cash to the value of 52,420.12,
besides turning over to the Posts of the
Department 5437.50, and donating $75 to
the Soldiers' Home. There remains in
the treasury a small sum.

Press Correspondent Emma B. Knight,
Inavale, Neb., writes: "The Department
of Nebraska is prosperous. Not very
many new Corps have been organized,
but all the old Corps have received many
new members, and the reports will show
a decided increase in membership.

"Department Headquarters have, by
means of correspondence, circulars and
General Orders, succeeded in keeping in
touch with all the Corps. Our Depart-
ment has been foremost in raising an
'emergency fund' for our soldier boys
of the Spanish-Americ- an war. Yet, we
never forget the old soldier. He has not
been neglected.

"So far as we know there is not a ripple
of discontent in the Dep.'irtment. The
flag work has brought many into the
Corps. All the Corps that have reported
are pleased and satisfied with their In-

spectors, thereby proving that the As-

sistant Inspectors were wisely chosen,
and that the Department Inspector is the
right woman in the right place.

"A majority of the installation services
reported have been similar; that is, Post
and Corps uniting, and, after installing the
officers, having a banquet; and all seemed
to have enjoyed it very much. The re-

ports that are coming in now all speak of
'open meetings' of Post and Corps, with
doors open to the public.

"Our Department Patriotic Instructor
prepares a program each month for these
meetings, advising the Corps to follow the
program as nearly as practicable, choos
ing their own songs and making such
changes as seem necessary."

New Commands should be organized in
every Assembly District in every State of
the Union. A charier costs but $10, and
the yearly dues are nominal.

The members of the Union Veterans'
Union in Iowa are giving particular con-
sideration to the question of the selection
of a proper man and good and tried friend
of the Union soldier, to take the seat
from that great soldier State in the
Senate of the United States, on the 4th
day of March, 1901. The comrades will
have their eyes open toward the con-
struction of the Legislature, which is to
elect the next Senator.

The U. V. U. is, so to speak, the teeth
and claws of the G.A.R.: that is to say. it
acts, politically, for the benefit of all the
Union veterans of the wnr of the rebellion,
irrespective of particular organization.

U. takes an active, part, in elections, with
a view lo the interest of the Union sol-
dier.

The
paternal great-grandfath- er of young
Beachly served seven years in the Revo-
lutionary army, and his maternal great-
grandfather was wi the War of 1812 and the
principal campaigns of the Indian war in
Ohio and Indiana.
