used to the best and yet Mr
Garfield was very human criticisms and
innuendoes from any source annoyed
troubled him It was in these days that
Mary Clemmer Ames who was then the
Washington correspondent of the New
York Independent saw fit to scarify him
upon a subject in which few were in sym-
pathy

but it called out a 16 pago letter of
advice to Mr Garfield from a Now England
clergyman

It on one of tho Summer excursions
of the Classical down tho Potomac
River that Mr Garfield opened his heart
upon the subject to a lady friend and for
an hour they paced the deck seeking light

His cheeks had a flash upon them and
there was faraway expression in his
eyes He listened to the responses of the
Chairmen as if ho were communing with
the future and I ask myself now whether
as he swept the horizon of the future in his
minds eye could ho possibly have had a
glimpse of tho dark apparition that was
even then being invoked into life Ho
looked anxious almost troubled

every house had its light and every heart
beat faster waiting somo unwelcome

and his whole manner indicated to the
General a man of unsound mind

Many others in the house were of tho
same opinion and it was sometime before
tho head waiter seemed able to devise any
means of keeping him out of the room
At last by posting a man at tho door it
was accomplished much to the relief of all
the guests This was Charles J Guiteau

The morning of July 2 1881 I started
with a friend to go to Riggs Bank On
the corner of Twelfth and H streets we
stopped to talk to a business acquaintance
for a moment when a messenger rroin tho
State Department came running toward
us crying out President Garfield has
iust been shot in the Potomac Depot

The first word spoken after tho shock
was from the gentleman Thoso Stal-
warts

I said Mr II you havo no right to
make such an assertion and unless you
recall those words our business relations
will end right here and now I waited a
moment or two and ho answered I will

and the fight that was made for his life and
never shall we forget the cry of that pa-
thetic

Sept 19 1881 that went through the streets
of Washington announcing The Presi
dent is dead

An incident is recalled that occurred at
Whitby a seaport and Watering place and
