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A few days after our arrival at Macon
oilier arrivals oi considerable numbers of
both civil anil military prisoners occurred
tho pens I spoke of a few moments ago were
cleaned out and occupied but there was not
shelter for all The Major received uord
too that others were on the road He
thouRht it was the intention to make Macon
the principal depot for prisoners Among
the new arrivals were many sick des

men ho could not find room
in our little hospital its utmost capacity
jvas eight beds These sick must have
shelter the Major said and he notified the
owners of the cotton stored in the largo
building that thev must remove it within 24
hoars that if at renmired after that he
would roll it out or would ha e it rolled out
at least Thev did not promptly respond
and Hardee told me that if the prisoners
chose to clear the building we might have it
for hospital purposes It did not take long
to organize a force

The cotton was piled in one great pile a
dozen bales high and in rolling up the
highest tier Loney exliibitod his great
strength for the last time It was but a few
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Loxey was Carried without akt the Patients Suspecting
that was bead

Louts work to empty tho building but it
jras several days before the cotton was
hauled away

Many of the teams that came for the cot ¬

ton brought into camp loads of lumber
Irpm the lumber we made first rough bed-
steads

¬

40 of themsome wide enough for
two but the greater number intended for a
single patient Straw was placed on the
board bottoms and covered sheets we
had not and could not get stuff enough to
make ticks The greater part of tho lum-
ber

¬

was used in constructing what shall I
call them they were really series of three
story berths the lower one a few inches
above the ground the others with spaces of
nearly four feet between the whole sur-
mounted

¬

by a roof not water tight but as
nearly so as the lumber would admitof and
they made comparatively comfortable sleep ¬

ing places for upwards of a thousand men
It was Maj Bardee who furnished all

the materials and tools though the pris¬

oners did the work A brook that flowed
just beyond the fence he allowed us to turn
into camp He bought hogsheads for us
to sink into livingspnngs and thus secured
us ample water for drinking and cooking
purposes

HARDEE A STRICT DISCIPLINARIAN
He was a strict disciplinarian and

cleanliness wa3 his frst law He organ ¬

ized U3 into companies of 100 each and
appointed from aniorg our own

officers a Captain and two Lieu¬

tenants to each coaiiiary
After breakfast e3ch morning each com-

pany
¬

was formed into line and there was
an inspection of men and of cooking uten ¬

sils made by the Captains but tho Major
and his Ofijcer of the Day was always
somewhere on our side of the lino during
the time and there was no telling what
company they might visit

AVo were expected to keep our camp and
niiariers in good order and men were de
tailed from each company every day by our
own commanders to do the police duty of the
camp watch the springs to sec that they
were not polluted and that there was no
avoidable oirt anywiiere to mi up oia ana
dig new sinks to do what a good com-
mander

¬

would hae had us do in our own
regimental camps

Prpn rnmiwtiv liirl itK CrV inll inn
If allowed many icrhaps most of the pris-- j

oners wouiu nave remaincu in meir uuiikh
during the entire day Exercise is neces ¬

sary to health Maj Hardee appreciated
that and as a sanitary measure he ordered
an hours drill every morning under the
immediate command of our own appointed
officers we went through the facings
marchings of ordinary comnanv and bouad
drills and two or three times he marched
us for hall an hour as battalions borao
men kicked about the drill but it was in-
tended

¬

and really was for our good
ilaj Hardee hired the physician and

bought tho medicine I know he paid 8 at
one time for an ounce of quinine and at
another time S12 He bought the lumber
and nails for the bertlis lie bought soap
for all tho men he lxught chickens and
eggs milk prepared barley wheat
flour jellies and brandy for the sick as
well as medicines of all kinds To my
Knowledge ne spent over stWJ tor things
he deemed and that really were necessary
for the welfare of us prisoners but which
his Government would not supply

He was an honest Secessionist he -
lieved that his State had a right to with¬

draw from tho Union He was lighting
for that right and hoped to win He
recognized us as enemies politically but
rirsonally he acted tho part of our friend

seen him since left us at
Macon and he was only allowed to remain
there a few weeks but on different sides as
wo were I have always looked uion Maj
Hardeo as one of the best men I over saw
I respect no man more highly than him

