When the
President of the United States was elected
by the votes in several States by generic
man it settled the gquestion of citizenship for
the second time. Dieborah Sampson, Moll
Pitcher, Abigail Adams, the defenders of
Peperill Bridge, and every woman who
gpun flax, whirred the shuttle, tilled the
fields, supported and kept families to-
gether through the long Revolutionary
struggle, did more than pay taxes—they
did the service of citizens for their conntry.

It was in the civil war. when necessity
again drew from the resources of tlic Gov-
ernment’s cilizenship, and placed women in

the Treasury Department. because 1+u-!
financial policy of Secretary Chase had

made greenbacks a legal 1tender. In the

callow youih of the greenback the large|
gheets on which they were printed were|
geparated by the use of scissors.

The fourth picture would be Deborah
Bampson, with her gun; the Treasury
derk, with her scissors, and Clara Barton,
with her line of trained nurses in Uncle
SBam's employ. They have come up
against a stone wall—Unele Sam sitting
thercon; on the other side of the wall is a
ballot box—in large letters placarded over
it “T'he Right of Citizenship,” and & line of
men ready to exer that right.

A sentinel standing on the wall says to
the women: “Thus far and no further does
your citizenship take you.” Uncle Sam
sits with his chin upon hishand and queries,
*I'm trying o figure out who built this
stone wall!”

In the guarter of a century that I have
lived in Washington many changes of
opinion have been wrought in my mind by
this stone wall everastingly springing up
between right and might., When Gen.
Arthur was President a woman from Ken-
tucky whose father wus in the Union army
and whose husbuand lost his life in
service of his country, was made Post-
mistress of the city in which she lived. It
is said that her reports were without a flaw.
Her duties were done conscientiously and
well. Her father had died, and she was on
the wrong side of the stone wall. A voter
and ber place were wanted.

On cama the petitions to Washington,
and with them came the politiciuns. For
seven long months the contest lusted. The
Postmistress asked President Arthur one
day: “What is the cnuse of all this?

“You have no vote,” was his candid reply.
“lLonly wish,” he said, “that they could find
eome flaw in your work—so far they have
not.”
® The President did not hesitate to say
whichever way he decided it would be
thought wrong, The Suffrage Congreas
was in session, and the subject was dis-
cussed from the merits of the case.

citizenship was again emphasized by the
reappointment by the President of the Post-
mistress.

This condition was found very often in
departmental appointments when com-
petitive exnminations were the order before
Civil Service was the ruling power. Many
a competent woman clerk lost her position
for but the one reason. “She had no vote.”
But do not suppose for one minute that
politicians do not devise some method to
ciromvent her citizenship through Civil
Soerviee.

When a clerk is needed, the Commis-
sioners of Civil Service are applied to by the
Chief Clerk of tha Division having a
vacaney. Six names are sent in of those
on the waiting list. men and women whose
record stands highest, and let it truthfully
be said that women in many instances sur-
pass the men by several points: but that
does not assure them they will be selected,
as the law directs, ahove the man who
stands the very lowest in the scale. [ his
“influence” is diligent in well or evil doing,
or if the Chiefl hasa preference, the voter is
selected.

And when the names of these women
have been sent in three times by the Com-
missinners and heen put throngh the poli-
tieal hopper and returned unground and
without toll, tlieir names are turned down

Allthis is wolf's work in sheep’s clothing,
and as long as men are allowed the liberty
of such intrigue the Government is a party
tor it and will receive the condemnation of an
enlightened eitizenship.

A Government that will be a party to
branding a elerk with “incompetence,”
after vears of satisfactory work, should
in some way be held respousible for #efa-
mition of character. It is a very serious
matter, and should not be winked at by the
Goverminent, s

We know a case of a soldier's widow who
was a supplanted clerk, and who was
promised & good position with a private
firm because she had held a desk for vears
in the Treasury Department; but when her
record  was  looked up, “incompetency,”
the Civil Service trade-mark when a place
is wanted, was the sign-manual to her fair
name. It is needless to add that she lost
the place thereby, and there the brand
stands to-day, a =entinel against her ever
getting a responsible position.

