We
also saw several smoke sigaals made by
the hostiles that are interpreted by our
frisndly Indian scouts to mean orders to
coms in, or assemble, o all their outside
roving bands.

ment wa wara suddenly attacked by a large
boly of Indians, They wounded several
citizens and soldiers, and we ran back to
our eamps, sscired our guns and drove the
[ndians back, but fought nearly all night
repelling attacks.

Aug. 15.—We are camped on the banks
of the Yallowsatone River; mst two steam-
boats here just balow the mouth of the Big
Horn River, and have plenty of rations once
more. We were nearly famished whon we
reached hers. Our supplies wers nearly
axhausted before wa left the Little Missouri
River. For the last nine days we have
lived, marched and fonght on one cracker a
day and very little else.

Thera was no gama, very litt'e and poor
wator and poor food, so that men and
horsas suffored terribly. Waather very
hot. This hag been the hardest experience
f our whole military life. We have many
hovs sick that are to be left on the steam-
aoats and sent down the river, alse the
wounded, who have not dona so well Iately,
m ancount of rough roads and roughsr
fare and lack of proper food and nursing.

When wa left the Little Missonri River
wa had to dig roads and bnild bridges, and
wonsequently moved very slowly, =0 that
wir traing and artillery could keep up, and
ve wera harried by Infians ilpal.

As amatterof fact, this bit of fiction rep-
resents what is taking place every day in
the year, and must continue to occur as
long as our present method of reckoning
time is retained. And the reason for this
is simple and familiar. The civil day be-
gins and ends at midnight, but for con-
venioence of explanation [et s nssume (ns
is the practice of astronomers) that the day
bhegins at noon and ends at the following
noon.

It is olear that the interval of time be-
tween two successive noons will be, for us,
24 hours (a day as measured by one com-
pleta rotation of the earth) anly when we
remain on the same meridian.

July 30.—The big battle is over. Day
before vesterdav, about noon, we finally
reached their village of about 800 lodges,
and found about 6,000 Indians. Thev
wanted to parley and make a treaty, but
the fight started and lasted all the after-
noon, until night., We routed and scat-
tered them in all directions, killing a good
many, and did not take a single one pris-
oner.

We are in possession of their village, and
camp near a big spring at the foot of a high
range of hills.
