White, which came from Berlin mostly.

The British losses since the outbreak of
hostilities wers estimated at 916, excluding
the casualties of the Ladysmith disaster,

At this writing there has been practically
no news from the scene of military oper-
ations since Friday last. By the end of
that day the one of the poinis of the situ-
ation around Ladysmith as then known to
the civilizad world outside of South Africa
was the withdrawal of the British garri-
gons southward in the face of the threat-
ened advance of the enemy. Colenso,
Coleshurg, and Stormberg Junction had
heen evacuated in turn, and it was stated
that the abandonment of Rosmead and
Nauupoort Junction was imminent. To
attémpt to hold thess places with the present
availahle forces was evidently regarded as
courting annihilation.

A dispmleh from Ladysmith by way of
Ladyvsmith  (delaved in  transmission)
stated that fighting on Thursday at Tat-
ham's Farm, which is on the Orange Free
State side of Bester's Station, was very
heavy, and the Boers' log&s was great.
They were driven back to their camp, and
30 of them were taken prisoners. This
messenger confirms the story of Friday's
fighting near Hepworth's Farm, when the
il:nors were again compelled to retire with
LIRS,

So, at last reports Gen. White was still
holding on, while the situation in other
parts of Natal were very serious and rein-
torcements not yet in sight. While the
British still hold De Aar and the Orange
River bridge the Boers have the latter
undermined, thus commanding the route
from Cape Town to Kimberley. They
algo haold the Colesburg bridge, over which
passes the main road to the Cape. They
have possession of the bridge at Norval's
*oint, enrrving the Port Elizabeth line, and
the Bethulie bridge, carrying the East
London line.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

PHILIPPINE COMMISSION'S REPORT.

The Philippine Commission last week
submitted to the President a preliminary
report. The report is a summary of con-
ditions on the islands as the Commission
left them; of the historical events which
preceded the Spanish war and led to the
orizinal Filpino insurrection; of the ex-
changes between Admiral Dewey and the
other American commanders and the
insurgents; the breaking out and progress
of the present insurrection, and,. finally, a
statement of capacity of the Filipinos for
self-government.

Admiral Dewey in the repcrt sayvs that
Aguinaldo was allowed to come on board
the Olympia to call on the Commander-in-
Chief, after which he was allowed to land
at Cavite and organize an army. This
was done with the purpose of strengthening
the United States forces and weakening
those of the enemy. No alliance of any
kind was entered into with Aguinaldo,
nor was any promise of independence made
to him then or st any other time.

The report states in effect that the Fili-
pinos attacked the Spanish. Gen. Ander-
gon arrived, and Aguinaldo, at his request,
moved from Cavite to Bacoor, Says the
Commission: “Now for the first time rose
the iden of National independence. Agui-
nialde issued & proclamation in which he
took the responsibility of promising it to
his people on behalf of the Ameiican Gov-
ernment, although he admitted freely in
priviite eonversation with membersof his
Cabinet that neither Admiral Dewey nor
any other American bad made him any
such promise.”

The report states that Aguinaldo wished
to attack the Americans when they landed
at Paranongue, but was deflerred by lack of
arms and smmunition. From that point
on there was a growing friction betwean the
Filipines and the American troops.
teference is muule to Aguinaldo’s demand
that he be allowed to loot Manila and take
the arms of the Spaniards. The latter de-
mand is said to contirm the statement that
he intended to get possession of the arms
to attack the Americans.

Only
through American occupition, therefore,
is the idea of a free, self-governing and
united Philippine commonwealth at all con-
ceivable, And the indispensable mneed
from the Filipino point of view of main-
taining American sovereignly over the
archipelago is recoguized by all intellizent
Filipinos and even by those insurgents
who desire an American protectorate,

