
MASONIC SERVICES AT IT VERNON

Representatives from Every State Pay Tribute to Their Most

Illustrious Brother George Washington Addresses by President

McKinley and Grand Master Duke of Virginia

The centennial of the death of Wash-
ington

¬

was solemnized last Thursday a
Mount Vernon with fitting cerein ny
The services which wero conducted by the
Masonic bodies 100 years ago wero re-

peated
¬

but upon a far grander scale than
was possible in 1799

More people visited Mount Vernon on
this occasion than over before in its history
Aside from the numerous visitors of both
Eexcs from all parts of the country there
were present several thousand Slasons
arrayed in the emblematic garb of the
Order

Ever Grand Lodge in the United States
the Grand bodges of Cana la Nova Scotia
Chile Belgium and England wero in
evidence The ceremonies were practically
conducted by the same Lodges as in the
original funeral viz Federal Lodge 2fo 1

of the District of Columbia Fredericks-
burg

Va Lodge No 4 where Washington
was made a ilason and Aexamlria
Washington Lodge No 22 of Alexandria
Va of which Washington was Worshipful
Master at the time of his death The
ceremonies began about noon

From Fort Washington up the river a
gun was fired every 30 minutes and just
before the proceedings opened a battery
of the 3d Art tired a Presidential salute
of 21 guns Tlie procession was formed
on tho ground and passing by the Mansion
was joined by President McKinley and
the Cabinet and the same route was taken
as that followed on the day of the funeral
100 years ago

The procession halted at tho old tomb
overlooking tho Potomac and nearly
directly in front of the Mansion Hero a
platform had been erected for the Presi-
dential

party and tho three Lodges above- -
named witn wnicn tne name ot uasinng
ton is so closely associated Here the
Right Reverend Bishop Randolph of the

Bhumam of Colorado who delivered the
memorial address being assigned to this
honor because the first suggestion of this
centennial celebration came from the
Grand Lodge of the State of Colorado

These ceremonies ended the procession
moved to the new tomb where the remains
of Washington now lie and here the fnneral
services according to the Masonic ritual
were gone through with

Grand Master Duke called upon repre-
sentatives

¬

of the 13 original Suites for
tributes to the memory of Washington
and the work which he had accomplished
Each Grand officer made a fitting response
and when the list was complete Grand
Master Duke turned to Maine and the
States representing the different sections
of the Union and they made their responses
in unison

The representatives of other jurisdictions
wero then called upon for their tributes
They all responded Each Grand Lodge
placed a wreath upan the tomb and among
them was one sent by Earl of Londes
borough as a tribute from the Grand Lodge
of Yorkshire England Tho wreath was
composed of leaves of laurel oak and yew
It wa3 deposited upon the tomb and beside
it President McKinley placed a wreath of
laurel

A platoon of the 4th Art fired three
volleys over the grave a bugler sounded
taps and the procession again moved

on this imo to the jmrch ami grounds in
front of the Mansion where President
McKinley lieing introduced by Grand
Master Duke as a brother Mason delivered
an address

The Presidents speech was as follows
and was received with tremendous applause
at its cl w

of their m cn illustrious member and be-

I have been deeply interested and
touched by the sentiments of his contem-
poraries

tho occasion of his death The Rev Wal-
ter

King of Norwich Conn in the course
of an eloquent eulogy delivered in that
city on Jan 5 1S00 said in part By
ono mighty effort of manly resolution we
were born anew and declared our inde-
pendence

Now commenced the bloody
contest for everything we held dear The
same Almighty Being by whose guidanco
we were hitherto conducted beheld us
with compassion and saw what we needed

a pilot a leader in the perilous enter-
prise

wo had undertaken He called for
Washington already prepared anointed
him His servant with real dignity and
put into his hands tho control of all our
defensive operations

AN COMMANDER OF THE ARMY
But hero admiration suppresses utter-

ance

Your minds must fill out tho active
character of the man A description of
the warlike skill the profound wisdom
the prudence the heroism and integrity
which he displayed in tho character of
Commander-in-Chie- f would suffer materi-
ally

say tho eyes of all our American Israel
were placed upon him as their savior un-
der

Tile Row Nathan Strong Pastor of the
North Presbyterian Church in Hartford
spoks as follows on Dec 27 170 He
was as much tho angel of peace as of war
as much respected as deeply reverenced
in the political cabinet for a luminous
coolness of disposition wherebv party jeal
ousy became enlightened ana ashamea oi
itself as he was for a coolness of command
in the dreadful moment when empires hung
susjiended on the fate of battle His
opinion became the opinion of the public
liody and every man was pleased with
himself when he found he thought like
Washington

