Camp at Coosa Station Near Ring--

gold Ga May 5 1864

I take occasion to write you a few lines
fo let you know how weuns are doing
We are now encamped on the southern
border of the United States as it is as pres-

ent

and in full view of the Confederacy in-

cluding
¬

in the view its chivalrous defenders
in the shape of G ray back cavalry Pick-

ets

are in sight and we have somewhat of
an interesting posish Before going into
particulars of the present I will go back
and recall affairs since last Sunday

Sunday May 1 was spent in getting
ready to move completing muster and
pay rolls and closing up business gen-

erally

We moved off Monday morningfor Ring
told leaving our old camp near Rossville
In which we had spent four months of
peaceful soldipring with nithersad feelings
When we first came to the spot it was a
dense wilderness but we soon changed
It into a little city of G000 inhabitants
and became attached to it as a home Al-

though

we sent back for storage all our
best camp equipage there was an im-

mense
¬

amount loft when we marched out
Wagon loads of axes spades camp-kettle- s

mess pans etc were left as we could
not take them along These will all be
taken by the inhabitants whocrowd around
Buch places when troops leave and they
may get enough to repay what they have
tost Our march to Ringgold was devoid
of interest beyond what wo could take in
observing the beauties of the woods anil
fields clothed as they were in their fresh
Spring verdure Flowers were abundant
all around It rained some however
which dampened the ardor of the boys
somewhat and when you remember they
havo to carry their little all there is not
as much pleasure as seen at picnic ex-

cursions

We travel now with only one wagon for a
regiment something never attempted lie
fore by any army We have usually had
from five to 14 wagons to a regiment and
havo at times gone on short expeditions
with one wagon but to depend on one
wagon for a whole Summers campaign
Is rather a now style of soldiering It is
one of Shermans late orders The Old
Man is up to business and the way we
are fixed we aro at home wherever our feet
rest Both officers and soldiers carry their
Bhelter tents blanket cooking utensils
and rations You may think for a soldier
to carry his knapsack gum and wool

blanket shelter tent gun cartridge box
and 60 rounds of ammunition is rather
making a mule of him but it is done with-

out

grumbling
A STEADY ADVANCE

Well our division arrived at Ringgold
In the evening and was distributed through
a wooded piece of land Gen Davis making
his headquarters at the Mansion House
The next day Tuesday was spent in this
location doing nothing in particular and
on Wednesday we received orders to march
before breakfast we were to report to Gen
Palmer for something and appeared before
his quarters at 8 oclock We were sent up
on White flock Ridge to patrol duty

The mountain at Ringgold is divided
by Hookers Gap through which runs
Chickamauga Creek and the railroad
We went up the mountain in single file the
object being to patrol the ridge and be
of service to the cavalry posts From
there we could enjoy the splendid scenery
all around We could see Lookout Mount-
ain

22 miles to the west Buzzards Roost
and Tunnel Hill to the east with beautiful
and fertile valleys ltween

At night we made shelter of pine bouglis
and spreading our blankets on these we
went infor rest As we lay there talking
over the events of the day and listening
to the drums and bugles down in camp
the thought would come up Who wouldnt
be a soldier such times as these

It is usriss for me to attempt to tell you
of the beautiful scenery from a mountain
ridge on a clear May morning The val-

leys
¬

are beautiful wheat fields orchards
and farm house are plenty and the works
of war are few where we now are A
great body of smoke arises from the woods
below us which indicates a large body
of troops and we arc told Hookers Corps
moved in during the night Away at
Tunnel Hill the smoke of relcl camp
fires is seen

At daylight we were relieved and getting
down into town found our division moving
out to the front With others I went up to
the signal btaUon to bee the advance of
our division Gen Thomas went out and
had tilings directed according to his orders
Our lines were advanced three miles and
Mr Reb had to back out in true crawfish
style

The jcbs were very saucy at first and
thought we were only trying their lines
but soon found out we were too many for
thcmand fell steadily back firing at our
skirmishers Soon our troops reached a
little knoll and the Signal Officer sent
back some messatre The fellows it the
station where we were wagged their flags
uiiu uem uie news on i mo iciegrapli
office where it will be sent to Sherman 1
suppose

After the new lines were established
Gen Thomas and staff came back and
affairs assumed a standstill The ground
taken included three railroad bridges which
had been burned and no sooner were ourtroops in possession than a construction- train moved up and several hundred bridge
builders unloaded their tools and com
menced worK Uhe rebels will liegin to
think we mean business as we seem to bo
uuuuiiiK onuses aa mougii wo intended
xo use mem

In the afternoon our regiment took a
hero with our brigade in a clover

eld and are already at home The Fourth
Corps is on our left a half dozen bands
are playing and all goes merrily so far
Sherman and Joe Johnston are playing
a big game now and you can look for
something interesting before long

musing in the morning sunshine and until
our regiment receives orders to move I will
try and put down some of my thoughts foryour information It is a beautiful Sun-
day

morning and I cant help but think

church where can bo spent a peaceful hour
we are among scenes of war anil may be-
fore

