An interesting feature of tlic siege of
Vicksburg was the work of the Pioneer
Corps They dug zig zag ditclies continu-
ally

toward the rebel works The men
employed in digging these trenches made
use of a Yankee invention to protect them-

selves

They would empty pork barrels
fasten three of them togctherendtoend and
then weave hundreds of cane poles
lengthwise of the barrels fastening them
together with wire and nails until they
hadarollfourfeet ormorein diameter which
no bullet could penetrate These rolls
served as excellent barricades against the
fire of the enemy and as the jueii worked
lri the zig zag trenches pushing towards
the reliel fortifications they icro kept a
few feet in their front and as the earth was
removed it was thrown on either side of
the barricade so that they were quite
well protected This device enabled them
to work night and day

About noon of Mav 25 the rebels raised
a white flag to arrange to bury their dead
that had fallen in the fight the previous
day outside of their lines Tins privi-
lege

was granted By dawn of May 26
we were at our posts ready for battle Hos-
tilities

bade each other good night

and retired to our posts At daylight
the same parties would open up hostilities

When change of men would occur the
new ones would lie less careful and the
exposures would be More frequent After
such changes we would Lo biipy at our
loopholes until they were taught the fact
that we meant business and they learned
that discretion was the better part of valor

Onm May 20 sad incident occurred
littles to our right A Chaplain of one of

the Indiana regiments thought he would
like to seethe engagements at front
Accordingly he made his way out through
the ditches to the boys and after he had
inspected the rifle pits and had jolly time
with the soldiers he expressed desire
to take peep at the relel works Know
ing that it would hazardous look over

-- the rifle pits one of the boys called to him
and removed his gun from hole and told
liim to view them from that place He did
so ami expressed himself as being pleased
at the kindness of th soldier and the good
view he had of works He had heareely
Epoken those words when ball from
rebel gun entered the port hole and struck
the Chaplain just above the eye killing
him instantly This made the boys feel
very sad as they carried remains of
their friend back to the rear

tup gunboats part
Our gunboats in ryer shelled the

city every night with their mortars The
shells were projected upward con
siderable bight and then dropped into the
city makingquite crash and doing great
damage when they exploded

Matters moved along monotonously
enough One day in June one of the
company and were detailed to watch
matters at certain ioint ami reiiort
In the evening Xothing showed itself
except mules inside enemys
works quite distance from us As
our orders were to shoot any living
thing that came in sight we decided to kill
those mules if possible Wo raised our
gun sights to 00 yards and tired We saw
by the dust where our bullets struck that
they fell short We continued to raise
our guns however and finally killed them
both which fact was duly reported when
we returned

Deserters continued to come lo us from
the ranks of the rebels and they told the
same old story that they were short in
rations

During period while on sick list vis-
ited the 20th Ohio which lay on our right
about two miles away l

the visits very much Just in front of the
point where tile 20th regiment was stationed
two large cannon played on Fort Hill
They were about 500 yards from tli- - fort
and ball was fired every 10 minutes from
each gun We sie the
ball from the time it left the cannon until
struck the fort It was grand sight
look at but not so pleasant for the enemv
While viewing the sights at the 20th Ohio
position 22 made careful ex-
amination of the zig zag which the
Pioneer Corps was digging towards Fort
Hill The intention was to undermine
and blow it up The Pioneer Corps Was
then in proximity to the fort and
would soon have tho work completed ready
to spring the mino under it

A JUMPING JOHNNY
In Fort Hill certain rebel was dailv

some spring board feats and
would exeroise himself bvjeaping Sev-

eral feet above the walls of tlla fort which
ere about 12 feet high Ho did tlii3 fre-

quently as if taunting our soldiers with
Saying Shoot mo if you can The

boys in blue shot at him great many
times but the distance being great none of
them hit him

