On the left the road before reaching the
Cametery wa3 a farmhouse which
was picked out for Headquarters Some
of tho staff Adjt Gcn Williams Capt
Payne and others stopped at tho now
Headquarters and Meada and Bulterfield
with the remainder rodo into the town
where saw some of tho wounded mostly
men the old Iron Brigade We returned
to farmhouse and on passing by Ceme ¬

tery gate noticed Battery B 4th U S Art
Stewart looked as though he was still
ring full dust black with powder and
Mitchell no tetter

Wegot to Headquarters just a little way
from Cemetery gate and wero ordered to
keep readiness to mount at a moments
notice Nothing happened during thenight however the morning Meade
rode along tho front On his return War
Tcn rode up to him and said excitedly
pointing to Little Hound

PICKET INCIDENTS

Waiting for the Black Horse Cavalry A

Dangerous Nap on Poot

Editoh NATIONAL TRIBUNE Sketches
of boy sentinels havo reminded mo of ia
bit of picket duty I performed during the
early part of the war The regiment to
which I belonged the 2 lth N Y- - left our
camp on Meridian Hill Washington on
the morning of July 22 1861 and crossed
tho Long Bridgo into Virginia All the
way out we met stragglers of McDowells
army returning from tho battle of Bull
Run

Wo passed over Arlington Hights in the
drenching rain and after going up hill and
down forafow miles crossed the Loudoun
Hamp3hiro Hailroad at Arlington Mill3
and about a mile farther emerged from tho
timberandstopped at Baileys Crossroads
where Cos E and K took possession of a
blacksmiths shop and proceeded to cook
coffed and fry meat

After supper I fixed myself as comfort-
ably

¬

as I could on a couple of wagon w heels
in one corner of tho shop and was
flattering myself on having a good nights
sleep when tho Orderly sang out eight or 10
names for picket mine among them

ilci t Wliat s t hat asked ono of tho
boys AVc had not advanced that far in
military life then

Youll find out mighty quick replied
the Orderly Ho hustled us out of tho shop
into the rain

AVcll we marched out a hundred of us
more or less about a mile or so when wo
camo to a small frame schoolhouse where
tho reserve was established We found a
lire in the old fashioned box stove which
had leeii made by some of tho retreating
soldiers

After counting us oft into three reliefs and
tho first relief being posted tho rest of us
made ourselves as comfortable as wecould
considering the wet condition of our cloth
ing

finally at ll oclocn i was taken to a
beech tree under which stood Joe Chiler of
my company

What aro your orders I asked
To stand under this tree keep a sharp

vatch in that direction pointing towards
rainax uouri Mouse anu snoot without
halting any ono who comes from there

So there I stood with my head through
the hole in my poncho and my Enfield at
secure under my arm tho rain pelting

down on me and my eves in tho direction
from which wo were looking for tho famous
Black Horse Cavalry to swoop down on
us accounts of which formidable body of
trooiiers had been dinged into our cars
by bedraggled men wo had met on tho way
out

I felt that our iitt handful of men in and
around the schoolhouse was tlio only de¬

fense between the victorious rebels and tho
Capital of our country I learned after-
wards

¬

that all the roads leading out into
that country were picketed in like manner
but not being in the confidence of the War
Office 1 had no means of knowing that then

1 remained under the beech tre for two
long hours mv teeth chattering with cold
and I will admit it fear Could I havo
been allowed to walk around it would not
have been so bad but io I must not move

Finally I was relieved and nover was a
schoolhouse more welcome I went on the
samo post again at 5 oclock tho next morn-
ing

¬

The rain had ceased and daylight
was over the faco of tho earth

Nothing had occurred during tho night
to cause alarm and at 7 oclock we wero
withdrawn from tho placo and returned to
tlio regiment dust before we started a
few horsemen camo into sight on a riso of
ground but soon moved Lack

The regiment retired to Arlington Mills
where wo intrenched just back of tho rail-
road

¬

remaining there for 21 days perform-
ing

¬

picket duty to our right and left It was
two days off and ono day on during that
three weeks and I dont know that I ever
enjoyed myself any better in my 51 months
of soldiering than at that time

