BATTLING WITH BRAGG

The Story of the Work Done by the Second
Brigade Third Division Fourteenth Corps
Editoh National Tritiuxe When

my mind goes back ISO years I think of two
terrible days spent on the Chickamauga
battlefield Whilo thero has been much
said on the subjectI do not think the half
has been told 1 will givo a short sketch ol
tho part taken by my regiment tho 74th
Ind Second Brigade Third Division
Fourteenth Corps

On July 4 180i we had iust completed
tho Tullahoma Campaign without a de
cisivo battle and gone into camp at Win-
chester

¬

Tenn when wo heard of the sur
render oi vicKSDurg aim tne ueicai oi iao
at Gettysburg We thought ouo more
battle would end tho war so wo were quite
anxious to liavo the honor of striking tho
blow On Aug 10 wo broke camp and
started for Chattanooga where wo ex-
pected

¬

to knock out the rebel army in tho
first round

On Aug 10 wo bivouacked on Cumber-
land

¬

Mountain On Aug 22 we went in
camp in Sweden Cove on the bank of the
Tennessee River where Buclls army had
lieen in camp tho year previous Here wo
could see tho enemy on tho opposite sido
of the river

On Sept 1 wo received orders to cross
There being no bridge or boats and a deep
navigable river 80 rods to the opposite
bank we thought another case of Moses
and the Red Sea We never faltered at a
command and going to tho woods getting
dry chunks tocmako rafts sufficient to
carry our clothing guns and cartridge
lioxcs placing all m tno river then getting
in the water belling them we swam and
pushed them beforo us to tho opposite
bank It wasn laughable sight to see
Brannans Division of 5000 crossing the
river in this noyel way The artillerymen
built jv large raft by fashing logs together
to take their gunsbver and swam their
horses In th evening Brannans Divis-
ion

¬

was all in camp on tho opposite side
On Sept 4 wo crossed Raccoon Mount-

ain
¬

Sepk 11 crossed Lookout Mountain
and went into camp in McLemores Cove
Sept 18 received orders to march late in
the oveiiinir and marched all night in the
direction of Chattanooga At daylight
we had marched 18 miles stopping at
Crawfish Snrincs to make coffee beforo
our coffee was made we were ordered to fall
in

On Sept 10 marched four miles and
halted at tho nodgrass farm Thero
our brigade was ordered east of tho Chat-
tanooga

road to capture somo reliel troops
that had crossed the Chickamauga Creek

Forming in line of battlo and going
half a mile we came to some cavalry pickets
who proved toliclonfi to Forrests command
Wo followed our skirmishers closely until
wo saw the enemy forming lino to com-
mence

¬

the fray Wo had selected a good
position to receive them Wo did not have
to wait long lieforo we heard a yell that I
never heard the like of lieforo or since and
to make the scene more hideous tho rebels
had something like a dozen bloodhounds
to lead the charge

They were received by the 4th Ky 10th
Ind and 74th Ind Wo waited with a
steady aim until they were within 20 paces
of our lines then let them have a volley
that caused a sudden halt

A large vicious horse camo plunging
headlong up to our lines which was caught
by John J Frecland and the writer Its
rider a rebel officer lay a dozen paces
away Whilo we wero wondering what
would bo noxt a largo body of infantry
came out of tho brush on our right and
rear making things pretty warm for us
running us back 200 paces Then in
turn we ran them back 40 rods but were
forced to our former position

Now we began to realize tho size of the
job we had on our hands We had fired
all of ourGO rounds of ammunition and lost
quite heavily We wero ordered to pilo
our knapsacks and draw 00 rounds more
of ammunition

At this time all of Brannans Division
had arrived on the field and was in line
ready to start We joined them in a
determined effort to drive tho enomy from
the Held After advancing 40 rods wo
camo to them well iiostcd in two lines wait-
ing

¬

to receive us We forced tho light at
close quartern They gave ground at
first but linally we took our places t0 paces
nnart and remained there until ourammuni- -
tion was all expended and to our great
relief wo could seo the enemy falling back

Just at this opportune moment l ohnson s
Division of Mcuooks Corps camo to our
relief striking the enemy in flank and
driving them from tho field This gave
us a clianco to caro for tho wounded
and to reorganize as wo wero badly used
up losing 11 1 men killed and wounded
out of 400 of tho 74th Ind

The battlo was fairly open now at 2 p m
both sides having about all their forces on
the field and sending them in by brigade
and division The artillery had come up
and taken position ready for action

