- and our course through the country can
still be tracod thus

The roads are fine and had only lately
been worked over and v are much obliged
to the folks for putting them in good shape
for us Wo camp at night on a splendid
plantation in a liiirdred acro field of soft
grass having inado a ltj mile march

The scenes at night arc beautiful thou-
sands

¬

of pitch pine campfires burn like tar
barrels and our whole division is camped
together and the dark forms of soldiers
swarm about cooking and eating supper
Every one is lively and times are gay --The
largest and finest sweet potatoes arc to be
had at the mansion house by the wagon
load and all are supplied Thero aro also
at the house 15 barrelsof molasses and the
boys have bucketsful They bake their
corncakes with soda m them and wuii
fresh pork or chicken faro bountifully
To add to this there is a crib of a hundred
bushels of peanuts on the place

A group will hold an auction and cry
off a lot of plunder they have acquired
and will dispose of books handkerchiefs
towels and other articles It is all done
for fun and merriment and seldom doe3
any money pass I saw one squad with a
fine figured silk dress and after examining
it it was torn into squares and made hand-
kerchiefs

for them Such is tho way
Shermans army is doing it looks bad but
it cannot be helped If tho people dont
like it says one fellow they hadnt ought
to letis come dbwn here

Monday Xoy 2S AVo pulled out at
G oclbkroads were fine and we continued
io pass large plantations seven belong to
onemanwearetold He lives in Savannah
and dwns 900 negroes He has thousands
of bushels of-- corn hundreds of bales of
cotton and fatted hogs by tho drove All
his able bodied negroes and mules have
beenjrun oil and hidden in the swamps
Everything was burned Marched eight
Bilps and camjxxl in flic pines AVe had
chickcn flapjacks- - molasses and sweet
gsstatoes for supper Wheelers- cavalry
yore ahead and barred a bridge which de
jsiyed us till dark when wo marched to
pouisville anil off to a creek where we went
C3to our present camp

Die town is a Countyseat with Court
Bouse churches etc not much of a place
compared with Countyseats in Ohio

Tuesday Nov 29 We were delighted
to find we were to rest hero all day waiting
on portions of the amy on other roads
At X oclock our rcgim nt was ordered out
on picket We gathered our traps and
moved half a mile from camp to a beautiful
level grove with soft grass It is here 1
am writing I mi in command of Co C
as Capt Carson is detailed on a forage
party There are two men from each
company detailed for foraging and it is
tho way we get our living

Wo started from Atlanta with five days
rations of hardtack and have three left
So you see we aro boarding fromJeff Davis
commissary and like it much better than
our own AVo have cut a wide swatli
through the country we have passed over
and the people will have to subsist from
their more distant neighbors Tho army
has accumulated an immense number of
fine horsi s and mules Our wagon started
out with a poor collection of half starved
animals it is now drawn by sis fine mules
and the majority of wagons are likewise

Our regiment has 40 men mounted and
other regiments have more and it is not an
uncommon sight to see a fellow driving
along in a light buggy like they have at
country fairs

Most all t lie big finds aro in the swamps
The people hide provisions valuables
horses and mules in swamps but our
foragers are generally good at skirmishing
in such places and sweep the country clean
They get hold of the negroes and coax them
to tell where their Mah stahs have hidden
their things and with a little threatening
they generally show where things are

Yesterday at Louisville some of the
boys were rummaging through a garden
and came across many valuables Ono
fellow pulled up a cabbage slock from loose
earth and found a sack buried It con-
tained

¬

money and jewelry in the scramble
that followed he oidy secured a small
morocco traveling bag which however
contained gold and silver coins One
fellow got a boxthatcontained the jewelry
and was selling gold rings and gold pins
all morning

On entering a town a great rush is gen-
erally

¬

made for tobacco which is always
in good demand among tho boys Loose
fellows who are mounted and dont have to
march in the ranks have the advantage

The battery boys are great at foraging
They are well mounted and ride the country
over It is an interesting sight to see the
trooraas thoy march along the road Every
regiment has its drove of pack mules
loaded with blankets lud quilLs and pro ¬

visions Some carry fancy baskets in-
stead

In tho Senate on Tuesday April 17 Mr
Hoar occupied the attention of the Senate
with a speech in opposition to tho policy
of imperialism upon which ho main ¬

tained this Government has embarked
One of the parts of the address was a eulogy
of Aguinaldo Mr Hoar did not liken
the insurgent leader to Washinirtoii as lias
lieen dono heretofore but to Kossuth Oom
iaul Jouoert ami Mat nan Hale in
statecraft ho likened Aguinaldo and his
associates in tho leadership of the Filipinos
to tho lest minds ever produced in the
Asiatic race a race which handed down to
us the bcriptures of the Old and New
Testaments iho poetry of David the elo ¬

quence of Isaiah the wisdom of Solomon
and tlie profound philosophy of Paul

We aro told said Mr Hoar toward the
close that if we oppose the policy of our
imperialistic and expanding friends wo aro
bound to suggest some policy of our own
as a substitute for theirs Ave are asked
what we would do in this difficult emer-
gency

