Substantiate by proofs the details of the
British attack on Washington

It is a well known fact in history that
the changes which took place in Europe
soon after the commencement of tho Amer ¬

ican war had an important effect upon
the affairs of tho United States

When the war began Bonaparte was on
his way to invade tho dominions of tho
Emperor of Russia with an army of 500
000 men At tho same time ho was en-

gaged

in a war with England and
Spain in tho Spanish possessions Eng-
land

¬

had quite enough on hand in Europe
and tho American war on the part of
Great Britain was necessarily one of de-

fense We know what followed It was
a series of defeats and the French were
Driven from the North to their own coun-
try

and the Bourbons were restored to tho
thrones of France and Spain At the be¬

ginning of tho year 1814 Louis XVIII
was placed on the throne of France and
Bonaparte liad gone to Elba under the

of an English frigate and order
was restored in England This clianged
tho status of afTairs in England The
markets of Europe were open to British
productions America wished for peace
but Great Britain was not in sympathy
with her wishes She longed for an op-

portunity
¬

of not only making strong her
Canadian possessions but she wanted the
trade of the West especially its fur trade
tind she looked with satisfaction upon an
Opportunity of arresting the progress of
tho United States She had numerous
fleets and armies and tho officers were
anxious of distinguisliing themsches at
our expense

With these things in view Great Britain
did not look favorably upon any arrange-
ments

¬

for negotiation and vigorously pre-
pared

¬

for the campaign of 1814 She was
to send tho flower of Lord Wellingtons
araiy against tho United States The
British naval force was intrusted to Sir
George Cochran Vice Admiral of the Red
assisted by Admirals Cckburn and ¬

Ma j Ross commanded the land force
destined to co operate with the navy

The American Gocrnment came into
authentic intelligence in tho month of
June of the pacification of Europe and of
tho large re enforcements from the British
fleets and armies on their way to Ameri-
ca

A Cabinet council was immediately
called to devise measures for tho defense
of the Capital The District of Columbia
was placed under the jurisdiction of Gen
Winder and he was to prepare for its de-
fense

Every city along tho coast put
Itself in a state of defense to meet tho ap-
proaching

crisis
Tho President on July 4 made a requi-

sition
¬

for a corps of 93500 militia Tho
last of July the ilowcr of Lord Welling-
tons

¬

army arrived at Bermuda tho place
of rendezvous They found Admiral
Cochran there awaiting their arrival to
direct future action

A fleet of 60 sail under Admiral Coch-
ran

¬

with a land force of 6000 commanded
by Gen Ross set sail from Bermuda and
tho 10th of August they entered the Bay
of tho Chesapeake The other part of the
Mediterranean division proceeded to join
Sir George Prevost in Canada

The fleet proceeded up tho bay to the
mouth of the Potomac when a squadron
under Commander Gotdon entered the riv-
er

¬

Tho principal part of the fleet with
tho land forces continued its course to
the mouth of the Patuxent and entered
that river tho IStli of August Commodoro
Barneys American flotilla of gunboats
had previously entered that river and re-
tired as far up as the depth of the water
would admit

Tho British fleet proceeded up tho river
until they came to anchor eight miles be
low St Some of tho larger
gunboats and heavy vessels took the
ground tho lighter craft proceeded trans- -

on

ferring the troops from tho larger vessels
The morning of the 19th the report of a
cannon save notice to lower the small
boats and convey tho troops to land
They had a gloomy prospect before them
Kight long miles in a broiling sun St
Benedicts was a small straggling place
The houses blood far apart from each oth
er surrounded by well tilled gardens and
fine orchards When the troops reached
tho village it was deserted Benedict was
40 miles below Washington

Tho neit day the troops commenced
their march up the river On tho 21st
they reached Nottingham and on the 22d
thoy reached Upper Marlborough

Commodore Barneys flotilla liad reached
Pig Point two miles abovo Marlborough

gunboats or prevent their falling into the
hands of tho enemy he blew them up and
proceeded to join Gen Winder

It is often asserted by British subalterns
and others that the object of the armaments
under Admiral Cochran was the destruction
of tho American fleet but that it was tho
destruction of the Capital is subtantiated
by the following Admiral Cochran Comma-

nder-in-Chief of the British under date
of Auguit 18 addressed a letter to Sec-
retary

Monroe informing him that he had
received instruction from his Government
to destroy and lay waste such towns and
districts on tho coast as may be found as-
sailable

If that were truo that the Ad-
mirals

purpose was destruction of the
navy why did they not retire afler know
ing the He t was destroyed instead of
taking tip tho march toward Washington

When the army arrived at Nottingham a
village containing at that time from 1000
to 1500 inhabitants they found it entirely
deserted like St Benedict Not a person
was to be seen on the street or remained
in their houses In some cases tho bread
was left in the oven showing that it must
have been deserted in great haste

When reaching Nottingham and finding
Commodoro Barney had taken his fleet
higher up the strrarn it seems they hesi-
tated

¬

whether to follow the gunboats or
return to their shipping But at last it
was decided to proceed up tho river to
Marlborough another villago 10 miles
away As they entered tho village tho
rear guard of a column of infantry was
evacuating Marlborough On the march
they heard loud explosions They soon
found that it was the destruction of the
very squadron of which they were in pur-
suit

¬

They remained in Marlborough all
night and until past noon the next day

Mr Glcig a Mibalttrn in tho British

While enjoying the courtesies of the
Scotchman tho troops were ordered to fall
in and at 2 oclock p m they were march-

known to tho troops for tho first timo that
tho capture of Washington was the aowedobject of tho invasion but to deceive the
American forces one part of tho army took
tho road to Washington tho other half tho
road whicli led to Alexandria After tho
deception had worked its purpose the
march from Marlborough commenced on
the afternoon of August 23 Their ob
jeethe point was Washington by way of
Bladensburg

In tho mean time what measures of do
fenso had been planned by tho President
and tho American forces Fifteen thou- -
en viH 41 A ntll to uuiKiioonnsr miiini vera nr
dered in for tho protection of tho City of
Washington and wo havo already heard
of Commodoro Barney and his flotilla of
gunboat3 and what becamo of them
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Every effort was made to put the whole
country in a state of defense to meet the
approaching crisis

On the 19th Col Monroo with Capt
Thorntons Troop of Horse reconnoitered
the enemy at Benedict On the 20th the
Georgetown and Washington City Militia
commenced their march toward Benedict
and encamped between tho Eastern Branch
and tipper Marlborough On tho 21st
they were joined by tho marines from the
Navy Yard and marched to tho Wood
yard 12 miles from the city Here they
wero joined by two companies of Regulars
Gen Stansbury was at Bladensburg in
command of the Baltimore troops The
head of the enemys column by 3 oclock
in tho afternoon of the 23d was about five
miles from Marlborough and within three
miles of Gen Winders position where
they halted

This being at a point where they could
tako the road to Bladensburg to the East-
ern

Branch bridge to Fort Washington
or perhaps Annapolis great perplexity
existed to know which course the British
meant to pursue All through the long
dreary night of tho 23d thero was a rest-
less

surging mass of citizens in tho Capi-
tal
