ADUDEESS OF THE NATIONAL PRESIDENT.

Immediately following this last introdue-
tion many of the States sent to the plat-
form such quantities of Howers that the
stuge began to look like a tropical garden.
The first business of the Convention was
the presentation of the President’s ad-
dress, which was a  strong document,
bristling with vigorous recommendations,
Among other fmportant recommendations
was one that the Department and Corps
serviee books be revised to date, so that
they will conform with Ritual and Rules
and Regulations and with the flag work,
which they do not do now. She alsn rec-
omuended that some plun looking to the
union of all women’s patrictic organiza-
tious be formulated. The recommenda-
tion that seemed to touch a particularly
responsive chord was as follows:

“I should be reerennt 1o my convietions
of duty did I not strongly protest against
whnt I believe to be one of the most ju-
Jurions features of our law.

“"We are not a military erganization,
and a society bauded together for char-
ible work has no right te such a eode of
discipline. I grant there should be some
wey to be rid of obnoxious members, bt
it should be a shorter one, with less no-
toricty. A two-thirds vole of members
pregent at o notified meeting to receive
the report of an investigating committee
appointed for the purpose shonld be suf-
ficient to guard the aceused from all in-
Justice. She should be given the right as
uow 26 appeal to higher nnthority,

“In order that this :natter mway receive
the most cavefnl consideration I make

“Recommendation No. 11. That a com-
mittee of three be appointed whose duty
it shall be to study this question in all its
berrings and report to the next Natiouul
Convention,”

This recommendation was received with
applause and expressions of approval. As
the law =stands at present It Is almost jm-
possible to get rid of obnoxious characters
such as get into every orgamization. She
recommended the co-operation of the .
R. C. with the Sops of Veterans, in their
efforts to found a National Military Col-
lege, to be dedleated to the memory of
soldier sires. belicving that this is in the
line of teaching patriotism and true citi-
zenship in a proctical way. com-
mended the National W. R. 0. Home to
the Convention for its eareful, earnest and
impartial legislation, nud implored wis-
dom to solve the problems concerning it,
and she commended the patriotic werk of
the year. Of Memorisl Day she said:

Shep-
lievdd, wf Misgsouri, 'ast Nationunl Seere-
try. who was separated from Mrs, Map-
tin by only o few weeks.  Memorial ser-
vieeg were held for them  Wednesday
evening at 5 o'clock, in Central Music
Hall.

All of the recommendations of the Na-
tional President, 12 in number, were sp-
proved by the Convention, exeopt thuat
luoking to the union of the Woman's Re-
liet Corps and the Ladies of the Grand
Army of the Republic. ‘I'his cansed a
wordy discnssion, and such warmth  of
feeling was shown that the matter, on
motlen, was dropped and sll refercnce to
it, exeept the bare fact of rejection, or-
(ered eliminated from the proceedings.

nown. Mewmorial Doy is everswhere ob-
served,  She reconunends thot April 6 be
set apart as Grand Army Day, and a spe-
einl progeam be prepared by the National
Patriotic Instructur to be sent to the va-
rioun Departments fer distribntion in the
publie schools,  She also nmends that
a suitable chart for framing be carried
in W. H. . supplics, with the names of
the 12 original G. A. I&. Veterans as they
uppeared-on the minutes of the first meet-
ing, in Decatur, 111, April 6, 1866,
