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paring no attention to their sibilant biss-
ing, except to note the direction of their
flight to determine whence they eame, for
the smokeless powder used by the Filipi-
nos always protected their concealment.
The old soldier who has fonght with the
Springfield musket and black powder fuul
large lead bullets can scarcely appreciate
the uncertainty of this situation. When
the soldier of the civil war was shot at
from ambush the first volley revealed the
position of the cnemy, who was generally
not far away and a better shot than the
Filipino. Somcone was almost certain to
fall st the first volley, but there was an
end to uncertainty at once. A tangible
enemy was at hand to fight. Not so with
the long-runge modern rifle and smokeless
powder. [ have seen troops advance for
half an hour under continuons and fatal
fire, and not know during the whole time
the position of the enemy, and in all prob-
ability wasting every shot fired at ran-
dom in return. This long-range shooting
is, of course, not so efective, and the
pound of the Mauser bullet, as it cuts
the air like a knife, is not so trying upon
the nerves as the hguvier hum and buzz
of the Springfield ball, but it prolongs the
time that is so trying npon the nerves of
a soldier, the ndvance under fire without
ability to make effective reply.

The result of the Livutenant’'s recon-
noitering through his glass was the dis-
covery of a line of intrenchments freshly
dug at the base of & long row of bam-
boo trees about a mile distant and burn-
ing bridges. It was plain that the Fil-
ipinos were in force behind the intrench-
ments, which must be on the oppesite side
of the river, sud that they were endeay-
oring to destroy the only means of cross-
jog the stream. It was subsequently
learned that Pilar had stationed 200
troops at the bridge, with instroctions to
hold it as long as possible and then to
destroy it and fall back wpon San Isidro.
Apparently they were so much afraid of
the Americans that they thought it safer
to destray the bridge in the first place and
hold it afterwards. They liked the idea
of Lkeeping the terrible Americanos on the
opposite side of the strenm. Iotrench-
ments bordered the river for about 100
yards both above and below the bridge,
the river bending at this point so as to
give the trenches a converging fire upon
the structure and the road leading to it,
which run across a flat covered with tall
sgwamp grass, with not a tree to obscure
the view., All these things the Lisutenant
saw as he surveyed the situation through
his glnss, The grass was tall and offered
a good screen for the Scouts to erawl
through stealthily, though it would have
been no protection to a regular firing line,
He could stalk the enewmy through the

rass with o few wen, while a beavier
ine could pot advance without severe
losses. Moreover, the bridge was burning,
and be had been specially instructed to
preveot that if possible. He saw at once
that a delay for assistunce would result
in the destruction of the only means of
crossing the stream. He decided to at-
tack at onece without even spuring a man
to send back for help, The sound of the
firing he kuew would bring aid as guickly
&5 H messCOger.

Having made his decision he again
raised his arm above his head and de-
gcribed a circle rapidly several times, when
the flankers and the wain body of his
little force joined him on the run. In a
mioute he bad given his instructions.
They were to deploy at intervals of about
a hundred feet, crawl silently through the
grass till within easy shooting distance,
and then when be gave the signal by fir-
ing his rifle each wan was to begin sharp-
shooting on his own account, picking out

and the best individual scouter in the
army. Of him ien. Lawton said that his
loss was equal to that of a whole regi-
ment. He was buried the next day at
Sun Isidro with military honors, and only
recently his body was returned to this
country and was given another military
burial by the veteruns of his regiment in
the military plat of the beautitul Iiver-
view Cemetery at Portland, Ore. )

