A German otlicial but informal state
ment made in Washington is to the effect
that the agreement involves no mennce
whatever ta any Power concerned in
China. An English newspaper iden ad
vanced i9 that in the event of seizure of
Manchurin by Hussin, England and Ger-
many would divide the Yangtse-Kinng
alley; that it is a belief in diplomutic cie-
cles that the agreement is a muotual goar-
antee agninst either country seizing the
Yangtse Valley.

The demonstrating foree of allies, which
started ahout two weeks ago for certain
parts of the Empire afflicted with Boxers,
atid whers magsacres occurred, is still on
the move.

In the Yangt=e region Chinese Imperial
troops are drilling in' large numbers and
practiving mygtketry-firing under fored
trained non-cdmmissioned officers,

The Boxers are still heard from in sev-
eral localitics; The emnants of the Chi-
nese troops in the wide spaces of the éoun
try around Mukden are broken up into
guerrillu bands, which are plundering vil
lages and farms,

In the Hai Ping district the Boxers
have offered rewnards for the heads of cer-
tuin leading wisdonnries.

Li Hnng Chang has been appointed
Generalissimo of the Wu-wei army, con-
sisting of foreign-diflled soldiers armed
with forvign weapons,

Minister Chnger hag heen authorized by
the Government to begin negotintions at
once with the Chinese envoys on the haxis
of the points.in the Gernu
notes upon which all the I‘u\\'--rs have
agreed, Ijmu those points where diver
gence of viows has been found to exist
r]..‘ Governments” themselves will nego
tiate with a view to reaching a further un-
derstanding.

Hunting the Guacharo Bird.

We stood in an immense rocky dome,
says William T. Hornadsy, Director of
the New_York Zoologienl Park, in “Frank
Leslie’s Popular Moathly™ for November,
nhout TO fest in hight and 150 wide at its
widest part. Its floor was covered with
n bed of dry and spongy brown guano of
pungent odor, strongly suggestive of the
Peruvinn prodnet, No fewer than 200
hirds were wheeling and cireling in the
top of the ecaverm close to the roof, or
flitting noitelessly, like huge brown bats,
within 10 feet of our hends. Although
they were theronghly alarmed, not one
of the foolish ereatures flew out by the
passage, whither all might hove escaped
in two minutes, had they only known it

he eave literally swarmed with them,
| and their peculinr grating cries blended
]lnm a perfect tempest overhead.  Outside,
the surf béomed up agninst the rocks, fill-
ing the enve with roverberntions. n
[ the swells eame# rolling through the pa
sage and swashing londly np the pebbly
beach, while to all this the suachnro birds
Juined their censeless din, drowning our
own voices so completely that we eould
b heard only by shouting in each other's
ears,

At first the darkness was so complete
we were utterly unnbile to s=hoot any of
the birds. In heer helplessness we began
to search for nests and eges (o ocenpy the
time while onr eres were beconiing accus-
tomed to the darkness,

We soon fonnd nests a-plenty, on a huge
mazs of fallen rock, which on one side
of the cavern formed o serics of ledges 30
feet high.  On elimbing up we found the
rocks covered to a depth of severnl inches
with loose guano, on which the nests lay
like 80 many brown cheeses, from seven
to nine inches in dinmeter, and three to
six Inches high., They are composed
chiefly of nndigested fruit sking and seeds.
We found between 70 and 80 nests, and
the number of cggs in each varied from
ane to four,

= our eyes had

factory lot of nests and
so mdjnsted themselves to the pluce that
we could dimly see the birds that still

circled about in the top of the dome. With
the first shot the cavern roaved like a peal
of thunder, but no hird fell. It was jike
shooting at midnight in a forest. Many a
shot we fired in vain, and friend Basanta
shonted out his fear that the heavy and
continued  reverberations would bring
down rocks upon ns.

At last we found n way to bring down
birds, The reflected light from the water
in the passage thréew o broad though
feehle Leam s the eave, and asninst
the opposite well op. We found
that ns the across this beam
we conld see them well enongh to aim,
and onr gunsg begun to bring them down,
