most tracKIess raine in the darkness It
went t o discouraginglj slow that 1 drew
BIT into a dump of bushes and lay down
for more sleep Awoke at 4 oclock and
i terj thing had passed on so I set out to
catch up The roads hud been so rocky
and rough that the command under On
Steedman had gone onlj six miles during
the niht The road lay directly oier alarge mountain and in the bushes I y the
roadside were men strewn along who had
dropped out of the ranks tiled out
had slept in the bushes like so nrarrj dead
wen on a field of battle

From the mountain top the country
ahead looked better and seeral farms
were to be seen As time passed on the
sun arose presenting a beautiful sight as
it poured its rays oier the summit of a dis-
tant

mountain AH along the road was
to be seen the straggling soldier who had
stopped to cook his breakfast When I
reached the regiment 1 came into the dustagain and from that on the heat and dustwere almost unbearable We weie now
within six miles of Chattanooga nnd
camps formerly occupied by the lebcls
were numerous

1 AMOUS OLD LOOKOUT

Tuesday Sept 15 Everything goes
well and we are Ijing in our tracks
awaiting orders It is thought we are now
within supporting distance of the main
army The troops here aie on short ra-
tions

travelers Gen Kosccrans was there last
ns with bis fBnal corps arid by their
aid he was in communication with all histroops These signal stations are to beseen all day long where theie are high
knobs ranging from 5 to 13 miles apart

At 1 oclock we diovc in the pickets of the
enemy chasing them from their camps
and our skinuishers captured their din ¬

ners of sweet potatoes com and mutton
we crossed a creek and took position in lino
of battle overlooking the little town of
IJinggold The rebs had a regiment or two
there with all indications of a larger force
in rear of the town We shelled the town
which scared out the inhabitants who
climbed the hill in dioves The rebs filed
from their batterj but their shells all
burst ovei the town At 4 oclock we with-
drew

to camp 111 miles We got within four
miles of camp and stopped as the lebs
weie following us and tiring on om tearguard all the wav

At 1 oclock in the morning we weie
aiou-e-- fiom sleep bv a cannon shot and

imposing front however We now lie in a
eemeterj cloe to Ialmeis Division

Our lines commence at the river with
Woods Division then Ialniers Van
Cleves to the right these three divisions
from Crittendens Corps To the light
of these lie Thomas and then McCook
We see the flags of each icgiment stuck
up on the vvoiks iu front all along the line
moie or less together as the legiments are
small or great in numbers

The rebel lines can be seen on the hills
bejorrd but out of range of our batteries
Through a glass the lebs can be seen at-
tending

¬

to theirvvounded in the hospitals
Capt Jcwett is in command of the icgi

ment and we have but 200 muskets now
and miss those lately fallen but know it
cannot be helped By a blunder of one of
Gen hteedman s Aids sent out to older in
the pickets when the anny fell back Mon-
daj

night one Lieutenant and 11 men of
Co A weie left and were captuied as
weie four oilieers and 45 men of the 78th
III of our brigade

Last night at 11 oclock the ribs made
an attack on our lines to trv to catch our
pickets The musketry fire for an hour
was seveie and batteries blazed away at a
furious rate We were all up and in aims
for awhile until it quieted down

Gens Crittenden McCook and other
Generals ate riding along the lines repeat ¬

edly and their faces are becoming familiar
to us

Things appear moie cheerful since I
have recovered my health and I feel that
I can stand any kind of soldiering if I can
keep well Few at home have a true idea
of a soldiers life down here just now
They watch the papers and no doubt
abuse Itosecrans for falling back here in-

stead

of going on and tijing to take At-
lanta

It will take a big anny and moi
supplies than we have to move further
South It is feaied the rebs may leave our
front and make a break for Kentucky
again I will stop speculating how ever

WITH THEjWAjftN TRAIN

Reminiscences of t the Chattanooga Cam-

paign

To those who hare lfeyer seen a tiain

of army wagons I would say the wagons
were somewhat similai to our present
farm wagons Infill strong and heavy
thronghout the wheels a little higher and
near each hind one was a chain linnly
fastened to the bed with which the
wheels could be locked to make them drag
in going down steep hills The top of the
bed was nearly six feet from the ground
and over this arose the oval bows covered
with heavy muslin to keep out the sun
and rain

The regulation team for each wagon
was three span of mules hitched tandem
the span in front the smallest the middle
span larger while --the largest or wheel
span was next the wagon with the stiff
tongue between them On the left wheel
mule was a plain saddle on whicli the
teamster lode and drove the six mules bj
a single line

