The Pawnees gathered in some 60 of
the enemy’'s ponies, which Col. Sumner
hnd sgreed to allow them to keep for their
services, and after coming back to camp
and heaving that a Chevenne prisoner had
hm-t: .|l\r<n. they o in a body up to
Col. Sumner’s headquarters to try to ob-
tain lmw ssion of the prisoner, in order
that they might hold 8 war-dance and
put him to death by torture.

Of conrse, the Colonel refused to listen
to auny overtures in this direction. They
made various offers to purchase the pris-
oner—even offering to sorrender to the
Colonel the 60 head of ponies they had
captured, and went offi much exasperated
at his refusal,

Some of the Cheyvennes had revolvers
of the old “pepper-hox” pattern (Allen’s
self-cockors), which they had probably ob-

tained by murdering and robbing emi-
grants.
First Lieut. J. E. B. Stnart, of Co. G,

was wounded by one of these. Tt hap-
pene this way: Stuart, with a few
men, noticed an Tudisn making off s foot,
and gulloped townrd him. The Indian

While he yet had his head turned aside
talking to Boggs the Indiun drew his eon-
cealed pepper-box revolver from behind
him and fired, hitting Stuart in the shonl-
der, anid, firing rapidly at the other sol-
diers, hit Boges, wounding him
slightly in the side. Stunrt’s wound was
not serious, and he and hLis men quickly
drew their revolvers and riddled the In-
diznn, who kept daneing about to dodge
the bullets, till he fell dead.
