Are there a large number of claims
filed under the act restoring pensions to
remarried widow sV was asked

The Commissioner replied There are
less than vou would suppose I bad noth
ing to do with the passage of the act but
we got tip tue instructions under it very
carefully and I think I have construed it
as liberally as toiblc The fact is how-
ever

¬

that there are so many restnctions
in it and so many conditions in its lan ¬

guage that the number of applicants is
limited In fact we have only had up
to this time 7S3 applications filed Of
course others have come in but when we
retene a case that is barred by some of
the conditions of the law we return it nt
once so that they may not be anxious
about it and uncertain as to the lesult for
any length of time Xeither of the recent
widows acts have produced the number of
cases that were expected The act of last
car raising the limit of widows income

to J20 did not bring in nearly so many
as those in Congiess thought it would I
expected myself that it would be disap-
pointing
