After we got into the buffalo range we

We knew bet-
ter, The Colonel put him under guard for
cownrdice, and when we moved back to
Fort Leavenworth he deserted.

ELEPHANTS IN THE BRITISH ARMY.

Highly Trained Brigade for a Great Variely
of Work.,

(The Regiment.)

One of the most interesting features of
the English army life presented to the lay-
min in Iudia is furnished by the remark-
able efliciency of the elephant brigade,
most highly developed through the skill
of the Burmese in handling the giant ani-
mals, Their usefulness in India can scarce-
Iy be imagined by one not familinr with
the smount amd wariety of work which
they accomplish, but it would be & serions
mistake to imugine that this degree of use-
fulness is attained through any sptitode
of the unwicldy animals or natural tend-
ency townrd it. It is due solely and en-
tirely to the wonderful ability of the
natives in training the hioge animnls and
overcoming their natural inclinations, This
cantiot be too highly praised. Neither must
it be imagined that the use of elephants
life is not uttended by great Jis-
advautages, not the least of which is the
difficulty with which they are trunsported.
Naturilly, the elephant is not an intelli-
gent noimal. He can be tanght remnrka
ble things, in which his strength snd en- |
durance play an important puart. He cun
never, however, perform these feats with-
wut  continool  attendance nnd direction.
Abstructly, his power of work is unap-
precianble: when directed by skillful hanis,

t is remuarkable,

trapsportation facilities which are
provided for the sole use of the elephant
are quite as remarkable. 1 witnessed re- |
cently, adds the writer, the loading and |
tning of a lot of elephants on the |
s Rallwny.

He rends the
nir with wild trompetings, endeavors fruit-
lessly to escape, and only ceases his efforts
when the car has again come to 8 stand-
still. In trunsporting th- clephants by sen
the difficultics are almost as great. They
nre ruised by means of a canvas sling from
the wharf to the ship, struggling to escape
anid rending the air with their eries. Onee
aboard ship they are easily managed, the
motion not affecting them, because they do
not see the moving panorama before them.
Unloading them is easy. They are lowered
to a raft beside the ship and allowed to
swim ashore. They take to the water
ensily aud are excellent swimmers, being
able to swim eight or ten miles at a streteh

without tiring,

THROUGH THE DANUBE'S GATES.

A Bemarkable Schems for Towing Vessels
Azainst the Current.
(London Daily Mail.)

For centuries the navigation on the
Danube, the largest river of Europe next
to the Volga, was greatly hampered by
the so-called Iron Gnates, a celebrated de-
filo in the river at the confines of Hun-
gary, Servin and Roumania. At this place
the river is crossed from shore to shore
on & length of about 8,000 feet by rocky
masses, and many a ship went aground
in the Iron Gates, which always had been
a terror to all navigators. It is the most
mugnificent and greatest river defile in
the whole of Europe. )

During the years of 1590 to 1% a
scheme was carried out here which Jn-
volved immense difliculties. A caoal 275
feet wide and T feet deep was cut through
the rocks of the Iron Gates. No less than
14,000,000 cubic feet of rocky masses hiad
to be blasted and more than 50,000,000
cnhic feet of stone and earth had to be
excavated. A great number of dams, of
a combined length of 35,000 feet, .Im.i Lo
be built to protect the canal. The ex-
penditure for this work amounted to
about 12,000,000 Horins, Since the com-
pletion of this cznal the navigation on
the river hus steadily increased, und thou-
sands of steamers and barks now sail
every year down to the Dlack Sea.

One drawback, however, remained. The
current in the Iron Gates s mmense,
avernging from 14 to 18 feet per second,
and it was especially difficult for the
heavy-laden ships to steam upstream
through the gates or to tow the barges
nguinst the current. It was therefore de-
cided to build a special wire rope steamer
for the purpose of towing ships Iln'nu_r:h
the defile. The steamer was built at Bu-
dapest und has recently been put on the
river. The Vasapu, as the steamer is
named, Is entirely built of steel. It has
a length of 1,836 feet, is 2514 feet broad,
its druught being 5.44 feet. It is divided
into nine watertight compartments, and
has a doubie bottom, so that even in the

¢ of n serious accident the vessel will
not sink.

A wire rope 20,000 feet in length and
iimost one foot in dinmeter, having a re-
sistance of 84 tons, is strongly anchosed
to a rock at the npper end of the gates at
the bottow of the river bed. This rope
or eable runs over a drum on board the
stenmer. The vessels to e taken upstream
are towed towand the steamer and the
citble is then drawn around the dram by
menns of sfenm [ 2;|u|_-h..rsc
power. The wire ro 1 has, in ad-
dition, two other engines, so as to enable
her to run independent of the cable. Euch
of these two engines has a eapacity of
250-hiorse power. The speed of the steam-
er with two loaded vessels of G0 tons in
tow, is 1.3 miles per hour when sailing
ngninst the current and between four and
five miles per hour when going down-
stream. The steamer has also been
equipped with a powerful dynamo, which
furnishes electric light and feeds a search-
light.
