A COLD SEW YEAR

On the morn of that Xew Year
No bugle bora did we hear

Neither the Blue nor the Gray can for--

fct January 1 1S04 With no fire no
rations our wagons 30 miles away we
Kentucky Confederates were on out--

duty northeast of Knoxville Tenn
ongstrects and Burnsides hosts had

left the country a barren wjste On the
previous day the weather had been com- -

nnrativelv and rainy While lyinwarm
en the bare ground the sky our only can-
opy

there came a sudden change ice and
snow

At break of day no bugle sounded The
horn was frozen likewise the bugler We
had no fire no coffee no breakfast Our
poor horses shivering and whimpering
were tied to little black jack trees and
the halters covered with ice and snow
could hot be untied by our benumbed
fingers Perforce we cut them with
knives and sabers Without any forma-
tion

we started on the long tramp 30
tniles I say tramp because no cav
alryman could ride his horse that day
without freezing to death Leading our
horses we took the infantrymans route
Step the men straggling at will many

loving ollicer plain in manner and speech
be cared little for full dress uniform
usually wealing a short cavalry jacket
devoid of any insignia of rank He was
witty and immensely popular

His comrades of the Buckner Guards
tell of an amusing incident that occurred
at the battle of Shiloh Just before the
beginning of that conflict the opposing
lines were so close that ordinary sounds
could be heard from one encampment to
the other On the night before the battle
Duncan then a private soldier was on

duty Being weary and sleepy
e forgot military regulations and went

off into the Land of Nod Very care-
lessly

¬

he had dismounted and hitched his
horse to a fence ail In a short time he
was awakened by a commotion in the
Federal camp and in bis dazed condi-
tion

thinking the enemy was advancing
he hurriedly endeavored to unhitch his
horse preparatory to mounting and rid-
ing

away In his hurry he failed to un-
fasten

the rein in as brief time as he
thought the emergency demanded and in ¬

stead he shouldered the rail mounted his
horse and triumphantly rode back to his
company base

This same genial Capt Duncan was
the identical gentleman who tried to

THE MUD LARK
When on short rations consisting of

nothing more than meager quantities of
blue beef and rice with a modicum of

bread made of unbolted flour the Con-

SLEEPING IN THE SNOW

The Confederate cavalryman had fee
simple title to his horse and therefore he
usually took good care of him carrying
no unnecessary baggage seldom more
than one blanket Generally two or three
soldiers slept together

Upon a certain occasion near Rogers
ville where it was a long time between
drinks we went Into camp in an open
field Lieut Col Pryor Maj Parker and
myself bunking together As I was
a small slender boy they put me in the

middle We slumbered through the en-
tire

night unconscious that a heavy snow
had fallen When day dawned I felt
that I was crowded and unusually
warm Removing the blanket from my
head the cold snow fell upon the necks
of my right and left bowers both of
whom being suddenly awakened by the
shock cried out Ugh Ugh

Looking about me I could see no one
stirring The men wore sleeping sound-
ly

and comfortably their snow covered
forms having the appearance of so many
inanimate logs That experience con-

Wc were in all the fights in East Ten ¬

nessee except during the siege of Knox
ville when we were on a raid

The battle of Rheatown occurred Oct
11 1SCS The Johnnies fought stubborn-
ly

until n squad of us charged their left
flank and them back We held the
position and they retreated We chnsed
them about seven miles and then went
into camp for the night The next morn-
ing

wo continued the chase to Bloutville
where we defeated and drove them out
of Tennessee following them as far as
Abingdon Va We then fell back to
Joncsboro Tenn

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A NIGHT ON PICKET

Kirby Smiths Cavalry Turns Out to Be Three
Escaping Slaves

Editor National Tribune I have
been a member of The National Tribune
family since 1879 and in that time I have
written a few letters of reminiscence 1
will now tell the boys about my first ex
psriencc on picket guard It was about
two miles east of Frankfort Ivy on the
Versailles Turnpike where the road to
Georgetown branches off It was early
in October 18G2 when I had been but
a little over two months in the service
and a half month in the field

I had dreaded the duties of the lonely
picket in a hostile country or I thought
that I would and this feeling had been
somewhat intensified just before entering
the service by a villainous woodcut in one
of the illustrated papers of that time en-
titled

¬

Rebel Prowler Shooting a Union
Picket There in the foreground was
the Union picket dressed nnd equipped in
all the of war his musket
falling from his grasp and himself fall-
ing

