of i corresponding date of last year

The Russian Government it is stated nt
the Treasury Department once claimed to
be in possession of a gold fuud amounting
to 598000000 This is the highest
amount of reserve on record but the pres ¬

ent figures of our Government almost
I each it so that the fund now held is but
a step from the largest in history On
July 25 last reports were received nt the
Department here of the amounts held by
foreign nations They were as follows
Bank of England 183330081 Bank of
Germnny 158383431 the Imperial Bank
of Russia 315408144 Bank of Austro
Hungary 190314125 and Bank of
France 178258230 These banks hold
the same relative positions to their respec-
tive

¬

Governments as the Treasury does to
the United States Government so that the
funds indicated arc governmental and not
private moneys The nmount now held by
France in its bank is the largest in the his ¬

tory of that Nation so that along with the
United states it is now enjoying an un
usually large redundance of Government
reserve

One of the most remarkable features of
the fund now held by the Treasury is tho
fact that a very large proportion of the
amount is of home production Of the

501354297 now held very little is cred-
ited

¬

to the importation account the bulk
of it coming from the Alaskan and Cripple
Creek mining regions During the fiscal
year ending June 30 last the net imports
tions of gold amounted to only 13128
000

Of this quantity of metal a large per ¬

centage came from Australia The gold
that is placed into tho Treasury through
home production is covered by the issu-
ance

of gold certificates every dollars
worth of which stands guaranteed by its
equal in coin held in the vaults of tho