But I have sadly wandered from my
story I always do when I attempt to tell
an incident of army life every such inci-
dent

¬

is surrounded by so many others To
go back to Solomon Loney

After our conversation In Memphis the
matter was never referred to by either
When we reached Macon and tho little
building was set apart for a hospital I
asked Loney to help carry the first patient
to it He picked the poor fellow up and
carried him as a mother carries a child and
he then volunteered as a nurse saying that
he was Jrang enough to lift any man incamp in and out of bed and that lie thought
if ono man could do it alono it would be
easier for the sick His offerwas promptly

- accented
While we then had but one utterly help-

less
¬

man almost every ono of us had lost
i flesh and strength Even before our capt- -

ure nearlv every one had been more or less
affected by disorders of the bowels The
constant use of cornmeal tended to aggra-
vate

¬

sucli difficulties and they were much
worse among us as prisoners than they
had lieen when wo nero in active service
Loneys health did not seem to undergo
any change

HIS PREMONITION FORGOTTEN
While I had not mentioned liis premoni-

tion
¬

or tlioTth of June to him or any one
else I had kept close watch of him It was
on that day that the cotton was rolled outof
the big building and piled up and Lonev
worked very hard but did Jiot seem at all
tired when the job was completed A
man died just at sunset and ho carried the
corpse to tho great empty building and
then went back to the hospital to do what-
ever

¬

there might lie to do
There was an arrangement between tis

that at midnight I was to go to the hospital
and relievo him and though ho had quar-
ters

¬

elsewhere he had several times lain
down on tho floor of tho hospital so as to be
on hand if needed he said The death

he

that afternoon left a vacant bed That
night I did not wait until 12 oclock I was
in the hospital before 10 oclock telling him
I had come to watch and that he might go
to his quarters if he chose He answered
that he might lie needed and if I did not
object he would remain there ho didnt
want to go to bed yet

There was a rough checker board and
men in the room and as much talking was
not desirable 1 proposed a game to which
he agreed We played two games both of
which he won During the second game X

noticed that he raised his hand to his head
several times but thought it might be a
habit of his as many players have such
a habit when studying moves When
the second game was finished he said that
unless I wanted revenge he would not play
more then but would he down as his head
ached remarking that it had not ached
before in a long time

I do not think he knew tho date but I did
and I was anxious to keep him up until
after midnight I hardly felt like con-
tinuing

¬

the games however and we could
not consistently talk much I suggested
that a walk would be better for his head-
ache

¬

than to lie down and lie could easily
pass the guard at the hospital and at the
spring and if he chose might walk back
and lorth several times Ho would get
fresh water if I wanted it he said and
jierhaps if ho bathed his head in the cold
spring water ho might feel better so he
took the pail and went to the spring and
was gone perhaps 10 minutes

When ho returned he said he did not feel
sleepy exactly but ho did feel like lying
dovin and unless I objected he would
stretch himself on the vacant bed he did
not think ho would sleep but if ho did I
must call him at 1 oclock as at that hour
one of the men was to take medicine a
man who always made a fuss if anybody
but Loney offered it to him Jf ho was
needed Ixjfore call him as soon as he was
needed but call him at 1 oclock jiny way

One clock would be past the time when
he had predicted that he would surely die
and his asking me to call him then seempd
good proof that he had forgotten the pre-
diction

¬

or the date perhaps both that he
did not then exjicct to die that night Sat
iblied of that and noticing that his face
was slightly flushed I allowed him to lie
down on tho Vacant led but leforo doing
so 1 prepared a dose of quinine and sug
gested mat ne naa uetter taKc it

O no said lie I am not threatened
with fever I dont need it and it is too
valuable to bo wasted on a well man He
would not taKo it

I watched him closely but I think
without appearing to do so Ho lay at full
length on his back as lie usually did when
merely resting I knew that in Rlwnimr
ho habitually lay on his side nnd with his
knees drawn up so I thought ho did not
intend to go to sleep in live minutes
however ho was sleomnc ninptlv nnd
soundly his pulse was normal his breath
ing regular i was noting these facts
while tho clock in a distant church steeple
was ringing tho hour 11