The people have the right to know why
an incompetent clerk was kept for vears at
an important desk, and Iif it is a libel, why
such a condition is possible—that a good

e be made to carry through all time
this Civil Service seapegoat. No act ever
done by an oflicer of this Government has
reccived such encomiums, and no man has
ever passed out of the Government that
has carried with Lhim such gratitude from
thankful hearts as Gen. Spinner, United
States Treasurer. Ie lived to see that he
did not decide unwisely when bie opened the
way for woman in the Departments and
recognized her citizenship,

The first appointment of a woman in the
Depurtments was thit of Sophie Holmes, a
colored woman. She had married Ma-
lachi Holmes, u slave, in 1852,  In 1854 he
was to be sold at anction, but through the
influence of Garrett Smith he was 1-,}.:|ghl
by William Seaton, editor of the National
Tutelligencer. The price was $1,000.  Ma-
lachi went to work for Mr. Seaton at the rate
of 825 per month, and Sophie was to Py

25 per month enrned by washing, and this
was to upply on his freedom papers. Mo
lachi was given his wages, and supported
the family, and Sophie washed out his
freedom.  Jefferson Davis, Slidell, Beaure-
gard, and Thompson were among her eus-
tomers. They had paid $250 when the
clowds of war gathered over the country.
They stopped payvments and put the money
in the bank, but there came a day when
the clouds grew darker; the Union seemed
in danger, and that meant Malachi would
be sold intoslavery. Sophie raised the $750,
paid it over, and Malachi was a free man.

Sophie had been in possession of hig
freedom papers four months when he

joinagd Col. French's regiment, the 4th
Me., Co. H, Capt. Burns. He could not
enlist as a soldier, on account of his color,
but was Capt. Burns's body-servant. He
was wounded unto death defending his
Captain's life in the battle of Bull Run;
and when the slaves of the District were
made free, President Lincoln sawd Sophie
lost Lier $1,000 by not knowing in time that
she was n slave owner,

Through the influence of many who were
interested in this case, especially Mr,
Seaton and Gen. Spinner, she was ap-
pointed sweeper in the Treasury at $12
per month. As time went on four women
wore assigned places in the Redemption
Bureaun—Miss Belle (. Tracey, Miss Fan-
nie Halstead, Miss Elizabeth C. Stoner,
and Miss Henrietta Kelly. The proof of
their efliciency lies i the fact that three of
these women held their positions for 30
years, S

Sophie was assigned as messenger in
this Department. She kept the Depart-
ment swept and clear of refuse cuttlings.
One night when Sophie was “clarin’ up”
alter the day's work she found a box of
greenbacks that had been cut, counted,
and packed to transfer to the vaulis that
had accidentally been overlooked. She
first called to the watchman; he did not
hear her voice as it echoed along the empty
corridors. Her second thought was, “that
will not do; he may be tempted bevond
resistance, and it will only be my word
against his.”

She thought of her four small children
at home, alone, with no one to give them
their supper or put them to bed; but the one
duty that stared her in the face was to
protect that money. She quietly closed
the door, turned out the light, sat down
on the box, and waited for the hours to go
by.

It is a rule of the Treasury Department
that the Treasurer must visit the building
every night at midnight. After hours had
tediously passed, and Sophie the only
occupant of the corridor or nave, slie heard
the shuflling step of Gen. Spinner in the
carridor. She quietly slipped along the
corridor and knocked at his door. When
the General saw her he supposed she had
acvidentally been locked in. She took
him to the room and pointed to the box.
The two carried the money to the General’s
room, and then he sent her home in his
carringe.

The next morning when she returned
she found the General still keeping guard.
He told her to go about her work, and come
to his room again before she went home.
When she again went to his room he placed
in her hand her appointment papers, given
for honesty, and for 20 yvears she has earned
and druwn her $50 per month. Fifty
thousand dollars were in this box. At
another time she found 80,000, for which
the testimony can be seen over Gen. Spin-
ner's own handwriting.

Old Sophie says: “Yes, for 20 years
these eyes have seen nothing but money,
and [ have never had a desire to take a
dollar not my own. [ have a black face,
but 1 would rather leave the legacy of a
white soul to my children than all the
money in that building.”

The last letter Gen. Spinner ever wrote
was 1o Sophie, It reads:

“GOOD SOPHIE HOLMES: It was very
kind on your part to send that picture of
yourself to vour old and heavily afflicted
friend. 1 can not see it. [ looked at it,
holding it upside down. Josie tells me it
18 an excellent likernc 1 can not even
see what | am writing to vou, 1 am so blind.
Lregret that { can not see vou in the picture,
for there is noihing in the world that gives
me more pleasure than to look upon a good,

Sophie is now a The in-
firmity of vears is upon her, and no hard
work is required of her. Visitors to the

I his statement was true in the saae
rate, many men in the Departments who
are of litt'e value as clerks must draw their
81,500 as voters, not workers,

If, as men say, women are the weaker
vessel, then, as voling is so much casier
than working, the voting and the $1,800
should be woman's, and the working and
the $000 should be assigned to the men.

It is not necessary 1o enter into particu-
l':-. rs what women do in keeping their fami-
lies together. We know muny mothers,
and a8 many unmarried women, whose
salaries go to the support of the family,
and it s rare that a woman borrows on bher
next month's income,

Woe to the day that should bring the
hour when women no longer occupy im-
portunt positions in the United States
service, for politics and trickery will have
run riot.