FIGHTING THE FILIPINOS.
A dispatch to the War Department, dated
last week, from Utis was interesting chiefly
as disclosing the objectives of Gen. Young's
advance, fac to the northeast of any points
heretofore cocupied by our men, and a long
way bevond the insurgent Capital, Tarlac.
The objective, Carranglan, is some 40
miles bevond Cabanataun, the recent
halting place of Gen. Young's forces. In
oceupying Talavera and Alaga, as reported
by Gen. Otis, the Young column has come
alireast of the insurgent Capital, and about
15 miles to the east of it A movement to
Aliaga shows that one branch has moved
toward the Capital, while a movement to
Talavera indicates that the main body
is pushing northward beyond the Capital
to the ultimate objective of Carranglan.
This motve is gradually making the in-
surgents’ position at Tarlac untenable, and
is confining the insurgent forces to the
peninsula between the Gulf of Lingayen
and Manila Bay.
There has been considerable fghting of
a minor character, with small losses on
voth sides.
Gien. Otis eabled the War Department of
engagements with the insurgents on Sun-
day. Aeccording to the dispatches the in-
surgents lost over 200 killed and a large
number of wounded, while the Americans
had only 12 men wounded.
The advance is a general one. Gen.
Wheaton with 2,500 men, two transports,
and two coasting steamers, convoved by
the three war vessels, left for Lingayou
Gulf, while Gen. MacArthur advanced to
Magalang, encountering about 1,000 in-
surgents and driving them from between
Angeles and Arayat.
_ Col. O'Brien, with a strong force of
infantry, cavalry, and seouts, met the
nemy east of Angeles and routed them,
killing 49 and capturing 28, with a lot of

Col. Smith ecaptured Magalang, killing
and wounding about 100 of the enemy and
capluring 50 prisoners. Heavy rains are
hampering the progress of the troops.

THE PARTITION OF SAMOA.

The Samoan negotiations have reached
a point where a definite solution of the
woblems confroating the powers is not
ikely to be long deleved. From what
can be learned on the authority of officials
who are posted in the matter the diple-
matie sitnation is this:

The three Governments have agreed that

the continuance of the tripartite protector-
ate is impracticable and dangerous.
It has been agreed also that a partition
of the islands in the group among the
parties concerned, with the understanding
that each shall assume actual possession
and ownership over its share of territory,
is the best method of settling the problem.
The U nited States desire actual possession
of the island of Tutuila and certain privi-
leges elsewhere as their share, and have =0
informed the other two powers, which ap-
war Lo have acquiesced in that proposition.
There is no reason to doubt the statements
made in Berlin that Germany has undet
consideration the advisability of withdraw-
ing from Samoa if Great Britain will give
her substantial territorial concessions in
Micronesia, that widespread South Sea
archipelago of small islands of which Ger-
many already controls a larger part. It
is doubtless realized in Germany, us it is
realized here, that the Imperial Govern-
ment can not make the Samoan Islinds
vitluable as long as America and England
are parties to Lheir control, and is therefore,
according to prevailing belief, willing to
withdraw altogether from the group if
she can obtain adequate compens:tion,

THE UNITED STATES ARMY.

In his annual report the Adjutant-Gon-
eral shows the military forces of the Uniled
States as follows: Regular Army, 64,586;
volunteers, 34.574; total, 90.160. The
Regular establishment consists of 10 regi-
ments of cavalry, seven of artillery, and
25 of infantry., The Volunteer estab-
lishment consists of one regiment of cav-
alry, 24 of infantry and a Porto Rico bat-
talion. The distribution of these troops

up to Oct. 1 last was as follows: In the
United States, 34.229; Porto Hico, . :
Cuba, 11,187; Philippinss, 32,315; en route
to ines, 17.009; Alaska, 399: Ha-

l'llili{p‘
waiian Isiands, 466.

“It is expected,” says Gen. Corbin, “that
by Dec. 1 next all the infantry regiments,
United States volunteers, in the United
States will have sailed for the Philippine
Islands. These, with the troops now
there, will give a total strength of 2,117
officers and 62,008 enlisted men; an aggre-
gate of 65,725,

A recapitulation of the casualties in ac-
tions and deaths in the Regularand Volun-
teer armies between May 1, 1898, and June
20, 1809, shows a grand total of 10,076
men.

In the Regular Army thetoial casualties
in actions and deaths amounted to 4,155,
and inthe Volunteer establishment to 5,921,
In the casualty list the Regulars had 127
officers and 1,858 enlisted men Killed and
wounded, and the Volunteers 105 officers
wsnd 1,366 enlisted med killed and wounded.
The whole death list, numbering 6,619,
was made up of 224 oflicers and 6.265 en-
listed men. Of this total but 38 officers and
458 enlisted men were killed, the remainder
of the deaths resulting from various causes,
including wounds, 10 officers and 192
enlisted men.
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