Under the auspices of this great war-
rior

who was formed by the providence
of God to defend his country the war was
ended and America ranked among the Na-
tions

He who might have been a monarch
retired to his own Mount Vernon unclothed
of all authority to enjoy the bliss of being
a free private citizen This was a strange
sight and gave a new triumph to human
virtue a triumph that hath nover liecn ex-
ceeded

¬

in the history of tho world except
by his second recess which was from the
Presidency of the Unite 1 States

And on tho dav nreeedinir Dec 25
1709 in the course of his memorable funerai
oration before both Houses of Congress
Mat Gen Iee then a Representative
from the State of Virginia gave utterance to
the noble sentiment as forceful Unlay as in
those early years of our National life

To the horrid din of battle sweet peace
succeeded anil our virtuous chief mindful
only of the common good in a moment
tempting personal aggrandizement hushed
the discontent of growing sedition and
surrendering his power into the hands
from which he had received it converted
his sword into a plowshare teaching an
admiring world that to be truly great you
must bo truly good

LASTING CHARACTER OF IIIS FAME
While strong with his own generation

he is stronger even in the judgment of
the eenerations which ha c followed After
a lapse of a century he is better appreciated
more penectiy understood moretnorougniy
venerated and loved than when he lived
Ho remains an ever increasing influence for
good in every part and sphere of action of
tho Republic He is recognized as not only
the most far sighted statesman of his

generation but as having had almost
prophetic vision tie built not alone for
his own time tint for the great future and

the rightful solution of many of the
problems winch were to arise in tho years to
come

John Adams tho immediate successor
of said of him in an address
to the Senate on the 2d of Decemlier
17 For himself ho had lived enough
to life and to glory For his fellow-citize-

if their prnyers could have Imen an-
swered

he would have been immortal
His example is now complete and

it will teach wisdom and viitue to magis¬

trates citizens and men not only in tlie
jiresent age but in future generations as
long as our history hliall be read

The Nation needs at this moment tho
help of his wise example In dealing with
our vast rcsrimslbilitieswe turn to him
We invoke the counsel of his life and char ¬

acter and courage We summon his pre-
cepts

that we may keep his pledges to
maintain jusiice ann law education and
morality and civil and religious lilierty in
every part of our country the new as well

GRAND MASTER DUKRS ADDRESS
At the coucluson of President MeKin

lcya address Grand Master Duke of tho
Grand Lodge of Virginia delivered the
oration of the day He said in part

MY Brethren The divisions of time
are but the mile stones men erect on the
highway leading to eternity In His sight
to whom a thousand years are but as yes¬

terday when it in past and as a watch in
the night the centuries are but ie
seconds which are gone ere we can i ck n
them

But one earthly thing Is permanent
Ono thing alike defies time and endures
throughout eternity goodness for good ¬

ness is bom of God and exists with God
Greatness in man dies with man but good ¬

ness in men is as eternal as his and its
Creator

And we who here to day gathering
in the light of a majestic memory com-
memorate

¬

the looth anniversary of the
death of a great man liear testimony that
the good man never diei

lhis is the only answer we can make
to tho question Why these ceremonies

If 100 years ago the real George Wash- -

J
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ington died then these ceremonies arc
but vain and idle and mocking mum-
meries

serving to recall an event whose
memory brings with it only a sense oi
the emptiness of human glory and tho end
of human trrnatness

But Washington lives to day not only
in the minds of men in the records of
fatno not only in tho pages of history
but lives in that serene light which ema
nates from the presence of God lives a
sentient glorious ana gloruieu oeing anu
we assemble here to day to thank God
that he lived to thank God that ho lives
and to commemorate the 100th anniver-
sary

of tho dawn of a greater life unto
tho greatest life that was ever lived by
a mere mortal

Wo may not withhold the higest meed
of praise from the great minds who con-
ceived

and framed the Constitution Every
wind that blows from the Vircinia hills
every wave that laps her shores and the
snores ot tlie great 13 Estates wouiu re-

buke

the voice that dare belittlo tho work
of Madison and Hamilton Franklin and
Morris But these men wero the sculntors
tho designers who with infinite toil and
patience and genius and skill made the clay
model Wushingfon was tho workman
that cast the fisrure in the enduring bronze
that now for over a century has stood the
ram and the hail and tlie mist or doubt ami
distrust the storm of war the deadly
canker of corruption and the hurricane
of party strife

alas the builder
No wonder that when ho died man felt

as though tho keystone of the arch had
fallen and tho beautiful structure was
doomed and from overy heart there went
up the mournful cry another time ana age
onco heard Alas the miuner