While church bells are sounding in your

come down from Knoxville Tenn In the
evenincr orders came for our advance on this
place and we went to sleep that night not
knowing wnat events me morning wouia
bring forth We know wo had a large
army nnd Tunnel iiill could be llanued
yet some few regiments might have bloody
work We moved off in the morning
leaving waerons behind

Our regiment was the advance of the
brigade and the brigade the advance of
the division and our corps being the center
or tnc whole army wo had an interesting
position Gen Davis and Gen Palmer
were near us and wo had a good opportunity
to know what was going on from hearing
orders they would send off

A mile from camp our skirmishers began
popping at the rebel pickets and drove them
steadily liack As we ncared Tunnel
Hill the army was strung out in one long
lino of battle our corps reaching more
than two miles on our left the Fourth
Corps extended in like manner over hills
and ridges on their left the Twenty third
Corps reached beyond on our right was
Hookers Twentieth Corps to his right
the Fifteenth and part of the Sixteenth
and Seventeenth Corps

This is an immense army and the most
effective that ever moved west of the Alle-
gheny

Mountains it is thought there are
fully 100000 muskets carried and the
whole line about 13 miles long

A HARD MARCH

Our advance was necessarily slow hav ¬

ing to inarch in line through fields and
thick woods and when we came to a ridgo
would have to halt until the troops on the
flanlis had i asset around The weather
was hot and it was hard on the men hun-
dreds

threw away their knapsacks and
there were enough coats and blankets left
on the fences and bushes to fit out another
army

Many a poor boy overheated and dis-
couraged

¬

threw down his Kjiapsack that
contained his littlo all The drummer
boys would crowd around to see what it
contained One takes off his blanket and
annrouruites the one on tho knansaek as it
is better than his own another unbuckles
a new hatchet that is carried to cut lire
wood etc and cuts the straps and open
comes the knapsack Each one seizes for
something one gets a new gingham shirt
another a pair of socks another a hand-
kerchief

all sent by some good mother
to her boy

It is a pity the boy hadnt more courage
and ofJy thrown away a part It will be a
lonir time before he will get new clothing
and many a damp and cold night will have
to be endured before he will get a new
blanket Yet the march was so fatiguing
that many of the stoutest threw away all
they had

The houses along the road from Ring-
gold

¬

to this place are deserted and many
or them burned or torn down and their
sites are a picture of desolation and one
can not but pity the poor people and the
only consolation soldiers can give is that
it is the fortune of war

About 12 oclock we came in sight of
Tunnel Hill and found it covered with
rebels they threw shells at us briskly for
some time but no harm was done The
shells fell very near the 98th and gave us
the old uneasy feeling their presence in-
spires

¬

Indeed we all thought we would be
compelled to march straight up in the face
of their batteries but waited half an hour
and the enemy soon cleared out the Fourth
Corps having lapped around and was en-
dangering

¬

their safety
I had with me Col Pearces glass and

with it had a fine view of their movements
After the rebs left our division moved up
here and are now among their deserted
camps Just across in front of us is a
mountain in whicli there is a gap and
through this runs the railroad and a creek
this gap is called Buzzards Roost We
can see the rebels on tho ridge and watch
theinat their signal station they aro also
it the foot of the ridge and are said to tie
planting a batter ave now brought
ray story up to the present The relielh
have just sent a shell from their battery
over t e way and tho Fourth Corps are
s irmishing the slope of tho mountain
We note their progress by their shots and
those of the rebel sharpshooters

Monday morning May I take the
opportunity to record proceedings since
yesterday About noon Gen Mierman
and st came along to where we were and
stopjed to hold communication with the
different corps by signal It was an inter-
esting

¬

sight to see him there sending his
dispatches and I v ill never forget the ap-
pear

¬

mce of the man as he stood there with
care orn counte lance pufiing at a cigar
imoaticntly and intently watching in the
lirectio of Hookers Corps

In Sherman wo recognize one of tle
ablest Generals in the country and one

ho 1 e enemy regard as the most daring
and brainy they have to contend against
In a short time Sherman directed Palmer
to occupy a cluster of hills that lay near the
rap and after a few words moved off to a
ligh ill Palmer ordered Davis to take

one brigade and move so and so and he
vol 1 order a brigido from Johnsons

ivision to help
Our brig de was selected and wo were

soon on the move toward the hill indicated
whicli asoccirie by re el sharpshooters
It was a mile distant ai d by the time we
gut t it e ere greatly overheated Skir

isiers were now a a iccd and we gal
1 mty moved up the lias of the hill The
bullets were iiizzing wickedly but passed
too liig nr skirmishers bravely ad ¬

vance I a d llriig from a charge bayonet
osition of their guns The hill was cov-

ered

witli heavy timK r and we zig zagged
from tree to tree as fast as we could Our
skirmishers soon gave a cheer and told us
the relis were leaving and in five minutes
more wo wcro in their line of rille pits and
sank down about gone up One reb
jumcd out from behind a tree and running
toward us said For Gods sake dont
shoot He was a deserter and wanted to
lie taken to the rear and out of reliel hands
He stated that the force we drove out were
the 1st Miss S S