Finally the boys concluded to see how
another method might work and they
began tiring volleys over the wmIIs of the
fort at different times hoping that he might
take his upward light just at the proper
time to secure bullet This was repeated
frequently without any effect The Johnny
kept up iiis exercise as usual and as the
bovs did not have anvthinir else to do tliev
amused themselves by tiring volley after
volley Iln euorls were nnaliy re-
warded as the rebel made leap when

shower of Yankee bullets was nnssimr
and ho was caught and fell like bird shot
on the wing There were no more spring-
board feats performed afterwards in that
fort

One of the members of Co C 20th Ohio
invented a machine like gun that would
shoot hand grenades the propelling power
being aspring He used it with good effect
upon the enemy He would creep or crawl
through the brush and broken ground
unseen by the rebels until he could get
good position where he would be secure and
yctcotiid use ins maciunc lien lie would
begin operations by throwing hand-grenad-

over into the enemys lines with such
accuracy that they were at loss to know
how to dislodge him They were not equal
to the problem however and the soldier
continued to harass day after day

On June 28 our forces moved little
nearer the enemys lines and the Ixiys be-
gan to boast freely that they were going to
eat Fourth of July dinner in the Citv of
Vicksburg and they would enumerate the
dishes they would call for at the City Hotel

DESTRUCTION OF FORT HILT
Duringthis period Fort Hill on our right

of which I have just been writing was
blown up by our forces A great many
rebels were killed by the explosion The
fort was torn to pieces Our men charged
immediately and were met by a heavy lire
from the enemy who had fallen back and
occupied their rifle pits 50 yards in tho
rear It proved to be a regular slaughler
jien for our men and they were compelled
to retreat as rapidly as jiossible

From June 2S to July inclusive the
situation remained about as usual with
little to vary the daily proceedings of the
two opposing armies Occasionally de-
sultory

firing occurred with few if any
fatalities On the morning of July the
rebels opened out very briskly and we re-
turned

the fire with vim giving them to
understand that we were as fresh as when
we began the siege Alxiut oclock a in
a big white flag was raised on the rebel
works Hostilities ceased immediately on
liotii sides In a short time Iemberton anil
staff came out and went to Grants Head-
quarters

they again repaired to iraiits Head-
quarters

That evening Grant notified the whole
army that Iemberton had about agreed to
surrender but wauled until 10 oclock of the
next day lodeeido definitely in regard to the
matter Every soldier rej iiced in his heart
over the thought that the siege was so
nearly ended which had already lasted 4fj
days

Orders were given for the distribution of
100 round i of ammunition to every soldier
and to have their guns in good condition for
the next day in case hostilities should lie
resumed

The morning of July 0eued clear and
bright with the army in good shape and
exultant spirits As tho hour of 10 oclock
approached we liegan to wonder as to the
issue of the day The jiassing of every
moment was noted as 10 oclock drew near

Our army again pressed on Some
skirmishing ensued At Clinton a village
10 miles wcAt of Jackson wo halted for the
night We resumed our march next morn
ing July S

An amusing scene came under my ob
servation At a largo farmhouse with tho
barn close by on the opposite side of tho
road from the house some of the artillery
lioys wero catching calves and sheep in the
barnyard and tying them on their wagons

then an old lady came out of the house
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eying bitterly and asked us to point out
the coinnreiiitlr of the forces We referred
her lo lien Osterhaus She called to him
and said his men were killing her poor
little calves in the barnyard llie lien- -
em ranlinl What fools those bovs are
Why dont they kill the fat ones and rode
away leaving her disconsolate at the loss of
her poor little calves

As we neared the City of Tack- - skir-
mishing

became quite livclyand the rebels
were driven steadily neiore our torees

Alxiut 4 n in that dav our forces were
formed in line of battle extending four
miles from right to left anil we moved for-
ward

driving the reikis into their works
licfore the city When in their works the
rebels had much tho advantage over us as
the land wis quite levej and our forces were
excised largely to their lire That night
our pioneers were put to work and by the
next morning wo were in good shape to
give the encniv battle

There were lively times for the next
several days I tell you On the 15th the
rebels were especially active and it was
soon discovered that a new move was con-
templated