I must relate another picket incident that
occurred on the nigiit of July 24 just two
days after tho former experience

Sergt Pat Flemming of our company
took a squad of us back on fho road towards
Washington perhaps one fourth of a mile
then turned off into the country towards
Alexandria Ho said wo were to fiuardagainst tho possibility of spies entering our
lines He established a reserve and posted
a part of the boys then said

Chan you can como with mo
Wo stumbled through the oak woods

until finally we reached a field of 10 or 15
acres near the center of which was a knoll
not very high but rising gradually from all
sides When wo wero near tho highest
point he said

Now Chan you Iio down here just back
of Oils knoll and keep your eye reeled
ncros3 this field

Cant I walk around a little to keep from
going to sleep

No not by any means Justliestill and
keep watch and Ill try to bring a relief
about 2 o clock still I may not be able to
spare any one

Ho left me Tlio night was just warmenough for comfort 1 lay there peering
over the slight riso of ground Ever and
anon my eyes would close to bo wrenched
open again Now and then a muskoto
would whisper the countersign in my car
and pas3 on Then somo other insect
would chirrup a soothing melody that
would send me nearly to tlio land of dreams

How long this lasted I cannot say and I
cannot tell how it happened but after ono
of these desperate efforts to keep awake I
realized that I liad beon asleep sure enough
for as I opened my eyes daylight was creep-
ing

¬

up from tho east
I was wido awake now sure To say

that I wis scared is putting it mildly Had
Pat been thero during tho night and found
me asleep Would I bo court martialed
and shot

After lying thero for a half hour or so I
saw Pat approaching from the rear and as
lie came up I scanned his faco for a sign
WellChanhowdid you make it last night

lie asked cheerily I tried my level best
to sparo a man to relieve you about 2 oclock
but could not do so

I never heard such gratifying remarks
in my life

Flemming poor boy was killed at the
affair at the Weldon Hailroad Neither ho
noranyono else except myself before now
Knew that I took that dangerous nan on

looking weary sad feoblo and faint My
disappointment was excessive so great
indeed as to be almost overwhelming
no did not look to me to bo tho man for tho
hour The next day I was with him and
others in tho Governors room in tho Citv
Hall when tlio Mayor of tho city made to
iii jjiiiciuu an uiijuiui uuurcss ui ims

speech I will say nothing but tho reply by
Mr Linclon was so modest firm patriotic
and pertinent that my fears of tho day
before began to subside and I saw in this
now man a promise of great tilings to come
It was not boldness nor dash nor hitrh- -
squnding pledges nor did he in office
wiui mo migniy armies oi a rousou xvauon
at his command ever assumo to be more
than ho promised in that Iittlo upper cham ¬

ber in New York on his journey to the seat
of Government to tako the helm of the
ship of state then tossing in tho storm

PERILS OF THE JOURNEY
Before the end of tho iournnv wm reneli- -

od strong fears prevailed in tho minds of
Jir imcoins menus mat an attempt would
be made to assassinate him before ho should
reach Washington Every precaution was
taken to thwart such endeavor although
Mr Lincoln himself was disturbed by no
thought of danger He had done ho con-
templated

¬

doing no wrong no injustice to
any citizen of tho United States whv then
should thero be a desiri tpstrike him down
Thus lie reasoned and ho was free from
any dread of peria peril But the
officials of the railroads fiver which he was
to pass and his frienda fn Washington
felt that there was cause for apprehension
It was believed by themhat a plot existed
for making away with Mr Lincoln whilo
passing through Baltimore a city in the
heart of a slave Stat-- and rife with the
spirit of rebellion iiDetoctives had been
employed to discovcrthe facts in the matter
and their reports strved to confirm the
most alarming conjoctui es A messenger
was dispatched from Washington to inter-
cept

the Presidential party and warn Mr
Lincoln of tho impending danger Dr
Holland states thatKhedetectiv and Mr
Lincoln reached Philadelphia nearly at
the samo time and there tho former sub-
mitted

to a few of tjib Presidents friends
the information lie had secured- - An inter-
view

lietwcen Mr Lincohrand tho detective
waq immediately arranged which took
place in the apartments of the former at
the Continental Hotel Mr Lincoln hav