Here we leared from prisoners that Long
streets Corps from the Eastern army had
joined Bragg and Johnstons and For-
rests

¬

commands from Mississippi wereon
tho field We wero convinced that we
wero greatly outnumbered but did not
feel tho least shaky- -

At 4 p m our brigade was placed in the
reserve line and th battlo fairly raging in
great fury at times our men lieing driven
back to tho Chattanooga road where wo
had determined ndt to givo up hero wo
would have a reorganized force ready
that would send the enemy back to tho
Chickamauga Creek about a mile and in
turn the rebels would forcoourmen back In
this way tho brittle raged till dark when
the fighting slackened and wo thought the
battle over Biit t lie enemy concentrated a
largo force on our right with tho view of
gaining somo jTad Vantage for the hard
days work After one hour of desperale
Htrue irlo ihev ulWdriven back and settled
for tho night Without having gained one
advantage or a toot oi grouna we noiu
them east of the Chattanooga road which
runs north and south

At dark we were inarched to tho west of
tho Snodgrass house in a largo stubble
field where the weeds wero ui tall as we
wero to camp for the night

On Sept 20 3 a in received orders to
move to the front as soon as we had made
coffee but could not get any water to make
it with as all the water was on the rebels
side In conversation with a Johnny a
short timo after the liattle he said If
vouns had mentioned the matter wouns
would u lieen glad to swopped water fur
coffee The night being cold and chilly
and we having lost our knapsacks we did
not laro uny too well

At dnvlio iit vn started for the front co--
ing east The fog being quito dense wo
did not seo tho enemy until we came close
to them Forming our Hues 15 roiU ei3t
of the Chattanooga road we built a light
breastwork three feet high and one half

mile long out of old logs and chunks that
wo gathered in the woods This work wa3
on tlio leftin front of tho Fourteenth Corps

At aliout S a in tho enemy commenced
tho attack on the leff by cltarging on the
breastworks with great fury and working
to the right repeating these charges and
coming within 30 paces of our works several
times during the forenoon When they
were satisfied thoy could not carry thum
they ilnnked the works on tho north com ¬

ing south on the Chattanooga road when
our men took tho reverse sido of their works
and poured volley after volley into their
ranks Tho rebels were driven back to
their side of tho road

But this did not settle them as thoy
sent a larger force which came half way
up behind tho works before they were
driven back This settled matters on the
left as they went back out of range

At 2 p m the enemy concentrated the
most of their force on the right under Long
street where he found a gnp of 40 rods
left open by some misunderstanding at
tho south end of the breastworks They
passed in with nil of their force with but
little opposition driving Sheridans Di
vision aim Maviss invision wiut wen
Kosecrnns from the field The 10th Ind
nnd74tiiIudholdiiTg the south end of the
breastworks witnessed tho rebel force
passing to our rear and could read the
handwriting on the wall very plainly
The enemy formed in close column in a

largo stubblefield just south of the Snqd
grass house Hero at this turn of affairs
our forces were taken from the breastworks
to bend them off Where wo had lieen
facinir east wo now faced south The
10th Ind and 74th Ind was tho first to
check this force when they tried to go
north along the Chattanooga road iseing

laced in a good position just east of the
nodgrass houso behind a log stable and

in the edge of tho woods with tho enemy in
close column 200 paces in front of us in an
open field wo had a good chance to get
even with them on all or our nacK accounts
Tho poorest marksman hardly missed a

ofshot as it was liko shooting into a Hock
macKUirds wo estimated tne enemy in
front of us at this timo at 8000 under
Lonirstroot

Wiien the enemy did not succeed in driv-
ing

¬

us back thev started for the Snodgrass
Hill 40 rods furt her west Here Brannans
Division met them and held them in check
when Stooilmnii camo un with two brigades
of the Reserve Corps Brannan and Steod- -
man met Longstreets force in this large
field with tall weeds

There the fighting was the most desperate
I ever witnessed our men holding the
enemy in check till sundown when the
reliels had been driven from every point

During this hard lighting west of the
Snodgrass house the 10th Ind and 74th
Ind beingout of ammunition were taken to
the north end of tho breastworks to watch
this part of the line Whilo on our way
we gathered a supply of ammunition by
taking it from dead and wounded

After arriving at this point Gen Thomas
rode up to our position and sitting on his
horse watched the lighting until the enemy
ceased firing and our forces withdrew
and fell back to Rossville which was four
miles When all had left the field Gen
Thomas rodo off and did not leave any
orders for our two regiments It looked as
though he thought we commenced the fight
and we might close it ii inyior oi ine
10th Ind and Col Baker of the 74th Ind
hadashort council in which they decided
to fall back to Rossville