¬

It is a question not difficult to
answer I for one am ready to answer it
Next he said

I would declare now that we will not
take these islands to govern them against
their will I would reject a cession of
sovereignty which implies that sovereignty
may be bought and sold and delivered
without tho consent of the people Spain
had no rightful sovereignty over the Philip-
pine

Islands Sh j could not rightfully
sell it to us AAe can not rightfully buy it
from her

I would require all foreign Governments
to keep out of these islands I would offer
to the people of tho Philippines our help in
maintainingorder until they have a reason-
able

opportunity to establish a Government
of their own I would aid them by advice
if they desire it to set up a free and inde-
pendent

¬

Government 1 would invito all
tiie great povwrs of Europe to unite in an
agreement that that independence shall not
be interfered with by us by themselves or
by any ono of them with tlie consent of the
OtllTS

I would declare that the United States
will enforce the same doctrine as applicable
to tho Philippines that wo declared as to
Mexico and Haiti and the South American
Jepublics It is true that the Monroe

Doctrine adoctrinc based largely on our
resrard for our own interests is not appli
cable citner in terms or in principle to a
distant Asiatic territory iJut undoubt
edly having driven out Spam wo aro
bound and have the right to secure to the
people we have liberated an opportunity
undisturbed and in peace to establish a
new Government for themselves

I would then in a not distant future
leave them to work out their own salvation
as every nation on earth from the begin ¬

ning of time has wrought out its own
salvation Let them work out their own
salvation as our own ancestors slowly
and in long centuries wrought out theirs
as Germany as Switzerland as France
in briefer periol3 wrought out theirs as
Mexico and the South American Republics
have accomplished theirs all of them
within a century some of them within tho
lifo of a generation To attempt to confer
tho jrift of freedom from without or to im
pose freedom from without on any people
is to disregard all tne lessons ot nistory

I would strike out of your legislation the
oath of allegiance to us and substitute an
oatli of allegiance to their own country

In tlie House the second days debate on
the Xaval appropriation bill was confined to
the questions of armor plate and tho build-

After extended meetings an unanimous
agreement was reached by tlie Senate and

Tho prohibition of saloons in Hawaii as
provided by tlie House bill is retained in a
modified form in effect leaving the matter
to local option Tlie appointment of Cir-
cuit

Judges which was the subject of rather
earnest difference was finally decided
by leaving the appointments to tlie Presi-
dent

¬

Tho bill establishes a complete form of
G overnment for the Islands with a Governor
and other executivo officers a Legislature
of two brandies and a judicial branch
consisting of a Supreme Court Circuit
Courts and Inferior Courts The bill pro-
vides

¬

that Hawaii shall hi represented in
Congress by a Delegate who shall have a
seat in the House of Representatives with
a right of debate but nota vote the Delegate
is to be chosen at an election of tho iieoplc
There is no tariff provision of the bill as
tho tariff laws of the United States arc
extended over the island The Chinese on
tho island are given one year to obtain
certiiicates of residence

In the Senate on Wednesday routine
matters occupied the day Tho Alaskan
civil code was discussed

In the House some progress was made
with the Xaval bill tlie debate under the
five minute rule drifting into politics Some
of the Democrats began worrying Mr
Hawlev of Texas bv pointedly askimr
if tlie President had not changed his mind
op the Porto Jtican tariff question and
Gen Grosvonor finally threw himself into
tho breach Mr Williams made an in-

terruption

that drew a sharp rejoinder from
the Ohioan alwut the unfair advantage
taken by the Mississippian This aroused

Two Republicans Senators Carter and

Roberts Scares British Officers Devel ¬

opments of the Conflict

Tho sensation of last week in the South
African situation was tho censure of Buller
Warren and Thorncycroft by Lord Rob-
erts

¬

for their actions regarding the
battle of Spion Kop Tho AVar Office
published a dispatch from Lord Roberts
dated Feb 1 submitting Gen Bullcrs
dispatches describing the Spion Kop and
other operations from Jan 17 to Jan 2 1

After sketching Gen Bullcrs intentions
as communicated to Sir Charles AAarrcn
who commanded tho whole force Lord
Itolierts oints out that Gen AAarrcn seems
to have concluded after consultation with
his officers that tho flanking movement
ordered by Gen Buller was impracticable
and therefore so changed tho plan of
advance as to necessitato the capture and
retention of Spion Kop Lord Roberts
continues