As soon as Gen. Summers, commanding
the leading brigade, heard the firing in
front, he sent the 1st Battalion of the
Oregons in haste to the support of the
Scouts, but when it arrived it found the
Scouts reclining comfortably in the shade
as unconcernedly as though nothing had
happened. Dispositions were at once made
to hold the position and work was com-
menced upon a new Hoor for the bridge,
which was completed before dark, At
daylight in the morning Gen. Lawton came
up and the army crossed over and de-
ployed for the attack upon San Isidro.
This being the rebel Capital, and Pilar
having some of the best troops in the in-
surgent army, something of a fight was
expected.  Especially was a defense of a
heavy wall around a cemetery on the edge
of town looked for, as intelligence had
been received of the wall being loopholed
for that purpose. The 224 Regulars hav-
ing been in the rear for several days were
bronght up and deployed on the left of
the road to advance upon the cemetery,
while one battalion each of the Oregons
and Dakotas were deployed on the right,
and then the advanceg was begun, a gun
being sent down the road slightly in the
rear of the advancing line. When within
1,000 yards of the town the Filipinos sud-
denly opened up on the Oregons occupy-
ing the right center. The line fell to the
ground and replied, while the Dakotus con-
tinued the advance on the flank and grad-
nally turned it. In 10 minutes the enemy
tied, made their way hastily across the
broad stream of the Rio Grande, and the
line moved forward into the town.

One of the objects of the campaign was
to capture the Spanish and American pris-
oners held by Aguinaldo, but they were
always moved farther into the interior as
we advanced, our movements being  too

and also too slow for the impatience of the
volunteers, who fretied a great deal about

structed new  intrenchments to be cap-
tured. In justice to Gen. Lawton it must
be =aid that all of his movements were
directed by wire from Manila, and the
army gencrally understood him to be as
impatient of needless delay as were the
soldiers. All we found of the prisoners
were the bare walls of the military prison
whence they had been removed while we
were resting at San Miguel

This was the end of the campaign. The
rainy season was just setting in, and it
was deemed inexpedient te undertake to
hold this swampy conutry without a sat-
isfactory base of supplies, and so all that
had been gnined by a month of campaign-
ing was abandoned. " .e army retired to
the railroad, following down the Rio
Grande River, except the portion of the
3d Regulars still with the column, which
returned by the way of San Miguel and
San Ildefonso to waliuag, to rejoin the
remainder of the regiment and hold that
town as an advance post. On the way it
was attacked by the insurgents, who had
gone into the mountmin stronghold, and

Duubtless the Filipinos thought they |
had driven back this advance guard, for
they ceazed fiving and many of them ex-
posed themselves on the top of the trench-
es. These were the best troops in the
Filipino army, the First Manila Battalion,
all of them former soldiers of a native
regiment of the Spanish army, well disci-
plined and trained in volley firing.
theless, when there was heard the sud-
den whip-like crack of a Mauser from be-
side the road in the grass a short distance
across the river and one of the soldiers sit-
ting on the trench fell back into it, dead,
there was s panic among his immedinte
comrades, whick spread through all  the
trenches as other Muauser shots from the
grass brought death and wounds to still
other Filipinos. In an instunt every man
was down out of sight and remained
there. Buot if the Filipinos kept under
cover they did not remain inactive, Every
man of them thrust the muzule of his
Mauser over the top of the trench and
pulled the trigger st random without ex-
posing his head to take aim, and he con-
tinged to fire in this way as rapidly as
he could work the bolt of his gun and
throw in & new cartridge. With 200 guns
guing on one side as rapidly as they could
be worked, and 20 on the other whenever
the Scouts conld see a head to shoot at,
which was not often, the battle continued
for half an hour, the Scouts gradually
working up closer and closer, as they
could find cover, until they were within
50 yards of the stream.

The bridge was still boruing, and the
I.‘.e:lt’l.-nant saw that a rush must be made
to drive the enemy away if he wonld save
the structure. It was a desperate ven-
ture, but had to be made or the entire ob-
ject of the attack would be lost. So he
passed the word down the line both ways
for the men to fire rapidly and keep the
heads down bLehind the trench, and then
called to him the four men nearest and
with them made a dash for the bridge.
One of them fell dead with a bullet
through his neck just before the strocture
wis reached, but the other four gained
it in safety. By this time the entire
bamboo flooring had been burned away
and the flames were attacking the heavy
wooden frame and stringers.  Across these
stringers the men made their way, one of
them making & misstep and falling through
into the water benesth and losing his
rifle.  He kept bis head above water by
clinging with 418 left arm to one of the
wooden posts supporting the bridge, while
with his right hand be continued to fight
with his revolver, the nearest treneh be-
ing not more than 100 feet away. As for
the remaining three, they crossed in gafety
and as soon as they reached the opposite
side they began firing to the right and
left into the flanks of the trenchies, stand-
ing fully exposed upon the open roadway.