He had to aid him a long whip and a
good supply of oaths- - which ho could sing
out in true teamster stjle and never miss a
note In traveling the rule was for the
wagons to be Kept one immediately behind
tlie otner and as close together as possible
and thus economise space and protection

If jou can now imagine a long lino of
the teams and canvas covered wagons
lumbering along on a fairly good road
with an occasional wagon master on horse-
back lieling the line to Keep eveijthing iu
older jou will have arr ideal wagon train

But in getting such heavj- - wagons up
steep hills over mountains where no roael
has been prepared or through a wet val-
ley

¬

wheie the mud is deep then the real
worK of life hits the teamster haul and
I am soirj to saj he is apt to hit his mules
the same waj

During the jear 1SG3 Lieut T A IVso
of the 10th Ohio was Quaitermaster of
our brigade anil had charge of about 50
wagous I was detailed as his cleiK and
mj special ellitj was to make out all pa-
pers

¬

mid icpoits cany oulcis invoice and
keep account of everv thing that was nut
into the wagons and take leceipted vouch ¬

ers for the same when tinned over to the
regimental oilieeis

The net daj-- after our weaiied army
got into Chattanooga after the blcmdj bat-
tle

¬

of Chicariiauga our wagon traiil with
otheis was ordcied to Bndgepoit Ala
for lations

We ciossed the bridge noith of the town
and went the short route that crosses a
spur or two of Wrldrons Itidge some five
and eight miles out of town This road in
some places inns close to the bank of the
Icnnessee Itner which is a wide swift
stieam though onlj deep enough for small
steamboats This trip we made without
special danger but haul heavy pulling for
the teams nriiving rn Chattanooga the
night of the third or fouith daj- - out

Next daj- - we unloaded ninele neccssarj
repairs lested some and the following
morning staited ngairr for Bridgeport with
emptj- - wagons Wcvhad jword as soon as
we ciossed the lijcr that the Johnnies
had some sharpshooters in the bushes on
their side of the Stieam where the hills
on our side erowileel the road close to the
bank and our teams wejie ln ing killed
Well theie was no fun in reports of that
kind especially if thej- - turn out true
which thej- - did

There was a train ahead of ours and in
a short time it would halt then jnove
ahcae a few iod and wei followed in like
maimer It was reporte eT the Johnnies had
one or two extra heavj-- lilies that efiel
some fine shooting for them but bad for
us No shots wclc heardfor a half hour
and the tiains moved along nicely until
the head of our train hail almost leached
the particular spot where we might expect
some compliments from the Confedeiacy
and thej- - came without more delav--

The big i ill lang curt and iii a few min ¬

utes two of our men came back carrjing a
teamster who had been shot while iu the
saddle the ball having gpne tluough both
his limbs and the body of the mule he rode
Well we had to run the gauntlet by hold-
ing

¬

the train back of the point getting the
front te am in snug order then the driver
and otheis lashing the mules into a good
urn and getting them fiver that place in as
short a time as possible

We managed to get our train through
without a wound although some shots
weie filed With loaded wagons we knew
it would never do to trj-- that passage and
we were forced to retuin by the long route
on the noi th side of the mountain

What did this long route mean It
meant the awfullj slow and iuetlk ient waj
of tijing to keep alive 50000 men arid
15000 animals by curving supplies iu
wagons through muddj vallcjs and over
rugge d mountains Our army on the plain
in Chattanoejga was virtuallj- - besiegl by
Biaggs foices in forts and breastswoiks
from the river at the northeast all along
top of Missionaiy Itidge to and on top of
Lookout Mountain at the southwest
wheie thej could look down ou our camps
as fiom an amphitheater and we the prej
in the aiena they would come down and
capture us after watching us starve

All were at once put on half and then
on one fourth latious Mi ii went to sleep
hungry and dreamed of mothers and
sisters setting tables and loading them
with good home food then to awake and
find it only a dieam We stole saved nnd
guaidcd jealously everjthing eatable On
good authority I have heard of a com
panj rn our brigade that ate a large ket-
tle

¬

of soup made from the body of a dog
The horses whinnied arid the rules

brnjed for food and became so weak they
actually could make no noise in that waj
They ate up everjthing within reach
gnawing the hair manes and tails off each
other and the Commanding General re ¬

ported that over 10000 animals starved
to death within our lines at that point

The distance by lail fiom Chattanooga
to Bridgeport is 20 miles while the
route iii tl Sequatchce Valley was over
U0 miles Starting from Bridgeport with
wagons loaded we went up this allej itnd
the hrst trip when the ground was div
and not ruin h cut up we went in one day
to where we commence the ascent of the
mountain Some trains ahead of ours weiewaiting as weie we for our place on the
trail