¬

backward in the agonies of death and
away in the distance in the deep woods
appeared the ugly face and slouch hat of
a rebel bushwhacker with blazing gun
The picture made a deep impression on
my boyish mind and it was with some
consternation that I heard the Orderly
about 4 p m one day call out my name
as one of the details for picket

We had recently marched from Louis
ville where we had crossed the Ohio and
our division under Gen Ebcnezcr Dn
inont had pushed back some part of the
rebel army and captured Frankfort just
in time to prevent the seating of n rchcl
Governor It was then known that the
rebel General Kirby Smith was cast and
south of us with two divisions of Braggs
army nnd it was expected of him by his
chief that he would recapture the State
Capital

The ollicer of the guard that night was
our First Lieutenant II II Clay after- -
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wards our Captain and later Major who
led the regiment on the famous march
to the sea and the stirring and eventful
campaign of the Carolinas

My companions on the picket post at
the road were two men of my company
Ario W Davison nnd Robt N Lester
both of whom have reached the long pon
toon and crossed over the river of death
Peace to their ashes

Lieut Clay gave us our orders or in-

structions
¬

for the night to wit Watch
for the approach of any heavy bodies of
troops the usual directions about chal-
lenging

¬

and added If you shoot shoot
to kui we began our weary vigil at
sundown I caught a firefly and put it
tinder a tin cup so ns to have his illum-
inated

carcass to tell the time by a watch
one of the boys carried Lester went on
at 8 p m Davison at 10 and the writer
at iAas a result of getting the short
straw in a draw for reliefs

The night was starlight and quite still
and at about 1 p m I was wide awake
and sitting on a fence rail in the corner
of a worm fence and under the shadow
of a big wide spreading birch tree when
I detected the suppressed hum of voices
and looking cast up the left or Versailles
road I saw as I thought a little less
than a million of Kirby Smiths men who
were coming light on I sprang into the
center of the pike and commanded the
supposed enemy to halt but on they came
The second challenge met with like re-
sults

¬

I drew back the hammer to my
huge French musket with which we had
been recently armed and which were said
to be warranted to kill at both ends All
marching troops then went in a column
of fours front and I could see three
abreast and I Mipposed the fourth man
must be in the shadow of the cedar along
the road but the snap of the stiff main-
spring

as I drew back the hammer in the
still night air was both heard and heed ¬

ed for the army of mnrching enemies
came to a halt and that promptly then
as ordered I sang out Who comes
there I was afraid the supposed enemy
would hear my heart beat it thumped
so loud In answer to my last challenge
came the reply Wes black boys They
were three slaves escaping to freedom I
told them to advance They had all their
belongings We kept them near us till
morning Lester who was the Si Klegg
of our company found some honey and
a chicken somewhere so wo were able
to give them a very good breakfast They
were soon duly installed about camp in
various positions and a tow days later
all the regiment will remember the uproar
amounting to almost a riot when a well
known nigger catcher accompanied by
the alleged owner of our new arrivals
came to camp with an order from Oen
Bucll to convey the black boys back to
slavery They failed to find the chattels
however they were safely hidden

The Army of AVest Virginia held the
most advanced position The turnpike
leading south passed between the positions
occupied by the Army of West Virginia
and Nineteenth Corps

at Fishers Hill was the flower of
Lees army Stonewall Jacksons old corps
under the immediate command of Geu Ju
liil A Early His command had been lo-
in

forced by two divisions from Gen
Longstreets Corps and quite a formida ¬

ble body of militia the most of which
were without arms and trusting to the
surprise that followed to secure a supply

Between these two armies the skirmish-
ers

¬

were iu close proximity keeping up a
constant fusilade day and night On the
niglrt of Oct IS and undir cover of the
darkness Gen Early had advanced his
entile force to his own skirmish line
The bayonets of his soldiers were left in
their camp lest the chinking of their
shanks against their canteens should at-
tract

attention One of Earlys spies had
succeeded iu getting the countersign fiom
Union headquarters During the night a
regiment of rebel cavalry iu Union uni ¬

forms rode up and with the stolen coun-
tersign

bagged every picket in front of
the Army of West Virginia and that wing
of the Confederate auny lay within 200
yards of the rille pits