Mentally saying that an hour would
decide the truth or falsity of his impression
thinking that everything pointed to its
non fultillment I yet determined as lie
was asleep and I could do it without at-
tracting

¬

attention to watch him during
that hour very closely and I nlaced mv
seat beside his bed and took a position
that allowed me to look him square in the
ace

A few minutes later I heard tho guard
of the door challenge somo one who was
approaching The man halted and ex¬

plained to tho sentinel tliat ho wanted to
see me Tho orders were that I shouldpass to and from the hospital anywhere
through tho quarters at any hour day ornight and that any ono I vouched for
should also be passed I went out to see
tho man Ho told me that his bunk mate
was in a fit and he wanted mo to go and
see him

I returned to the hospital aroused Lonoy
and told him where and why I was going
Ho awakened at my call without any
shaking ho thoroughly understood me
for he said that if I wanted to have tho man
brought to the hospital if I sent for him he
would carry him for me

I found the new patient at the lower end
of the sheep pens the point farthest distant from the hospital He was in a high
fever and unconscious with flushed face
oyes wide open and fixed Previously ho
had been restless and talkative his mind
wandering conversation incoherent then
ho was passive as a log but limber as a rag
He could not be aroused I much doubted
whether ho ever would be

I did not think he vould derive any
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advantage from being removed to the
hospital but as there was such a place and
he was undoubtedly dangerously sick he
rightfully belonged nnd it was my duty
to take Iilm there I did not know how
to treat the man and must wait for the
doctor but his immediate removal would
havo this good effect it would show tho
boys that we who had been intrusted with
the management of tho hospital were
anxious to do all we could for the sick that
wo wero not careless and the greater the
general confidence in us the more we
could do so I determined to liavo him
moved at once

Loney had proposed to make a litter to
carry the sick on I did not know whether
it was finished or not if it was the man
could he better carried on that than in any
other way if it was not Loney could pick
iuju uji in his arms ana carry mm quicKei
easier and with Inss dammr nf ininrv than
would 1x3 involved in carrying him in a
niaiiKci as liis comrades proposed too iwent back to cet Lonev

I had been gone perhaps 20 minutes
jnijiiijs u lime longer lor i nau asKeu
tho sick mans immediate friemls many
questions about the ease When I reached
the hospital Loney was lying where I left
him eyes wide open I spoke in a low
voice so as not to disturb the others say-
ing

¬

Loney that sick man must bo brought
in at onco is the stretcher ready i

Ho made no ansu er
I snoke again louder not douhtinir that

he would then hear and understand me
null he did not move
I thought he was sleeping with his eyes

open Some people do sleep in that way
I touched his forehead It was warm and
moist That he was dead did not occur to
me for in the interest aroused by tho new
patient who I feared would die lcforc morn
ing I had for the time forgotten Loneys
prediction I shook him btruck a sharp
blow on his cheek with my open palm but
lie iiiu not respond

Then I remembered all
He sleeps sound said a wakeful pa-

tient
¬

on the next bed but poor fellow he
must be tired

The man who snoke had an intermittent
fever and during tho intermission noticed
ana understood everything that happened
though during tho bight of the fever ho
was out of his head and very violent At
that time his fever was off and he --was
intelligently watchful Knowing this ikj- -
cunanty or his case 1 asked mm how long
ioney nad been asleep

WATCHED BY A PATIENT
Tm sure I dontknow ho answered I

heard what you Baid to him when you wont
out He was awake then for I heard him
answer you Iluue been lying herewith
my eyes half open ever since watching
him I didnt notice him go to sleep He
didnt close his eyes at all but I knew ho
was asleep some tune ago because think
ing lie was awake J asked him first what
time it was and after that louder for a
drink of water but ho didnt answer me so
1 Knew lie was alseen

Has he not changed his position or
made any noise I asked

hen I asked him what time it was he
straightened out stretched you know
that made me think he had been sleeping
lightly and that my voice had startled
with out waking him so I spoke louder the
next time but lie did not answer me then
he breathed louder so I could hear him but
as he got sounder asleep ho eased off grad-
ually