No wonder that party spirit died and
factions ceased to war for at least a while

And to whom could I speak with greater
confidence than to you my brethren
brethren in the sacred tio which realizes
as well as humanity can realize the sen-
timent

which maketh of one blood all na-

tions
¬

of men And where could I speak
with deeper feeling than here in the home
of our great brother our brother who was
not too great to bo good not too grand to
mingle upon the level with his brethren
of tlie mystic tie and to serve the craft
when called upon for service even as tie
was ready to servo his country up to his
dying hour

I have seen it statod and insisted that
Washington was never a Mason or if ever
one ceased to recognize his membership
or obligations Washington nover failed
to recognize any obligation from tho great-
est

to the smallest This was ono of the
characteristics of the man one of the char-
acteristics

¬

of every truly great man one of
tho characteristics that man derives from
God to whom there is nothinggrcat or small
in whose august vision tho fall of the spar-
row

is observed as well as the wreck of a
world That Washington was made a
Mason in Fredericksburg Lodge No 4
Aug 4 1753 no man can deny I my-
self

That he was a charter member of
Alexandria Lodge now Alexandria-Washingto- n

No 22 and its first Worshipful
Master can bo proven by as indisputable
evidence as that he was our first Presi-
dent

in his presence is lieyond dispute and
to day wo have here tho Masonic regalia
worked by Mine Lafayette presented to
Washington by lafayette himself and ac-

cepted

funeral as a Mason 100 years ago and I

hold in my hand as I speak tho gavel he
used when clothed as a Mason and acting
as Grand Master of Masons ho laid the
cornerstone of tho Capitol What he
thought of Masonry can be easily found if
any one desires to find it in his answers to
the addresses of Masonic Lodges in this
Union Printed in his writings they are
of easy access to every man and ho it was
who summed up the conclusion of the whole
matter when ho said in answer to the ad-

dress

setts to their Illustrious Brother George
Washington on the 27th day of Decemlier
17i7 tlie great object of Masonry is to pro-

AWAKEN SENTIMENT OF NATION

America as yet has built no shrine
Tile years has lieon too few with her to
enshroud any of her temples with that
golden mist which glorifies turret and
tower into something sublime And yet
here is a place a grave where all party
spirit all sectional jealously all that
should create dissension and distrust and
conteition between the people of these
tatates is awed and abashed into silence
and at this shrine every American citizen
is the brother of every citizen of America
O that the celebration of this anniver-
sary

may awaken the sentiment which
sons should feel at tho grave of a beloved
lather and the children of Washingtons
country strive to bring back the spirit of
Washington a nay wncn lAixington and
Uoncord I renton and orutown saw no
divided ranks and knew no divided glory
It is no mistake to fittingly observe at
this place this day the day when the
simple Virginia farmer died with no one

men ded as he was born with no one
about him save thoso dear to him Sim
plo plain unpretentious great in his sim-

tho last three years of the period delineated
in this portion of his biography is now
a desolate waste X gentleman who
visited the spot during the Summer of 18S1

thus describes the mournful scene rroin
tho hill where I sit under the shade of three
trees whoso branches make one I look out
over the Sangamon River and its banks
covered apparently with primeval forests

Around aro fields overgrown with weeds
and stunted oaks It was a town of 10 or
12 years only it began in 182 1 and ended
in 183fi Yet in that time it had a history
which tho world will not let die not so
long as it venerates tho memory of tho
noble lilierator and martyr President
Abraham Lincoln

I came hero with a few of the old settlers
Wo drove up from Petersburg aliout two
miles passing on tho way the site of the oid
mill run by Lincoln and tile remains of the
old dam at Sangamon Falls on which his
flatboat lodged when floating down from
Sangamon Town on the way to New Or-

leans
¬

After much debate as to tho modo
of reaching the old site we entered an old
field through a gate and driving up a hill
showing a wheel track through tall weeds
we rode over the streets of the old town
The weeds were high as the horses backs
Judge Tice ono of our party stood up in his
buggy and surveying the landscape
pointed out a number of old familiar places
There was Camerons boardinghoiise
where Lincoln boarded when ho kept store
for Denton Offutt Near it was George
Warburtons store Beyond was Sam
Hills Over thero to the south was the
Baptist church and the cemetery along-
side

Mr Greene pointed out the site of