A SHARP nGIIT
Wclost three men wounded and one killed

I saw the poor fellow when he was shot
his regiment the 113th being next our
right The ball passed clear through him
Having gained the ridge we passed down
the top and to help take another ridge the
rebels occupied and were firing at us con-
stantly

¬

rendering it so dangerous we had
to drop down out of range

The next hill was carried nicelv Our
regiment skirmished up the front while
two others went to the left ours and another
passing to tho right The rebels stuck
to it to tho last and did not leavo until they
had to One of our batteries aided greatl v
and sent their shells crashing into the
cedars among them

Another hill and wo would accomplish
wliat was wanted It was a littlo round
sugar loaf at the right of the railroad track
and occupied by sharpshooters Our regi
ment aim anoincr were standi lor it and ad ¬

vanced pouring in a shower of bullets
The rebels lay on tho ground behind

rocks and fired wickedly We rushed for-
ward

¬

nnd gained the cover of the railroad
bank and then proceeded to dislodge them
It was soon too hot for thorn and they
lit out and I am now writing thus from astump from which they fired at us

We now held ahtrong position in front of
the fortified line of tho eiiemv they havethings admirably arranged for defense
and 2S men in such w ork as they ha e are a
match for a regiment of ours to attack
Gens Hooker Howard Sickles Stanley
and Davis stopped near our regiment aboutsunset and wo took position for tho night

Tuesday morning May 10 We are still
in the position wo held yesterday on a little
knoll by tho railroad in front of the gap
There was hard lighting all day yesterday
but wo were not ordered out of our place
as we could not advance until the mountain
on each side of the gap was taken by our
troops The one on our left is Rocky
Face and seems to baffle all attempts to
take it

The Fourth Corps and one brigade of our
division fought all day and got stalled
It was a greater contest than that of Look-
out

winch can not be surmounted All along
this ledge the rebels are as thick as black
birds and keep a continual volley of shoot
ing at our troops

We did gain the top about five miles
back and some of the boys came down
the ridge of tho mountain driving tho rebels
trom rock to rock The comb or the ridge
is narrow in places and rises in suirar--
loaf knolis The force on the ridgo got
within n milft rtf ilm rtninf nml rrrt KtnlLs I

It was found impossible to surmount the
obstacles that nature and the enemy had
placed there

The fighting on tho other mountain to
our right raged fearfully all tho after-
noon

We saw Gen Johnsons Division
start in fully 10000 strong iiusix linos
They entered tho woods amidst the chat-
tering

¬

of the enemys musketry Our
latteries opened out and sent shells crash-
ing into the woods wnero the enemy were
who in turn sent their shells at us from the
top of the mountain and no had the same
old gamo of Lookout played over again
By evening our troops were half way up
and the fighting ceased

It dont seem possible for our troops to
ever reach the top on account of the high
ledge of rocks at the summit Wo could
haye taken threo Mission Ridges while
our troops have been at work here Gen
Sherman and many other officers were near
our position a greater part of the day
Sherman was near us when ho received
Hallecks dispatch announcing Grants
victory in the Wilderness in Virginia
He sent a dispatch to Halleck announcing
that he was fighting for Rocky Face and
that Mclhersons Corps had just occupied
Snake Creek Gap away off to opr right

Many of us havo had narrow escapes
to day and one of the men of Co C was
mortally wounded Therobel batteries have
been shelling us savagely all the while and
ours replying One littlo Captain in a lat-
tery

near us attracted our attention He
was a gay and festive fellow dressed in
buckskin breeches Ho would send his
shells plump into the rebel fort every time
I learned he had lieon an officer in the Gor-
man

army had received a furlough for
threo years and caino out to learn our
style of warfare

Gens Sherman and Thomas arc now
out on the railroad before me and are giving
directions for positions of batteries Lfytlo
Johnny Clem is stepping around as largo
as life Ho carries a revolver and talks
about sharpshooting The- rebels havo
flooded the lottom by damming up a cul-
vert

in the railroad in the can in our front
and the only way of advance is along the
uiiii which is vepi uy naileries iroin a
fort in front

to tho spot and was there when the affair
was amicably adjusted The challenge
of Shields arose out of a quizzical news ¬

paper article which was writen by Miss
Mary Todd afterwards Mrs Lincoln
This gave such offense to Gen Shields
that he went to tho editor antl demanded
to know who the writer was Tho editor
ot the paxr was in a quandary and meet ¬

ing Lincoln on the street asked him what
ho had better do O said Lincoln just
toll Shields that it was me Tho editor
did so and Shields sent a challenge to Lin-