It came in the form of a de-

termined

charge of the rcliels along the
line in front of where the writer was The
relels came impetuously and like tigers
hungry for their prev and with the old relic
yell that sometimes brought dismay We
gave them volley after volley Still they
came forward into our lines However
our reserve soon came up and the rebels
were compelled to retire leaving a great
many of their men on the field The result
of the days fight discouraged them and
that night Johnston evacuated the city
just in time to save his army from capture
at the hands of Grants forces as they were
crossing the Pearl Hirer above and below
the city at that time Before leaving the
rebels set fire to Jackson and we let it burn
itself out We entered the city on the 16th
of July

After the battle of Jackson Grant
marched his army back to Vicksburg
landing there July 25 18i and went into
camp oq the bottom between the river and
the city for a lengthy rest

Spring of 180 1 a flag of truce was sent out
from Chattanooga to Lafayette Ga with
the ISth I S as escort Since that time I

The Way the 1st Hlssaitery Found is f
Put Out ofJActlon

an article in the issueofDec 28 headed

A Rush on a Battery in which Comrade
T 1 Conner corrects tome mistakes made
by Corpl Mitchell llithi Ohio L A in
writing alxiut tm battlu of Champions
Hill May Itl 1st ami tho capture of the
ith Miss battery

I know that the 1st MHssi Tj A was taken
on that day Gen Grant had to moveon this
Sunday in ittestion as water was scarce
Tlie advance had gone about five miles
when they found PeinberHon and his armv
at Champions Hill ready to fight The
wagon masters corrallil itho trains by the
roadside and tho troops wero hurried
forwanl as fast as powible the Third
Division SeventeenthCdrp3 forming on
the extreme right 1

The 1st Miss liattery shelled us while
wo wero crossing an open field into a piece
of woods The id Ohio H A being in our
brigade got into jiositioii and jiolitely
asked the Johnnies to pay somo attention
lo them wliilo wo passed through that
woods

On Hearing the oieriiig wo wero halted
and ordered to unsling our knapsacks
which wo knew meant something more
than a rest Gen Logan our much-belove- d

division commander came walking
down our line carrying a long cane pole
He stopped and passed a few words with
Col Potts 32l Ohio Ho said ho would
like to havo that battery taken but was
afraid our line was too weak Col Potts
told him wo wero ready to try it

We wero then in line of battle immediate-
ly

¬

in front of the 1st Miss battery Tho

8th 111 was on the left the 12d Ohio in the
center and the 81st 111 on the right Tho
7th Mo was on train guard

Wo were ordeied to move forward After
we had left tho woods a short distance
we were coverod by tho hill on which the
rebel battery was in position A small
ravine wound along tho base of this
elevated piece of ground which was
nt some places difficult to cross so our line
was reformed after we got across and just
as we raised the hill they poured a chargo
of grape and canister into our ranks which
caused us to waver but as soon as the
smoke had risen high enough wo volleyed
them and there was only 0110 man left
standing

We rushed right up to the guns and some
of our boys began to haul them down the
hill towards our line while others churged
across an open field into woods aliout S00
yards in rear of where the reliel battery
stood Wo eaptured several prisoners

All who wero thero will remember that
the rebels charged the left of our line
Hoveys Division of the Seventeenth Corps

that being the only corps engaged in
this battle but before we could be spared
tho Union men began to cheer and we
were soon informed that the Johnnies had
marching orders for Vicksburg and lottss
Cavalry as wo wero commonly called
were ordered to follow which we did until
or 10 oclock that night IlKNRY C

TRYING TO GET HOME

The Tribulations of Two Privates in Seeking
the Rear After Muster Out

Editor National Triijuxe In
December 1861 my regiment tho 30th
Ohio re enlisted for another three years
In fact the records show that it veteranized
to a groater extent than any other regi-
ment

¬

from Ohio On account of broken
health and other causes I declined to re
enlist

Tho regiment then as veterans returned
to their homes to enjoy a 30 days fur-
lough

¬

leaving detachments of non veterans
to hold the fort until their return At
the expiration of their furlough they joined
us in February 1804 and we began to
make preparations for the Atlanta cam-
paign