This closed one of the hardest contested
battles of the war There has been a wide
difference of opinion as to our defeat but
will say the enemy reminded mo of the
game cock that had both eyes picked out
but still insisted on standing in the ring
while we went away with both eyes open
and in two montlis crowed from the top of
Lookout Mountain D MYEItS Ser

RACING WITH JACKSON

An 82 d Ohio Boys Story of Some Doings in
the valley

EDITOR NATIONAL TRIBUNE It is
just aliout 38 years ago that we got orders
to embark on board the cars to go to a land
we knew not of a place where rebels and
fighting was plenty We disembarked
at New Creek a small station on the B O
It It thence went up New Creek Valley
to Moorcfield quito a largo place on the
south branch of tho Potomac River astream
at that point about 80 rods wide of swift- -
tlowmg water

The first night out from New Creek we
camped on tiie farm of a Mr Williams
He had some of the most inquisitive turkeys
I ever saw many of them leaving their
roosts to explore our camp in tne night
and even hiding under blanKets and boards
when hunted for in the morning I dont
think any of them were found The Col-
onel

¬

was very much distressed He didnt
suppose he had a thief in tils regiment

In duo timo wo arrived opposite Moore
Mold where with company drill and picket
guard and camp guard we put in the time
to the 1st of May when we started upstream
to hunt some large game which we found
on May 8 at McDowell Hero wo saw
our first wild Johnny and smelt our first
nowder There was not a largo force on
cither side and the rebels didnt put up
much of a tight I think the 82d lost only
one man Lieut Debolt of Co D

After popping at each other for a while
both parties withdrew and that night
found us increasing tho distance iietwecu
the two armies The next day wo fell
back to Franklin where we met Fremont
with Ins division and some supplies which
wero very welcome We captured a tan- -
yard and two bearskin which tho team
stera appropriated for housings

In a few days wo retraced our march to
Mooretield where we lorded the river just
at nightfall went back through the town
a lew muesaiid camied men lor a lew
days we struck a gait that was lively
Banks wanted us to heln him in the Shen
andoah Valley as Jackson was making
it pretty hot for him over there If we
had only started one day earlier Jackson
would have lieen in a fine pickle as it was
ho just slipped by Strasburg as wo were
coming down the hill on a double quick
into the Valley to head him off

We had a race up the Valley Every
time we would get too hot on the trail he
would stop and show light and then away
he would go again Wo had him coobed at
Front Royal but tho fellows on the other
side untied tho Dag and let him out nut
not lieforo we had a lively little tussle with
him at Cross Keys on June 8 The John ¬

nies charged on a battery of little brass
howitzers which wcro liehiud a rail fence
supported by infantry and when they got
closo to tho fence tho gunners let go all at
once and blew tho fence brush and every ¬

thing on top of them and tho infantry
arose as one man and delivered a charge
that settled their hash for that day That
night it rained Talk nlxmt rain in the
Dismal Swamp I never found a place in
tlio South where it couldnt rain and we
Intel it for a week lxiforo and nearly a week
after that event

After Jackson got his men across the
river and destroyed the bridge wo marched
back down tho Valley to Mount Jackson
where wo found a mill with about t000
bushels of wheat in it that came to hand
just in time wo had been on short feed
over a mouth The boys would roll a
barrel of Hour out into a company knock
the headout and every one help himself
Some would pour in a little water and stir
it to a goodstiff dough then takeitout and
throw it in the fire and when a crust formed
on it devour the crust and toss it back
Our beef wo would treat the samo way
It was nothing uncommon to seo a man
gnawing a bone with the blood running
down lioth corners of his mouth

We marched back down to Middletown
and camped on the same ground where the
battlo of Cedar Creek was fought a little
over two years later We could hear tho
reverberations of distant cannonading sup ¬

posed to lie McClellan near Richmond
Just after tho 4th of July we started

out again up through Front Royal and
Lurav across tho Blue Ridge to Sperry
villo and Woodville Thero they gave
us some of the poorest coffee and wormiest
meat and crackers wo got while in the
service Our Captain was a good doctor
and he made a big kick on his men lmvjng
to eat such stuff and it was returned and
we got something lietter

Here wasa grand place todrill and wo had
company battnlion and brigade drill and
sham battlcsto our hearts discontent until
Aug 0 when we were ordered over to help