As AVarren considered it impossible to
make the wide flanking movement which
was recommended it not actually pre-
scribed

¬

in the secret instructions he
should forthwith have acquainted Buller
with the course he proposed to adopt

Thero Is nothing to show whether ho
did ro or not But it is only fair to AAa-
rrcn

¬

to point out that Buller appears
throughout to have been aware of wliat
was happening

Regarding the withdrawal fpm Spion
Kop tho retention of which had become
essential to the relief of Ladysmith Lord
Roberts says

I regret to be unable to concur with
Buller in thinking Thorncycroft exercised
wise discretion in ordering the troops to
retire I am of the opinion that Thorney
crofts assumption of responsibility and
authority was wholly inexcusable Dur-
ing

¬

the night the enemys tiro could not
hayo been formidable and it would not
have taken more than two or three hours
for Thornevcroft to communicate by mes ¬

senger with Maj Gen Coke or AVarren
Coke appears to havo left Spion Kop a

p m for the purpose of consulting
with Warren Up to that hour the idea
of withdrawal had not been entertained
Yet almost immediately after Cokes de¬

parture Thorncycroft issued tho order
without reference to superior authority
which ujiset tlu wliolo plan of operations
and rendered unavailing the sacrifices
already made to carry it into effect
On the other hand it Is only right to
state that Thorncycroft appears to have
behaved in a very gallant manner through-
out

¬

the day
It Is to bo regretted that AAarrcn did

nt himself visit tho Snion Kon in the
afternoon or evening lnowing as he dd
that the state ot auairs was very critical
and tliat the loss of tlie position would
involvo the failure of tlie operations

The attempt to relievo Ladysmith was
wen devised and i agree vitn miner in
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Col Da tgetty

Who with a force of JinO of British Horse
has held the Bosrs at bay at Wepener

thinking it ought to havo succeeded That
it failed may in some measure have been
due to tho difficulties of the ground and
the commanding positions held by the en-
emy

ment

and want of administrative capacity
on the part of AVarren But whatever
faults Warren may have committed the
failure must also bo attributed to the dis
inclination of the otlicer in supremo com ¬

mand to assert his authority and see
that what he thought best was done and
also to tho unwarrantable and needless
assumption of by a subor-
dinate

officer
This of course resulted in an outburst of

newspaper and military comment which
has not get wholly suKsided

On April 18 Roberts informed tho AVar
Office that the siego of stillin
progress and that two columns of the
British were on their way to attack the
besiegers After that varying reports
came as to what the Boers were doing
It would seem that at this time continuing
rains had the effect of paralyzing the war
operations in general It v as stated
that Col Dilgettys casualties since he
has biKn bejieged at AVepener hnve been
20 killed and 100 wounded Tho Boer
losses are ro rled to have been considerably
heavier Afer the night attack on April
12 the dead were left on the field where
they still he unburied Various small
conflicts were reported in other districts

From the Mafeking district there was
no confirmation of the Boer report that
Baden Powell was dead Tho Mafeking
garrison still hold out though the pinch of
hunter was beginning to be felt The
Boers resumed shelling after the repulse of
Col lluiiiers attempt at relief on March
20

One dispatch said Lord Roberts has
spread his net far and wide to catch tho
adventurous commandos that havo licen
making mischief in the southeastern- - part
of the Shite The net has not yet been
drawn in but at tho of Lord
Roberts tho impression exists that the
THiwer of the Boers is decreasing The
Boers Iieing aware of this aro presumed
to lie thinking now chiefly of retreat

A dispatch of April 20 stated
Lord Rolieris is now ready to move

Tho requisite remounts and equipments
have arrived and all the infantry divisions
aro now supplied with tents The Boers
in tho immediato are quiet
but both sides are steadily preparing for
tho coming struggle Tho whole regular
and volunteer drafts havo arrived and the
Highland lsngndeis nowatitslull strength
The latest arrivals of remounts show an

on the earlier arrivals Every
ono now awaits eagerly the announcement
of a renewed advance

It was announced on the same date that
the rain the Britisli havo

mado some progress as Do Wets Dorp has
been occupied by them probably by the ad
vanco of Gen Bundles division Da
Wets Dorp is about 21 miles from Wep-
ener

Dispatches of April 22 though meager
and clearly indicated re¬

newed activity at all points where the
British and Boor forces aro in striking
distance ot each oilier Interest for the
moment centered at Do AVets Dorp and
AVepenor where fighting evidently was in
progress

Tho Boers in Xatal mado several at-
tempts

to draw Buller into battle On

April 21 Boers mado an unsuccessful at-