The fear which had kept the Filipinos
down out of sight and had made them
fire at rendom at the sky now torned into
complete panic, They abandoned the
trenches and fled in terror into the tall
grass in the rear, the Scouts firing at them
as long a8 there was anything to draw a
bead upon, more of them being hit during
this flight than during the previous fight.
No better illustration of the absolute fear
the Filipinos entertain of the Americans
when there is danger of personal eollision
could be given than this Sight of 200 of
them to get away from only three men,
whom they might have overwhelmed com-
pletely had they possessed the courage to
charge them. Scorning to seek shelter,
and standing up =0 ag to got a better shot,
the Scouts fired until the last man disap-
peared in the grass, and then the Lienten-
ant summoned them to save ‘the burn-
ing bridge. With jars of tteryware
found in the huts nearby and with their
campnign hats they —got enmongh water
from the river upon the burning timbers
to extinguish the fire before the stringers
were so badly burned as to be weakened.

PEACE IN SIGHT.

Negotiations Lﬂ;kilig- to the Restoration
of Order in China and the Punishment
of Boxer Chiefs.

The Chinese question still remains un-
settled, The United States troops, execept
a legation-guard, are ont of Peking, how-
ever; so are the Russians, and news has
reached Washington from the European
chancellories  indicating that a complete
agreement as to China is in sight, The
aecord of Russia is stronger than at first
understood and the reports show that all
the European Nations probably are plac-
ing themselves in position to take advan-
tage of the opening made by the United
SBtutes, and soon will be ready to begin
negotiations for a settlement with the Chi-
nese Government. Russin and Franee are
understood as ready to begin  at once.
Either Germany's position has been mis-
understood or she has changed her mind.
At any rate, the German Government,
upon inspection. of the plans for settle-
ment projected by the United States, finds
nothing therein inconsistent with the Ger-
man aspirations, It is probable that all
negotiations will take place at Tien Tsin.
Ewmperor Willium had a correspondence
during last week with Emperor Kwang-
Su regarding the murder of Baron von
Ketteler, Kwang-Su, writing from Tai-
yuenfo, deplored that Ketteler should
have fallen “a victim to the rising which
suddenly broke out in China without our
oflicials being able to prevent it.” Kwang-
Su, in view of past relntions, hoped that
Emperor Willinm would renounce all re-
sentment, 80 peace might be arranged ns
soon as poesible.

While the Emperor William's note was
sent Sept. 30, the edict ordering punish-
ment to certain officials was dated Sept.
25. The culprits are Prince Chwang,
Prince Yih, Secondary Princes Tsai Lien
and Tsui Lan, apd the President of the
Censorate, Ying Nien, and Kang Yi, As-
sistant Grand Secretary and President of
the Civil Board, and Chao Shu-Chino,
President of the Board of Punishiment.
These are all handed over to virious
boards for decision as to their exact pun-
ishment. The punishment of certain oth-
ers may be insisted upon later,

As for Yung Lu, one of the men ap-
pointed as P'eace Cominissioners, there
has been no protect against him ns hav-
ing been concerned with the Boxers, It
is thought the mntter may come to an is-
sue when the sufficiency of credentinls is
examined.

It is believed that the present encour-
aging outlook has been  brought about
very largely by the harmonious sentiments
developed between this Government and
that of Germany concerning the future
course. Bince the return of Mr. Hay he
bas had several conferences with Baron
von Sternberg, the German Charge, which
have been of such character as to indi-
cnte that the purposes of the two Goy-
erninents were much alike, and that, what-
ever might have been contemplated, they
were now proceeding toward a common
end for the solution of the diffienity.
Meantime plans are under consideration
by which the Powers will see that China
carries out her announced purpose of pan-
ishing the guilty. Germany, it is under-
stood, on Oct. 4, sent a note to the Pow-
ers regarding the ediet of punishment, and
submitting the proposition that the ow-
ers instruct their diplomatic representa-
tives in China to give their opinion upon
the following points:

Whether the list contained in the edict
of persons to be punished is safficient nnd
correct? Whether the punishments pro-
posed meet the case? In what way the
Powers can control the carrying out of the
penalties imposed ?