Each Wagon master ordered the teams
from half his train uuhitc hed and doubled
up on the other half making 12 mules to
pull at a wagon If I remember rightly
tt was a Iudf mile or 111910 of very steep
climbing Neither was it a good track

Bains had washed gullies tluough the
loose stones and the solid Iaveis of lock
were in steps up which the wagons had
to be pnitially pried and lifted Every
man had to do is bctj sonic with stout
poles to piy others to lift orr the wheels
and at least one to each wagon with a
large block to shove under n hind wheel
at every halt or failure to get over a bad
spot Soon as a flngomveached the sum-
mit

¬

the team wasiuhhitched and led down
to bring one from the other half the train
It usually took tisaldajito get up this oue
climb ri

In going down the mountain on the side
tow aid Cliattanoogii rlUvas speedier and
much less work but mori dangerous One
point the track wnsiona short curve not
more than 10 feet widi a wall of solid
rock orr one hand nnd nhthiug but nir on
the other for 50 feet 1o the fiist ledicJC
lovv Here the teamsters took off nil the
teams except the wheelers and these w- -
led by stout men

Down below- - we saw- - the wrecks of
wagons that had failed to make that point
safely After this trip the rains com-
menced

were up the Sequatchce Valley with con-

and never ending lines of heavy
wagons cutting tracks in every possible
place and grinding the soil and water into
mud that seemed impossible to get
through

Quite a force was put to work to cord ¬

logs seemeil to sink deeper slip and give I
mm luine uit wo uameil a meathingturnpike As to sleeping we never com
plaiucd of hard beds they were only too
soft

Quaitermaster Teso was not in pood
health and had a small wedge tent six feet

square also a small light cot the legs
of which were niV ut two feet high

I frequently slept on C7 Wanket in this
tent Our preparation for going to bed
was not extensive it was simply pulling
off our muddy boots and lying down

One night I was awakened by the cold
water running over my feet Rising up
quieklv I found my blanket was nfloat
and the water running through the tent

In a few seconds I had the lantern
lighted emptied the water from my boots
jerkeel them on grabbed my floating
blanket a few pans kettles and articles
swimming niouud in the tent nnd lit out
in the rain for higher ground to save our
few things Wading back I found Lieut
Peso still Ijing composedly on his cot and
asked if he did not think it best to get out
His teplj was as he watched the water
It lacks three inches of 1 caching my back

and I never get wet when L can keep dry
I believe it will come no higher and it
did not

We had pitched the tent nesr a small
stieam the heavy rains had caused an
overflow of the banks anil a rise of water
in our camp of IS inches iu less than 10
minutes time

A supply train is a coveted object to
capture bv the enemv The Confedeiate
General Forrest with a strong force of
cavalry maili a dash around the icar of
our nrinj- - struck our trains on the trail
up camptd at the foot of the mountain
and iu a little over two hours the John-
nies

Our tiain was about a half elajs drive
back and lacked that much of being in the
picnic But we were h Iped not a little
lij- - this loss In the rushing charge made
bj the eavaliv the teams weie badly
fiighteneel and all broke their fastenings
that possiblj could and scatteied
stampeded

When we annul our teamsters hunted
up the lunawnvs and found quite n num-
ber of animals in better flesh and stronger
than in our own teams A one sided trade
was made and our poorer mules turned
loose

Meanwhile affaiis with our at my were
glowing vvoise it was simply impossible
with the means at hand to get enough food
into Chattanooga to Keep our soldieis
from staiviug Thej- - weie alieadj- - weak
and losing flesh were sadly in need of
clothes blankets and shoes fuel had be ¬

come scaice and though but little over a
month had passed since the battle of
Chickaruaiiga wc all knew that we must
have help or give up the place within
another month But be In was coming
Grant was alreadj- - at Nashville to take
personal chaige of his enlarged command
Hooker with his anny from the East was
on his waj- - as fast as cars could bring him
while Shciniaii was matching his sturdy
men 300 miles to our lelief

With us the fiist 10 elajs of November
might be called the elarlcest hour before
elawnthat on the 2tth and 25Th of that
month ushered in the splendid magnifi-
cent