Five divi ions of tho rebel army under
Pegram Wharton Lomaxt Kerchaw and
Ramseur flanked the Federal position
overlapping the same for nearly two miles
The Confederate strategy now became as
plain as the nose on a mans face viz to
capture and annihilate the Army of West
Virginia under Gen CrOoks and turn the
Union position At 4 in m while the
great body ot Crooks soldiers7 were sleep-
ing in their tents their front was swept
as by an inundation the five rebel divi ¬

sions simultaneously sweeping in from tlie
east The surprise was1 complete and the
panic for the time being was frightful
No trained veterans ill the world could
have withstood the outset Many were
shot while sleeping in their tents If
there had been no surprise the condition
would have warranted the commander of
that wing in making a hasty retreat as
there could have been but two other re
sults a massacre or an unconditional sur-
render

¬

There were no better soldiers
anywhere than the rank and file or the
Army of AVest Virginia On a score or
more battlefields they had proven their
devotion aud courage anil the man who
charges them with cowardice on that oc¬

casion is simply a fool for want of sense
Two miles iu the rear or this body of men
the 01st Ohio had been detached and were
guarding 500 head of cattle for the annv
Ihe former Colonel Gen B F Coatos
had command of the brigade up in front
and immediately dispatched a swift
rider Capt A AV Prather to apprise
the regiment of its danger and to move
the cattle out of the corral and on to Win-
chester

¬

A few days before this battle Gen
Sheridan had visited AVashington for a
conference with President Lincoln and
Gen Grant and had reached Winchester
Va on his return to the army on the
night of Oct IS lStH The heavy firing
of artillery and the roll or musketry on
the following morning attracted the at ¬

tention of his practiced ears and Rienzi
and his rider were off on tho wings of the
wind for the battlefield 20 miles awav

that morning had not been strangers to
the screech of shells and the whiz of
lninie balls and yet with unbroken front
and soldierly bearing they had reached a
point seven miles to the rear when Gen

Well said Col Cirdel my recant has
been detached for weeks and I was or¬

dered to take the regiment and drive the

glers

back into the battle And again
the gallant General was on the wing to
where the uitillcry- - thundered and the
musketry roared incessantly

Gen Sherman once wrote the Mayor of
Atlanta War is cruel and you cannot
refine it and to another he said War is
hell and on the evening of Oct 10 1SIH
while we were driving tie stragglers back
into the action at Cedar Ceek on thewidespread plains of the Shenandoah Val-
ley

I thought I could see a practical ap- -

luiiuuou or iiiusiraiiou or Slicniiaus terse
exclamation that War is hell and 8000
soldiers were weltering in their blood
Ihe nder who rode from Winchesteruon in tne gathering gloom or thenight had leaped a great victory without
a single reinforcement and inflicted acrushing defeat on the minions or rebel-
lion

stealing of a negro by Co E 10th III In
January ISG2 we were on a march in
Kentucky from Camp Holt Ky After
the object of our march had been accom
plished we started back to Camp Holt
As we neared the river some of the olliccrs
decided they wanted a negro for a cook
or waiter AVhen we arrived at camp
Co E had an athletic good looking negro
hoy I should judge about 18 years of
age His master soon arrived iu camp
hunting for his property but could not
find him We had orders to pack up and
get aboard a steamboat to return to our
old camp at Mound City III We had
what they called wedge tents iu those
days so those who had charge of the ne-
gro

¬

slyly wrapped him in one of the tents
and he was loaded on a wagon with the
other baggage and hauled down to the
landing at the river Someone in the com-
pany

¬

had given the whole thing away to
the negros owner as 50 reward had
been offered for any information that
would lead to the recovery ot the prop
erty Our company s baggage was on the
boat and we had moved on board also
when nn order was received rrom Gen
McClcrnand to search Co Es baggage
The searchers knew exactly where to look
They commenced on the pile or tents be--
Jonging to Co E and near the bottom of
the pile they found the darky nearly
smothered Our Colonel Morgan was
very anxious to know who had a hand
in hiding the negro but hccouId find no
one who knew anything about it We
were put on extra duty as a company and
scut above Mound City to an old iron
foundry as punishment The rest of the
regiment was sent to Birds Point Mo
We never knew to a certainty who told
the negros master where the slave could
be found We supposed it was a fellow
by tho name of Jim McCIure as he
seemed to be flush with money shortly
afterwards This same McCIure deserted
while we were standing in line of battle
at Farmington Miss awaiting an attack
At least he disappeared I have never