¬

and has lain so ever si nee
I had hold of Loneys wrist it was pulse¬

less
How long is it since you asked for the

water X inquired
X dont know rightly ho answered I

should think about 1 0 minutes
I placed mv hand oter tho heart on tho

bare skin There was no motion there I
whispered in his ear tickled it with a straw
did everything I thought of that could lo
done to test if life remained without acting
so as to disclose to the others that I feared
more than sleep

As I have said his skin was moist and
warm There was no rigidncss of arms or
legs no signs of death to the mere looker
on and X did not want to disclose to the
patients that I feared he was dead as to
hoar of death always shocks a sick person
and to realize a death so sudden and nn- -
looked for as that was might havo caused
others almost as speedy

There was a galvanic battery in tho
place probably left there accidentally at
the close of one of the fairs held in previous
years I desired to apply a current from
it in the hope of arousing somo latent
spark of life but I dare not undertake
such measures in tho presonco of the others
They would understand it at once I
must do something and do it anieklv
and if possible without arousing any sus
picion oi me iruin

He has tainted I said snnnklincr
his faco with water I will get somo of
tho boys and carry him out in tho cool
night air he will revive quicker there

SOLOMON LONEY DEAD
Tho lie was accented as truth and Lnnrv

was carried out without any of the natient
suspecting that he was dad

We moved the body to the largo buildintr
and laid it beside tho one Loney had car
ried there that alternoon 1 applied the
battery first with a light power gradually
increasing uinu urn shocks wero given
but thev nroduced no effect I nut mv
lips to his and breathed in his mouth and
had his arms moved up and down mean ¬

while like pump handles and his chest
and bowels rubbed and pressed with a
motion much like that of kneading dough
hoping to reinflate his lungs or start some
muscular action Three of us worked at
him until after 3 oclock but with no result
Only then did the extremities begin to
lose their normal heat

CAUSE OF DEATH UNKNOWN

Whv ho should thus die at tho nredictpd
time is a mystery still unexplained Leav¬
ing out tho prediction no man knows
why ho died at that time what caused liis
death

In the morning I reported to the doctor
tho full story I told of Loneys habits
and of his prediction of his evident loss of
the date of everything I know bearing on
the case and I suggested a post mortem
examination He fell in with the sug-
gestion

¬

and called in two other physicians
to assist in conducting it I have wit ¬
nessed taken part in several such inquests

not less than 20 I think I havelieen
present when men of National ves of
world wide fame operated but f never
saw one more thoroughly performed than
that was Every vital organ was care-
fully

¬

examined Brain lungs heart liver
kidneys stomach and bowels were all
carefully scrutinized but nowhero could
be found causo for death Tho three
surgeons agreed that they had never seen
the corpse of a man who had died in such
perfect health

There was no indication of noLson Tin
had not lieen smothered nor was thero any
evidences of violence of any kind The
body had been wen nourished and was
in good flesh not fat but not abnormally
lean Tho muscular tissues wero firm
To sum up Uioy could neither find nor
imagine a causo for death unless as ono
said it was forgetfulness or laziness that
caused him to stop breathing

Upon searching his clothes a paper was
found addressed to mo It was burned up
in the great Chicago fire so I can not pro-
duce

¬

it I did not commit it to memory
at least I never studied it with that inten-
tion

¬

and therefore I can not lx sure of
repeating it word for word but I havo not
forgotten the nature of its contents It
was in tho form of a letter written on both
sides of a page of noto paper It began I
remember

I Solomon Loney do dcclaro the follow-
ing

¬

to bo true
It then went on to state very concisely

but not always grammatically nor uiwords correctly spelled
That ho was born in England had never

known who his parents wero As a boy
had worked in and around an iron mine
and furnace and as a man had been ateamster attached to the same works that
ho had always wanted to bo a soldier that
ho had twice enlisted in England and been
rejected by the Surgeons that once he
had been rejected in this country that he
caino to America in I860 and worked
around tho docks in New York St Louis
and Chicago from tho time of his arrival
until he became a member of Co B that
sinco then I know as much of him as be
knew himself that he hoped ho had been
a good soldier he had tried to be

He said that he had no relatives so faras he knew that he thought I was the best
friend ho hod and h iopea I would re

member him that ho had always known
ho would die orrthe 7th of June but ho
mentioned no 3car Ho supposed ho
would die a prisoner that his death would
be easy he hoped it would