¬

My term of service expired Sept 2 1814
the day Atlanta capitulated and a few
days alter tho army fell back to East Point
for rest and reorganization

By this time I was about tuckered out
and began to think seriously of homo and
how to get there I found one other comrade
in the regiment who was situated like
myself viz La Fetra of Co II now of
Washington City

We agreed to journey together and after
a great deal of trouble and vexatious de-
lays

¬

succeeded in securing our discharge
papers and on the evening of Sept i after
bidding a last farewell to the men and ofii
ers with whom we had been so long asso¬

ciated we shouldered our knapsacks and
started down the railroad for Atlanta
some frix miles distant It was a beauti-
ful

¬

evening the moon at its full and all
surroundings pleasant

In due time we arrived in the city but to
Hir surprso were immediately arrested and
narched to the guard house Our vehe ¬

ment protesfswere of no avail TheSer
geant of the Guard examined our dis-

charge

papers and after questioning us to
bis satisfaction ordered our release We
thanked him and resumed our wav in the
lircction of the railroad depot But the
fates wero against us for wo had pro ¬

ceeded but a few squares when we were
halted again and notwithstanding pro ¬

Our next venture was more successful
and we reached the dejiot unmolested
Hero wo found a train of box cars with lo
comotivc attached waiting for orders togo
The train was conveying home a Ken-

fusing to admit us Wo appealed to the
Colonel but he too refused Here was
an unlooked for dilemma so we held a
council of war and watching till the

train was about to move clambered up
ami took our seats on top AVc rode thus
all night and about noon the next day
arrived at Chattanooga hungry and sleepy
We repaired to tho Soldiers Home and
secured some food and a bunk for tho night

The next day we intended to renew our
tourney but Gen Joe Wheeler with his
critter companies had torn up the rail-

road

north for some distance and travel in
that direction had been interrupted forsome
days However by evening word was given
that travel had been resumed and the first
train in tho direction of Nashville would
leave about sundown

We accordingly gathered up our belong ¬

ings anil repaired to the dcfiot Here
sure enough was the train having the
members of an Ohio liattery on board also
bound forborne but to our dismay the train
was surrounded by a guard who were

We immediately repaired to the Soldiers
Home but to our dismay wero refused
admission or even anything to eat Fortu-

spread my blanket on the stone floor of the
portico of a largo Catholic church and
was soon sound asleep However during
the latter part of the day La Fetra had met
an officer of tho 30th Ohio which regiment
was then on its return home for muster
out and had been informed by that officer
that if we would be at tho depot by sunrise
he would give us transportation in company
with his own men

Therefore it was with alacrity that we
made our way tho following morning to the
depot Here wo found a train of passenger
cars already occupied by tho men of the
30th and every door guarded against
intruders In vain did we make inquiries
and search for our friend the olliccr our
earnest appeals for admission were met with
emphatic refusal Twicedid we essay to
enter and as often met with a rebuff with
a tiayonet accompaniment The guards
were inexorable

We wero not to be so easily bluffed Wc
walked up and down the platform 111 hope
something would turn up to lead to suc-
cess

and it did One of the guards be-

came

hotly engaged in a war of words with
a persistent fellow who had sought to gain
admittance from the other side and while
the controversy waxed warm wo quietly
tepped on the platform and entered the

Wo arrived in Louisville without further
mishap and found lodgings nt the Sol ¬

diers Home and it was well for me that the
Home was near the depot for I was so weak
and sick that I actually staggered ns I
walked

Remaining over night at the Home we
next day took passage on a steamer for
Cincinnati being careful to keep out of
sight of the clerk of the boat which being
crowded with passengers both cabin and
steerago wo managed very well When
night came I spread my blanket on the
upper deck near the smokestack in order
to secure wnrmth and was soon sound
asleep When I awoke shortly after
suniise I found the lxat ut the landing at
Cincinnati and for the last time packed
my knapsack and stopped ashore with feel-
ings

I can not describe We had great
difficulty in settling with the Paymaster
but after proving our identity wero paid in
full 10 months pay and bounty

My homo coming was a great disappoint-
ment