This note, it is said, has met with a
good reception.

France issued a note on Oct. 5 to the
effect that the Foreign Minister had “in-
structed the representatives of France to
sound the Powers whose troops are co-
operating with ours in the extreme Rast
regurding the adoption of a common pro-
gram for the negotintions with Chinn.”
Frunce submits six propositions, ns a
basis for negotintions to be entered upon
immediately after the usunl verification
of the Powers. These inclnde the pun-
ishment of the principnl culprits, the
maintenance of the prohibition of the im-
port of arms, equitable indemnities to
states, societies and individuals, the for-
mation of a permanent gunrd for Peking
legations, the dismantlement of the forti-
fications and military oceupation of a fow
points on the road from Tien Lsin,

Bome of the Powers have already in-
strueted their representatives to nscertain
whether the Imperinl edict completoly
names the persons deserving of punish-
went. The other fentures of the French
proposal contain propositions which enn
remain in abeyance. Interest here mean-
while centers in the report Mr. Conger
will make regarding the list and the sde-
quacy of the puvishments to be ordered
meted out by the Chinese Government.

The Union }"tvmns' Union met at
Washington, D. s_! Jast week for their
15th Annnnl National Encampment. The
Division of the Potomac, A. M, Legg,
Couginander, escorted the distinguished-
looking body of delegates from their ho-
teis to the Epcampment hall, the Na-
tional Ritles' Armory, on the morning of
Oct. 2, They were bade welcome to the
city by Hon. Henry B, F. Macfarland,
President of the Board of Commissioners
governing the National Capital. In part
lee said:

*1 offer you the welew ne of the Capital
of the Nation that you helped to save,
The hospitality of this city could not be
offered by its officinl head to the repre-
sentatives of the Union Yeterans' Union
in a perfunctory manner. The very name
reminds us of the greatest war of his-
tory, of all its heroism and sacrifice, and
of its great resulis.

“No better soldiers ever fought than
those of 1861-'635, and, when the fighting
wis over, no better citizens ever labored
for their country. After seelng the great-
est army of soldiers ever assembled in
historie times transformed witnoat a jar
into citizens again, it seems absurd, with-
out reference to politics, to talk about
the dangers of miiitarism in this country.
We canuot seriously think of one of the
veterans of our civil war as a possible
ciperor any moere than we cian seriously
think of the Republic as an empire.

Gen. Robert 8St, George  Dyrenforth,
Commander-in-Chief, rveturned thanks to
the Commissioner. He said his comrades
had been rather amazed at the beaoly
of the city, partienlarly those who had
visitedd the strageling Capital, with its
wretched tenements, of war times,

“The Capital of a Nation is its glory,”
he suid, *and from its Cnpital is to be rec-
ognized a Nation's position in the world.
From Waushington we can all see the
grandeur and the power of our glorions
and beloved conntry; and 1 want my com-
rades to see everything here and thus be-
come additionally impressed with the dis-
tinction and bhonor of being Americans.”
Much was due to the energy of the eiti-
zens and good Government, but it should
uever be forgotten that the city might
not have been to adorn had it not been
for the work and sufferings of the nervy
men gathered there—so kindly welcomed
—and their companions.

Gen., A. M. Legg, of the Division of the
Potomae, followed Gen. Dyrenforth and
expressed the gratification of the local
members of the Order at the interest
which the citizens in general had taken in
preparing for the visit of the comrades.

Robert St. George Dyrenforth, of
this city, was next day re-clected to sue-
ceed himself as Commander-in-Chief of
the Union Veterans' Union, and the of-
fices of Deputy Commander-in-Chief and
Qecond Deputy Commander-in-Chief were
filled by the selection of Gen. L. M. Long-
staff, of Iowa, and F. B, Hutchinzon, of
New York, to succeed Gen, G, A, Ladlow
und Gen. Walter L. French, respectively.