He did not care where or how ho was
buried or whnt became of his body after
death If he had ever done any wrong
to tho Ixjys meaning members of tho com ¬

pany I EupfJose he hoped he would be
forgiven He closed by writing in a lino
by itself all tho other was in a single
paragraph

This will be found after my death
Apparently he had intended to date it

but was in doubt as to the date for he had
written Macon May June but had drawn
his pencil through lioth montlis then there
was a blank space sufficient for the figures
denoting the day of the month followed
by 1862 in figures It was probably written
several days before death

He knew tho time was approaching
he was not sure of the date of the writing
and I think did not care to ask because
that would havo enabled him to find out on
just what day he would die and evidently
he did not want to know that or as tho time
approached ho would have asked for the
date and I could not find that he had ever
asked about any date after our arrival at
iuacon though lie had several times asKea
before that

His entirely unexpected death shocked
the memlicrs of the regiment greatly and
was the talk of the camp for several days
Tho story of his previous nronheev with
sundry additions was soon heard by
everylxxly I found that he had told sev-
eral

¬

memliers of tho company that ho
would dio on tho 7th of June but lie had
never pretended to know from what cause
or w hero he would die

It seems that he did say to some that it
wouiu be a sudden and painless clcain
Somo claimed that ho had told them soon
after enlistment others had not heard it
until after capture but nono rememliered
his ever having mentioned it after wc
readied Macon nnd nono of them had
thought tho matter of sufficient conse
quence to watch him as the time approached
Indeed thev nil claimed to have forgotten
it until the fulfillment of tho prediction
the death itsolf refreshed their memories

In some respects it is tho most curious
caso I know or ever hoard or road of In
all other cases the party could tell some
thing of how or when the impression was
received give some sort or an cxpiana
tion of it or a hint from which an ex
planation might bo constructed or imagined
But he claimed to know nothing of how
or why he knew he was to die at a certain
fixed time

Thcro is this slight discrepancy in his
several oral and his writton statements
In the writing he said ho had always
known ho would die on the 7th of Juno
whilo his oral declarations were that he
had known it for a long time or that ho
had known it for years Always known
we may supposo to mean since he knew
or could understand anything It would
bo hardly just to insist that always as he
used the word went lieyond that so after
all tho other expressions are modifica
tions of tho first but may mean as much
as it

I know that he did predict his death and
fixed the day two full months ahead

I know tliat he died on tho day ho said
he would and that so far as he predicted
the manner of death that is that ho
would dio in his bed a natural death
that too proved true

I can not think jfhathe made the pre¬

diction in sport I believe ho was thor¬

oughly impressed with the solemn truth
that he would die oji the 7th of June 1802

I am as sure as I rim of my own existence
tlfat he did not commit sriicide and that he
was not killed by the get of any human
being Ican not explain or even imagino
a cause for his deafh

I can offer no exfflanation of any of the
facts I have related

ers Itun Besides the command took
part in many smaller and less important
engagements and skirmishes

The largest numlier of casualties in any
regiment at Gettysburg occurred in the
24th Mich It was tlx n a part of the Iron
Brigade Wadsworths Division Pirst
Corps and fought in tho battle of tho first
day whilo in position in Mcphersons
Woods near Willoiighby Itun It was
obliged to fall back from this ic but did
not yield the ground until three fourths of
its number had lieen struck down Col
Fox in Regimental Losses in tho Chil
War states that the regiment entered the
engagement with 28 officers and 4J8 men
and lost 19 killed 247 wounded and 47
missing total 353 Fully ono half of the
missing were killed or wounded Eight
officers wero killed and 14 wounded four
color bearers were killed and thrco wound-
ed

Col Henry A Morrow was wounded
and captured Col Morrows report gives
a heavier loss than that stated by Kegi
mental Losses in the Civil War he report ¬

ing 70 killed 237 wounded and aliout 83
missing The nominal list handed in by
Capt Edwards after the Kittle gavo the
total casualties as 3d but divided the loss
differently from Col Fox

When the First Corps was discontinued
in March 1804 Wadsworths Division
